It was, on motion, unanimously Resolved

That Companion^ the Most Worshipful the Grand Master,

Col. William M. Wilson, take the Chair, and

That E. Companion C. Magill, Past Z., be requested to

act as Secretary to the Convention.

The Convention having been thus constitutionally qfganised,

and the subject for which it had been called having been introduced

by Companion the Most Worshipful Grand Master, after mature

deliberation, the following Preamble was unanimously adopted :

—

PREAMBLE.

That the absence in the Province of a supreme authority for

regulating the affairs of Royal Arch Masonry, having long

been attended with serious inconveniences to the Ordei-,

and the Grand Lodge of Canada having been legally and

constitutionally established on a firm and permanent basis,

—

Bk it' Resolved,—
To recommend to an adjourned meeting of Royal Arch

Masons, to be held on Tuesday the 20th instant, at the

Masonic Hall in the said City of Hamilton, with the concur-

rence of the Most Worshipful Grand Master ot Masons in

Canada, at once to proceed in the establishment of a Grand

Royal Arch Chapter for Canada, on the following conditions :

That the Constitution of the Grand Royal Arch Chapter of
England be adopted, mutatis mutandis, as its Constitution, and
be taken as the guide in the arrangement of the various offices of
this Grand Chapter, with the following reservations :

—

That the principle established by the Grand Lodge of Canada
of making the principal offices annually elective, be adopted by
this Grand Chapter.

That in order to assimilate with the usages of Royal Arch
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Masonry in the United States, tlie three degrees not recognized by
the Grand Chapter of England, viz

:

The Mark Master, Past Master and Most Excellent Master
Masons degrees, shall be taken by all persons, to entitle them to

be admitted to membership in any Chapter under this jurisdiction,

but that Royal Arch Masons who may have taken their degrees in

any regularly warranted Chapter under any other jurisdiction, may
be admitted as visitors to any Chapter in this Province, when
working in the Royal Arch degree, or in any degree which such

visitor may have taken under a regularly warranted Lodge or

Chapter, and that in conformity with the foregoing recommendation,
the M.W., the Grand Master, be the First Grand Principal, Z.,

or the R.W. D. G. M., be the Second Grand Principal, H., the

other Officers being left to the discretion of the Convention.

The Meeting adjourned, to meet at six o'clock p. m. to-morrow.

The Convention re-assembled at the Masonic Hall, on Tuesday,

January the 20th, 1857, at 7 o'clock, p. m.

The Grand Chapter was opened in ample form, with solemn

prayer.

The M. E. Grand Z. informed the Grand Chapter that he had

summoned them together for the purpose of receiving the Report

of the Committees on Address and Constitution, and to proceed

with all unfinished business.

The Grand Scribe, E., read the Minutes of an Especial

Convocation held at Montreal, which were on motion confirmed.
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The Committee appointed at the last convocation, for the

purpose of drafting an address to be forwarded to all the Grand

Chapters, submit the following

ADDRESS:

To the Most Excellent Grand Chiefs, the Grand Officers and

Companions of the Grand Chapters of Royal Arch Masons

:

Wk, the Grand Principals, Grand Officers, and Companions of the

Grand Royal Arch Chapter of Canada, with fraternal regards.

Send Greeting :

In accordance with ancient usage, and earnestly desirous of

cultivating and cementing those feelings of fraternal union, the

practice of which has not only rendered our Order illustrious

throughout the world, but has also ensured its permanency and

efficiency, the Grand Royal Arch Chapter of Canada feel it to

be their bounden duty to prepare and forward to the recognised

authorities of the Royal Craft, situated without the boundaries of

this jurisdiction, a statement of the principal reasons which led to

the organisation of a controlling power over Royal Arch Masonry

in this Province, and at the same time to communicate to them

the fact of such organisation.

The absence from our Chapters of that harmony and

prosperity, which should ever distinguish the proceedings of Royal

Arch Masons, induced many of our more zealous companions to

institute a careful inquiry into the causes which had contributed

to the apparent decline of the Royal Craft in Canada, and it soon

became evident that this was solely to be attributed to the

diversity of interests and to the want of uniformity, in work and

action, existing among the various Chapters in this Province
;

these Bodies holding warrants from different Grand Chapters and

working under different constitutions, neither assimilated in their

views nor feelings ; their funds were drained, and their usefulness

diminished, by the transmission of the required fees to their

Parent Grand Chapters, they were thus left unable to meet the

claims made by distressed Companions hailing from the various

Chapters of Europe and America.
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In addition to these obstacles it may also be remarked, the

system of work authorised by the Grand Chapter of England does

not recognise the degrees of Mark Master, Past Master, and Most

Excellent Master ; and the Chapters in this Province were thus

placed in a most embarrassing situation, as the work performed

by them in these several degrees was not only contrary to, but

inconsistent with, (he rules and regulations of that Grand Chapter
;

while, on the other hand, the Chapters in the United States of

America absolutely required that all visitors should have previously

received these degrees before they could be admitted.

Taking these circumstances into consideration, and with a view

to obviate the difficulties under which the Royal Craft labored in

this Province, a Circular was addressed to the Chapters holding

Warrants attached to Lodges affiliating with the Grand Lodge of

Canada, requiring them to send duly qualified Representatives to

a Convention, to be held at the City of Hamilton, on the 19th day

of January, A.D. 1857.

The Convention having assembled at the time and place

appointed and a constitutional number of Chapters being represented

by their properly qualified Officers, the whole subject was taken

into serious consideration and it was unanimously Resolved,—That

it was expedient and necessary to establish an Independent

governing power over Royal Arch Masonry in Canada.

The Grand Royal Arch Chapter of Canada having thus been

formed in accordance with universal usages was then duly

established, a constitution requiring that the degrees of Mark
Master, Past Master and Most Excellent Master, should be

conferred on all candidates previous to their being exalted to the

Royal Arch degree, or admitted to membership, was adopted and

the following Companions were elected as Grand Officers :

The Convention was again summoned to meet at Hamilton on

the 2nd day of April, A.D. 1857, upon which occasion the Grand

Officers elect were regularly installed and proclaimed, in Ancient

form, by M. E. Companion Czar Jones, Past Grand High Priest

of the State of Michigan.
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The Grand Royal Arch Chapter of Canada having been thus

duly formed, and being engaged with yourselves in promulgating

the genuine principles of the Royal Craft, and feeling, at the same

time, earnestly desirous of cultivating a friendly intercourse with

your distinguished body, cordially extend to you the right hand of

fellowship and confidently claim from your Grand Chapter a

fraternal recognition. "'

A constitutional number of Chapters being represented,

The Grand Chapter was opened in ample form at half-past

three o'clock, p. m.

The minutes of the Especial Convocation, held at London

C.W., were read and confirmed.

The M. E., Grand Z., informed the Grand Chapter that they

were met pursuant to a circular issued for the purpose of receiving

the report of the Committee appointed to revise and amend the

Constitution.
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The Committee on Constitution presented and read the

following

REPORT:

To the Grand Principals, and

The Grand Chapter of Royal Arch Masons of Canada,

Your Committee, to whom was entrusted the important duty

of preparing a revised draft of the Constitution, for the govern-

ment of the Grand Chapter and Chapters of Royal Arch Masons

in this Province, respectfully submit the following Report,

accompanied by the amended Constitution.

In preparing the amended Constitution, the principal difficulty

with which your Committee had to contend, was, the dissimilarity

of working between that which obtains in England and the United

States. The former does not acknowledge the degrees of M. M.,

P. M., and M. E. M., whilst the latter not only acknowledges

those degrees, but considers them as essential to the proper

working of a Chapter.

The Resolution of the M. E. the Grand Chapter at the emer-

gency meeting held at London on the 8th October last, having

adopted the United States' system of working for the M. M., Past

and M. E. M. degrees, which also agrees with that practiced by

the Chapters in Ireland and Scotland, render the duties of your

Committee distinct and clear in this respect.

At the same Meeting it was also resolved, that the presiding

Officers of the Chapters should be denominated 1st, 2nd and 3rd

Principals, whilst the corresponding Officers under the United

States system of working, were termed H.P., K., and S. According

to the English working, two Assist. Sojourners are required,

whereas the office of Principal Sojourner alone is acknowledged in

the U. S., working.

In order to correct this discrepancy, your Committee having

fully carried out the instructions of the M. E. the Grand Chapter,

recommend that the designations of Z., H., and J., should apply

to the first, second and third Grand Principals, and Principals
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of private Chapters, respectively, but that in every other

respect the United States system of working should be followed

which would include only one Principal Sojourner.

The preparation of the draft of Constitution devolved on the

Toronto Section of the Committee, consisting of R. E. Comp.

Tully and Allen, and V. E. Comp. Campbell ; when prepared it

was forwarded to Hamilton and London for their consideration,

the Hamilton Section being composed of R. E. Comp. Duggan

and Harris, and Comp. Stephens, and the London Section of R. E.

Comp. Wilson, E. Comp. Rolfe, and Comp. Abbott.

The suggestion of the latter Sections are inscribed on the

margin, some of which have been agreed to by the Toronto Section,

and are submitted for the consideration of the M. E. Grand

Chapter.

Your Committee, in conclusion, recommend the adoption of

the accompanying Draft ofConstitution, subject to the consideration

of the proposed amendments.

The Grand Z. may convene Grand Chapters of Emergency

when necessary. The reason for convening a Chapter of Emergency

shall be expressed in the summons, and no other business shall be

entered upon at that meeting.

XI 1. The Grand Director of Ceremonies shall, at every

meeting of the Grand Chapter, attend without the entrance for the

purpose of guarding under the superintendence of the Grand

Pursuivant, against the admission of any but those who are

(pialified, and have their proper clothing and jewels, and have

signed their names to the accustomed papers, and are, in all respects

entitled to admission.

Xni. If, at any Grand Chapter, stated or occasional, any of

the Grand Princiiuils be absent, the chair shall be filled by the

Grand Oflicer next in rank and seniority who may be present,

provided he be an installed Present or Past First Principal of any

regular subordinate Cliaptoi',

XIV. An amiual Heport of the transactions of the Grand

Chapter, with an aecoimt of the funds and property belonging to it,

shall be printed without delay and transmitted to every Member
of the Grand (.'hapter, and to every subordinate Chapter, imme-

diately after the general Convocation in February.

XV. When the Grand Lodge, or any other competent

authority in the Craft, shall suspend or expel any Brother who is a

Royal Arch Mast)n, the Grand Chapter shall immediately, on such

suspension or expulsion being communicated to it by the Grand

Principals, or any of them, proceed to consider and decide whether

such Companion shall be suspended or expelled from his Arch-

Masonic functions for the period whilst such Craft suspension or

expulsion continues in torce.

XVI. Should any Chapter have neglected to make its returns

and payments to the Grand Chapter for the space of one year, the

Principals and Past Principals ot such Chapter shall not be
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permitted to attend any meeting of the Grand Chapter until Huch

returns and payments have been completed.

XVII. Companions of eminence and ability, who have rendered

service to the Craft, may, by a vote of the Grand Chapter, be

constituted Members of the Grand Chapter, with such rank and

distinction as may be thought proper.

REGULATIONS
FOR THK GOVERNMENT OF THE GRAND CHAPTER, DURING TUB TIME OF

PUBLIC BUSINESS.

Which are to be read at every Convocation thereof.

I. The Grand Chapter being opened, and the Regulations

having been read, the Minutes of the last Annual (convocation,

and of any intervening Grand Chapter, are then to be put for

confirmation ; then any communications from the Grand Principals,

or any of them, shall be read and proceeded with ; and then any

reports from any Committee shall be read ; after which, the other

business shall be regularly proceeded with.

II. All matters are to be decided by a majority of votes, each

Chapter having three votes, and each Past First Principal one

vote; each Oflicer and Member of the Grand Chapter, (except the

Grand Janitor) not otherwise entitled to vote, shall have one vote,

and the presiding Officer one vote, and in case of a tie he shall

also have a casting vote ; mil ess the Grand Chapter, for the sake

of expedition, shall think proper to leave any particular subject to

the determination of the presiding Officer. The votes of the

Members are to be signified by each holding out one of his hands,

which hands the Grand Scribes are to count, unless the presiding

Officer shall declare the numbers so unequal as to render the

counting unnecessary.

III. Whenever the presiding officer shall call to order, there

shall be general silence.

IV. All Members shall keep their seats, except the Grand

Scribes, the Principal Sojourner, and the Grand Director of
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Ceremonies, who are allowed to move about from place to place

in the discharge of their duties.

V. No Companion sliall speak twice to the same question,

unless in explanation, or the mover in reply.

VI. Every Conipunidii who spt^aks shall rise and remain

standing, addressing 1 unself to the presiding oflieer ; and no

Companion shall interrupt him, except to speak to order, or the

presiding Officer to call him to order ; but after he has been set

right he may proceed, if ho observe due order and decorum.

VII. If any Member shall have been twice called to order by

the presiding Officer, and shall, nevertheless, be guilty of a third

oflence at the same meeting, the presidmg Officer shall command

him forthwith to quit the Grand Chapter, and he shall not be again

admitted to that meeting.

VIII. Whoever shall be so unmasonic as to hiss at a Companion,

or at what he has said, shall be forthwith solemnly excluded the

Convocation, and declared incapable of being a Member of any

Grand Chapter till, at another Grand Convoctition, he publicly

own his fault, and grace be granted.

IX. That no motion for the repeal or alteration of any

existing law, or for the introduction of a new one, shall be made,

without notice being given in a previous Grand Chapter.

OF GRAND OFFICERS.

I. The Grand Z. shall be elected and installed, according to

ancient usage, at the annual Convocation. He is then to nominate

such of his Grand Officers as it is his prerogative to appoint, and,

with the elective Grand Officers, to be thereupon installed and

invested in ancient form.

II. No Companion shall fill the office of a Grand Principal

for more than three consecutive years, but he may be re-elected

after the expiration of the following year.

III. Should the Grand Z,. die during his term of office, or be

rendered incapable of discharging the duties, by sickness, absence

or otherwise, the Granl H., or in his absence the Grand J., or in
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I

their absence the Grand Superintendent of the District shall

assemble the Grand Chapter iminediately to record the event

;

which Grand Chapter shall appoint three of its members to invite

the immediate Past First Grand Principal to act until a new

election takes place. Should he decline, or be unable to act, the

last but one, and so on ; if no former Grand Z.. be found to act, the

Grand Chapter shall be summoned to elect a Gnnd Z.

IV. The Grand Z., under the sanction of the Grand Chapter,

may, by warrant, appoint any Companion of eminenct? and skill

to represent the Grand Chapter in a sister Grand Chapter ; he may
also constitute the llepresentative of a Sister Grand Chapter a

Member of the Grand Chapter of Canada, with such rank as the

Grand Chapter may deem to be appropriate.

OF GRAND SUPERINTENDENTS OF DISTRICTS.

I. The Grand Superintendent for each District, as defined by

the Constitution of the Grand Lodge of Canada, seven in number,

shall be nominated by the Chapters in that District, and confirmed

by the Grand Z., at the annual Convocation, and, if present,

regularly invested.

lie must be an installed First Principal, <jr a Past First

Principal, and a resident in the District for which he is appointed.

This Officer is invested with a rank and power, in his particular

District, in the absence of the Grand Principals, similar to those

of the Grand Principals themselves.

II. He may preside in every Chapter he visits within his

District.

III. He may hear and determine any subjects of Masonic

complaint or irregularity respecting Chapters or individual

Companions within his District, and may proceed to admonition

or to suspension, until the decision of the Grand Chapter shall be

made known thereon. A minute of all such proceedings, stating

the offence and the law applicable to it, together with his decision

is to be transmitted to the Grand Chapter, through the Grand

Scribe, E., and when the case is of so flagrant a nature, as in the

judgment of the Grand Superintendent of the District to require
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the erasure of a chapter, or the expulsion of a companion, he shall

make a special report to the Grand Chapter with his opinion

thereon.

IV. Tlie Grand Superintendent of the District may summon

any Chapter or Companion, within his District to attend him, and

to produce the warrant, books, papers and accounts of such Chapter,

or the certificate of such Cornpanioa.

If the summons be not complied with, nor a sufficient reason

given for non-compliance, a peremptory summons shall be issued
;

and, in case of contumacy, the circumstances are to be reported to

the Grand Chapter, who may suspend the chapter or companion,

as before provided.

V. All petitions for warrants to be recommended and duly

signed by the Grand Superintendent of the District, prior to their

transmission to the Grand Scribe, E.. whose dutv it shall be to see

that such recommendation and signature are duly attached to each

petition.

VI. The Grand Superintendent of each District is required

to report to the Grand Chapter, at its annual Convocation, on the

condition of Masonry in his district, with a list of such Chapters

as may have been constituted since the last annual Convocation, at

least fourteen days pre\'ious to the next annual Convocation.

VII. He has power to give or refuse consent for the removal

of a Chapter from Towti to Town within his District, but not from

his District into another, or from another District into his own,

without the sanction of the Grand Chapter.

I. All ministerial duties, and all privileges attached to the

ofiice of Grand Scribe, are to be performed and enjoyed exclu-

sively by the Grand Scribe, E., who shall be an installed First

Principal, or Past First Principal of a regular subordinate Chapter.

II. The Grand Scribe, N., to assist the Grand Scribe, E.,

during the business of the annual Convoc-ation <;»f the Grand Chapter.
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OF GRAND PRINCIPAL SOJOURNER, TREASURER, REGISTRAR, FIRST AND

SECOND ASSISTANT SOJOURNERS, SWORD BEARER, STANDARD

BEARER, DIRECTOR OF CEREMONIES, ORGANIST, PURSUIVANT

AND JANITOR.

I. The duties of the above Officers of the Grand Chapter

correspond with those of similar Officers, as prescribed in the

Constitution of the Grand Lodge of Canada.

The Grand Principal Sojourner acting in the Grand Chapter

in a similar capacity to that of Grand Senior Deacon in the Grand

Lodge.

IL The Grand First and Second Assistant Sojourners, Sword

Bearer, Standard Bearer, Director of Ceremonies, Organist and

Pursuivant, being appointed by the First Grand Principal, may be

selected from amongst the Companions of the regular subordinate

Chapters, though not installed First Principals, or Past First

Principals of such Chapters.

GOVERNMENT OF SUBORDINATE CHAPTERS.

I. The Grand Chapter of Canada shall have the sole govern-

ment and superintendence of 'the several Royal Arch Chapters,

and Lodges of Most Excellent, Past and Mark Master Masons,

within the Province ; to assign the limits of the several Districts,

and settle controversies that may happen between them ; and

shall have power under seal and the sign manual of the Grand

Principals, attested by the Grand Scribe, E., and Grand Registrar,

to constitute new Chapters of Royal Arch Masons, and Lodges of

Most Excellent, Past and Mark Master Masons,within the Province.

n. The Grand Z. shall have the power and authority, when-

ever he shall deem it expedient, during the recess of the Grand

Chapter, to grant a Dispensation under his hand, and attested by

the Grand Scribe, E., under the seal of the Grand Chapter, upon

the petition of nine regular registered Royal Arch Masons,

empowering them to open a Chapter of Royal Arch Masons, and

Lodges of Most Excellent, Past and Mark Master Masons, for a

certain specified time, provided the said term of time shall not

extend beyond the next convocation of the Grand Chapter, when
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the Grand Chapter may confirm the said Dispensation, or grant

the petitioners a Warrant of Constitution,

III. A fee of forty dollars shall be paid for every Dispensation,

and len dollars in addition for every Warrant of Constitution.

OF SUBORDINATE CHAPTERS.

I. All legally constituted assemblies of Royal Arch Masons

are called Chapters, as regular bodies of Mark Masters, Past

Masters and Most Excellent Masters are called Lodges. Every

Chapter ought to assemble for work at least once in every three

months, and should consist of three Principals, three Sojourners,

two Scribes and a Janitor, to which, for the better working of the

Chapter, may be added other Officers.

II. Every Chapter of Royal Arch Masons throughout this

jurisdiction shall have a Warrant of Constitution from the Grand

Chapter, and no Chapter shall be deemed legal without such

Warrant, or a Dispensation from the Grand Z. The mode of

application to be by petition, signed by nine regular and registered

Royal Arch Masons, specifying the place where it is intended to

hold such Chapter, the day on which it is proposed to be holden,

with the names of the three intended Principals.

III. The petition is to be transmitted to the Superintendent of

the District in which it is intended to hold the Chapter, for his

recommendation or opinion.

IV. Every Chapter shall be solemnly consecrated, according

to ancient custom, by the Grand Z., or by some present or past

First Principal, delegated for that purpose by the Grand Z.

V. Every Chapter shall annually elect, by ballot, the First,

Second and Third Principals, Scribes, E., and N., Principal

Sojourner and Treasurer, and, by an open vote of the Chapter, the

Janitor.

The First Principal shall annually appoint all the other Officers

required for the better working of his Chapter, who are, with the

elective Officers, to be regularly installed and invested.

VI. No Companion of any subordinate Chapter shall be

eligible for the First Principal's chair until he has served in the
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Second, nor to the Second until he has served in the Third, nor to

the Third until he shall have served the office of Scribe, E. or N.,

or Principal Sojourner of some subordinate Chapter.

VII. If the numbers shall, in any case, be equal, the First

Principal shall have the casting vote, or he may order a new ballot

at his discretion.

VIII. A Register shall be kept by each Chapter of all

Companions who shall be installed as First, Second and Third

Principals ; and every Chapter shall notify the Grand Scribe, E.,

the name of every Companion so installed, with the date of his

installation, and shall also notify the Grand Scribe, E., whenever

any Companion who has been installed as First, Second or Third

Principal, shall, from any cause whatever, cease to be a Member
of the Chapter ; and no Companion shall take his seat in the Grand

Chapter, as a First or Past Principal, until his name shall have

been so registered.

IX. No Companion shall fill the chair of First Principal f<»r

more than three consecutive years, nor the second and third chairs,

for more than two years in succession.

X. All Warrants issued for constituting Chapters of Royal

Arch Masons, must also give the power to open and hold Lodges

of Most Excellent, Past and Mark Master Masons, and the First

Second and Third Principals of such Chapter, for the time being,

shall be the Master and Wardens ; the other Officers of the

Chapter, according to seniority.

XL The Officers and Companions, whilst in Chapter, shall

wear the Insignia of the Order, according to their rank.

XII. In case of the absence of the First Principal, his chair shall

be taken by his immediate predecessor therein, or, in his absence,

by the Senior Past First Principal, and discharge the duties of the

Chapter.

XIII. In case of the death or removal of a First Principal,

the Chapter shall proceed to _^elect a new Principal in his place,

giving seven clear days' notice of such election to all the Members

of the Chapter.

XIV. Every Chapter shall, at least once in each year, make

a return to the Grand Scribe, E., specifying the names, ages,
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limos, ages,

professions and residences, and the dates of exaltation of the

Companions exalted, together with the dates of their taking the

previous degrees of Mark, Past and Most Excellent Master, and

shall, at the same time, remit the registering fees, and Fees for

Grand Chapter Certificates, that may be due. And if any

Companion, exalted hi foreign parts, and whose name, therefore,

is not previously registered in the books of the Grand Chapter,

shall join a Chapter as a Member, his name, age, profession and

Chapter shall be returned, and the same fee shall be paid as if he

had been exalted in the Chapter which he may so join. The names,

also, of all Companions who may join from any other Chapter

must be returned, and the Chapter in which they were exalted,

specified.

XV. Candidates for admission into a Chapter must be duly

proposed, balloted for and approved ; and no one shall be admitted

if on the ballot there appear two black balls.

XVI. No Mason shall be exalted to this degree unless he has

been a Master Mason for twelve calendar months at least.

XVII. No Chapter shall confer the degrees of Mark Master,

Past Master, Most Excellent Master and Royal Arch, upon any

Brother for a less sum than twenty dollars ; nor the Mark Master's

degree, when given alone, for a less sum than five dollars ; which

sums may include the fees to the Grand Chapter, for registry and

certificate.

XVIII. The Registering fee to the Grand Chapter for Brethren

exalted, shall be three dollars, including the fee for the certificate
;

and the fee for a Companion joining a Chapter, his name being

previously registered, half a dollar.

XIX. Every Chapter shall have power to make such By-Laws

as to them shall seem meet for their own private government,

provided they be not incompatible with the general laws of the

Crafl, or the general statutes enacted by the Grand Chapter, and

which By-Laws shall be fairly copied in a book to be kept for that

purpose, and a copy thereof shall be sent tt) the Grand Scribe, E.

XX. Every Chapter shall be subject to erasure and forfeiture

of its Charter of Constitution in either of the following cases :

Omitting to hold a Meeting of the Chapter for the space of

two years.

Neglecting to make any return required by .the foregoing

laws.

Neglecting to register annually the names of all Companions

exalted, and of those who have joined the Chapter.

But no Chapter shall be erased until the Principals thereof

shall have been duly summoned to show cause to the contrary to

the Grand Chapter.

REGALIA.

I. The following clothing and insignia shall be worn, and no

Companion shall, on any pretence, be admitted into the Grand

Chapter, or any Subordinate Chapter, without his proper clothing.

No honorary or other jewel or emblem shall be worn which

shall not appertain to, or be consistent with those degrees which

are recognized and acknowledged by the Grand Chapter.

II. The apron is to be of white lamb-skin, or white kid-skin,

from fourteen to sixteen inches wide, and from twelve to fourteen

inches deep, with an indented crimson and purple border two

inches wide, the crimson part pointing to the center of the apron

the border of the flap or lappet to be only one inch wide, in the

center of the flap is to be a triangle of silk or satin, surrounded

with a gold border, and within the triangle three taus, united in

gold spangled embroidery, and two gold tassels are to be

suspended by ribbons two inches wide, coming from under the

flap. The Present and Past Officers of the Grand Chapter alone

to have the apron trimmed with gold lace.

III. The silk or satin ground of the triangle, the lining and

strings of the apron, and the ribbon suspending the tassals, for

Present and Past Grand Officers of the Grand Chapter, purple,

and for Principals and Past Principals, of Subordinate Chapters,

crimson, and for all other Companions, white.

IV. The jewel of office worn by Past and Present Officers of

the Grand Chapter, is to be suspended by a collar of three colors,

viz : purple, crimson, and pale blue, four inches wide.

V. The jewel of oflUce worn by the Principals and Officers}
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and also by Past Principals of Subordinate Chapters, is to be

suspended by a crimson collar four inches wide.

VI. The aprons, collars, and jewels of Officers and Members

of Most Excellent, Past and Mark Master Mason's Lodges, to be

similar to those worn in Craft Lodges, according to rank.

VIL The medal of the Order is to be worn on the left breast,

appended according to the rank of the Companion, by a narrow

ribbon, two inches wide, as follows : Present and Past Officers of

the Grand Chapter, tricolor, corresponding with the collar, and the

Principals and Past Principals of all Subordinate Chapters, crimson,

also corresponding with the collar.

The other Officers of Subordinate Chapters, and all other

Companions, white.

VIIL All jewels of this Order are to be gold or gilt.

IX. All companions are to wear the usual sash of the Order,

with silk fringe at the ends, except that all Present and Past

Officers of the Grand Chapter, and Present and Past Principles of

Subordinate Chapters, may wear gold fringe or bullion instead

of silk.

The Most Excellent Z. submitted and read the following

ADDRESS.

JR. E. and E. Companions

:

By the blessing of the G. A. U. we are again permitted to

meet together in Grand Convocation, for the purpose of considering

the best measures to be adopted for the general welfare and

happiness of our Order, and as your suffrages have placed me in

the honorable position I hold in this Grand Chapter, it becomes

my duty and privilege to render to you some account of the

transactions of the Grand Chapter since our last regular Convo-

cation ; and lay before you such other matters as I may deem of

sufficient importance to claim your consideration. This I will

endeavor to do as briefly as possible and, therefore, request your
attention for a few moments.

Last year, when I assumed the duties of Grand First

Principal Z. the number of Chapters over which this Grand
Chapter had jurisdiction was four. I am happy now to inform

you that they are nearly tripled. Two Dispensations have been

issued to form new Chapters and four Dispensations of affiliation to

the Chapters in Canada West, formerly working under the supreme
Grand Chapter of England, and there is every prospect of some
of the other Chapters in the Lower Province, still working under

that jurisdiction, soon joining us. I have also, reason to believe

that before long, application will be made for Dispensations to

hold Chapters in Woodstock, St. Thomas and Windsor. At
Woodstock the Chapter would be supported by Three or Four
Lodges, at St. Thomas, two, and at Windsor Three. The
accession to our Order in individual Masons has not been great,

yet, considering the change we were undergoing towards
independence, it is as great as could have been expected. I have
received an application from R. E. Companion Simpson, Grand
Superintendent of the Central District, for a blank Dispensation,

to revive a dormant Chapter, formerly working in Brockville,

without furnishing the names of the nine Royal Arch Masons,
who were to form the Chapter ; this being rather a novel

application, J was induced to examine closely the book of

Constitution, and I find the law for the government of such

questions, clearly laid down in article 5, page 13, article 1, 2, page

15, and article 2, page 16, but there is no authority given therein

to the Grand First Principal Z. or any other Officer, to grant a
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Warrant or Dispensation without the nine names being first

furnished to the Grand Scribe, E. I have therefore declined

signing the blank dispensation, until the names are furnished.

I have much pleasure in informing you, that the Grand Royal
Arch Chapter of Ireland has acknowledged the independence of
this Grand Chapter, upon learning which, I appointed K.E. Comp.
Furnell our Representative at that Grand Chapter, and intimated

that R. E. Comp. Tully would be acceptable to us as their

Representative. And now that the Grand Lodge of England has

acknowledged the Grand Lodge of Canada, I have no doubt but
the Grand Chapters of England and Scotland will soon follow its

example. We have also been acknowledged by a number of the

Grand Chapters of the United States of America, and have received

friendly communications from several Grand Chapters, with

reports of their proceedings for 1858—one of which is from the

Grand Chapter of Illinois, in which a subject is broached of great

importance to all Royal Arch Masons throughout the world, viz

:

Uniformity of Work and Designation of Officers. At page 24,

in the Report of the Committee on Foreign Correspondence, this

passage occurs :

—

" Your Committee would fraternally suggest to our esteemed
Companions in Canada, whether it would not be as well, or better,

for them to conform the names of their Officers to those in the

United States. It would be pleasant to the Grand Chapters through

the Union if this could consistently be done."

It is deeply to be regretted that all Royal Arch Masons,
speaking the English language at least, do not follow the same
customs and usages. We have all derived our authority from the

same source, and are all offshoots from the Grand Chapter of
England. I have in my possession, one oi the first Constitutions

published in the United Stat«s, by Thomas S. Webb, in 1802,

which establishes this fact. The first Constitution of the Grand
Royal Arch Chapter of England was agreed to in 1782, and
published in 1786.

This subject was well considered by the Committee who
formed our Constitution and they entered on their labour with a

desire to conform to the work of our American Companions^ as

far as they consistently could ; with this view they framed our

Constitution so as to admit of the Mark, Past and Most Excellent

Masters degrees, being conferred in the same manner as in the

United States. Much might be said on this subject, but it would
be out of place for me to enlarge upon it, on the present occasion

;

perhaps our Committee on Foreign Correspondence may have to

address you and may enter more fully on the subject.
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Imay have to

At the request of sevenil distinguishcid Companions, 1 called

an Emergent Convoeation of the Grand Chapter, to meet imme-
diately after the business of the Grand Lodge at Toronto. The
Grand Chapter met accordingly on the 20th ultimo, and entered

the business for which they were summoned, namely, theon

adoption of a liitiial for the several Chapter degrees, and after

considerable discussion, the English system was agreed on for the

Koyal Arch, and, for the intermediate degrees, that practiced in

the United States, with some slight alteration.

A Committee was appointed for this purpose, consisting of

Companions Harington, Richardson, Harman and Barron, whose
report I expect will be laid before you.

It is of the utmost importance, that but one uniform mode
of work be permitted under this jurisdiction, and it is also

desirable that it should be defined without delay, for we have three

new Chapters recently formed, and three others are about to be

formed, so that they ought to be informed how they are to prepare

their Chapter Rooms, but this cannot be done, with any degree of

certainty, until the Ritual be finally adopted. I would remark,

whilst on this subject that I have been over 40 years a Royal
Arch Mason, and during that period have seen Masonry in many
countries, ,^nd in all its phases, and truth compels me to give the

preference io the English system of conferring the Royal Arch
degree, it is a history of Masonry of itself. Its Lectures are

highly moral and instructive, and I am sure that no Brother will

ever go away disatisfied v.ith his wages, who has received this

supreme degree in a proper manner, but on the contrary, will be

ever ready to return to labour with pleasure and profit, at the

sound of the Master's gavel.

A difficulty has been brought to my notice, which exists in

isolated Chapters, with respect to the three installed Principals

;

for, according to the Constitution as now understood, if there be

not the actual or past first, second or third Principals present, the

Chapter cannot be opened. The clauses, in our Constitution,

which seem to govern this rule, will be found in Art. 1, p. 16, in

these words :
" Every Chapter should consist of three Principals,

two Scribes, three Sojourners, a Janitor and others ;" and at Art.

6, p. 17, it is provided that " no Companion of any subordinate

Chapter shall be eligible for the first Principal's Chair until he has

served in the second, nor to the second until he has served in the

third, nor to the third until he shall have served the office of

Scribe, E. or N., or Principal Sojourner of some subordinate

Chapter." The English Constitution is to the s'^.me effect, but it

makes an exception for Foreign and new Chapters, see Art. 8,

p. 15, English Constitution. The Irish Constitution at article

a
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4, page 104, states that " A Chapter of this Order of Masonry
shall consist of throe Principals, three Sojourners, two Scribes avul

one High Priest, and it shall not be conipi'tont for any ('huptiT to

be opened unless one Actual or Past Principal bo pivHi^nt, who
shall preside." And by the Constitutions of the (Trrand ('hapters

in the United States either the King or Scribe may (ill the chair of

the High Priest and there seems to be no restriction as to lilling

the second or third chair. See the installation of King and Scril)o

in Stewart's Manual for 1851. Hero we have llie usages of other

Grand Chapters for our guide, so that there need be no dilfu^ulty

in deciding what ought to be ours. It is, however, neeessary that

this Grand Chapter should express an opinion what shall be the

practice of our Subordinate Chapters witli regard to filling the

second and third chairs by non-installed Principals, and if deemed
neeessary, the Constitution should be altered so as to leave no

doubt on the matter. It is unnecessary for me to remaik that

none but installed first Principals can preside over n lioyal Arch
Chapter, according to the English, Irish and Scotch Constitutions.

At the last Convocation of emergency, it was suggested that

the Convocations of the Grand Chapter should be held at the same
time and place as the meetings of the Grand Lodge—the Grand

Chapter meeting in the evenings, and the Grand Lodge during the

day. It will be now for you to decide whether this arrangement

can be carried into effect.

In conclusion, I beg to state, R. E. Companions, that it is my
wish to retire from the active duties of oflice. You will then'fl>re

understand that I am not a candidate for re-election. 1 think 1

may fairly claim, after so many years' labor, the privilege of

retiring to the ranks of my Companions out of ollice, and leave the

work to younger and more able hands
;
yet I shall ever be ready

to forward the cause of our Order.

I will now leave you to decide upon the various matters

set before you ; and may the G. A. U. enable us to discharge otir

duties with fervency and zeal.

Your Committee on Foreign Correspondence beg leave to

Report, that the formation of the Grand Chapter of Royal Arch

Masons of Canada has been viewed fiiv<jurably by most of the

Sister Grand Chapters, who have been notified of the act.

The first Grand Body whose recognition was officially given

is the Grand Chapter of Ireland, and the document in which the

intelligence is conveyed is couched in language so friendly and

urbane, that it calls for especial remark. The Masons of Ireland

have now stronger claims than ever to the respect and esteem of

their Canadian Brethren, for their (irand Chapter has nobly

achieved the good work towards this Province their Grand Lodge

began. The Communication referred to is as follows :

—

" To the Most Excellent Grand Principals,
" The Grand Officers and "Companions of the Supreme Grand

*' Royal Arch \.,'hupter of Canada.

" ' Craft, and feeling at the same time earnestly desirous of
" ' cultivating a friendly intercourse with the Grand Royal Arch
" ' Chapter of Ireland, cordially extend the right hand of fellowshp
'' • and confidently claim from the Grand Chapter of Ireland, a
" ' fraternal recognition.
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" It WI18 proposed, seconded, and acrreed to, ' That as the
* Grand Lodjie of Ireland had ree<^>gnized the Grand Lodge of
' Canada working in connexion with the above designed Grand
' Royal Arch Chapter of Canada, jis an Independent Grand
' Lodge, that the Grand Royal Arch Chapter of Canada be
'informed that the Grand Royal Arch ilhapter of Ireland

'acknowledges the Grand Royal Arch Chjipter of Canada as an
' Independent Grand Chapter of R*^»yal Arch Masons, and

'reciprocates the Masonic feeling- expressed in the Commu-
' nication ; but that it demands for the Chapters in Canada and
'individual compani<.ns who pref«T t«» retain their Masonic
'connexion with the Grand Royal Arch Chapter of Ireland the

'free exercise of their existing Masonic rights, and requires that

'the Royal Arch Warrant of any Chapter whose Blue Warrant
' has been or is about to be returne*! to the Grand T^odge of
' Ireland shall be surendered to the Grand Royal Arch Chapter
' of Ireland

;

" And the Grand Royal Arch Chapter of Irelard further
'' 'demands the continuance of its present privileges of issuing on
" ' proper memorial Royal Arch Warrants to be attached to any
*' 'symbolical Lodge, under the jurisdiction of the Grand Lodge of
" 'Ireland, (in Canada.')

The Grand Chapters of many of the States of the neighbouring

confederacy have also tbrwarded d«K-uments to this Grand Chapter,

generally in the form of printed prot-eedings.

TALIFORNIA.

The (Jrand (Chapter of Califorxia says :
•' The Companions

" of Canada have our most cordial and fratenial sympathies." and
assert that " the permanent establishment of such a Grand Chapter
" in Canada as the one now in operation, analogous as it is in its

" machinery and system to our own. would most materially aid in
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" the more complete devclopement of our Order." Yet, in the

absence of what is deemed full information with regard to our
movements, the Grand Chapter of California, pauses before

tendering to us the fraternal grasp of recognition. We hope next

year to be able to report that their scruples have been completely
overcome—their doubts dispelled.

We have received copies of proceedings of various Grand
Bodies anterior to the formation of this Grand Chapter, and two
of these have not as yet notiiied this Grand Chapter of their

action relating to our request for recognition.

These are the Grand Chapters of Kentucky and Ohio, both

of which we have, however, reason to believe have signified their

willingness to extend to us the right hand of fellowship.

The folhjwing Grand Chapters in the United States are

unheard from in any way : Arkansas, Iowa, Maryland and Dist.

OF Columbia, Massachusetts, Michigan, New Hampshire, New
Jersey, Pennsylvania, South Carolina, Tennessee, Virginia

and Wisconsin.

It is important to show the truly fraternal spirit with which

the Grand Bodies who have taken action in the Grand Chapter of

Canada, have expressed themselves, we therefore quote their

resolutions, as follows :—

" The Select Committee, to whom was referred a communi-

cation from the Grand Royal arch Cliapter of Canada, have had

the same under consideration, and instruct me to report

:

" That it is with the highest degree of satisfaction we witness a

Arch Chapter of Canada. (See p. 12.)

" A perusal of this document has afforded to your committee
no little pleasure ; and we doubt not that our companions of this

Grand Chapter will cordially unite with us in the gratification we
have experienced on learning that a Grand Royal Arch Chapter
has been regularly organized in the Province of Canada, with a
considerable number of subordinate Chapters working under its

jurisdiction. Our satisfaction is materially enhanced when we
take into consideration the fact that an obstacle has hitherto

prevent^od a free Masonic intercourse between Royal Arch Masons
exalt 'u . ^he Canadian Ch.ipters and those under the jurisdiction

of the t al Grand Chapters of the United States,—the other

Chaptcv uegroes not having been conferred in the Province. This

obstacle is now removed, the new Grand Chapter of Canada being

organized like our own, recognizing the several degrees that are

coiiterrcd in the United States, and working in the same manner
as our own Chapters. We feel confident that the members of the

(xrand Chapter of Connecticut will rejoice in according to our
sister Grand Chapter of Canada a cordial and fraternal recognition.

"The Committee find among the Masonic Communications
laid before them by the Grand Secretary, the address of the

Grand Principals, Grand Officers and Companions, of the Grand
Royal Arch Chapter of Canada, setting forth the circumstances

which caused their independent organization ; which we have

carefully examined, and present as a part of this report, and
recommend a fraternal recognition and cordial greeting ; and

present resolution." (See p, 12.)

" Resolved by the Grand Chapter o/ i^/onWa, That this Grand
Chapter, having received satisfactory evidence of the organization

of an Independent Grand Royal Arch Chapter, at the city of

Hamilton, in the Province of Canada, upon the principles of

Royal Arch Masonry in the United States, acknowledges her as

an Independent Grand Royal Arch Chapter, and grasps the

extended right hand of fraternity, with cordial recognition.

" Resolved,—That the Grand Secretary cause the proceedings

of this Grand Chapter to be forwarded to the Grand Chapter

of Canada, and ask reciprocal correspondence and intercourse.

" The Report was read and ordered to be published in the

proceedings of the Grand Chapter, and the foregoing resolutions

were severally put and unanimously adopted."

ILLINOIS.

" Comp. Grand Secretary then presented the Report of the

Committee on Foreign Correspondence, which was read and
adopted, and the resolution concurred in.

" Also, received a document from the Grand Principals,

Officers and Companions of the Grand Royal Arch Chapter of

Canada, setting forth, that for several causes therein enumerated,

similar to those which led to the organization of the Grand Lodge
of Canada, a Convention of Delegates from the several Chapters in

Canada, convened at Hamilton, January 19, 1857, and adopted a

constitution recognising the degrees of Mark, Past, Most Excellent

and Royal Arch Mason, and fully organised by electing M.E.Comp.

Bird Harris, Grand
Scribe, (answering to our Grand Secretary) and the other officers

suitable to the other stations in a Grand Chapter, who were all

duly installed into their respective stations by M. E. Comp. Czar
Jones, P.G.H.P. of Michigan. The said Grand Chapter fraternally

requests this Grand Chapter to recognise them, which we hope will

be done with a right good will.
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" Your Committee would fraternally suggest to our esteemed

Companions in Canada, whether it would not be as well, or better,

for them to conform the names of their Officers to those in the

United States. It would be pleasant to the Grand Chapters

through the Union if this could consistently be done."

" Resolved,—
" That this Grand Chapter welcomes the Grand Chapters of

Canada and New Jersey into the Royal Arch Constellation, and
most cordially extends to each of them the right hand of

fellowship."

INDIANA.
" The Committee on Foreign Correspondence, to whom was

specially referred the Communication from the Grand Royal Arch
Chapter of <Janada, respectfully report that they have had the

same under consideration, and regard the reasons assigned by the

Grand Royal Arch Chapter of Canada, for their separation from
the Grand Chapter of England, and the organization of an

independent body, as not only eminently conclusive and
satisfactory, but in the highest degree flattering to the Royal Arch
Chapters of this country. Their proceedings throughout are

marked by the utmost regularity, and in the opinion of your
committee, no hesitation should be felt in their full and complete
recf»gnition. They recommend for adoption the following

resolutions :

" Resolved,—
"That we extend to the Companions of the Grand Royal

Arch Chapter of Canada, a full recognition and cordial fraternal

greeting.

" Resolved,—
" That the usual correspondence and intercourse be opened

with the same.

" Resolved,—

copy of these proceedings to the Companions of the Grand Royal
Arch Chapter of Canada, duly authenticated by the seal of this

Grand Chapter.

" Which report was concurred in, and the accompanying
resolutions adopted."

LOUISIANA.

" Since our last Annual Convocation, a Grand Chapter has
been formed in the Province of Canada. We hail this accession
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to the number of Grand Chapters with delight. A communication
was received from Comp. Thos. B. Harris, styling himself Grand
Scribe, E., dated riamilton,C.W., AugustSlst, 1.857, accompanying
an address, with a request to lay it before you, confidently

expressing the assurance that it would secure to them a personal

recognition, and open up a channel ofcorrespondence and instruction

that would continue to the end of time.
" This we have thought to publish entire. The document

speaks for itself, [see p. 12.] and the reasons for the formation of

this Grand Chapter, and the sentiments therein expressed, meet
our decided approval. We cordially extend the right hand of

fellowship, and wish our Companions of Canada God speed in

their noble undertakings."

" The Grand Chapter of Maine will gladly hail the formation

of a Grand R. A. Chapter in Canada, and the committee would
spread upon our minutes in full the first fraternal salutations of

that body, which here follow. [See p. 1 2.]
" Believing there can be but one opinion as to the recognition

of this body, and that all the members of the Grand Chapters of

Maine will rejoice to adopt them, your committee present resolu-

tions at the close of this report."

" The Resolutions recognising the Grand Chapter of Canada
were considered and adopted, as follows :

" With the evidence furnished by the foregoing before us of

the legality of the formation of the Grand Chapter of Canada, we
submit the following

:

•' Whereas the Grand Royal Arch Chapter of Missouri,

having heard that a Grand Royal Arch Chapter was legally

constituted in the Province of Canada, for the government of

Royal Arch Masonry in that jurisdiction, and that such Grand

•• The Select Committee, to whom was referred the commu-
nication from the Grand Chapter of Canada, reported for the

consideration of the Grand Chapter the following resolutions :

" Resolved,—That this Grand Chapter fully recognises the

independence of the Grand R.A. Chapter of Canada, and cordially

welcomes her into the Masonic family of independent sovereignties,

and, as such, extends to her the right hand of fellowship.
'' Resolved,—That the Grand Secretary be directed to

transmit to the Grand Royal Arch Chapter of Canada a copy of
the above resolution, and with it a letter of congratulation and
fellowship.

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NORTH CAROLINA.

" The Committee on Communication from Canada presented

the following report, which was, on motion, adopted

:

" Your Committee, to whose consideration was referred the

circular from what purports to be the Grand Royal Arch Chapter

of Canada, have had but little time to devote to the subject, and

therefore feel some doubt as to the propriety of the course which

they purpose recommending for the adoption of this Grand Chapter.

Had our opportunities of enquiry have enabled us to fully satisfy

ourselves that our premises are entirely correct, we should then

have presented our conclusions with more confidence.

"We cannot resist the conclusion that the present G. R. Arch
organisation is a result of the state of anarchy that has for some
time prevailed in that jurisdiction, and as we should be the first to

resist any interference in our own, we should be the last to

interfere or encourage insubordination, or resistance to lawful

authority in a foreign jurisdictit»n. When the present Grand
Royal Arch organisation in Canada shall have reconciled her dispute

with the supreme authorities that have heretofore governed the

Royal Craft in that jurisdiction, none can extend the hand of

fellowship more cheerfully or more cordially than we. Until

then, we feel constrained to decline any proffers of recognition, and

to deprecate interference on the part of our sister Grand Chapters.

" The Address of the Grand Principals, Grand Officers and

the family of Grand Chapters, hoping that our future corres-

pondence may be mutually instructing and agreeable."

TEXAS.

" Your Committee have received a manvscript from the

Province of Canada, showing the organisation of an independent
Grand Chapter fur that Province. A number of Royal Arch
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Masons met in the City of Hamilton, on the 19th day of January,

A.D. 1867, and there being the requisite number of Chapters duly

represented, they proceeded to organise a Convention and framed
a constitution in strict conformity with the usages of Royal Arch
Masonry. The Constitution by tliem adopted requires all the

subordinate Chapters in their jurisdiction to confer the Mark
Master's, Past Master's and Most Excellent Master's degrees upon
all candidates previous to their being exalted to the degree of

Royal Arch Masons, or admitted to Membership.
" The Convention elected Grand Officers, and then adjourned

until the 2nd day of April, 1857, when they again met, according

to adjournment, in said city of Hamilton, and the Grand Officers

were properly installed by Companion Jones, Past Grand High
Priest of Michigan. Companion Wm. M. Wilson was installed

Grand High Priest, and Companion Thomas B. Harris, Grand
Secretary. So far as I am capable ofjudging, or it is in my power
to ascertain, the entire proceedings of said Convention were correct

and regular, and in strict conformity with the usages of the Royal
Craft, and entitled to full faith and credit, both here and elsewhere.

We therefore cheerfully extend to her the right hand of fellowship,

and bid her God speed in her career of usefulness.

" For the purpose of opening a full and free communication
with the Grand Chapter of Canada, we submit resolution No. 3,

and recommend its adoption.

" No. 3. Resolved,—That the Grand Chapter of Texas hails

with delight the organisation of an independent Grand Chapter in

Canada, and hereby instructs her Grand Secretary to enroll said

Grand Chapter amongst the list of Grand Chppters in correspon-

dence with this Grand Body, and forward to her the usual number
of our printed proceedings."

VERMONT.

" Your Committee fully adopt the views of the G. H. P.

touching the subject of R. A. Masonry in Canada, and recommend
that the officers of this Grand Chapter give the Grand Chapter of

Canada such recognition and welcome to our fellowship as becomes
a true Masonic brotherhood.

" And we recommend the adoption of the following Resolu-

tion :

—

" Resolved,—That this Grand Chapter recognise the Grand
Chapter of Canada as being legally constituted, and direct the

Officers of this Grand Chapter to correspond with and acknowledge

them as such ; also, that the Grand Secretary be, and he is hereby

directed, to forward copies of this resolution to the Grand High
Priest of Canada."

Your Committee feel that they cannot bettor occupy the

attention of Grand Ciiapter than by reacJinj^ tlie qualifications and

requirements a M. M. should possess before he is advanced to the

Chapter degrees, from the pen of Companion Albt-rt Pike, and
taken froni the report of Foreign Correspondence to the Grand
Chapter of California :

—

" It is not, they say, every M. Mason that is fitted to become
a R. A. M., and to have intrusted to his keeping, those profound

mysteries in regard to the Dt'ity, the universe, rid the soid of

man, which are inveloped by the symbolism of the Royal Arch
Degrees. * * * Mis qualijications must be the test of
admission.

" lie should have connected himself with, and be as nmch as

possible, a regular attendant of some Lodge, to encourage other

Masons to exertion, and to bear his share of the common burden.

He should have proven, by frequent intercourse with his Brethren,

that ' he is not caption?, easy to take ortense, suspicious, illiberal,

intolerant, given to much talking, pragmatical or overl>earing, nor

yet to yielding or facile to do unflinchingly what is right :
' for

they say, 'if he be any of these, he is not worthy to become a

R. A. Mason.' He should, also, have proven that he is not penurious

in contributing to the necessities of his Brethren, or the advance-

ment of the purposes of the Order ; and, also, that he is possessed

of such a vigor and cultivation of intellect, as to understand and
appreciate the sublime truths taught by R. A. Masonry.

" In alluding to the law" of their jurisdiction, requiring

candidates for the Chapter degrees, to be M. Masons of twelve

months standing, previous to receiving the Degrees, they differ in

opinion with the G. H. P., who entertained the view that

proficiency, and not time, should be the sole pre-requisite ; and
they urge, that, though in some instances, proficiency does not

arrive with time, yet that, by requiring candidates to wait a certain

length of time, the opportunity of improvement is afforded to them
which, if they do not profit by, they are unworthy to advance.

Besides, the lapse of time adnaits of observation, as to whether
the candidate possesses the other requirements of life, conduct,

and conversation, se indispensably necessary, and which no
examination in open Chapter, no matter how scrutinously conducted
could disclose. In concluding the subject they say :

" Make the conferring of these Degrees a mere matter of
course, give them without previous preparation or delay, as if

they required no preparatory Masonic culture and intellectual

exercise in the science of Symbolism, and let every body have them
for the asking, and you may make them so cheap that the veriest

beggar would scarcely stoop to pick them from the gutter. Let

^t,
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us, on the contrary, assert and maintain their almost priceless

value, tho magnitude and glory of the truths they embody, and the

high degree of mental and moral tone which they require as a

pre-re(|nisite ; and to be a Royal Arch Mason may some day here-

after, be what it was thirty years ago, when it was an honor and
rank to which none but the mature in jige, and the eminent in

character and intelleet attained ; and the jewels of the Chapter
were not flung heedlessly and lavishly to any who would
condescend to accept them, and pay the legal fee."

" What an admirable summary of the requisites which should

combine together to form a perfect candidate for the more exalted

mysteries of this branch of our Order ! How little could be
spared from the detail ! How great the advantages to be derived

by an adherence to such requirements ; and yet it will be asked,
' are these tests, or such as these, usually, or even ever applied to

the neophyte at our outer portals?' The response would, alas, be
too frequently in the negative. We are too eager to receive

laborers into the vineyard—to fill the quarries with unskilful and
ineflicient workmen—to induct into the mysteries of the Chair,

those upon whom the mantle of such as preceded them
therein, would sit as the robes of a giant upon the pigmy form of a
dwarf. To receive and acknowledge such as Excellent Masters,

where there is no excellence, save that, perhaps, of the gratification

of a morbid curiosity, or a more selfish ambition, and finally to

confer upon, as a chosen few, all the light which symbolic Masonry
can grant, even to her most devoted and well-deserving votaries."

Before concluding, your Committee would remark that their

attention has been directed to a sentence in the proceedings of the

Grand Chapter of the State of Illinois, to the following effect :

—

" Your Committee would fraternally suggest to our esteemed
" Companions in Canada, whether it would not be as well, or better,
'• for them to conform the names of their officers to those in the
" United States. It would be pleasant to the Grand Chapters
" through the Union if this could be consistently done.''

There is little doubt but that the more closely and uniformly

the working of the Royal Craft can be assimilated the better for

the Order ; but believing, as we do, that our Companions in the

United States took upon themselves at some period to change the

names of the three chief or presiding ofticers, and to reverse their

original position, have themselves departed from the true work as

introduced and given to them by their forefathers. This fact can

l)e easily ascertained by reference to many old documents still
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extant. Wo need not go further back than 171)8, the year in

which the Grand Chapter of Pennsylvania was organised ; for, by

the Constitution unanimously adopted for her government, the

presiding oflicers were designated Z. II. #!., as may Ijo seen from

the following

:

" Rules and Regulations for the government of the Grand
" Royal Arch Chapter, held under the protection of, and sui)ported
" by, the (jrrand Lodge of Pennsylvania, unanimously agreed to

" and established at a Grand Chapter held in Philadelphia,
" February 24th, 1798, and confirmed in Grand Lodge March 5th,

" 1798."

It commences by setting forth " that Ancient Masonry consists

of four degrees—the three first of which are that of E.A., the F.C.,

and the sublime degree of Master, and the fourth, the Holy Royal

Arch."
