Chancellor Worrell, in
freseﬁtinz his report, emphasized the
mportance of  having  representatives
from all congregations in the parish. He
declared this much more satisfactory
than sending out statements ‘and reports,
as ‘is done-under the present rulinz.

The increase n the size of the :ynod,
the. chancellor said, would not be great.
He. cited the fact that there are now a
total of 140 parishes, with 420 synod
members, and 224 churches and 33 mis~
sions. There would be 110 new reprasen-
tatives, therefore, he said, of whom many
would not attend the synod.

Canon Dyson Hague submitted .0 the
chair an amendment substituting 150 and
50- for 200 and 100 respectively.

Before the passing of the amended
motion a lengthy discussion ensued in the
synod between Mr. Mortimer, Mr. Bald-
win and Canon Ormsby. The contention
was that the amendment might lead to
a condition whereby the rural vote would
be swamped by the increased representa-
tion in cities. The fear of the rural re-
presentatives was overcome, however,
when by a large majority Mr. Davideon’s
motion finally was passed.

Rural Requirements.

Considerable debate followed in adopt-
ing .the article in the subcommittee’s re-
