NAVAL AIRMEN DROP BOMBS
ON IMPORTANT ENEMY POINTS

Docks, Airdromes and Railways Attacked, Torpedo
Boat Destroyer Hit and Submarines Bombed
in Successful Operations.

London, June 21.—The admirdity to-
night issued the following official
communication dealing with aviation
by the naval braneh of the air service:

“During the period from June 17 to
June 18, naval airmen during the night
and day bombed the Bruges docks, the
Ostend docks, the  Zeebrugge, St.
Denis-Westrem and Marinaelter air-
dromes, La Brugeoise works, the

sidings at Pierrecapelle., Approximate-
ly sixteen tons of bombs were dropped
with good results.”

“Attacks also were made with bombs
and small arms on enemy shipping.
Two direct hits were observed, one on

enemy torpedo boat destroyers. Other
bombs fell close.

“Enemy aircraft attacked two of
our, ‘Bombing forimtions and*one hos-
tile machine was driven down. All
our machines returned . except one,
which wads forced to descend in Hol-
land owing to damage to its engines
sustained in an engagement with an
enemy aireraft.

Flee From German Capital
Because of Conditions
There, While Crews Re-

- fuse to Return to Front

Copenhagen, June 21—Four “vesi-
dents of Berlin escaped from Germany
Thursday in two airplanes and suc-
ceeded in ng safely in Denmark.
The ts of the airplanes de-
clared they /ﬂod from Berlin because

of conditions therd,

The two machines, which are of the
albatross type, left Berlin early Thurs-
day morning. Their flight was ob-
served and guardships along the coast
were warned. When the machines
reached' the Baltic the guardships
opened fire, and it was at first er-
roneously reported that one of the
airplanes had been brought down.

One of the two occupants of the
first albatross was Dr. G. ¥, Nicolat,
formerly a professor of physiology at
the Berlin University, He is the au-
thor of a book that denounced Prus-
sian militarism, and had been punish-
ed with imprisonment because of its
“publication. .

The second albatross landed in the
neighborhood of Rudkoebing with its
two German deserters. This machine
had been delayed by making a land-
ing on an island to repair a slight de-
fect in the engine,

The Rudkoebing corresporident of
The National Tidende quotes the crew
of the second albatross as saying ‘that
they had been at the battle front and
were expected to return there. They
declared that “they preferred death
rather than to go back. The two men
wore infantry uniforms, and one of
them had the iron cross.

and by a Bersaglieri cyclist’ column.

COMMANDEER LIQUOR

Government Asked to Take That
in Storage and Extract Alco-
hol for Munitions.

Ottawa, June 21.,—That the federal
government will be asked by the Do-
minion W, C. T. U. to commandeer the
twelve million gallons of liquor now in
storage and extract the aleohol for
munition purposes was the subject of
a resolution unanimously passed this
afternoon at the W, C. T. U, conven-
tion. This body of women will also
memorialize the government to con-
seript and tabulate allen labor on a
war basls, as well as the industries,
this Jatter step to insure that the extra
profits reach the government.

Mrs. Gordon Wright, the .president,
speaking to the latter resolution, told
of recent serious boastd that had been
made by an alien in the west only last
week to a friend of hers, and thought
that there should be no delay in put-
ting thru this legislation in Canada.

Other resolutions supported the ac-
tion of the Presbyterian general as-
sembly in its attack on the senate for
throwing out the amendments to the
eriminal code; another embodied a dis-
approval of the action of the govern-
ment in putting the ban on Arthur
Mee's “Fiddlers,” by which it was
stated Canada was placed in a most
unique position in the -barring of
free speech, which does not obtain in
any other Christian country.

The enactments of the legislatures
made for the prevention of social dis-
eases were endorsed.

Other Resolutions.

Thanks to the government for grant-
ing to Canagdian women the franchise,
a W.C.T.U. declaration to continue 118
temperance propaganda, a pursuance
of “peaceful war” against tobacco and |
especially the cigarette, and a request
to the provincial legislatures to pro-
hibit the terms “beer,” “bar,” “wines,”
etc., in connection with places where
drinks are sold, were among subjects
that were given hearty endorsation in |
resolutions.

" COURTS
OLD-TIMERS RECALL
HUMBER RIVER FLOODS

That oats and other grains were
growing in 1877 upon what is today the
bed of the’ Humber River in the
vicinity of the Gamble Mill, Bloor
street, and that by virtue of the floods
of 1878, the river had cut out an en-
tirely new channel, thus leaving a
large tract of land between the old
and the present bed of the river, was
the gist of the evidence given by Ro-
bert Kennedy at the non-jury assizes
before Justice Lennox in the action of
the Purity Springs Water Co. to re-
cover certain lands recently ceded to
the city of Toronto. . Mr. Kennedy’s
wife owned and sold the property now
in dispute, and he himself had lived
in the vicinity since his boyhood. A
cross<examination by Irving 8. Fairty,
assistant city solicitor, who questioned
him as to the integrity of his father,
angered the witness, who dared any
man to impugn the honesty of his fa-
ther. He was finally reassured by
Justice Lennox, but promised that he
would get an explanation from Mr.
Fairty later,

Other witnesses were Edward
Daniels, who was certain as to the di-
version of the bed of the river; Wil-
Ham Giles, who was born 63 years ago,
half a mile away from the river, south
of the Bloor street bridge, remem-
bered the Kennedy flats, now taken up
by the river itself; John Moroney,
another old residant, who remembered
the old Gamble Mills; and Frank
Price, a retired farmer, who was also
conversant with; the flood and the
changes in the river bed,

The sittings were closed at féur
o'clock, and will not be resumed until
next Mqnday week, when the city will
produce a large number of witnesses
to prove that the river bed remained
unchanged.

PRGNS

A special meeting of the city coun-
cil will be held probably on Monday
to settle the Ilong-standing dispute
with the Civic Employes’ Union., It
is conceded that the dating back of
the $2 a week increase will be grant-
ed, but the question of the heads of
the department conferring with the
representatives of the union, which the
men also demand, will be a lively topic
of debate. The department chiefs
have all stated that they are willing
to meet men of their own department,
but decline to confer with those who
are in some other branch of the civic
service.

Street Commissioner Wilson has al-
ways taken this ground, and to bear
it out he quoted yesterday the follow-
ing notice which is posted up in all
the city yards: ;

“It having been reported that cer-
tain employes have repeatedly com-
plained to foremen and superintend-
ents of alleged grievances and discri-
mination, and without effect, this is
to advise all employes that jn future,
and until further notice, the commis-
sioner will be prepared to hear all in-
dividual complaints of alleged discri-
mination or unfairness, and for that
purpose has set aside the first and
third Wednesdays in each month, from
b to 6.30 o’clock p.m., at his office, city
hall.

“Intending complainants must ad-
vise the commissioner in writing of
their desire for a hearing at least one
week in advance.

“Only such complaints as have been
reported by complainants, first to their
foremen, and subsequently to super-
intendents, will be heard.”

In all the trouble there is no sug-
gestion of not recognizing the union.
But what is objected to is rhembers
of the union conferring over matters
of grieva; with heads of depart-
ments un whom they are not em-
ployed.

LITTLE TRINITY CHURCH
CELEBRATING BIRTHDAY

Iittle Trinity Church, Bast King
street, is celebrating its seventy-fifth
birthday this month., Dr. Strachan,
then Bishop of Toronto, preached the
opening sermon seventy-five years ago,
and since that time down to the pre-
sent day, its archives have borne re-
cord of names honored in civic history,

All over the city are scattered thou-
sands of people whose feet have
‘crossed the threshold, and whose heads

have bowed in adoration before Him,
to whom it was dedicated seventy-five
years ago. Several of its. Sunday
school teachers, who were ofice mem-
bers, went into the ministry, and five
of Toronto's celebrated judges were
at one time connected with the
church and Sunday school.

Little Trinity Church has shown its
fidelity to Canada and the Empire by
enlisting five hundred and twenty-
three volunteers, and as far as can
be ascertained, eixty-five have made
the' supreme sacrifice, §

Neifther is it overlooking the young
people of the neighborhood, for in
the years 1916 and 1917, the atten-
dance was the largest in Toronto.

The rise of Trinity Church came
about as follows: In the early forties
that part of the city wHere the
cvhurch now stands was called the
Park. Many of the residents of the
section of Toronto were members of
the United Church of England and
Ireland, as no other Protestant de-
nomimation had a church in this sec-
tion, the establishment of one of their
own faith, was earnestly desired. So
on July 12, 1842, a resolution was
passed to buy the land, and proceed
with the erection. A contract was
entered into for the building of the
present edifice at a cost -of $9000.

Federation Coming Forward.

What is' regarded by many people
as the failure of home rule, follow-
ing the statement of Lord Curzon, in-
dicating the intention of the govern-
ment to abandon the introduction of
home rule legislation for Ireland and
the withdrawal of the conscription
proposals, may prove, after all, to be
a prelude to a settlement of the whole
question on federal lines. It is stat-
ed that Premier Lloyd George favors
such a policy, and the “experience of
Canada, Australia and South Africa,
not to mention the United States, in-
dicates that federal principles are
more practical, more elastic, more
adaptable, than any other for the set-
tlement of thorny problems of racial
association.

As long ago as 1884 and probably
earlier, proposals for federal govern-
ment in Ireland, making each of the
four provinces independent in provin-
cial affairs, were debated. Prof. Blackie
in his advocacy of home rule for Scot-
lgnd, had similar views in mind.
Wales would have no objgction to a
separate legislative council or as-
sembly for her local affairs. The
Saxon Heptarchy might be revived
in England for federal purposes, and
there is certainly . population sufficient
to maintain such rule. Within a
radius of 50 miles of Manchester there
is a population equal to that of Mex-
ico. A 20-mile radius around London
includes more than the population of
Canada. At the other end of the
scale none of the Irish provinces are
so scantily populated as our westa:n
provinces.

The Dutchman had just
returned from working in the Xrupp
plant at Essen, which he left because
he could not stand the food condi-
tions. The German people, he added,
feared to grumble openly le(:t they be
sent to the fromt.

150,000 WORKERS

ARE EMPLOYED

Small Army Engaged in Work
of Registering the Residents
of Canada.

Twenty-five thousand booths, scat-
tered thruout the country, and manned
by one hundred and fifty thousand
workers, will be open from 7 am,
until 10 p.m, on Saturday, 2Znd June,
for the purpose of registering the man
and woman power of the Dominion.
It is estimated that there are 5,000,000
persons in Canada who will come
within the provisions of the legisla-
tion. 1If these 5,000,000 were divided
evenly among theé 25,000 booths, each
booth would be required to take care
of 200. And. if -the 150,000 workers.
were divided evenly among the booths
there would be six in each. And each
worker registering his or her share
of the booth’s allotment, on the basis
of six minutes to each visitor, would
be required to work steadily for nearly
five houfs in order to complete the
job. It is impossible to provide for
such an even distribution of booths,
workers and registrants, Fewer than
two hundred will visit the great ma-
jority of booths and some booths will
be visited by considerably more than
two hundred, Moreover, many people
will take up more than six minutes in
registering; eight, ten or even twelve
minutes will sometimes be requried to
get all the questions answered safis-
factorily. 1t is obvious, therefore, if

everyone waited for the last day there
‘would be endless confusion. 6

Sir Thomas White While in|
Washipgton Made Arrange-

ments With U. S. Board.

As Remedial
Finance Minister Advocates
Individual Economy.
l/p v .
Ottawa, -~ June 21--8ir Thomas
White, who has returned from Wash-
ington, in the course of An interview

expressed himself as being well satis-

fied with the result of his trip to
Washington. The minister announc-
ed that he had been able to make cer-
tain financial arrangements which will
have a_ helpful effect. He said:

“The immediate object of my visit
to Washington was to confer with the
eapital issues board there regarding
the general question of permitting the
issue and sale of Canadian sccurities
in the United States. The board has
before it several Canadian applica-
tions, and desired to discuss with me
the method of procedure and the prin-
ciples which should be  followed in
giving them consideration. Upon the
invitation of the chafrman, Hon. Mr.
Hamlin, I addressed the board upon
our financial and commercial position,
and the state of our exchange and
international trade with the United
States. The board was most courte-
ous and appreciative of the desirabil-
ity, as a partial,corrective to exchange,
of permitting so far as may be com-
patible with the national interests of
the United States the issue of Cana-
dian securities in their markets, and
I regard our, conference as having
served a most useful purpose, ‘

“As a matter of procedure the board
will' require that all Canadian issues
before being considered by them shall
first be approved as to issue in Canada
by the Canadian minister of finance.
This preliminary having been com-
plied with, the board will then deter-
mine, upon their indévidual meérits, ap-
plications fer permission to issue in
the United States. These applications
must be made and supported before
the American capital issues board by
the parties interested or their repre-
sentatives., They will not be made or
recommended for favorable consider-
ation. by the Dominion authorities, as
this for obvious reasons would be un-
desirable,

Conferred on Exchange Rates,

“Wihile in Washington I resumed
with the American and British offi-
cials our deferreed ‘discussion about
the exchange rates between Canada
and the United States which for some
time past has been quite unfavorabls
to Canada. The whole exchange prob-
lem of the allies, which is world-wile
in its scope, is continually under study
and consideration, and is one of the
most intricate and anxious questions
of the financial side of the war. All
the belligerent nations are having very
serious difficulties with exchange,
That of the enemy has practically
broken down. Great Britain's ex-
change with America is at a discount
of over two per cent. Both British
and 'American exchange with neutra)
countries is at a discount reaching as
high as 30 per . cent. In Spain, for
example, where ‘large supplies are
bought for the American army in
¥rance, the United States dollar is
worth only 70 cents. The .reason fo*
this discount on the American doliar
is precisely the rsame as that for ""e
decline in the American market of our
dollar, namely, the credits given
Great Britain and the other European
allies whereby they make purchases in
whe TUnited States and Canada of
foodstuffs, ammunition and other sun-
plies. Without those credits " they
could not purchase, but the finding of
the purchase money in Canada and
the United States deprives both coun-
iries of the value for exchange pur-
poses of their favorable trade bal!
ance with the rest of the world.

All purchasing is now by the
British government and is «confined to
absolute necessities, such as muni-
tions, foodstuffs and other indispens-
able requirements, Great Britain is
not importing today any she can do
without, 1 look upon the drop in our
exports as of a temporary character,
provided we have this year the bounti-
ful harvest which we expect.

Remedial Measures.

“As 1o the rémedial measures which
we can adopt to assist our exchange,
I urge again the homely but unwel-
come admonition to individual econo-
my. If we were not as a people s0
wasteful of our money, we should
have little difficulty with our exchange.
We can also extend our embargo upon
imports and limit the operation of our
non-essential industries if this be-
comes imperative. This latter would
save coal and other raw material
which we now import and add Lo our
industrial and military man power. It
has been suggested that a large Do-
minion loan in New York would re-
move our exchange difficulty. So it
would, but seriously at the expense of
our credit, as intérest and commission
rates are abnormally high for all out-
side securities. Any such loan by the
Dominion would react unfavorably
upon our victory loan issues and the
rate of interest which we shall have
to pay upon them. It would, more-
over, be only a palliative and’ would
promote further unnecessary importa-
tions. The present exchange rate,
while a detriment .to essential inter-
national trade, is also a brake upon ex-
travagance. For the present at least,
I do not feel that we should be justi-
fied in pledging the Dominjon’s credit
abroad at an exorbitantly high rate of
inferest agdd at the further cost of ab-
normal brokerage charges to balance
international accounts, which we can
materially help to balance by reducing
our, consumption of things which we
llked‘go have but which we do not
need.”

HAD RUNNING FIGHT
WITH SUBMARINE

An Atlantic Port, June 21.—An Am-
erican troop transport, formerly a
German liner, which returned this
week from a French port, was sub-

jected to a shell fire atfack from a
German submarine two days out from
the port of depag'ture, it became
known here today.® The transport es-
caped by superior speed, altho a run-
ning battle, lasing more than an hour
took place in which ‘more than 100
shots were fired by the two vessels,
The submarine appeared to have
ne gun that outranged any carried
y the transport, and from this gun
here were counted 35 shots, none of
which, however, hit the American
ship. The submarine did not venture
close enough to use a torpedo and
finally gave -up the pursuit,

Former German Steamer
Is Sunk in Collision

Washington, June 21.—Sinking of
the American steamer Schurz in col-

lision with the American steamer
Florida off the North Carolina coast
early today was announced tonight
by the navy department. One sea-
man was killed, but all others of the
Schurz's crew was saved. The latter
was the former German ship Geier
ol 1600 toms. burden, 225 feet in
length.

I ONEQUAL FIHT ==

Put Up Game Battle With Four
Germans, But His Machine Fell
in Flames.

Paris, -June 21.—The leading Amer-
ican ace in the French Flying Corps,
First Lieut. Frank L. Bayliés, of New
Bedford, Mass., i®» missing after an
unequal fight with four German ma-
chines.

On June 17, Lieut. Baylies, with
Sergts. DuBonnet and Macari, of the
Stork Escadrille, had finisifed several

heurs’ patrolling and were about to |

return at twilight when they sighted
four single-seater airplanes. They
paid little attention to the other ma-
chines, believing them to be British.

It' turned out the machines were
German and all of them seized an op-
portunity to attack Baylies simul-
taneously. ‘The enemy had the ad-
vantage of position and number, but
Baylies put up a game fight, He at-
tempted to take the offensive against
the Germans, but his machine caught
fire ‘and fell after a few moments
about six miles within the German
lines. . '

Sergeant Marci thinks that Lieut.
Baylies may have had a good land-
ing if he escaped death in the flames
of his Burning machine.

From Feb. 19, 1918, up to June 7,
Lieut. Baylies had gained twelve aerial
victories and had been promoted from
corporal to sergeant and then to first
lieutenant. On June 1 he was award-
-ed the Cross of the Legion of Honor
and he had been cited in French army
orders several fimes previously. He
was 22 years old. .

Joining the American Field Ambul-
ance in February, 1916, Baylies served
in it in Francé, Serbia and Mace-~
donia. Rejected for the American
Aviation Corps, because of defective
vision, he was accepted by the French
army and rapidly gained a reputation
as an intrepid and @uccessful air-
man.

Plane Was Set on Fire.

Paris, June 21—8ergeant Kobayaski,
the Japanese aviator in the French
service, has been killed in an aerial
battle. He was fighting against a
number of enemies when his machine
was set on fire by an incendiary bul-
let. He jumped from his airplane at
the height of about 9000 feet and fell
behind the French lines. Ideut. De
Turenne has brought down his tenth
enemy airplane and has become an
ace. Lieut. Maden has brought down
his thirty-fourth,

Don’t waste any of your vege-
tables. Use whal you can and
can what you can’t,

. You may think this superflu-
ous advice after you have toiled

» grow them, but it is a fact
that thru carelessness quanti-
ties of vegetables are wasted
each year,

Ths thing is, to use them one
way or the other when their
quality .{s 100 per cent, Remem-
ber that it is ezsy to let them
s0 too far and then to find that
hey are on the turn and you.
“ean do nothing more with them.
There 18 such a thing as catch-
ing them just at the right mio-
ment. One of the greatest as-
gets of a garden lies in having
vegetalles of such a quality that
/o1 cannot buy snything in the
stores to equal titem either can-
ned or fresh.

Then again, few people take
advantage of the young vege-
tables which they. are thinning -
out about this time. For in-
stance, the young bheets taken
uwp now are better for pickling
than any of the later growth,
Arother thing that Canadians do
not realize is that the tops of
vegetables should never be
thrown away. French women
use them all in their soup stock.
Canadian women throw them in
he garbage can. Try saving
them. and keep the water you
yoil youir vegetables in for the
stork pot, too. This is another
tip from- the thrifty French-
woman, - The tops of beets, es-
pecially the young mplants ‘vyou
pull {o thin out the rows, make
as delicious “greans” when boil-
xd, as spinach.

ROCK PLANTS

For rockeries, start with autrietias,
dwarf phlox, dwarf campanulas, se-
dums, saxifrages, The sedums  are
good for carpet bedding, for covering
graves, etc. Saxifrage will thrive in
any soil, in any ldcation ‘and‘are good
also - for the front of the shrubbéry
border; they are the first of the per-
ennials to flower In spring.

Lithospermum prostatum. is an -ele-
gant .creeping. -plant -- Zor. .rockeriesy
bearing masses of light blue flowers
from April 'to September.

Helenium  pumilum = magnificin
grows about 18 inches high, covered
with golden yellow .blossoms all sum-
mer.

Helianthemums

are: pretty, low
growing evergreen plants, forming
broad clumps, quite covered with
bloom from July t0o September, They
are not only good plants for rocker-
ies, but also for dry, wunny banks
and “or the front of the border.

' Dianthus. delthoides, a creeping
variety, with ,small pink flowers,
flowering in June and July.

Geums make good plants for rock-
eries; the colors of the flowers are
scarlet and orange, flowering from
May to July.

Oenothera, or evening primrose, is
a good subject for rockeries or for
sunny exposures in the border, bloom-
ing all summer,

Silene schafta or autumn catch fly
is another good rock plant, growing
“rom 4 to 6 inches high; covered with
masses of bright pink flowers from
July 40 October. *

All these plants can be purchased
from pot grown stock so they can be
safely planted at any time during the
summer.

SHADOW CULTIVATION
BEST FOR CORN CROPS

Ridging and Deep Stirring of the Soil
Are Not Recommended,

Cultivating corn shallow and level
saves moisture and adds a few more
bushels to the yield. Ridging and
deep stirring of soil are not recom-
mended.

Ridging exposes a greater surface
from which soil moisture can escape
and may cause severe root pruning.
Four bushels of grain and 213 pounds
of stover per acre were gained as an
average of-nine years at the Ohio Ex-
periment station in favor of shallow
as compared with deep cultivation.
The shallow -cultivation consisted in
stirring the soil to a depth of about
an inch and -a half, Corn when small
may be cultivated deep, but deep cul-
tivation later cuts off corn roots and
kills but few more weeds and makes
little if any better mulch,

Extra cultivations late in the season

jJabor. Alternate plots of corn were
given three extra cultivations about
ten days apart after five ordinary-cul-
tivations had ceased. The average
yield for ordinary cultivation during

\HOW TO SECURE

G0OD LEGHORNS

Chicks Must Be Given as
Wide Range as Pos-
sible.

THEY ARE LIGHT BIRDS

1{But Will Make Broilers as
- Quickly as Larger
Breeds.

Average ‘Leghorn hens weigh only
about three pounds alive. Many of

two .to 2%
pounds, This is not a desirable size
for a table fowl, being too much un-
der the weights (four to five pounds)
which most peoplé prefer when buy-
ing a fowl

Besides being small herself, the
average Leghorn hen produces chicks
so small that they do not remain very
soft meated until they have reached
the size the market demands in broil-
ers, and so the cockerels cannot be
sold for poultry at that stage with
the same profit as cockerels from
larger stock. -

The standard weights for mature
Leghorns are: Males, 5% pounds; fe-
males, Zfour pounds. By making these
the minimum weights for birds used
in breeding, and by giving the prefer-
ence to the largest specimens that
show Leghorn type without coarse-
ness, strains of Leghorns may be de-
veloped that with no less of laying
capacity have considerable merit as
table fowls in a limited range of uses.

Leghorn hens which aliv weigh
four pounds or more are heavy
enolgh to meet the demand Zor dress-
ed fowls a little under the weights
generally preferred, and there is en-
oagn demand for fowls at this weight
to take all the supply.

The  cockerels bred from hens of
fou: pounds weight and over, i pro-
perly grown, will make btroiler size
as quickly as the chicks of most of
the larger breeds. They will also be
soft meated up to about two or 2%
pounds. weight,  After that they are
apt to harden quickly and their flesh
is not so tender, Leghorn cockerels
produced. from very large ‘males and
females—that is, from males that
weigh upward of 6% pounds and fe-
males upward of 5% pounds, frequent-
ly “keep quite soft ‘meated until they
reach four - to five pounds weight,
Such birds” make satisfactory small
roasters for home use, tho they .will
not, sell as well on the market as
birds of the same weight of a slower
growing breed.

.used  for breeding the chiekens will
not* make good poultry unless £hey
are well grown. In a measure this is
true of dny chickens; those that are
poorly .grown never make the deve-
lopment- or have the table quality of
those that are well grown,

But, the ‘Leghorn breed being at
the lower Iimit of size for good table
poultyy, and the cockerels having a
tend€ncy to become hard meated at
an early age, good growth is abso-
lutely essential if passably good takle
quality s to be secured.

To secure good growth, Leghorn
chicks must not be overcrowded in
brooders’ or ‘coops, and as soon as
they are large enough to range over
an- extended piece of ground should
be givem as wide range as possible
and at the same time fed liberally.
Chicks so treated will grow twice as
fast as those that are reared under
the intensive conditions to which the
&reater number of Leghorn chicks are
subjected, They not only grow faster,
but continue growing several weeks
longer, and make very much larger
birds at maturity.

Garden crops will not give good results
unless the soll is kept well cultivated.

Cultivation is not intended primarily
to kill weeds, altho this is important,
but to loosen the surface and let air
into the soil so as to provide a more con-
genjal environment for the roots of the
plants. Plants in sofl which is too wet
turn yellow, and if not relieved by proper
cultivation and drainage  languish and

. Too much water in the soil dilutes
the soil solution, impedes the formation
of nitrate, destroys desirable soil organ-
isms and permits the development of un-
desirable ones.

Soil which has been too wet, if allowed
to dry and bake, offers an environment
as uncongenial for plants as when -too
wet. Either extreme, therefore, should
be guarded against,

If the sofl is naturally wet, provide sur-
face or tile drains. If inclined to bake
after rains, cultivate as soon as ‘it is
dry enough. As a rule, stirring the sur-
face two inches will give. better results
than deep cultivation. ¥

If the garden is located near the kitchen
door the hoe and rake can be kept con-
veniently near so that odd moments can
be spent in cultivating.

Potatoes planted in June keep well and'
make good seed for the following spring.

STATEMENTISSUED
ORELPHADHTITE

Only Two Members. May Be
Eligible Under the Military
Service Act.

OTHERS ARE EXEMPT

Son of Minister of Justice Not
Liable, But Underwent
Examination.

Ottawa, June 21.—~The following
statement is issued by the department
of militia and defence:

The question of the position with
regard to the Military Service Act of
the members of the St. Stanislaus No-
vitiate, Guelph, has been further con-
sidered by the department of militia
and defence. ¢

A list of the members of the novi-
tiate of military age, together with the
dates upon which they entered the

order; has been furnished by the ad- |th

jutant-general, the lages being stated
as accurately as is possible without the
production of official certificates.
From this it appears that there are
now in the community thirty-five men
of military age, of whom twenty-five
entered the order before the first pro-
clamation of the Military Service Act,
in Octgber, 1917, the greater number
of them having entered during the
years of 1915-16, or earlier,

The proclamation’ referred to im-
posed no duty upon men who had not
then reached twenty years of age, and
it was only upon the passing of .the
order-in-council on the 20th April,
1918, that any liability was imposed
upon men who had not reached that
age. In the interval between October
13, 1917, and May 6, 1918, the date on
which the order-in-council was pro-
claimed, seven others joined the order,
of whom only two, John O’Halleron
and John Holland, had reached twenty
years of age prior to the 13th Octover,
1917,

Further Information Sought,

Bince the 6th May, two additi nal
novices have entered the community,
of whom one had not reached the age
of nineteen years at the time he
antered, and the other had become a
cleric about January, 1917. No in-
formation has yet been received as to
whether the two named novices, John
O’Halleron and John Holland, were, or
were not, registered under the M. S,
A, and on this point, as well as with
regard to official evidence of their
age, further information is being
sought. Vertification of the ages of
the others is also being obtained.

It seems clear on the information
available that there can be no ques-
tion but that all the young men, ex-
cept the two named, are free from
lability to military service by virtue
of the fifth exception in the schedule
to the Military Service Act, which ex-
cepts all members of an order of ex-
clusively religious character,” which
the St. Stanislas novitiate undoubted-
ly is. The same exception applies to
men affected by the order-in-council
of 20th April, 1918.

It appeared that the mson of the
minister of justice entered the order
on March 30, 1918, when he was urnder
no liabikty under the Military Service
Act. Before taking this step he pro-
sented himself for a medical examina-
tion. before physicians, of whom tvo
were members of the medical bouyrd
of review in Montreal, and their
findipg was that his condition was
such that it would be necessary 10
place vm in category E, which would
make it impossible for him to under-
take military service.

The result of the investigation ia-
dicates that inquiries instituted wors
justified, and the department of mil-
tia wiil take steps to ensure that any
members of the novitiate liable under
the Military Service Act will be “r¢-
quired to serve,

Rome, June 21.—A semi-official note
issued tonight regarding the Austrian
offensive, says:

“The Italian counter-offensive is ab-
solutely superior to the enemy offen-
sive. Yesterday in the Montello re-
glon and on the Treviso-San Dona di
Plave road and toward the Zonson
bend the Italians reduced by a good
half the ground won' by the enemy in
l;‘l: grand attack on the preceding

y. .

“Statements of prisoners and the
number of dead counted on the field
show that thé Austrians lost heavily
in the day's fighting.

“An enemy attack at Losson was
carried out by a fresh brigade, com-
posed of the 16th and 32nd Schuetson
corps and special detachments. The
Italian counter-preparation caught the
enemy while assembling and threw
him into disorder. Nevertheless, his
attack was delivered, and thanks to
the artillery support a strong portion
got a footing on the eastern edge of
Losson, but was enveloped by a rapid
and brisk counter-attack. Eighty
men were captured and the remainder
were killed or wounded.

“At Cortellazzo the check was equal-
ly costly for the Austrians. Bluejack-
ets and Bersaglieri succeeded in a sur-
prise attack in breaking into the third
line, mwing death and terror among
the defenders and capturing 200 pri-
soners. The datsh enabled the Italians
to widen their positions.”
