He
séemed as sharp as needlés under ex-
amination. and gave  Mr. Hodgins no
oppertunity to give him a shaking up,

» He described himself as -ah hotel-
keeper, and. sald he had not the option
when he'saw Mr. Cosgrave, of the Cos*
grave. ‘Brewing Company, or .Df, Nes-
bitt. He heard of the property at $15,-
000 and saw Dr. Beattie Nesbitt about
hi¢- chances, of securing a license,

“But why did you?see him of all
men? He was not the license inspect-
or,” enquired’ Mr. Hodgins, ..

When  Cosgrave appeared the price
was advanced to $17,000, and witness
sccured a ten days’ option for $1000.

Premier Says No Declaration Will
Be Made-Correspondence
S Tabled.

Ottawna, Fleb. 18.—(Special.)—At
question hour to-day Sir Wilfrid Laur-
isr saill,-in answer-to a series of ‘ques-
tions by Armand Lavergne:

“The colonial conference is fixed to
open on the 15th of April next at
London.

“On the questions of imperial de-
fenceand contributions bv the colon-
ies to the maintenance of theé imperial
navy and army, the government see
‘no reason to depart from their atti-
tude at the conference of 1902 on the
same question.

“A8 regards the cfreation of an im-

perial counctl, tueir .views have -been
expressed in a minute of council of

| Nov. 30, 1905, which 48 to. be found ‘in

the correspondence brought down this
session. ;

“In reply to the third question, ‘Wil
the gcovernment make a declaration
that may serve as a basis of discus-
sion?’ the government - have already
done what they did on the octasion
of the last inter-colonial conference in
reply to Mr. Chamberlain. They have,
on this occasion, as on ‘the last,
brought down the correspondence in-
terchanged between them and the coi~
onial confeérence. To this they have
nothing to add, and the whole matter
is before parliament ang subject to
discussion.”

The Correspondence,

The bofficial correspondence leading
up ' and relating to . the fourth
colonial conference was  tabled
my  Sir Wilfrid Laurier. | It
topens with the circular issued 'to’the
governors of the self-governing colo-
nies, sent out by ‘Mr.: Lyttleton in 1905,
suggesting ithat the title ‘‘Colondal
Conferences” be discarded in favor of
the term “Imperial Council,” ta.be ap-
pliéd to “councils of the empire to be
held at regular intervals, with a perma~
nent and representative commission to
draft-resolutions, as suggested by the
gevernments interested. The proposal
was acceptéd by Cape Colony, Natal
and Australia, ‘while Candda and New-
fecundland  dissented. The Canadian
government took the ground that any
change in title should be left to the
conference itself, while the suggested
permanent commission was regarded
by Canada as likely to “interfere with
the working of responsible govern-
ment.” The conference which was to
be held in 1906 was postponed until
1907.

The Canadian government endeavor-
ed to have the conference of 1907 post-
poned until MA@y, but the colonial sec-
retary. pointed out that this would be
inconvenient, that the conference
should meet on April 15 and not last
more than three or four weeks, as the
premier . of South Africa and other de-
legates would have to leave for home
about the middle .of May. Australia,
New Zealand and Cape Colony, replying
to a request of the colonial secretary
submitted- a list of the subjects which
they considered should be discussed at
the conference, but the government of
«anada replied that it had\no sugges-
ticns to make.

Status of Delegates,

An .interesting section of the corre-
spondence is that which took place be-
tween the colonial office.- and the gov-
eriment at Ottawa, in relation to the
composition of the conference, the lat-
tor contending that ministers, in' addi-
tion to the premiers, should have full
status, = The colonial secretary, how-
ever, considered that this would be in-
convenient, and insited that the “full
status” of members should be conferred
only upon pjemiers, altho othér min-
jsters could attend in an advisory ca-
pacity, no reflection, of course, being
thereby intended upon such minister,
as they jwould also be guests of the im-
perial government,

The Canadian government up to Jan.
21, the date of the last paper in the
return, had refrained from
the colonial office what ministers would
accompany Sir Wilfrid. It is said, how-
ever. that they will be Hon. W. 8.
Fjelding, Sir Frederick Bordern and “Hon,
Messrs. Paterson and Brodeur.

Asquith Replies to Critics — Bal-
four on the Abolition of
" Lords.

London, Feb. 18.—The auestion of
Ireland again played a prominent part
i the house of commons to-night,
theéw opposition leaders ’accusing  the
ministers of breaking their election
pledges by the endeavor to give Ire-
land an i{fstalment of home rule.

Chancellor of the Exchequer As-
‘quith, ‘it the absence of Premier Camp-
bell-Bannerman, who is suffering from
a cold, replied to-the opposition. He
déclared that nobody inside nor out-
side the house was yet in possession
of the details of the government's
Irish plans, and contended that there
was nothing novel in the declarations
made by the premier and Mr. Birrell
that the ultimate solution of the Irish
problem could be found onlv in some
form of home rule.

A. J. Balfour strongly criticized the
government for attempting to deal
with the question of the house of
londs. Referring to the extraordin-
ary gravity of the problem, he pointed
out that in all other countries where

representative institutions and second
chambers existed,  there was a written
censtitution, while in Eneland there is
practically no written ¢onstitution.
He sald the people of the United
States had so swathed amd bound
themselves in the limits of their con-
stitutions, that they were unable to
impose evén an -income tax. and could
not alter this constitution without a
procedure so cumbrous and difficult
that it would -be the despair of any
practical statesman. /

The carrying companies will undoubtedly* furnish the ‘board of
railway commissioners with a mass of figures and information which
will completely mystify the board, and it can hardly be expected
they will give any information which would convict them of neglect.

The prevailing car shortage is due to the insufficiency of motive -
power, and there is not an enxlgeer on either the Grand. Trunk or
Canadian Pacific Railways who dbes not know: that this is the cause.
It is useless going to thé officials for information on a subject of this
kind. If the board of railway commissioners would consult some of
the men who are doing the practical work in handling the traffic of
the railways, they would receive more information in a few minutes'

. At one time it was customary for an engineer to have his own
éngine,'and he had a pride in keeping his locomotive in good shape.

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OPEN LETTER TO REV. D. C. HOSSACK

A. W. Wright Defends Premier and Argues That a Well-En- ||
forced License Law is the Best Promoter eof Temperance.

Rev. and Dear Sir—As you have an ; Whitney with a “mist ,” you will

indisputable right to do, you ‘have ad-
dressed an open letter to Hon. J. P.
Whitney, and I know that you will
coricede an equal right to any citizen
to address an open letter to you. Ygu
are entitled to all the respect due to
one who has always the couarge of his
convictions and is never afraid or un-
wpming to stand up and be counted for
any cause or opinion in which he be-
lievés or which he holds, and I should,
therefore, be most unwilling to say a
disrespectful word to you or of you.
Your_letter is, however, public prop-
perty, and 1 know you are mot unwil-
ding that it shall be discussed and criti-
cized, provided always that the dis-
cussion be .candid ‘and the criticism
fair.

Altho the object of your letter was
to deal only, as you say, with one “mis.
take” of Mr.. Whitney's, you preface
your remarks with a reference to the
circumstances under which the Con-
servative party came into power. With
this preface ¥ wish to deal for a mo-
ment. As it appears to you, the result

lof the last general elections was due

entirely to popular disgust with the
late government. Your wordg are:
“You (Mr. Whitney) were not chosen

Erroneous Ilden,

You have an unquestionable right to
Your opinion, of course. I think, how-
ever, that it is in a very great mea-
sure erroneous. 1 had a great deal to
do with the last two general elections
and am, perhaps, in as good a position

most, to judge of the causes that con-
tributed to the result. My convicton 18
that Mr, Whitney and his party ac-
tually won the election of 1902. Not
only had they a large popular major-
ity, but, as the result ot election trials
proved, they had a majority of the
honestiy elected candidate:’ This was
before the Gamey-Stratton scandal, be-
fore the North Renfrew scandal and
before ‘“‘the Ross government became
quite unbearable,” for, if I am not
mistaken, you younéelf were still able
to support it.

Whitney’'s “Mistake.”

So mueh for your preface. Now a
word or two, if you ‘will permit me,
regarding the ‘“mistake” you think Mr.
Whitney has made: the three-fifths
amendment to the local option law. I
do not gather from your letter that
you are yourself a prohibitionist, or a
local optionist. You complaint is that
the three-fifths requirement is undem-
ocratic, and you suggest to Mf.

The eggs are then im-
mersed in this lguid and left thera,
The c¢cst is trifling as the cans ars
scld for 25 cents, and it mav also be
purchased in bulk. The secret of the
water-glags protection lies in the fact
that .tlis silicate is not affected by
the ordirary changes of temperature
and forms an air tight coating.

Forty-Nine Wr;:;lnvolvlng Loss
of 351 Lives Since August 1,

New York, Feb. 18.—The - Tribune
says to-day: The record of railroad ac-
cldents and deaths and injuries resuit-
ing from them in this country for the
last six months is utounding._.@coord-
ing to newspaper records, from Aug.
1, 1906, to date there have beén forty-
nine wrecks, serious enough [to cause’
injury or loss of life. They resulted
in the loss of 851 lives and the injury
of 474 persons. The month with the

greatest record was January, when 20
wrécks occurred.

Magdalen Islands Fisheries.

The fisheries of the Magdalen Islands
have been reorganized, and dt is un-
derstood that the whole, of the fishing
and seal catching will /be under the
control of the one company—The Mag-
dalen Islands Development Company,
Limited, .

This concern, it is said, has decided to
start on a new and miodetn course by
buying seventeen motor-boats, and us-
ing them in place of the old-style fish-
ing smacks. This does not mean that
fishing smacks will be done away with
entirely, but these motor boats, on ac-
count of their speed, will be used to
establish rapid communication between
the fishermen and the shore, and wil
carry (fish from the fishing smacks.
They can also be used to advantage
for coast fishing, espectially during the
herring season. The Magdalen Islands
can boast of being one of the great
fishing spots of the world. During the
early spring seals abound in the waters
of the bay, and as soon as the seal
catching is over the herring season be-
gins, followed by the mackerel season.
All the year round codfish are abund-
ant, and the fishing is doné at a short
distance from the islands.

Of course, most of the heri%ng caught
used to be sold as bait, but it|is under-|
stood that with the new/ smoking|
houses it will be possible to smokei
50,000 boxes and to salt 8000 barrels. The!
balance will bé sold to the -fleets of
vessels calling at the islands for bait.

1 Twenty thousang barrels will thus find

a ready market. The mackerel s
mostly sold in the Urdited States, and|
the output may considerably increase!
with the new fishing and ¢onveying
facilities. As for codfish, the quantity
caught is based on the number of men
employed, as the supply seems inex-
haustible.

A good deal of lobster is also canned |
on the ‘slands, and the quality is of|
the best. The factories establisheg on |
the islands have a capacity| of 40,000
cases of 48 1bs, each., But again this
quantity may be increased by enlarg-|
ing the factories and employing more |
men, & g

Besides these fish, smelts, ¢els, hali-
buts, etc., may be found on the coasét.
It is only a!question of transportation
to enable these to reach the great mar-
kets speedily.

. It is also said that the group of nine
islands which make up the archipelago
containg great deposits of manganese,
gypsum and magnetic iron. Coal is also
found, but prospecting has not'yet es-

tablisbed the possibilities of mining.

Rates Came Down.
The reduction ‘in ‘rates since the
Frqntier Company appeared upon the
Scene is starting. Previous to competi-
tion the Bell Company charged $70 per
year for a straight ' line business in-
strument, with a permit of 500 outgoing
messages per year, less than two per
day, To-day their rate for the same
kind of a telephone is $60 per year,
with a privilege of 1200 outgoing mess-
ages, excess messages at rate of 5
cents for each additional call, graded to
3 cents for anything over 5000 ‘messages
per year.

Stress was lald upon the need of the
farmers for telephone usage, It is
probably in this respect that competi-
tion has done the most good, that is,
in building up ‘the rural communities.
It has been the factor which has caus-
ed an immense extension of the tele-
phone‘in-all directions. The competing
independent companies have developed
the cbuntry districts thruout the west-
ern part of this state, and by low rates
and good service, and a consideration
of the farmer generally, have outdis-
tanced the monopoly,

The Buffalo long-distance company
which is controlled principally by
capitalists of this city, #is known as the
Consolidated Telephong; Co.,  owning
outright over 30,000 telephones:-and con-
trolling 60,000 additional instruments
under traffic arrangements, Its long-
distance lines cover the. northwestern
part of the state with a=olid network
of wires, ‘and reach well over into Ohio
and Pennsylvania. In all of the small-
er cities, towns-and villages, in which
it operates, it has by better rates and
treatment left the trust: as tho they
were standing still.
