Quebec, May 9—The usually quiet 
little village of St. Anne de la Perade, 
famous for its landslide of 1892 and 
1396, was again thrown into a wild state 
of excitement yesterday morning by a 
telephone message from St. Casimir, that 
another landslide had occurred at St. 
Thuribe, a few miles away.

About, four o’clock on Saturday morn­
ing the neighborhood of St. Thuribe 
was startled by a low continuous ram­
bling and tremor of the earth. In the 
vicinity were two houses occupied 
by farmers named Donville and T. 
Tessier, and a school house. Tessier, on 
hearing the noise, aroused his family 
and they made good their escape, vising 
their house, barns, etc., which were 
quickly engulfed in the upheaval, and 
completely lost to view. Poor Donville 
was not so fortunate. He and his wife, 
with their four children, started to flee 
from the danger which was fast 
approaching their homestead, the chil­
dren crying piteously with fright, and 
flinging to their parents. It was a wild 
race with death.. The father endeavored) 
to carry one of the children while the 
mother assisted the others. The tumult 
of the landslide was awful, and turned 
their blood cold with horror at the pros­
pect of the fatal end which seemed to 
be waiting them. They were running as 
fast as they could, but the dreadful noise 
was getting nearer and nearer, and it 
seemed the ground was moving under 
them at every step.

Suddenly a piercing scream rent the 
air and their five-year-old girl disap­
peared from view, almost under their 
very eyes. It was not a moment for 
turning back, and they kept on until 
they fell to the ground with fatigue. 
Their happy home was now completely 
buried. It had sunk in a topsy-turvj’ 
manner for over fifty feet into the 
bowels of the earth. With it went every 
vestige of their barns, cattle, and, worst 
of alii, their five-year-old daughter.

About sixteen acres in all slid away 
down from the mainland in a snowshoa 
shape, the tail of the snowshoe merging 
into a small river known as Biver 
Blanche. It is not expected any further 
slides will-take place, but nevertheless 
the whole of the adjoining neighborhood 
is in a state of frenzy and excitement 
and moving away from the vicinity. 
The river being small and the water low 
there is no danger of a flood doing any 
damage.

TRIBUTES TO DEWEY.

American Nation. ,
Washington, May 9.—Fitting tribute was 

paid by the Senate to-day to Commodore 
Dewey tor the magnificent victory he 
achieved In the battle of Manila Bay.

A message from the President, was read, 
recommending that a vote of thanks be ex­
tended by Congress to Commodore Dewey 
and -the gallant officers and men of his 
command. Without a word of debate and 
without a dissenting voice, the Senate 
agreed* to the resolution, carrying into ef­
fect the recommendation of the President. 
The Senate went farther even than that. 
A bill was presented, Increasing the num­
ber of rear admirals In the navy from six 
to seven, lu order that the President might 
nominate Commodore Dewey to the highest 
position In the navy within bis gift, and 
that, too, was passed without dissent. In 
addition, a joint resolution was unanimous­
ly agreed to directing the Secretary of the 
Navy to present to Commodore Dewey a 
sword of honor and to have struck, In com­
memoration of the battle of Manila, a 
bronze medal for each ot the officers and 
men who participated in the gallant fight. 
The resolution appropriates $10,000 to en­
able the Secretary to carry its provisions 
Into effect.

If 
Sampson Is unsuccessful the Invasion will 
be deferred.

It la asserted positively that Sampson 
will not blockade I’orto Rico until he has 
encountered the Spanish fleet or become 
assured It has not crossed the Atlantic.

Montserrat Had Wealth.

BUSINESS AT MANILA.

There I* Nothing Doing In the Place- 
British Residents Think Ike W&r 

Will Soon be Over.

London, May 10.—The Hong Kong corres­

pondent of The Dally Chronicle says:
“The British in Manila have forwarded 

a petition through the British Consul to 
Vice-AdpiIrai Seymour, commandcr-ln-chlef 
of the China station, for further naval as­
sistance, and it Is anticipated that kldl- 
t ion at vessels will be sent there on Wed­
nesday.

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Washington, D.C., May 9.—There. Is the 
best authority for the statement that, to­
day having passed without a report front 
Admiral Sampson, the Navy Department 
does not expect to hear from «htm within 
several days. The authority for this state­
ment Is fully acquainted with Admlr.il 
Sampson’s plana, and the remark would 
seem to Indicate that the Admiral, having 
failed to find the enemy at the place ex-1 
pected, had turned his attention to the al­
ternative project.

United States .

CITY PROPERTIES id IMPROVED FRR18Hamilton, May 0.—(Special.)—The city 
fathers, in Council assembled this evening, 
considered the Radial Railway change or 
route and a couple of bylaws, and ob­
tained the good will of various people by 
disposing of all three matters. The only 
absentees" were Aid. Carscallen and Dunn 
The Radial Company, through Ur. Alex. 
Turner, wrote the Council advising.them 
that the company had ample authority m 
the former bylaw to make the change of 
route without requiring the passage of the 
bylaw that had been under consideration 
for some weeks. City Solicitor Mackelcan 
supported this view, and tt was decided to 
throw overboard the bylaw and consider 
an agreement proposed by the Radial Com­
pany to abide by the terme of the old by­
law. In discussing this tlte aldermen steer­
ed clear of the dispute between the com­
panies respecting local business, and the 
agrément .was passed by the Council.

It was decided, on the recommendation 
of the Fire and Water Committee, to ex­
pend 43000 on water meters to be placed 
with large consumers of water, such as 
saloons, market stable», liveries, etc.

The bylaw presented by the Park and 
Cemetery Committee, forming a permanent 
care fund and providing mounds on graves, 
was agreed to.

The Markets Committee recommended 
that hucksters and dealers be charged a 
fee of 25 cents and batchers and others 10 
cents and 5 cents for aoume and single 
rigs respectively. Aid. Nelllgan moved an 
amendment to make everybody come under 
the 10 and 5 cents rate, a majority of the 
aldermen supporting him, defeating the 
committee's suggestion.

On motion of Aid. Feemslde the follow­
ing constitute the Harbor Committee: Aid. 
Lester. Teneyck, Findlay, Donald, Massle, 
McFadden and Fearnslde.

Aid. Hannuford remlnde the Mayor that 
nothing had been done by the T. H. & 8.

The Transportation Contract.
Sir Charles Tupper said tnat he had re­

ceived a. telegram from- Ool. Prior, at Vic­
toria, stating that Seattle was jubilating 
over the fact that the Dominion Govern­
ment had given the contract to the Boston 
and Alaska Transportation, Company îW 
the carriage of hundreds of tons of sup­
plies to -the Yukon via Seattle. The mes­
sage added that if this were correct, the 
Government’s action would be a serious 
blow to Victoria and Vancouver.

Dr. Borden admitted that a contract had 
been given to Ihe company named to trans­
port some of the supplies that were going 
up for the use of the troops next winter, 
“but,” he added, “the largest part is going 
from Vancouver; only a small portion will 
go via Seattle. The company have three 
boats, and they desired to get the supplies 
forwarded early, that they should be allow­
ed to send a portion by way of Seattle.”

Mr. Wallace: Where were these goods 
purchased?

HAPPENINGS OF A HAT,
Til'S IS Dr. Bryce’» Description of Toron­

to's Public Schools-Modern Black 
Ho.o of Calcutta.

Dr. P. H. Bryce was seen by The World 
yesterday. His report is in the hands of 
Hon. George W. Ross, and will be dis­
cussed by the Cabinet to-day. Speaking of 
his tour of inspection among tue city 
schools he raid that the schools have been 
over-crowded for a long time, and even 
when temporary accommodation was ob­
tained, there was still much over-crowding. 
According to the regulations of the Educa­
tional Department each pupil Is allowed 
not less than 230 cubic feet of air. This 
would be sufficient If the air was pure, 
an dthe room not over-crowded, but under 
the present circumstances it la haidly pos­
sible for a child to attend scnooi and keep 
in good health.

In English barracks 700 cubic feet of air 
is allowed each man. In a hospital 1500 
cubic (ëçt is allowed each patient. The 
reader can draw his own concluslona.

In Giadstone-avenue School the doctor 
found pupils who were trying to live In 
but 75 cubic feet of atmosphere. There is 
no play-ground there either. “Why It Is 
worse than the ‘Black Hole of Calcutta,” 
vehemently exclaimed the doctor.

“Our city schools are in a chronic con­
gested condition,” said he.

The doctor Is in fai^or of revising the 
regulations and putting^ more stress upon 
the beneficent effects of pure air.

In his report, Dr. Bryce did not sugggest 
any radical remedy, but hinted most per­
tinently that the need was desperate sud 
needed desperate remedies.

Milan In (he Throes of Revolution for Two 
Dave- Cllv a Scene of Complete 

Dévastation.
London, May 10.-—Tim Milan correspond­

ent of The Daily News, telegraphing Mon­
day, says:

“It is extremely difficult to speak with 
accuracy as to the numbers of killed and 
wounded; and any estimate, in view of the 
conflicting statements current, can only ap­
proximate the truth. It may be said at once 
that the casualties were many times more 
numerous than could at first have been be­
lieved, even by spectators of the bloodshed. 
Probably it would not be exaggerating to 
fix the number of deaths aa little short of 
one thousand.”

London, May 9.—The comment on the 
battle at Manila, as the details come in. 
Is universally nattering to Commodore 
Dewey and the American, Navy. The 
Times says: “The destruction of the 
Spanish fleet was complete, as complete 
aa any achievement recorded ln naval an­
nals, Commodore Dewey showing himself 
worthy alike of the great traditions of the 
United States navy and of his kinship with 
the race that produced! Nelson."

The Standard remarks: “Commodore 
Dewey has evidently taken ee his mod>l 
for despatch writing that laconic British 
sailor of famous memory who reported a 
decisive naval victory thus: "Engaged 
enemy yesterday. Captured ships as per 
margin.' " .

The Dally News says: "Commodore 
Dewey’s despatches, ln their conciseness 
and modesty, ore In accordance with the 
best naval traditions. The battle estab­
lishes a record among contests of the kind, 
for one of the combatants destroyed the 
whole fleet of the other without himself 
suffering any loss whatever. The victors 
carried the whole job through In a thorough­
ly workmanlike manner. It Is especially 
worth noting that the discipline of the 
American ships Is reported to have been 
perfect; for many Spanish authorities and 
some Independent critics thought this might 
be a week point on the American side. The 
excellence of the American tactics and the 
superiority of the marksmanship are likely 
to be a permanent factor ln this war. The 
chief lesson which the battle of Manila 
enforces Is what everybody knew before, 
namely, that under modern, conditions of 
warfare no amount of personal bravery 

possibly make np a deficiency ln weight 
and large metal."

Australasia, China, Japan and other coun­
tries in the east. The Southern States can 
already manufacture iron much more 
cheaply than England and they are mak­
ing rçmarkable progress in the cotton 
industry. With cheap negro labor, raw 
materials close at band and a short route 
to the east, the United States would lie- 
come a most dangerous commercial rival 
of Britain.

NO REIIFIT TO CANADA.
So far the war has not been specially 

beneficial to Canada. The great ocean 
liners have not been frightened away 
from New York and Boston to Canadian 
ports as predicted; the railway coin-, 
panics say they have not been helped by 
it, and while a few speculators have 
benefited by the rise in the prices of 
wheat and flour, not many of our 
farmers have any wheat left to sell, and 
the consumers in the cities and towns 
bave no reason to rejoice on account of 
the increased price of bread- Ship­
ments of lumber to both the United 
States and South America from our 
ports in the Maritime Provinces have 
fallen off, and the Klondike boom seems 
to have flattened out. The United 
States consul at Victofia, B.C., reports 
ti&t immediately after the destruction of 
the Maine the rush to the Klondike 
slackened, and it has steadily decreased 
ever since, so that the number of miners’ 
licenses taken ont has fallen from COO 
or 700 daily to but 50. But neverthe­
less Canada is prospering and will 
probably continue to do so whether the 
war is long protracted or not

CANADA 8 CHIEF W INTER PORT.
Several years ago the city of St John, 

N.B., began the construction of exten­
sive wharves on the west side of thè 
harbor in the part of the city formerly 
known as Carleton, but now called West 
St. John. As a result of these improved 
facilities and the enterprise of the Cana­
dian Pacific Railway,which is making St. 
John its Atlantic winter port the volume 
of winter business has considerably in­
creased. The exports from the new 
wharves on the west side alone amount­
ed in value to $4,888,918 during the past 
winter, and it is expected that the total 
exports of the port will be over eight 
million dollars for the year 1897-8,as com­
pared with $3,310,215 three years ago. 
The business would have been larger 
during the past winter if the elevator 
capacity had been greater, and as the 
Canadian Pacific Railway proposes to 
build a new grain elevator of 760,0(K> 
bushels capacity at West St. John this 
summer, it may be expected that there 
will be an increase of business next 
year. The Canadian people of the west 
as well as of the east are interested in 
the progress of St. John. It is a mat­
ter of vital importance to Canada to have 
a great Atlantic port open throughout 
the year with business sufficient to at­
tract large ocean steamships. The re­
lations of Britain and the United States 
are particularly friendly just now, and 
we all hope that they will ever continue 
to be so, but it is impossible to tell what 
complications may arise in the future to 
cause another Cleveland to threaten to 
withdraw the bonding privilege. In any 
case nothing will tend' so much to show 
Americans the disinterestedness of our 
friendly attitude as the knowledge that 
we are independent of them and do not 
need to ask for any favors.

But,altogether apart from the preserva­
tion of friendly relations with the United 
States, it is clearly to our advantage as 
a commercial nation to have a great 
winter port of our own. The harbor 
of St. John is the only one north of 
Baltimore which has never been frozen 
over in winter, although Halifax, like 
New York and Boston is practically al­
ways open to navigation. It is a ques­
tion whether Halifax or St. John will 
be the terminus of the Canadian At­
lantic fast steamship line, the matter 
being left to the decision of the steam­
ship company. Halifax has a truly 
magnificent harbor and is nearer to Eng­
land, but St. John is much nearer to 
the centre of Canada, and its people,

The matter has 
often been talked of before without any­
thing being done, but now the British 
Cabinet has taken it up and it is ex­
pected that some definite action in the 
matter will soon be decided upon.

This is Canada's opportunity and the 
Canadian Government should lose no 
time in taking advantage of It. Now 
is the time to bring forcibly to the at­
tention of the British Government the 
fact thqt Canada is well able to supply 
all the yvheat that England requires. Let 
the Dominion Government ask the 
British Government to send a Royal 
Commission to Canada to examine and 
report on the capabilities of the Cana­
dian Northwest as a granary, and the 
advantages of the Canadian route for 
shipment in both summer and winter. 
This commission should come to Canada 
before the next harvest and stay long 
enough" to thoroughly investigate the 
whole matter.

England at present imports annually 
about 116,000,000 bushels of wheat. The 
Province of Manitoba, with a population 
of about 200,000, a large number of 
whom lire in the cities, towns and 
villages and do not farm, produces about 
twenty million bushels of wheat above 
the requirements for consumption in the 
province, and the area of wheat land has 
hardly been encroached upon as yet, even 
in Manitoba, while there is an almost 
boundless domain of fine wheat grow­
ing land beyond the province.

if the war should leave the United 
States in possession of numerous islands 
in the Pacific, with control of Cuba and 
Porto Bico, commanding the entrances to 
the Gulf of Mexico, the Caribbean Sea 
and all the Atlantic approaches to the 
proposed Nicaragua canal, there is very 
little doubt that the sentiment of the 
people will force Congress to take action 
almost immediately after the war is over 
to ensure the construction of this canal. 
The canal company which asked the 
United States to guarantee its bonds se­
cured valuable concessions from the 
Nicaragua Government in 1887 for a 
period of twelve years* with, the privilege 
of renewal for one hundred years. The 
United States Congress appointed a com­
mission known as the Walker Com­
mission to investigate and report on the 
matter, and this committee having al­
most completed its surveys will prob­
ably soon report. The financially strong

PBESBY1EBIA .V SYNOD MEETING.
"Gentlemen's Clothing."

Eev. Dr. Gee. M. Milligan In the Chair— 
A<ltlree.ee Delivered.

Cobourg, May 9.—The conference on top­
ics affecting the church, which precedes the 
annual meeting of the Synod of Toronto 
and Kingston, began In tbe Presbyterian 
Church here this evening. All the members 
of the Synod have not yet arrived, but'It 
Is expected that the full complement will 
be on hand to-morrow. The attendance at 
the opening session of tbe conference this 
evening was au very good one. Tbe presid­
ing clergyman was Rev. Dr. George M, 
Milligan of Old St. Andrew's Church, To 
ronto, and tbe lending speakers were: Rev, 
John Neill of Westminster Church, Bloor- 
etreet, and Rev. William Patterson of 
Cooke's Church, Toronto. Rev. Mr. Neill 
spoke on the “Spiritual Life of the Church." 
and Mr. Patterson on the “Spiritual Life 
In the Sabbath Schools and Young People's 
Societies." Mr. Nelli, in elaborating his 
subject, took as a'concrete example of the 
manifestations of spiritual life in n body of 
Christians the church at Antioch, which 
Paul and Barnabas had visited and bad 
helped forward In its vigorous life. The 
manifestations in this church were: First, 
the Influence It exerted on the whole com­
munity; It transformed the lives of the 
members, made tbelr homes full of tender­
ness and beauty, and made Its members 
honest business men. So every vigorous 
church would have the same effect on those 
In connection with It. Second, another 
manifestation was the brotherly love among 
its members by which they were willing 
to make sacrifices for each other. The third 
manifestation was that It was the first 
missionary church. How was such a church 
to be made? By having a ministry full of 
religions zeal, care, earnest and reverent 
membership.

Mr. Patterson said that the Sabbath 
schools and young people's societies should 
breathe a healthy atmosphere. Just as In 
the physical, so In the spiritual world, there 
was necessity and robustness, spiritual oxy­
gen, which was Christian fellowship; spiri­
tual food of a substantial character, and 
spiritual exercise, which was doing the 
work of God. The addresses were followed 
by a general discussion.

FORMER WARS OF
THE UNITED STATES. The coat to other nations of Important 

wars has not been as large oa this. The 
Franco-Prnssian war was waged at a coot 
to France of about $3,500,050,0.0, and the 
number of killed, wounded and sick 
amounted to 6321421 men. Germany's ex­
pense was much less, aa the war coat her 
but 600,000,000, and the number of killed 
was 60,000.

The Russo-Turklsh war wa* comparative! 
ly a cheap affair, costing but $125,010,000, 
with a total number killed and disabled, aa 
gleaned from semi-official aonrees, 250,03) 
men. Much MOfe expensive In money was 
the war between Prussia and Austria, 
whlce cost $330,000,000 and a lose of life of 
45,000. The Servo-Bnlgnnlan war cost 
$176,000,000,with no approximate estimate 
of the number of men lost, the Afghanis­
tan war $18,230,000, and the African war 
about $8,770,000, none of them appreciat­
ing In cost and fatalities to the civil war.

It may not be amiss to schedule the war* 
of the century beginning with that of the 
United States with Britain to 1612, the 
Grecian war of 1820-21, the French, Bel­
gian and Poland revolts of 1810, (he Brit- 
Ish-Chlnese opium war of 1840-42, when 
Britain went to war because Sin, the great 
mogul of China, demanded the right of tbe 
Chinese to seise opium from the I .objects 
of Great Britain without pay, the Mexican 
war of 1846, the Afghanistan ware of 1840- 
79 and 1880, tbe French revolution of 1846, 
the Crimean way,
1859, the scrap (between Prussia and A na­
tria against Denmark to 1864, the Riisso- 
Turklsh war of 1875, and the almost con­
tinual wars of Spain with her colonie* *r,d 
at home.

War, unfortunately, mean* battle, and 
battles mean death, and a comparison of 
the number killed and Injured In the war* 
of the century would aeem to show that, 
with all the Improvements in arms, the 
death list has not greatly Increased. Aside 
from Gettysburg, Antlctam and Metz, the , 
principal losses- to the leading battles bare 
been as follows:

Jena, 1806—Prussian loss, 21,000 out fit 
105,000; French loss. 18,000 out of 90,000.

Bottle of Eylan, 1807—Russian loss, 25,- 
000 out of 78,000 engaged ; French low 30,- 
000 out of 86,000 engaged.

Wagram, 1809—Austrian loss, 25,000 out 
of 100,000; French loss, 23,000, with the 
same number engaged.

Aspern, May 21-22, 1809—Napoleon's first 
defeat. Tbe Little Corporal lost 35,000 ont 
of an army of 70,000, while the Austrians 
lost 20,000 out Of a force of 80,000, Xapo- i. 
Icon's loss being quite 50 per cent, of hi* 
army.

Baroblus-Moscow—F ranch lost 50,000 ont 
of 132,000, and the Russian» 45,000 out of 
185,000.

Konlggratz, 1866—End of the Pruseo-An*-. 
trlan war. About 400,000 men were en­
gaged altogether, and in this battle Austria 
lost 40,000, while Prussia lost but one- 
quarter as many. J

The battle of Lelpslg was fearfully fatal 
to French arms, as out of lOO.OOOmen they 
lost fully 60,000, while the allies lost but 
42,000 out of an army of 288,000.

At Waterloo, last fateful act to the real 
drama of Napoleon’s life, the French lest 
30,000 out of a splendid army of 73,000,very 
nearly one-half, while the loss of the allies 
was 23,000 out of 83,000. This was the most 
destrutlve of any appearing on tbe record, 
as the loss on both sides was over 33 per 
cent.

At Sedan, before the terrible fire of the 
German guns. 30,000 Frenchmen out of an 
army of 150,000 were killed, while the Ger­
man loss In killed and wounded was but 
8931, and this out of an army of 250,000,

LITheir Cost in Blood and in 
Treasure.
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The revolution of 1776 cost to round 
hers, according to the best estimate ob­
tainable, $135,193,703, and In this struggle, 
which '(lasted within eight days of eight 
y errs, "there were employed, during tbv 
whole* Jlme, 294,791 men, divided ns fol­
lows: Regulars, 130,711; militia and volun­
teers, 164,080. No accurate figures, aa to 
the number of men lost can be obtained. 
The first battle was at Lexington and Con­
cord. and tl|e cessation of hostilities came 
April 11, 1783.

The next time that Brother Johnathan 
had occasion to call upon his boys to show 
the stuff they were made of, came In 1812, 
war being declared by the President June 
18 of that year. While there had been no 
battle fought previous to the declaration 
of hostilities, yet Great Britain had an­
gered the young nation by Insisting on Its 
claimed right to impress Into the British 
navy former subjects of Great Britain, 
wherever found, 
ruary 17, 1815. 
the strife a total force of 471,622 men, of 
whom only about 85,000 were regular sold­
iers and seamen, the rest being volunteers. 
This war of nearly three years cost In 
round numbers 107,159,000.

The next could hardly be called a war, 
although It Is designated in history as tbe 
Black Hawk war. There are no data pre­
served by which an accurate estimate could 
be given either as to the cost or the num­
ber of men engaged. The war lasted a 
little over a year, beginning In April, 1831, 
and ending September 30, 1832. The Semi­
nole war is hardly worth the name of more 
than a series of scrimmages.

It was fifteen years after the outbreak 
with the Black Hawk Indians that the 
American eagle again became war like and 
plumed Itself for battle. President Polk 
notified Congress In May, 1846. that lose 
than a month before a small detachment 
of United States troops had been captured 
by the Mexicans. Congress at once de­
clared war, and authorized the President 
to raise an army of 50,000 men and to spend 
$10,000,090. From the best records obtaln- 

In the War Department, it la shown 
that the United States put Into the field 
an army of 30,954 regular and 73,776 volun­
teers. Iriils war, which ended lu ISIS, 
cost about $100,000,000.

The great struggle, which came to 1861.- 
65, was the most expensive the United 
States, ever saw, both from Its cost to 
priceless human life and In tbe money 
spent. Reckoned as a whole, the country 
spent for this war no less than 7,400,000,000, 
of which the North expended 5,100,000,000, 
and the devoted people of the south the 
balance In upholding a hopeless cause. It 
Is estimated that, during the whole of ihe 
war, Uncle Sam’s boys numbered alto­
gether 2,018,200 men, but the number of 
men which the south put Into the field 
could only be estimated, at best. The losses 
sustained by the armies to the war of the 
rebellion have been stated as high as 600.- 
000 men. but ex-Depnty Commissioner of 
Patents Bell states that this Is greatly ex­
aggerated, as the best figure obtainable 
show the total losses did not gaceed 101.- 
500. In citing Instances of exaggeration 
he said It was claimed that at Gettysburg 
something like 40.000 men were lost, while, 
as a matter of fact, In that three days' 
fight the union forces had killed 2834 men 
and the Confederates 3500 men. Tbe bat­
tle of the Wilderness, according to this 
authority, had much greater fatalities, as 
the Union loss then Was 6597. and the 
Confederate loss about 2000. Thus It can

A Hot Bath.
Ten' mllaa above the boundary we found 

some hot springs. So hot were they that 
It was Impossible for us to hold our hands 
In the water.

Tbe Ice Breaks and a Parly ef Men Are 
Freelplialed lute a Bashing 

Stream.
San Francisco, May 9.—Word has reached 

liere that on Monday last tbe Ice covering 
e stream in a defile near Crater Lake gave 
gray under the- passing throng of Klondikers 
end more than a score of men were precipi­
tated Into fhe water and drowned. Dr. J. 
P. Frizell, of Los Angeles, who brings the 
news, passed the scene only a few hours 
after the calamity occurred. It was <n 
the other side of the summit, between 
Lindermau and the Long Lake, at a point 
In the canyon some 14 miles above Stone- 
bouse, where an lee slide over a mountain 
stream has been utilized as a path for sleds. 
A number of men were advancing in almost 
unbroken rank, each hauling a heavily lad­
en sled, when there was a sudden crash. 
Elbe ice opened for 30 feet or more and *n 
gn instant twenty-two men, with their sup­
plies, were ÿwhlrled down and under the 
surface ofy-the stream to drown, without 
even the chance of battling for l^fe.

The names of the victims of the Ice break 
Frizell cannot give. Fou% Montana and two 
California men are thought to have been 
among the victims, while the others Includ­
ed an eastern party of seven, almost all be­
ing remembered only by the nicknames 
Ivhich western freedom had given them.
