Thecapture of Umm-el-Henna, which
is on the Tigris about 20 miles down-
stream from Kut-el-Amara, is the
most important news from this theatre
in some time and is regarded here
as giving promise of the early re-
lief of Gen. Townshend’s force, which
has been besieged in Kut-el-Amara
since the first week in December.

Umme-el-Henna is a strong position
at an important bend of the river and
is said to be the last serious barrier
to the relief of Gen. Townshend, al-
tho twe or three less strong positions
arestill ‘to  be ‘overcome before Kut-
el-Amara is reéached.

Next to the Dardanelies expedition
the operations in Mesopotarnia have
been a subject on which the govern-
ment has been more criticized than
any other, not only on account of the
breakdéown in the hospital arrange-
ments, but on the question of responsi-
bility for the advance, with insuffi-
clent forces, toward Bagdad.

SUB. THAT SANK SUSSEX.
ATTACKED RESCUF CRAFT

Malevolencebcv)‘.f German Captain
Shown Plainly in Official
Report.

' WASHINGTON, April 5.—A graphic
account of the wreck of the Rritish
channel steamer Sussex, with the as-
sertion that the vessel was torpedoed
deliberately amd without warning by
an enemy submarine, is contained in
a report by Rear-Admiral Grasset to
the French general staff, made public
here tonight by the French Embassy.

The report, dated at Boulogne,
March 30, concludes: “One last fact
shows up still more clearly the pre-
meditated and implacable nature of
the submarine’s actions. A boat was
despatched at 8 p.m. to the Colbart
lightship to announce the catastrophe.
This boat arrived at the lightship at
11.45 p.m.; her crew were picked up
by a British torpedo hoat destroyer at
3 o’clock in the morning. During the
trans-shipment a torpedo was. fired at
the 'destroyer and passed a few metres
astern of her. This fact has been con-
firmed by the British admiralty. Judg-
ing by the course covered by this
boat, the lightship must have been at
most 8iX or seven miles from the Sus-
sex.

“It follows that the submarine must
have remained in the neighborhood of
the Sussex in order to torpedo any
ship which might ¢ome to the rescue
of her vietims.”

ITALIAN OFFICIAL

The following Italian official com-
munication was issued yesterday:

“In the Trentino region, on the up-
per Adige, there has been the custom-
ary artillety activity, In the Christillo
zone Monday night, after intense ar-
tillery preparations; the enemy opéned
a fresh violent attack on our new po-
sitions on the Rauchkofel. 'The attack
was repulsed with heavy losses and
the enemy left some prisoners in our
hands.

“On the upper and middle Isonzo
front there has been an intanse artil-
lery duel. Enemy detachments at-
tempted-to break our line east of Pod-
sabolino, but were thrown back and
dispersed.

" “Enemy airmen yesterday tried to
reach Verona, but were promptly
driven .away.

AT ANNUAL DEBATE

- We Have Not Been Asleep at the

Switch,” He Told Legislature

The legislature yesterday indulged
in its annual agricultural debate. A
large number of the private members
on ‘both sides of the house were given
an opportunity to express their pent
up feelings on all sorts of agricultural
queéstions.

“The department of agriculture is
way in the backwoods,” said Mr. Mar-
shall, criticizing the “district repre-
sentative” method of disseminating the
training of the agricultural college in
closing the debate.

To Establish Farms.

Thomas  Marshall, Lincoln, moved
that, in view of the present conditions
im agriculture in Ontario, the govern-
ment should bring down lezislation to
include: making more available to
rural communities the scientific and
technical knowledge taught in the On-
tario Agricultural Tollege, by the es-
tablishment of agricultural schools and
demonstration farms thruout the pro-
vince; the inauguration of an effective
system ‘of rural credits; the develop-
ment of co-operative effort in buying
and selling; and financial assistance
by way of loans at a low rate of in-
terest, on the security of land &#nd im-
brovements, to assist desirahle settlers
in establishing themselves in the new-
ar parts of the province, and to enable
farmers in the other parts of the pro-
vince to improve and increase the pro-
ductivity of their lands.

Not Making Money.

In supporting his meotion Mr. Mar-
shall said the farmers were not making
money. Children were to be turned
loose by the department of edncation
during the summer “to play about in
the fields.” Retired farmers were to
he rcquired “to take their feet off their
stoves and go back to work.”

R. R. Gamey, Manitoulin, in reply,
criticized Mr. Marshall severely for
attempting to usurp the ofiices of the
minister of agriculture. He then laud-
€d in detail the work of the depart-
ment of agriculture as “splendid, prac-
tical work.,”” Hon. J. S. Duff's depart -
ment was one of the most efficient ir.
the province, and the province was
ahead of other provinces in agricul-
iural development.

Dangerous tc Vested Interests.

It was not in the province of the On-
tario Government to deal with banik-
ing laws, he said. Co-operation in
buying ant selling would be dangerous
to vested interests. As for the settle-
ment of northern Ontario, the late gov-
ernment had made lamentable mis-
takes in dealing with the north coun-
try. This government had made many
wise and generous laws to aid the de-
velopment of that vart of the province.

J. C. Elliott, West Middlesex, said
that the work of the department of ag-
rlculture wag good as far as it went;
put that it should have gone further,

Interest in Farming.

George S. Henry, East York, pointed
to the 100 per cent. increase in the
attendance at the Ontario Agricultural
(College as indicating the interest
which the present government was
taking in agricultural education to the
untold betterment of the rising gen-
eration of, farmers in Ontario.

C. M. Bowman, Centre Bruce,
the resolution under discussion was
not 'a criticism of the government’'s
policy in agriculture. It looked rather
to the conditions which would face
Canada after the war was over.

A. Ferguson, South Simcoe, said he
thought more good: was being accom-
plished along the lines adopted by the
government than could be accom-
plished thru the methods suggested
by Mr, Marshall’'s motion.

"N. Parliament, Prince Edward,
vocated agricultural education in rural
schools to check the depletion of farm-
ing  communities.

A. M. Rankin, Frontenae, praised the
method of the government in local
<hort courses, junior farmers' clubs,
demonstration plots and agricultural
contests, The government was doing

their animals were slaughtered by the
government for disease.

The bill to amend the Motor Vehicles
Act to grant automobile reciprocity
with the United States was passed
thru the committee stage.

“This is still the object and aim
of the war alike in St. Petersburg (Pe-
trograd), Paris and London.”

Belgium's “Evolution,”

With respect to the intentions of
Germany in the case of Belgium, the
imperial chancellor said:

“We must' create a real guarantee
that Belgium never shall be a French-
British vassal; never shall be used as a
military or economic fortification
egainst Germans. Also, in this respect,
things cannot be what they were be-
fore. Also, here, Germany cannot
sacrifice the suppressed Flemish race,
but must assure for them sound evo-
lution which corresponds to their rich
patural gifts, which is based on their

tional character.

“We want neighbors that do not form
coalitions against us, but with whom
we collaborate and who collaborate
with us to our mutual advantage. Re-
membrances of the war will still echo
in the sadly tried Belgian country, but
we shall never allow that this will be
a new source of wars—shall not allow
it in our mutual interest.”

The British official statement of the
campaign in the west, issued last night,
reads as follows :

‘‘Last night we sprung mines success-9
fully near Hulluch and damaged a hos-
tile gallery and wrecked posts establish-
ed in the old craters. Today we bom-
barded hostile works near Bois Grenier
with good effect.

‘‘About St. Eloi, the artillery of both
sides was very active. North of the
Ypres-St. Julien road our heavy artillery
carried out -a successful bombardment,
doing much damage to hostile trenches,
and causing numerous explosions.”

French.

The following French official com-
munication was issued by the war office
last night :

“In Belgium, a destructive fire on the
enemy trenches in front of Steenstraete
gave good results.

*“North of the Aisne our artillery was
active between the Beau-Marais wood,
south of Craonne, and Berry-au-Bac.

“In the Argonne our artillery continued
to direct concentrated fires on the lines
and lines of communication on the
enemy’s front, espécially in the region
of Mont Faucon and the Malancourt
wood.

“West of the Meuse the day was calm.
To the east there was an intermittent
cannonade in the Douaumont-Vaux sec-
tor. No infantry action occurred in the
region of Verdun.”

The Belgian statement says :

“The artillery action was particularly
spirited today in the central sector of the
Belgian army.” .

The French official communique ot
yvesterday afternoon reads:

“In the Argonne there has been 2
combat with hand grenades in the sector
between Bolante and La Fille Morte. We
caused the explosion of two inmines,
which damaged an enemy trench.

“To the west of the Meuse, last night
passed relatively calm, To the east of
the river we took part in several en-
gagements, during the course of which
we made progress in the cohnecting
trench to the north of Caillette Wood,

“In the Woevre district there has been
an intense bombardment in the sectors
between Moulainville and Chatillon.

to Stand by Board of
Control.

 OTHER ESTIMATES CUT

tet Reduction in the Departme'nt
of Works Only Twenty-
Nine Thousand.

Another evidence of the care taken
by the heads of the various civic de-
partments in preparing their estimates
of the departmental expenditures for
1916 was forthcoming yesterday, when
the board of control held practically
an all-day session to consider the es-
timates of the works, street cleaning,
property, city architect’s, and fire and
light departments,

The net cut in the estimates of the
works department was only $29,984.75
from a total estimated expenditure, as
passed by the committee on works, of
'$2,647,034. The commissioner’s esti-
mates totaled $3,458,447. '

Strect Commissioner Wilson’s esti-
mates were increased from $943,357.33,
by the addition of $125; $9050 was de-
ducted from an item for road oil and
$442 for labor in oiling roads.

The city architect’'s seimates re-
main the same as passed by the com-
mittee, the total estimated expenditure
for this year being $62,128, as compar-
ed with an expenditure of $66,890 last
year; $55,253 of this amount is for
galaries.

Registry Office Fixtures.

A pet reduction of only $8671 was
made in the estimates of Property
Commissioner Chisholin, and an item of
$65,000 for steel fiXtures for the new
registry office will e transferred to
capntal account, thus reducing the
tetal estimated expenditure of $599,-
222 to $5385,661. It was decided not to
purchase a motor for winding the clock
at St, Lawrence Hall. Heretofore the
clock has been wound by hand, and
the controllers thought this method
would do for another year, in view of
conditions. Two thousand was cut off
an item of $5000 for the decorating and
cleaning of offices at the city hall, and
an item of $17,620 for food at the Men’s
Industrial Farm was reduced by $4378,
and $900 was deducted from a $3600
iter for clothing for the men at the
farm.

Several items for increased locker
accommodation at the various police
stations attracted the attention ot Con-
troller O'Neill, who suggested that the
stations might soon be abolished ow-
ing to the coming into force of the
Cemperance Act. “There will be no
one to lock up. - What do you think
about it, your worship?” he said, ad-
dressing the mayor.

“There will be no one to put in the
lockers after Sept. 1,” replied the
mayor.

Controller Thompson: Therc may be
double the number to lock up between
now and September..

Civic Garage.

The civic garage came in for some
criticism, Controller Cameron declar-
ing that the board had come to the
cunclusion that the property commis-
sioner was making outrageous charges
for his cars. The commissioner esti-
mated that he would require $44,000 to
operate the garage for the year. Last
year $38,247 was expended, and the
commissioner attributed the increase
to the rise in the price of gasoline from
14 cents to 2214, cents per gallon. About
30,000 gallons were used.

Chief Smith s estimates for the fire
departiment were reduced from $1,211,-
417 to $1,207,439, an item of $3878 for
additional permanent men being cut
out; $2500 was allowed for a new car
for the chief, altho Controller Foster
objected to his purchasing another
seven-passenger car, on the ground
that a heavy c¢ar was run around the
city to fires with only two passengers,
a chauffeur and the chief himself. For
street lighting $360,732 was allowed.

Supports Fire Department.

Controller Thompson refused to make
any cut in the estimates of the fire
department, because the chief had been
instructed to reorganize the depart-
ment, which, he declared, was impos-
sible unless he was allowed to buy the
appliances, and $62,015 was allowed
tor this purpose.

Small Cut in Works.

The small cut made in the works de-
partment cstimates was noticeable as
compared with what has been done in
other years, and proved that Commis-
sioner Harris and the works commit-
tee realize the necessity for economy.
The reduction would have been insig-
nificant except for a cut of $25,000 in

the $100,000 item for snow cleaning,!

afternoon of that day, and, further, to
recommend that the legislature take
such steps as will empower the muni-
cipalities to elect two additional com-
missioners to the board of the H.E.P.
C.,, and that the municipalities, thru
their executive, be authorized to ap-
point an auditor with permission to
make a complete audit of the H.E.P.C.
accounts.

“That the Hydro-Electric Associa-
tion of Ontarfo be requested to con-
fer with us and hold a meeting at the
same time and date to support our
claims.

“A copy of this resolution to be for-
warded to Premier W. H. Hearst and
the Hon. 1. B. Lucas, attorney-gen-
eral.”

Money at Stake. ,
The above resolution was adopted
at a meeting of the Ontario Municipal
Electric Association, which) was held
in the city hall yesterday afternoon
with Mayor Church presiding.

In stating that he called the meet-
ing to consider the McGarry bill,
which was recently introduced in the
provincial legislature, his worship
pointed out that it was the munici-

| palities’ money that was up, and it

was the municipalities’ money that
was at stake. As far as he was con-
cerned, he had never heard a coin-
plaint from any municipality regard-
ing the Sir Adam Beck administration.
The mayor was very'8lisappointed with
the action of the government, and said

out the association knowing anything
about it.

“The bill is fraught with grave con-
sequences for the hydro scheme of the
provinece,” he said. “There must be
hands off the hydro—‘"Hands off the
Hydro!” 'we say. It must be left out of
party politics and administered by
people who care nothing for politics.
We are at the parting of the ways
with the government over the hydro.
This bill is one of the most danger-
ous ever introduced into the legisla-
ture.”

Municipalities Satisfied.

The former president of the associ-
ation, Philip Pocock of London, reit-
erated the statements made by the
mayor, and said emphatically that the
government should have consulted
them before introducing such a mea-
sure. The municipalities were more
than satisfled with the administration
of the hydro, which they owned from
top to bottom, the government having
only issued bonds guaranteed by them.
Mr. Pocock could not understand why
the bill had been introduced. He laid
stress on the fact that the hydro had
a surplus at present on hand of $800,-
000, and if the McGarry bill carried
the money would go over to the con-
trol of the province. In conclusion, he
said that a vigorous protest should be
made, as the whole thing was pure
confiscation of the municipalities’
money.

Secretary T. J. Hannigan of Guelph
said the whole thing was a municipal
affair, and the association had done
everything possible-to eliminate party
politics from the hydro administration.
“The proposal is to appoint a.man who
will have charge of the financial end
of the commission, with power to sign
all cheques, etc. We now have a hand-
some surplus, due entirely to the en-
terprise of the representatives of the
municipalities, and we believe that the
commission is able to handle the sys-
tem to greater advantage than the
government,’ 'he said.

The resolution was adopted after a
brief discussion.

Beware a Nickel Monopoly!

There has been a lot of discussion
on nickel since The World raised the
question very fully eighteen months or
more ago. The government at Otta-
wa at that time saw that the neces—
sities of the war compelled .them to
the export of nickel matte to
continue into the States; but they as—
sured the country that they and repre-
sentatives of the British Admiralty
would see that none of the product
would reach anybody but Great Bri-
tain#or allied country, and would
see that its use in the United States

replied that they had now a commis-
sion which would soon report, and
which it was hoped would be success-
ful in showing that it would be pos—
sible to reflne nickel in Ontario, and,
therefore, to concentrate the industry
in our own borders.

In the meantime articles have been
appearing in the Canadian press deal-
ing with the question; many of these
articles are to our mind more or less
sinister and suggestive of a deal be-
ing made between the governments of
Ontario and Canada and the nickel
trust, which, while professing to con-
trol the output and centre the indus-
try in Canada, would more or less
create a great monopoly for the spe-
cial benefit of the nickel trust and its
German owners, thereby giving the
German Empire control of the "metal
that is an absolute essential in mak-
ing armor plate for warships and mu-
nitions of war of various kinds: We
still see signs of this sinister move-
ment in the newspapers and in some
of the speeches that have been made
in public, and our advice to Canadians
is to be more than wary of what seems
to be a movement against the pub-
lic interest of Canada, and against the
supreme welfare of the empire. Enough
evidence ‘has come into the posses-
sion of The World to justify us in ad-
vising the public to reserve judgment,
and especially not to be led away by
what we have already called sinister
methods in dealing with the subject
of nickel; and our advice to the gov-
ernments of Ontario and of the Do-
minion is to be more than watchful
of any proposal that may now be be-
fore them, or may be laid before them,
under the guise of serving the empire,
but which in reality is designed to serve
a great metal monopoly Ilocated in the
States, but more or less directed from
Germany.

For public reasons, and especially
for the reason that in W‘ meantime
the empire and her allies must have
nickel, we may have to continue for
a short time to submit to existing con-
ditions; but we are convinced that the
settled policy and the sound policy of
the Canadian nation ought to be to
locate this industry within our coun-
try and to keep control of it abso-
lutely in our own hands by means of
national policy laws, and not to sur-
render in any way to the blandish-
ments of those now engaged in the
nickel business. And we ought espe-
cially to be on our guard against the
small but powerful coterie who seem
to be so influential in the political
centres in this country; and we ought
to be especially on our guard against
proposals that may come to us under
the guise of “the approval of the ad-
miralty” in England!

Some of the big wigs in Britain have
been much befooled by the clever ma-

nipulation of the agents of the trust,|

who have masqueraded over there as
the friends of the empire. No tie-up
to anyone and absolute contmol of the
exportation must be our policy if we
want- to centre this great business and
this great source of wealth in our own
country, where it rightfully belongs.
And the state ought to get a very fair
share of the profits.

Massing the Forces

Every sign points to the early clash
of arms on a huge scale on the wes-
tern front of the German Empire. It
is stated that thirty-four divisions, or
about 850,000 men, are massed by the
kaiser’'s generals opposite the British
lines. The “contemptible little army”’
does not excite the contempt of the
kaiser any more. Where he had sneers
he now has fears. Another thirty di-
visions, the seoond best pick of the
kaiser’s present army, are massed
about Verdun. The rest of his wes-
tern army are thinly scattered along
the French lines.

The general staff of the allies have
been able to keep the kaiser guessing.
His permission to the crown prince to
make a military ass of himself at Ver—
dun is one of those providential things
which happen occasionally to balance
the accounts of gwod and evil. The
indiscriminate slaughter of men before
Verdun for the sake of saving, or in
attempting to redeem the reputation
of the crown prince as a soldier, is
one of the ghastliest things in history.

The German people are not yet
alive to the truth. Irantic efforts
are being made to keep them in the
dark. The speech of 1the German
wvhancellor is an extraordinary effort
to make cunning distortion appear like
frank honesty. If we could forget, if
the world of men could forget, what
happened in Belgium and Poland, 1n
Serbia, the torn up “scraps of paper,”
the massacre of the Lusitania,  the

“On behalf of humanity we demand
that this intolerable situation shall
ceace. On behalf of our tellow-citi-
zens, murdered and maimed on the
Englishman and on.the SusseXx, we pro-
test agninst continuance of diplomatic
relations with a government whose
blood madness, ferocity and lawless-
ness have brought upon it the execra-
tion of the whole civilized world.

URGES INCREASE
RESERISTS PEASON

Herbert Ames Says They
Should Equal Those for
Canadians.

Sir

OTTAWA, April 5.—Sir Herbert
Ames, Canadian patriotic fund chair-
man, before the soldiers’ pension com-
mittee today, gave the opinion that it
would not be necessary to make pen-
sions equal the amount soldiers’ fam-
ilies now receive from the government
and patriotic fund. He urged that thz
Canadian Government should augment
the pensions payable to British and al-
lied reservists who were in Canada
when the war broke out, so as to raise
them to the level of the Canadian
scale,

More than $10,000,000 has been sub-
seribed by the people of Canada to tho
patriotic fund. This sum is estimated
to last tiil the end of the first few
months in 1917.

The great number of enlistments
during the past few months has added
a great burden to the fund, and now
each month is being dispensed a sum
far im excess than was anticipated a
year ago. In February, 1916, the total
paid to dependents was in the neigh-
borhood of $525,000, which is the larg-
est montl’s disbursements since the
war began. For the first time it has
exceeded the half million mark. The
amount requisitioned for March is
£600,000.

Mr. Justice Britton gave judgment
vesterday in favor of Jane Willough-
by against the Canadian Order of
Foresters for the recovery of $1,000
and interest upon endowment certifi-
cate issued by the order to Wm.

Willoughby in November, 1888. The
defence was- a purely technical one
which the judgment said should not
be considered in this case. The age
was given as 33 in the certificate, and
the order had no reason to doubt it,
but one of the terms of the certificate
calls for proof of age. Judgment was
given in favor of the plaintiff with
interest at four per cent.

DUCK SEASON CHANGED
OTHERS ARE CONSIDERED

Fish .and Game Committee Met,
But No Formal Bill Was
Presented.

Many suggestions but no formal bill
were presented to the rirst meeting this
year of the fish and game committee yes~
terday when Hon. Finlay Macdiarmid :
took the chair.

The recommendation to reduce the bag
of wild ducks from 200 to 100 was not
adopted, nor was the suggestion to limit
the day bag of ducks to 15. It was de-
cided to change the season for shooting
wild ducks to a general season from
September 1 to December 31.

Duck hunters in future may not set
out more than 35 decoys, nor may they
hunt nearer one another than 150 yards,
The committee framed resolutions by
which it will be illegal to frighten ducks
within range of hunters’ guns.

Wild ducks and swans may be shot in
future from September 15 to April 30, in-
stead of from September 15 to April 15
as previously. A close season of three
years has been put on quail and Hun-
garian partridge, and a close season of
two years on partridge, excepting in
counties provided for by order-in-council.

The closed season for hares will extend
from October 15 to November 15 and
from December 24 to January 2. A num-
b'er of other changes to existing regula-
tions were considered.

SWASTIKA, April 5.—Drills are now
running at the Lucky Cross, which is
under option to the Trethewey mine of
Cobalt.

Considerable Development.

Considerable develepment Work is be-
ing done on the leadlng properties around
Kirkland Lake, and the coming of elec-
tric power from Cobalt next summer will
give the needed impetus to more thoroly
develop the district.

In the meantime the Tough Oakes is
using its steam auxiliary plant. It is ex-
pected that the March production will be
a record production month for the mine
and will run close to $90,000.

The Beaver Consolidated is down over
200 feet on the McCane property, option-
ed from the Kirkland Lake Gold Mines.
The result of the development work is not
yet known as the vein was not followed
by the shaft, and no cross-cuts to the
vein have yet been made.

Another Producer.

By the middle of next summer Kirk-
land T.ake should have another producer
in the Teck-Hughes Gold Mines, which
is now controlled by the Buffalo Mines of
Cobalt. The mill is awaiting the electric
power to start it, and underground de-
velopment work will be resumed about
June. There is considerable ore blocked
out and on the dump, enough to supply
the mill for some time.

Will Resume Work.

It is understood that operations on the
Wiright-Hargraves properties, adjoining
the Tough Oakes mine, will be resumed
shortly. Control of the properties is held
in England and work was stopped some
time ago.

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NEW ENTERPRISES NOT
AFFECED BY WAR T

Capitalists Have Assurance of
Finance  Minister—Tax
Only Temporary.

PORCUPINE OPTIMISTIC

Experimental Stage Practically
Ended—Mining an Exact
Science.

The statements made by Sir Thomas
White, minister of finance, on the 17th
of March last in the house of commons
at Ottawa are of vast importance to
the mining industry. Sir Thomas was
introducing his resolutions for the
taxation of mining profits and objec-
tion was raised by several members
that the proposed measure would in-
terfere with mining in Canada. Sir
Thomas replied on bebalf of the
government that this is a tempgrary
tax. He made it very clear thut hew
enterprises would not be affected un-
less they made |taxable profits before
the end of 1917. The capitalist who
now invests his money is therefore
safeguarded against this or any equal-
ly onerous tax after this expires. To
continue it would be a gross breach of
faith and the man who now invests
‘his money relying on what passed in
parliament would have a valid claim
for exemption, which might be enforc-
ed in the exchequer court ugainst the
government. Reimposition of a simi-
lar burden under any other name or
in any other form would he a palpable
evasion and invalid.

It is fortunate that the way is now
cleared for uninterrupted development
of our mineral resources, and never
was the outlook more promising. Con-
ditions in Porcupine especially are
more favorable than they have been at
any time since its discovery in 1909.
This, not alone that the camp has a
production of $20,000,000 to date. Much
more important to new capital is the
fact that the mining and metallurgical
problems have heen fully settled and
former mistakes need not be repeated.
In the early stages of the camp much
money was wasted in misdirected ef-
forts to locate ore bodies. Every new
camp has features of its own and the
richest and largest deposits in Porcu-
pine are often irregular and occur in
unexpected places.

So in the treatment of the ore there
was some expensive experimenting. It
is certain that $500,000 could have been
saved if the best means had been em-
ployed at the start. The main point is
to secure the fullest recovery at the
least cost, and there is scarcely a mine
in the camp that has not been com-
pelled to make changes in its mill
Even at the Dome, which is justly con-
sidered the last word in efficiency, ball
mills have lately been added to in-
crease its crushings.

The capitalist who now enters Por-
cupine has the advantage of all that
has been learned in the past. It is not
necessary for him to embark on any
costly experiments. He knows how to
find and to treat his ore in the short-
est possible time and at the last pos-
sible cost.

In recent years very great advances
bave been made in mining and milling
silicious gold ores similar tu. those at
Porcupine.

In Alaska costs have been reduced
to 60 cents per ton and now a group of
mines are operating an ore that yields
only $1.25 per ton. Fortunately it is
not necessary in Canada to have re-
course to such low grade ores. We
have almost unlimited quantities in
Porcupine, averaging from $5 to $10,
and we have railway facilities, hydro-
electric and in fact every means for
securing economical and profitable
mining.

At Cobalt the oil flotation process is
being put into operation on the waste
dumps, and it is likely to add consid-
erably to the production of the camp.

Very big capital has been placed in
Alaska by the big mining house of
Heyden, Stone & Co.,, New York and
BRoston, and the fact that ore run-
ning 3%1.26 per ton can be made
to pay, speaks volumes for the progress
of the mining industry in northern
Ontario. There is near exhaustion of
the better grade ores in the TUnited
States, but as mining is now nearly
an exact science, a margin of 65 cents
per ton is considered worth while.
Hollinger profits were $8.55 per ton in
1914. The figures for 1915 have not
vet been received.

COMPANY TO WORK
SHAW TP. CLAIMS

Tommy Burns Mining Co. Taking
in Supplies.

TIMMINS, April 5.—A new section
cf the outlying districts around Por-
cupine is to be developed by the
Tommy Burns Mining Co., Limited, a
newly organized company, which has
taken over five claims in Shaw Town-
ship. The claims adjoin the Tommy
Burns properties, on which the Ex-
celsior Mining Co. took an option and
evected a two-stamp mill. The small
mill, which operates on the amalgama-
tion process, is not proving so satis-
factory as was expected, extraction be-
ing very low.

The Tommy Burns Co. is taking in,
supplies sufficient to keep a gang work-
ing next summer.

QUALTY OF CATTLE ON
TE MARET WS POR

Not Well Represented
Yesterday.

RECEIPTS FAIRLY LARGE

Complaint That Farmers Are Not
Paying Proper Attention to
Stock.

Receipts of live stock at the Union
Stock Yards on Wednesday were 85 car-
loads, 931 cattle, 2206 hogs, 73 sheep, 1o0
calves and four horses.

The receipts for’ the middle of the week
‘were fairly large for cattle and hogs, but
light in sheep, lambs and calves. ‘I'here
would be about seven hundred and rifty
cattle offered as fat. Taken as a whole
the quality was far from being good. ''he
good to choice ¢ es were not well rep-
resented, their numbers being small in
comparison with the common, medium
and half-fat, unfinished classes that were
on sale. The farmers of tne present Jay
are not finishing their cattle like those
of ten or fifteen years ago. It is a
shame to see s0 many young steers and
heifers one and two years old being sent
to the shambles, when there is likely to
be a greater scarcity of meat than there
is even now. Many of tfiese cattle would
gain from 200 to 400 lbs. each if kept on
the farm until two and three years old.

There was a good demand for all ot
good and choice quality, which were
readily taken at firmer values, but the
unfinished common classes were hot
selling as readily; the market seemed to
be slow. The buyers stated that the
seéllers were asking higher prices, which
caused the market to appear slow. 'The
highest price for straight loads of choice
butchers’ cattle, 1000 to 1100 lbs., was
$8.55, for two loads sold to the Harris
Abattoir Company. There were two cat-
tle reported at $9, also sold to the Harris
Abattoir Company, one of these being a
baby beef, 600 lbs., sold by A, B. Quinn.
C. Zeagman & Sons sold three choice
steers; 1160 ibs., at $8.90, to-John Moxon,
for G. H. Waller, at the St. Lawrence
Market. Sam Hisey sold one baby beet
heifer, 700 lbs., fed by G. Metherall of
Dundalk, Ont., at $8.40 per cwt. A, B.
Quinn sold one cow, 1580 lbs., at $5.26,
which was the top of the market tor
cows; this cow was brought on the mar-
ket by Wm. Beamish of Boiton, Ont,

Stockers and Feeders—These classes
were in active demand al Tuesday's
high values; this is helping to raiese the
values of beef cattle; in tact buyers ot
feeders are lnvading the beef market and
taking the animals back to the country to
be finished, Many young steers are be-
ing taken at $7.50 to $7.75, which will be
increased in weight, and this will be
good thing for the country’s meat supply.
Values were steady with l'uesday’s quo-
tations ranging from $6,50 to $7.75.

Milkers and Springers—7The supply of
these was not large and values for them
did not change.

Veal Calves—Receipts were moderate
and values firmer. Ten cents has been
the top wvalue for veal calves for some
time past, but there was one lot of 40
calves sold at $10.25 by E. F. Zeagman,
which was the highest price reported to
us for so large a number,

Sheep and Lambs—Light receipts
caused a firm market for these classes.
About 10 spring lambs that should have
been left with their mothers for another
month, being very small, sold from $7.50
to $10 each.

Apathy Came Over Market Later
After Several Issues Re-
lapsed.

STEEL IN NARROW LIMITS

Activity Resumed for Mercantile
Marines, Automobiles and
Alcohol.

NEW YORK, April 5.—The consistent
strength of railway shares and the ir-
regularity of prominent specialties, fur-
nished the contrasting features of to-
day’s languid market. Munitions, Mexi-
cans, motors, oils and shipping shares
were higher by one to two points in the

first hour, with greater gains in U. S.
Industrial Alcohol and Cuban-American
Sugar.

Much of this ground was lost later,
when rails offered almost the only relief
to the increasing apathy. Canadian Pa-
cific, St. Paul, Louisville & Nashville,
Pennsylvania, Reading, Chesapeake &
Ohio and New Haven improved from one
to two points, the enquiry being suffi-
ciently broad to justify belief in an in-
vestment demand.

Prices became more uneven in the later
dealings, mainly in consequence of re-
newed pressure against Crucible Steel
and other distinctive war stocks. The
heaviness of these issues at that particu-
lar time came with the publication of
fragmentary excerpts of the German
chancellor’s speech before the reichstag.
. U. 8. Steel and other standard indus-
trials moved in narrow limits, regardless
of the very direct intimation of a forth-
coming advance in. the price of rails. Al-
tho leading manufacturers declined to
make any definite statement, it is au-
thoritatively known that the proposed
advance in this important product—the
first in over fiftéen years—is likely to be
as much as five dollars a ton.

Dealigge in the final hour were again
enliven by resumption of activity in
Mercantile Marine, the. automobile group
and Alcohol, the latter featurin that
period with a maximum gain of 6% points
to 167%, with an advance of 3% for the
preferred. Cuban American made an ex-
treme gain of 6, at 226, Total sales,
amounted to 455,000 shares.

Francs again attracted attention by
their weakness, the Paris cheque falling
to 5.98%, the minimum quotation of the
year. Lires hardened materially, with
no material change in sterling and
marks. London advices reported general
approval of the new budget.

A gropo-ed offering by New York City
of $55,000,000 4% per cent, bonds was
without effect upon outstanding issues,
altho the tone of the bond market was
irregular.

WHEAT HAS REAGTION
AFTER EARLY ADVANCE

Better Crop Conditions Had Ad-
verse Effect on Dealers
at Chicago.

DECLINES BUT NATURAL

’
Temporary Ebbing of Rising Tide
Regarded as-Inevitable by
Buyers.

CHICAGO, April 5.—Wheat prices took
a downward swing today after an early
advance. A few reports of better field
conditions caused by armer weather
led to heavy reanzing sales by holders.

The market closed steady, but 1%c to
2%c net lower, with May at $1.18% and
July at $1.17%. Corn lost %c to 1c and
oats a shade to %ec. In provisions the
cutcome varied from 10c decline to a
shade advance.

Asszertions of some improvement in the
outlook for the winter crop came chiefly
from lllinois, Missouri and Kansas. Such
advices gave impetus to the reaction
which many traders regarded as only
natural after the sharp upturns that
reached a climax today in a general buy-
ing rush at the start. The fact that
the United States Government crop re-
port will be issued on Friday tepded
further to make a number of owners
c¢autious, and the bu'ls were also handi-
capped by the apparent absence of any
urgent export enquiry, at least for wheat
grown in the United States.

Official figures showing that 146,000,000
bushels of the 1915 winter crop was unfit
for milling had some Influence earI{ in
lifting the value cf wheat, but the effect
failed to last, The result was much the
same, too, in regard to a continuance of
sensationally bad reports of damage In
the winter belt this season, Word that
Great Britain had agreed to furnish 89
vessels .a month to facilitate the move-
ment of exports from this country to
France was too late to modify the sharp
iwctheck which the market had under-
zone,

The heavy rains of last week fol-
lowed by such unusually fine weather,
have worked wonders in the bulb gard-
ens everywhere. Already thousands
of tulips, hyacinths, daffodils, crocuses,
together with a host of earlief-blos-
soming bulbs are showing strong
sturdy growth.

Since there is now little probability
of any further heavy frosts it will be
better for these plants if our garden-
ers begin at once to remove whatever
mulching has been covering the beds
during the winter. Protection of any
sort is no longer necessary, and in-

deed, may become detrimental to sat-
isfactory growth.

There are two dangers that may
threaten your bulbs if they are left
too long under cover after growing
time has come., The first is the danger
of smothering them, and the second is
