Pigs Eat Dead Stock While
Children Run Scantily
Clad.

PARENTS ARRESTED
Very little in the way of bad treat-
ment of children escapes the eyes of
J. J. Kelso and the officials of the
Children’s Aid Society. The sordid
story of the alleged mneglect by

parents of cight young children  in

Gainsborough township, as told by
The World’'s St. Catharines corres-
pondent, had a quick result yester-
day when Robert Duncan, one of the
gocletie’s inspectors ' arrested the
mother and father, Ned and Emma
Druen, in the west end of the city, and
charged them with alleged neglect.

Up to November 1, last, Druen and
his wife were living and working on
their 150-acre farm in Gainsborough
township. They owned a well built
brick house, several barns, two horses,
six cows, and five pigs. The man is
43 yedrs of age, and the woman 36,
and they have a family of eight
children, ranging from a 15-year-old
girl to a 17 months’ old baby.

On November 1, Drden and his wife
left the farm and camp to Toronto in
search of work, leaving the children,
the farm stock and the farm house in
charge of a 13-year-old girl. Food for
the children was left in''the house,
and. since November the mother has
returned to the farm three times, and
to, so they claim,
replenish the stock of foodstuffs.

About a week ago, R. E. Boyle, the
St. Catharines agent-to the children’s
aid; Feceived complaints from some of
Druen’s’ neighbors that the children
werd being neglected, ‘were alone in
the big house, and " that the cows,
horses and pigs were dying for want
of food. On arriving at Gainsborough,

M Surprised at Charge.

r. Duncan had to wait ungil six
o'clock last night before hen\cmr‘lh
catch ‘the parents together in their
ro house. He quickly got to busi-

88 and fold them the story of this
alleged neglect. They both appeared
genuinely surprised ~that any such
charge should. be / brought. against
them., They claimmed they had left
“plenty of food for the children’s needs
and were of the decided opinion that
the elder children were quite capable
of looking after the younger ones and
running the house. When asked by the
inspector, how the children were ex-
pectéd to obtain heat, the parents re-
plied that there was plenty of wood
about thé place they could pick up to
feed the fire with. The father acknow-
ledged that he knew some of his stotk
had died. but made no further com-
ment on the matter.

Could See No Wrong.

Altho both the man and woman are |
fairly well educated they could not see |
that thev had done any wrong in|
leaving their eight children in the big
farm house to do and look after them-
selves,

0 PAY SUPREME PENALTY

GeorgeCappentoHangon May 5 for Crime of Unusual
Atrocity—Crown Attorne y Says Last Word—May
App eal.

After an hour and a half's ddl‘ber
ation a verdict of guilty of murder in
the first degree was returned against
George Coppen at 5.20 yesterday after-
noon by the jury in his trial in the
assizes before Mr. Justice Latchford
for the murder of his wife, Fannie
Maude Coppen, in the night of Nov-
ember 28 last.

Coppen will suffer the death penalty
on May 5, by tae sentence imposed
by Mr. Justice Latchfiord.

Following the pronouncement of the
verdict the prisoner, who pccepted the
whole proceedings with ah almost ex-
pressionless face, was asked if he had
anything to say. He rose from his
seat in the dock, but did not hear,
and the question was repeated.  “Not
guilty,”” was his answer. Then sen-
tence was imposed by Mr. Justice
Latchford.

Properly Convicted.

Addressing the prisoner he said:
“You have been convicted by a jury
of your fellow countrymen of an atro-
cious crime, and, in my opinion, pro-
perly convicted. This poor woman.
whom you loved at one time and who
loved you, whom you murdered in her
bed, is arising from her ashes to con-
front you in the crime you sougit to'
hide. For some reason you have been
antagonistic to her for some time, and

have, by your own statements, struck
her above twice—whatever taat may
mean—certainly ngt less than twice.

“And on this night whea you were
confronted with appearing on the fol-
lowing morning befgre a court of this
province you entered this place where
you knew she was alore and after-
wards sought to cover up your crime
with incendiarism. ‘Everything that
can possibly be said in your favor has
been sald. My own function is to
tmpose the sentence which the law
directs. I know there is a feeling
against imposing the extreme penalty
after trial of those, who without trial
murder others. With these senii-
ments, and having *regard for the
necessity of protecting the lives of our
people from those actuated by malice
or revenge, I have no sympathy; but
whether I have sympathy or not, my
duty is to impose on you the penalty
I am directed to impose by tae law,
and that is, that you shall be taken
from where you now are to the place
from where you came and there be
kept in close confinement until the 5th
day of May and then be taken out
and hanged by the neck until you are
dead; and may the Lord have mercy
upon your soul.”

INUNEMPLOYMEN

Bettered Conditions Largely a Re-
sult of Soldiers’ Emergency
Fund.

\

Ottawa, Feb, 4.—(Special)—A de-
crease in unemployed thruout the
Dominion is reflected in the figures of
“the federal emergency appropriation
“department of ‘the 'patriotic fund,
which has been: in eperation since:
December 22 and whose purpose it is
to help unemployed returned sold.ers
over the present winter. The Jjabor
department claims that unemployment
is on the decrease. and it is believed
that this decrease is largely due to
the efforts .of the fund officials, who
make every attempt to find positions
for the returned men rather than pay
out bonuses, In nearly all cases the
men, if in-a condltion to take guch
positions, readily agree to do so, and
attempts to defraud the fund have
been few and far between,

For the week ending January 10
relief was given to 16,999 returned
men; for the succeeding week to 117,-
877. This was the high water mark.
During the next week the number had
dropped to 15,340, Up to January 24
a total of $1,230,000 had been paid
out. At this rate it will only take
about $4,500,000 to. . ecarry the fund
thru tilli May 1, when it ceases.

Some difficulties are experienced in
placing men.

SCARBORO’S NEEDS

Public Utilities ©ommilsion
Plan to Install New
Water Scheme.

Scarboro township’s new utilities
commission held a special meeting
yesterday, and laid plans for giving
effect. to the wishes of the ratepayers
for the installation of a water service
in the southwest district adjoining
the city. The elerk was jnstructed to
circulate a ‘petition among the resi-
dents, and enroll at! once all who de-
sire a service. If half of the house-
holders, and -two-thirds of the pro-
perty interests express approval, coun-
cil will pass a bylaw authorizing the
building of the system. A district has
been laid out embracing all south of
St. Clair, and west of the Kennedy
road, and the engineer's plans are al-
ready in the hands of the commission.

But the government, not being
conversant as to the respective values
of the different methods of the claim-
ants, pleaded inability to discriminate
between the genuine and the spurious
and just as persistently refused to
accede to their reqyests.

These requests were made so often that
the late premier, Sir James Whitney,
finally promised an investigation into the
matter to enable him to legislate judi-
ciously, but his health and subsequent
demise created an indefinite postpone-
ment of this investigation. These appli-
cations were so persistently renewed dur-
ing the premiership of Sir Willlam
Hearst . that he took the same attitude
towards the matte# as his predecessor
and appointed the commission at once.

Serious Mistakes.

In appointing the commission the gov-
ernment made a number of serious mis-
takes which made the situation worse
than ever, One of these was instruct-
ing the .commissioner to inveétigate the
educational methods of the various cults
with a view, to compaging them with
each _other, Aaking a.llggathic education
as the standard to judge the other by.
The second mistake was appointing a
person who was not qualified for the
post educatiox;)uny, because one endowed
with nothing/more than a judicial edu-
cation was not adequately eguipped. to
cope with technicalities.

Dominion Alliance Want Re-
vised Legislation; Others
Seek Plebiscite.

'With liquoer flowing freely into the
province there is a split in the tem-
Perance forces with regard to the
most effective method of campaign
against the liquor traffic.

The Ontaio referendum committee
are of the opinion that'the best meth-
od of combating the liquor traffic is
to take advantage of the amendment
to the Ontario ¥Xemperance act, while
the Dominjon Alliance criticizes this
1egislat;on as faulty and has legal
opinion to support its views.

The Drury government, it is under-
stood, have'promised the Ontdrio ref-
erendum committee that it will sub-
mit to the legislature at the forth-
coming session of the Ontario legis-
lature a resolution asking the Domin-
ign government to take a referendum

.iOntario at ‘the earliest possible
ddte on the question of “near bone-
dry” prohibitign. If this plebiscite
-were answered in. the affirmative, the
importation of liquor would be pre-
vented,y according to Hoa.:N. W.
Rowell and the legal advisers of the
Dominion government, The sgale of
liquor is regulated by the province of
Ontario, while manufacture would
only be allowed for export.

Primarily the functions of Trust Companies may be described under
two categories:—

(a) Those relating to the management- and realization of
estates, payment of debts, etc., which, speaking generally,
are duties of an Executor.

(b) Those relating to the care, management and investment
of Trust funds, which are the duties of a Trustee.

Under the first come such duties as renting houses, making collec-
tions, repairs, placing insurance, paying taxes, effecting sales of real
estate, realizing assets, conducting businesses, etc., etc., .and the distribu-
tion .of Capital and Income to beneficiaries,

And in the second case, the investment and management of Trust
funds, coliection and disbursement of income pending the arrival of the
period when the distribution of Capital takes place in accordance with the
terms of the Will or Trust Deed under which the Trust Company acts.

In the selection of an Executor, Trustee or Aéent to fill these duties,
too much importance may be given by the person considering the appoint-
ment of a Trustee to the matter of chargeg for compensation, inasmuch
as such fees are not different from those that are allowed by the' Courts
to individuals. The important point to be determined by the Testator or
‘Settior is that in the selection of his Trustee he may feel assured that
he has fully protected the interests of his family and estate, and that such
Trustee can ‘be faithfully relied upon to carry out the conditions and

terms of the Will or Trust Settlement Deed. In this connection it should
be remembered that a Corporate Executor and Trustee in touch with the
market at all times, and being in a position to acquice investments in
large amounts, may frequently effect a considerable increase in the re.
venue of the estate in this way, as well as in making advantageous sales
of assets that would go a long way in offsetting the Trust Company’s
remuneration. .

While on this subject it will be of interest to the public to learn that
the Public Trustee in England, whose fees a few years ago were fixed at
what was considered a cost basis, has found that, in order to take care
of the bare expenses of the department, the charges for the administra-
tion of estates, cure and management of trusts, etc., must be very con-
siderably increased. In his published report for the year ended the 31st
of March, 1919, he shows a deficiency of £52,990, or, in other words, that
the expenses of his department exceeded . his income in one year, on the
basis of the fees fixed, by nearly $250.000. It is now found necessary to
very greatlytfincrease the original tariff of fees under which it was hoped
that the department might be administered; indeed, the suggested new
rates, together with the cost to the estates of the work that is farmed
out to real estate and other agents, in accordance with thelr practice, ang
the charges made for special services such as inspecting vroperty, regis- ’
tration and enquiry fees, etc., will, we estimate,, bring the cost to the
estates under the care and management of the Public Trustee up to a
figure that will exceed the cost of administering similar estates in Canada
under our Trust Company system. The report of the special committee

Company’s Earnings.

Theé twenty-eighth annual report of
the Toronto Railway Company for the
year ended Dec. 31 last, shows very lit-
tle in the nature of profits after the
various charges have bBeen met, ‘While
Bross carnings were up more than $700,-
000 in the year, amounting to $7,234,895,
compared with $6,526,302 in 1918, oper-
ating expenses not only ate up the in-
crease, but tho took an additional $437,-
414. Net edrnings were, therefore, down
$437,414, from $2,016,651 to $1,579,236, At
the same time, the payments to the city
are up more than $97.000. Bond interest
was $10,000 less, at $128,432, and war
and _provincial government taxes took
$39,059. This left a balance of $13,27¢
to be carried forward, which compares
with $21,569 at the end of the previous
year, after $480,000 dividends had been
paid. The surplus last year was, of
course; net, as no dividends were paid.

WEAKNESS SHOWN
- ON NEW YORK CURB

New York, Feb. 4.—Weakness again
characterized trading on the curb to-
day. Liquidation was evident all thru
the list, but at the close a small re-
covery was noted, due to some short
covering. At no time before the last
few minutes of trading was selling pres-
sure absent from the market. The out-
standing factors contributing to the on-
slaught on prices were the foreign ex-
change market, in which new low rec-
ords were established, and the call money
rate of 25 per cexnt.
