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MONTREAL IN 1893-94.
The year 1893 added several important pages to the history of Montreal. In that 

year the Christian Endeavor Association of America met for the first time out of the 
Jnited States in a gigantic tent upon the Champ de Mars and at tho drill hall, thousands 

of delegates attending. The cordial hospitality extended by all creeds and both races 
vas only emphasized by the conduct of a number of roughs, who one evening would have 

resented an injudicious speech upon Roman Catholicism by a delegate, but were re­
strained by civilians and the police. The Institute of Mining Engineers gathered 
in Montreal in February, and the Engineers of the continent met here in June. The opening 
of the Royal Victoria Hospital, the magnificent donation of Lord Mount-Stephen and 
Sir Donald A. Smith to the city in commemoration of Her Majesty’s Jubilee, also took 

I place since our last review, as well as the inauguration of the Board of Trade Building by 
(Lord Aberdeen, the new governor, whose presence also graced the opening of the Redpath 
[Library and the new Science buildings of McGill University. The Redpath Library, the 
[donation of Hon. Veter Redpath, whose death the city has recently been called upon 
[to mourn, is a magnificent structure on McTavish street, capable of containing over a

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with this led to the phenomenon being exhibited of a nation transacting its business, 
with little or no currency, on cheques and clearing house certificates. The people seem 
to have taken fright at the situation ; they drew their money largely from the banks, 
hoarded the bills away, and left banks and business men generally to get on as they best 
could without currency.

i
In February, the first mutterings of the storm had reached the New York Stock 

Exchange, and resulted in a short panic, whereby a number of Canadian brokers and spe­
culators were caught. Stocks upon the Montreal Exchange were unduly high ; and when 
daring March, several banks began to call in their loans on stocks and 
bonds, the sensitive condition of the market led to a serious panic, which was 
relieved only by other banks, with larger reserves of cash at their disposal for 
such and other emergencies, coming to the relief of the brokers. Call loans advanced 
to six per cent, and even to six and a half, remaining high for some months, and pro­
ducing a dullness upon the exchange only recently removed. The Australian bank fail­
ures, which amounted to an enormous aggregate, locked up so much British deposits for 
the time being, that the London market was affected, particularly as a good deal of gold 
was called for to afford relief to the colony, and Canada was thereby disturbed. These 
causes, and others shortly to be mentioned, led to a greater number of failures than in 
1892, with liabilities larger than any year since 1887.

At the annual meeting of the Bank of Montreal in June, the general manager 
strongly recommended economy and caution, and the adoption of his advice by the bulk 
of the people did much to maintain the credit of the country. The grain crops of On­
tario and M nitoba were very large, but this was offset by the low prices, which were 
only indirectly injurious to Montreal, which is a buyer. The crops in this province 
were good, but partiallly damaged during harvest by severe rains. The failure of the 
British hay crop afforded us an opportunity to introduce that article at good prices ;
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and although the consignment system has resulted in several failures, it has been demon­
strated that a profitable business in the export of hay can be established on a permanent 
asis. The exports of hay from this port increased from 10,952 tons in 1892, to 57,646 
tons in 1893, an increase of 46,694 tons. •

Navigation opened by the arrival from sea of S.S. “ Pickhuben ” at 2 p.m. on 
the 3rd May, and closed with the departure for sea of the S.S. “ State of Alabama * 
on the 23rd November. The first sailing vessel to arrive was the barque “Peace­
maker," on the 19th May, and the first vessel to enter the Gulf by the Straits of Belle 
Isle was the S.S. “ Nether Holme," on the 23rd June. Four hundred and thirty-three 
vessels of all kinds were entered at the Port Warden’s office, with the tonnage of 836,931 
tons, being eleven vessels and 48,231 tons over the arrivals of last year. There was an 
increase of steamships by twenty-two vessels and 57,451 tons, and a decrease in sailing 
vessels of eleven vessels and 11,220 tons.

There were several mishaps to inward-bound vessels, but the only one to ont- 
ward-bound vessels was that of the S.S. “ Lake Nepigon," which was pierced by ioo in 
the Straits of Balle Isle. She was beached in Forteau Bay, temporarily repaired, 
brought back to this port, and after overhaul and slight repairs, proceeded Jon her voyage.

The Custom House returns for the Port of Montreal showed a large increase in 
the export figures for 1893, as compared with 1892, and an advance of nearly nine 
million dollars over 1891. This improvement is most gratifying, especially as trade 
throughout the world was so dull. While the average annual value of the exports for 

■ the thirteen years from 1880 to 1892, inclusive, was only thirty million dollars, last year’s 
! exports aggregated over forty-eight million dollars, being an increase over that average 
I of sixty-two and one-half per cent.

The continued increase in the value of the exports shows that the produce of 
the Dominion is steadily gaining ground in the markets of the world, and that the 
search for other outlets when the McKinley Bill almost closed the States to Canadian 

! merchandise, proved successful. The value of the imports also shows an increase, but 
not so large a one as the exports. Owing to the reduced rate of duty on sugar and 

j some other articles, the amount of Customs duties collected, although a little larger than 
L in 1892, is much smaller than during the previous six years, or the average of the past 
■twelve.

B The cattle market continued to be injured by the embargo placed upon Canadian 
■limais in Great Britain, and a good deal of pressure was felt by some firms. The 
Allowing table gives the exports from Montreal in 1893, and totals since 1881.

In financial circles the year 1893 was one of some anxiety in Canada and of serious 
lisaster in Australia and the United States. The Australian banks had for some years 
een largely interested in real estate deals bolstered up by British money which these 
inks took on deposit to an extent far beyond the needs of the colony. The collapse of 
be land boom brought down several banks, and the panic spread until it was necessary 

reconstruct almost every important bank in Australia. In the United States the 
liver question reached its crisis. Gold continued to be exported until the Treasury could 
ot maintain the $100,000,000 prescribed by law. Foreign investors were returning 
beir holdings for sale, and the whole country was pervaded with a feeling of distrust, 
bich is always injurious to business. The panics of the stock market spread to the 
ublio generally. Deposits were withdrawn from the banks and hoarded away until there 
as such a dearth of currency, including even the silver certificate, the cause of all the 
ouble, that business was transacted with marked cheques and between banks by clearing 
ouse certificates. Scores of the smaller banks went to the wall during the crisis, and 

but for prompt action on the part of the President to preserve the parity of silver with 
old, and ultimately to secure the repeal of the silver purchase act, the country would 
ave been even worse off than it was.

In Canada there was no domestic cause for trouble. Our deposits in banks came 
bom within the country itself, and, while sometimes hard to handle profitably, they were 

; least in proportion to the development of the country, and wild-cat schemes were nifc 
ece&sary to invest them. Our currency system also was, if not perfect, next door to 
erfection, while the acenoy system of our banks kept the general managers informed as to 
ye situation in all parts of the Dominion. Nevertheless, the American and Australian 
oubles by themselves, and by their reaction through London, exerted an adverse in- 
lence upon Canadian trade. There were restricted earnings among business men, and 

^nsequently restricted purchases. Our two great railway lines suffered serious diminu- 
on in their freight receipts, indicating a much larger falling off in domestic trade. Our 
bnks and loan companies by constant watchfulness have not suffered serious diminution 

■ profits, although the decline in circulation and in demand deposits, and the necessity of 
baintaining a large reserve of available assets which generally carry a low rate of interest 

creased their earning power.

As was the case in the leading cities of the United States, Montreal showed a falling 
off in the clearing house returns in 1893, but to a lesser degree. The total clearings 
were 8568,732,000 against 8590,413,000 in 1892, the decrease being 3| per cent, agains t 
14 per cent in New York, 12 in Boston, 10 in Philadelphia and 9 in Chicago. The 
failures in Canada in 1893, according to Bradstreet’s, were 1,781, with liabilities of $15,- 
690,404, and reported assets of 87,388,692. The liabilities had not been so large since 
1887, and 1891 was the only year since that date in which the number had been exceeded.

CANADIAN TARIFF OF CUSTOMS. .
(An Act to consolidate and a mend the Acte Respecting the Duties of Customs')

Her Majesty, by and with the advice and consent 
of the Senate and House of Commons of Canada, 
enacts as follows :—

1. This Act may be cited as The Customs Ta­
riff, 1894.

2. In this Act, and in any other Act relating to 
Customs, unless the context otherwise requires,—

(а) The initials “"N.E.S.’’represent and have the 
meaning of the words “not elsewhere specified

(б) The initials “ N.O.P.” represent and have the 
meaniug-of the words “ not otherwise provided 
for ; ”

(c) The expression “ gallon ’’ means an imperial 
gallon ;

(d) The expression “ ton ” means two thousand 
pounds avoirdupois ;

(e) The expression “proof" or “ proof spirits,” 
when applied to wines or spirits of any kind, 
means spirits of a strength equal to that of pure 
ethyl alcohol compounded with distilled water in 
such proportions that the resultant mixture shall 
at a temperature of sixty degrees Fahrenheit have 
a specific gravity of 0-9198 as compared with that 
of distilled water at the same temperature ;

j (/) The expression “ gauge,” when applied to 
I metal sheets or plates or to wire, means the thick- 
[ness as determined by Stubbs’ Standard Gauge ;
I (g) The expression “ in diameter," when ap- 
Iplied to tubing, means the actual inside diameter; 

(A) The expression “ sheet,” when applied to 
netals, means a sheet or plate not exceeding 

I three-sixteenths of an inch in thickness ;
I («) The expression “ plate,” when applied to 
I metals, means a plate or sheet more than three- 
| sixteenths of an inch in thickness.

3. The expressions mentioned in section two of 
I The Customs Act, as amended by section two of 
I The Customs Amendment Act, 1888, whenever they 
[occur herein, or in any Act relating to the Cus- 
I toms, unless the context otherwise requires, have 
[the meaning assigned to them respectively by the 
[said sections two ; and any power conferred upon 
Ithe Governor in Council ov The Customs Act to 
(transfer dutiable goods to the list of goods which 
I may be imported free of duty is not hereby abro- 
I gated or impaired.
1 4. Subject to the provisions of this Act and to the 
[requirements of The Customs Act, chapter thirty- 
Itwo of the Revised Statutes, as amended, there 
(shall be levied, collected and paid upon all goods 
(enumerated, or referred to as not enumerated, in 
■Schedule A to this Act, the several rates of duties 
lof Customs set forth and described in the said 
■Schedule and set opposite to each Item respect- 
lively or charged thereon as not enumerated, 
■ when such goods are imported into Canada or 
I taken out of warehouse for consumption therein. 
1 6. Subject to the same provisions and to the 
(further conditions contained in Schedule B to this 
(Act, all goods enumerated in the said Schedule B 
(may be imported into Canada or may be taken 
lout of warehouse for consumption therein, with- 
1 out the payment of any duties of Customs there- 
Ion.

6. The importation into Canada of any goods 
enumerated, described or referred to in Schedule 
C to this Act is prohibited ; and any such goods 
if imported shall thereby become forfeited to the 
Crown and shall be destroyed ; and any person 
importing any such prohibited goods, or causing 
or permitting them to be imported, shall for each 
offence incur a penalty of two hundred dollars.

7. The whole or part of the duties hereby im­
posed upon fish and other products of the fisher­
ies may be remitted as respects either the United 
States or Newfoundland, or both, upon proclama­
tion of the Governor in Council, which may be 
issued whenever it appears to his satisfaction that 
the Governments of the United States and New­
foundland, or of either of them, have made changes 
in their tariffs or duties imposed upon articles 
imported from Canada, in reduction or repeal of 
the duties in force in the said countries respect­
ively.

8. Eggs may be imported into Canada free of 
duty, or at a less duty than is provided for by this 
Act upon proclamation of the Governor in Council 
which may be issued whenever it appears to his 
satisfaction that eggs from Canada may be im­
ported into the United States free of duty, or at a 
rate of duty not exceeding that payable on eggs 
under such proclamation when imported into 
Canada.

9. Whenever it appears to the satisfaction of 
the Governor in Council that the Governments 
of France and Spain, or either of them, have made 
changes in their tariff or duties imposed upon 
articles imported from Canada, in reduction or 
repeal of the duties now in force in the said coun­
tries, he may, by proclamation, order the whole 
or part of the duty of thirty per cent, ad valo~ 
rem hereby imposed upon wines imported into 
Canada to be remitted as respects importations 
from the said countries, or from that one of 
the said countries by the Government of which 
such change in its tariff of duties has been made 
as aforesaid.

10. Shingles and pulp wood, or either of them, 
may be imported into Canada tree of duty, upon 
proclamation of the Governor in C juncil, which 
may be issued whenever it appears to his satis­
faction that shingles and pulp wood, or either of 
them, from Canada may be imported into the 
United States free of duty.

11. Any or all of the following things, that is 
to say : green or ripe apples, beans, buckwheat, 
peas, potatoes, rye, rye-flour, hay and vegetables 
specified in item 41 in Schedule A to this Act, 
snail be free of duty when imported into Canada 
from the country of production, upon proclama­
tion of the Governor in Council, which may be 
issued whenever it appears to his satisfaction 
that such country imposes no duty on the like 
product or products imported into it from Can­
ada.

12. Barley and Indian corn shall be free of duty 
when imported into Canada from the country of 
production, upon proclamation of the Governor
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in Council, which may be issued whenever it ap­
pears to his satisfaction that such country whence 
either or both these products are imported admits 
both these products tree of duty imported into it 
from Canada. *

13. If any country imposes a duty upon the ar­
ticles enumerated in items 734 to 745, both inclu­
sive, in Schedule B to this Act, or upon any of 
such articles, when imported into such country 
from Canada, the Governor in Council may, by 
proclamait n published in the Canada Gazette. 
declare the following export duties, or any of 
them, chargeable upon logs exported from Can­
ada to such country, that is to say : on pine, Dou-

fflas fir, spruce, fir balsam, cedar, elm and hemlock 
ogs, an export duly not exce, ling three dollars 

per thousand feet, board measure ; and in case of 
the export of any of the above-mentioned logs in 
shorter lengths than nine feet, then a rate per 
ccrd may be levied in the same way, not greater 
th in the equivalent of the above-mentioned rate 
pet thousand feet, board measure ; and such ex­
port duty shall be chargeable accordingly, after 
the publication of such proclamation : Provided, 
that the Governor in Council may by proclama­
tion, published in like manner, from time to time 
remove and re-impose such export duly.

14. Any goods or packages being the growth, 
produce or manufacture of Canada, and having 
been exported therefrom and intended to be re­
turned, may be admitted free of duty on being re­
imported into Canada ; provided such goods or 
packages were entered for exportation, and brand­
ed or marked by a collector or proper officer of 
Customs, and are fully identified by the collector 
or proper officer at the port or place where they 
are so re-imported ; and provided further, that 
the property in such goods or packages has con­
tinued in the person by whom they were ex­
ported, and that such re-importation takes place 
within one year of the exportation thereof.

15. On imported Indian corn, to be kiln-dried 
and ground into meal for human food, or ground 
into meal and kilu-dried for such use, under such 
regulations as are made by the Governor in Coun­
cil, there may be allowed a drawback of ninety 
per cent, of the duty paid.

16. The export of deer, wild turkeys, quail, 
partridge, prairie fowl and woodcock, in the 
carcase or parts thereof, is hereby declared 
unlawful and prohibited ; and any person export­
ing or attempting to export any such article shall 
for each such offence incur a penalty of one hun­
dred dollars, and the article so attempted to be 
exported shall be forfeited, and may, on reason­
able cause of suspicion of intention to export, be 
seized by any officer of the Customs, and. if such 
intention is proved, shall be dealt with as for 
breach of the Customs laws; Provided, that this 
section shall not apply to the export, under such 
regulations as are made by the Governor in Coun­
cil, of any carcase or part thereof of any deer 
raised or bred by any person, company or associa­
tive of persons upon his or their own lands.

17. Regulations respecting the manner in which 
molasses and syrups shall be sampled and tested 
for the purpose of determining the classes to 
which they belong with reference to the duty 
chargeable thereon shall be made by the Control­
ler of Customs ; and the instruments and appli­
ances neces.-ary for such determination shall be 
designated by him and supplied to such officers as 
are by him charged with the duty of sampling

and testing such molasses and syrups ; and the 
decision of any officer (to whom is so assigned the 
testing of such articles) as to the duties to which 
they are subject under the tariff shall be final and 
conclusive, unless upon appeal to the Commis­
sioner of Customs within thirty days from the 
rendering of such decision, such decision is, with 
the approval of the Controller, changed ; and the 
decision of the Commissioner with such approval 
shall be final.

18. In the case of all wines, spirits, or alcoholic 
liquors subject to duty according to their relative 
strength of proof, such strength shall be ascer­
tained either by means of Sykes' hydrometer or of 
the specific gravity bottle, as the Controller of 
Customs directs,- and in case such relative 
strength cannot be correctly ascertained by the 
direct use of the hydrometer or gravity bottle, it 
shall be ascertained by the distillation of a sample 
and the subsequent test in like manner of the dis­
tillate.

19. All medicinal or toilet preparations im­
ported for completing the manufacture thereof, or 
for the manufacture of any other article by the 
addition of any ingredient or ingredients, or by 
mixing such preparations, or by putting up or 
labelling the same, alone or with other articles or 
compounds, under any proprietary or trade name, 
shall be, irrespective of cost, valued for duty ; and 
duty shall be paid thereon at the ordinary market 
value in the country whence imported of the com­
pleted preparation when put up and labelled 
under such proprietary or trade name, less the 
actual cost of labor and material used or expend­
ed in Canada in completing the manufacture 
thereof or putting up or labelling the same.

20. All medicinal preparations, whether chem­
ical or other, usually imported with the name 
of the manufacturer, shall have the true name of 
such manufacturer and the place where they are 
prepared permanently and legibly affixed to each 
parcel by stamp, label or otherwise ; and all me­
dicinal preparations imported without such names 
so affixed shall be forfeited.

21. The value of all bottles, flasks, jars, demi­
johns, carboys, casks, hogsheads, pipes, barrels, 
and all other vessels or packages, manufactured 
of tin, iron, lead, zinc, glass or any other material, 
and capable of holding liquids,— and all packages 
in which goods are commonly placed for home 
consumption, including cases in which bottled 
spirits, wines or malt liquors or other liquids are 
contained,—and every package being the first 
receptabls or covering inclosing goods for pur­
pose of sale,—shall in all cases, not otherwise 
provided for, in which they contain goods subject 
to an ad valorem duty or a specific ad valorem 
duty, be taken aud held to be a part of the fair 
market value of such goods for duly, and shall be 
charged with the same r.ite of ad valorem duty as 
is to be levied and collected on the goods they 
contain ; and when thej contain goods subject 
to a specific duty only, such package» shall be 
charged with a duty of customs of twenty per 
cent, ad valorem, to be computed upon their 
original fair market value ; and all or any of the 
above packages described as capable of holding 
liquids, when containing goods exempt from duty 
under this Act, shall be charged with a duty of 
twenty per cent, ad valorem, provided the contents 
thereof are not of such a nature that the destruc­
tion of the package becomes necessary in order to 
release the goods,—and all other packages con-
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taining free goods and being the first receptacles 
or inner coverings inclosing goods for the purpose 
of sale, and which are not the usual and ordinary 
outside packages in which such goods as they 
contain are packed for exportation, shall be duti. 
able at the same rate as if imported empty ; but 
all packages not hereinbefore specified, and not 
herein specially charged with or declared liable 
to duty under regulations, and being the usual 
and ordinary packages in which goods are 
packed for exportation, according to the general 
usage and custom of trade, shall be free of duty ; 
Provided further, that all special packages or 
coverings unlike those in which such goods as 
they contain are usually packed for home con­
sumption, and all such packages or coverings as 
are apparently designed for use other than in the 
importation of the goods they contain, shall be 
subject to the same rates of duty as they would 
be subject to if imported empty or separate from 
their contents.

22. Any person who, without lawful excuse, the 
proof of which shall be ou the person accused, 
sends or brings into Canada, or who, being in 
Canada, has in his possession, any bill-heading or 
other paper appearing to be a heading or blank 
capable of being filled up and used as an invoice, 
and bearing any certificate purporting to show, 
or which may be used to show, that me invoice 
which may be made from such bill-heading or 
blank is correct or authentic, is guilty of an 
indictable ottence, and liable to a penalty of five 
hundred dollars, and to imprisonment for a term 
not exceeding twelve months, in the discretion Of 
the court, and the goods entered under any in­
voice made I t orn any such bill-heading or blank 
shall be forfeited.

23. With respect to goods imported for manu­
facturing purposes that are admissible under this 
Act for any specific purposes, at a lower rate of 
duty than would otherwise be chargeable, or 
exempt from duty, the importer claiming such 
exemption from duty, or proportionate exemption 
from dutjr, shall make and subscribe to the fol­
lowing affidavit or affirmation before the collector 
of Customs at the port of entry :—

1, (mime of importer), the undersigned, importer 
of the (names of the goods or articles) mentioned 
in this entry, do solemnly (swear or affirm) that 
such (names of the goods or articles) are imported 
by me lor the manufacture of (names of the goods 
to be manufactured) in my own factory, situated 
at (name of the place, county and province), and 
that no portion of the same will be used for any 
other purpose or disposed of until so manufac­
tured.

26. The forego" g provisions of this Act shall 
be held to have come into force on the twenty- 
seventh day of March, in the present year one 
thousand eight hundred and ninety-four, and to 
apply and to have applied to all goods imported 
or taken out ol warehouse for consumption on or 
after the said day ; Provided, that in the cas» of

oods which were imported or taken out of ware-
ousc for consumption, and on which duty was 

paid on or after the 27th day of March, 1894, in 
accordance with the rate of duty set forth as 
payable on such goods in the resolutions respect 
ing the duties of Customs introduced in the House 
of Commons on the said 27th day of March, or in 
any such resolution subsequently introduced in 
the said House, the duty so paid shall not be 
affected, nor shall the person paying it be entitled 
to any refund or be liable to any further payment 
of duty, by reason of such rate of duty being alter­
ed by any resolution introduced subsequently to 
that in accordance with which such duty was 
paid and before the passing of this Act.

COURTS OF JUSTICE.

The Supreme Court, as a high Court of Appeal, consti­
tuted by Dominion Statute (Revised Statutes of Canada, 
chap. 135), is composed of a chief justice and five puisné 
judges, and has appellate, civil ana criminal jurisdiction 
within and throughout tne Dominion of Canada. The 
judges reside at Ottawa, where the Supreme Court holds 
annually three sessions : the first beginning on the third 
Tuesday in February, the second on the first Tuesday in 
May, and the third on the first Tuesday in October.

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EXCHEQUER COURT OF THE DOMINION.
The Exchequer Court, constituted under a Dominion 

Statute, 50-51 Viet., chap. 16, is presided over by one 
judge, and has original exclusive jurisdiction in all claims, 
suits or actions against the crown. It has concurrent 
jurisdiction in relation to revenue cases and the enforce­
ment of penalties, in cases in which it is sought at the 
instance of the attorney-general of Canada to impeach or 
annul any patent of invention in cases relating to trade 
marks and copyrights and patents of inventons, in cases 
relating to land patent or other instrument respecting 
lands, cases against crown officers for anything done or 
omitted to be done as such officer, and all actions or suits 
in which the crown is plaintiff or petitioner. The Ex­
chequer Court has also jurisdiction as a Court of Admir­
alty, within Canada, under 54-55 Vic., chap. 29.

Books, etc., and Miscellaneous Matter.—The postage 
on Books, Pamphlets, Circulars (wholly in print), occa­
sional publications, etc., addressed to Canada, is 1 cent per 
4 oz. To the United States, Newfoundland, Great Britain 
and all European countries, 1 cent per 2 oz. The postage 
cn Printers' Proof Sheets, Maps, Prints, Drawings, En­
gravings, Lithographs, Photographs, Sheet Music (whether 
printed or written, including music books, whether stitched 
or bound), etc., addressed to Canada, the United States, 
Newfoundland, Great Britain, or any European country is 
1 cent per 2 oz. No package must exceed 2 feet in length 
by 1 fcot in width or depth. The limit of weight for Can­
ada and United States is 5 lbs., for other Postal Union 
countries 4 lbs. Limit of weight for a single book addressed 
to places in Canada is 7 lbs.

Seeds, Cuttings, Bulbs, Roots and Scions or Grafts ..an 
only be sent to the United States as 5Ü1 Class Matter ; 
when posted for delivery in Canada, the postage is 1 cent 
per 4 oz., and the limit of weight 5 lbs.

Commercial Papers and Legal Documents may be sent 
to Great Britain, Newfoundland, United States, and all 
Foreign countries, except Orange Free State, British 
Bechuanaland, and other more remote places in the interior 
of Africa, served by way of Cape Colony of Natal,

Patterns and Samples.—Bona fide Patterns and Sam­
ples of Merchandise, not exceeding 24 ounces in weight, 
may be sent to any place in Canada at 1 cent per 4 oz. 
Must be put up so as to admit of inspection. Goods sent 
in execution of an order, however small the quanity may 
be, or articles sent by one private individual to anoth'-r, 
not being actually Trade Patterns or Samples, are not ad­
missible.

The limit of weight to United Kingdom is 5 lbs ; limit of 
size, 2 ft. in length by 1 foot in width or depth.

The limit of weight to Belgium, Egypt, France, Hawaii, 
Roumania, Austria, Italy, Switzerland and Po~tugal is 12 
oz.; limit of size, 1 foot in length by 8 in. in w'dth and< 
in. in depth. If in form of a roll it may be 12 in. in length 
and^ 6 in. in diameter.

The limit of weight to other postal union countries is 8 
oz.; limits of size same as for Belgium, Egypt, &c.

The postage on sample packets to postal union countries 
is 2c. for the first 4 ozs., and ic. for each additionnai 2 ozs.

Fourth Class Matter, Closed Parcels.—Parcels for 
Canada must be prepaid 6 cents for 4 oz., and must not ex­
ceed 5 lbs. in weight, nor 2 feet in length, by 1 foot in 
width or depth. No correspondence must be enclosed.

Fifth Class Matter.—Comprises such articles of gen­
eral merchandise as are not entitled to any lower rate of 
postage. Postage 1 cent per oz., or fraction of an ounce. 
Limit of weight s lbs.; of size, two feet in length by one 
foot in width or depth. Matter claiming to be 5th Class 
must be open to inspection, and there must be no corres-

Eondenceenclosed. Packages of Fifth Class Matter may 
e sent to the United States for the same prepayment as is 

requir ed within the Dominion, but the contents will be 
liable to Customs Inspection ana collection of duty in the 
United States. Sealed tins containing fish, lobster, vege­
tables, meats, &c., if put up in a solid manner and labelled 
in such a way as to fully indicate the nature of their con­
te, nts, may be sent as 5th Class Matter within the Domi- 
n ion, but no sealed matter can be forwarded to the United 
St ates under this head. Liquids, oils and fatty substances 
may he sent to places in Canada and the United States as 
5th Class, if securely put up.

Parcel Post with tne United Kingdom, Newfoundland, 
Japan, Barbadoes, and certain other countries. Closed 
parcels may be sent to places in Newfoundland, Jamaica, 
the United Kingdom, Japan, Barbadoes, Leeward Islands 
and all other countries ana colonies with which the United 
Kingdom maintains a Parcel Post. No correspondence 
must be enclosed. A Customs Declaration of the con­
tents and value of each parcel must he filled up at the Post 
Office, or at one of the branches, by the sender.

Parcels for Newfoundland must be prepaid 15 cents per 
lb. or fraction of a lb., and must not exceed 7 lbs. in 
weight nor 2 feet in length by 1 foot in width or depth.

Parcels for Jamaica and Barbadoes, Grenada, St Lucia, 
St Vincent and British Guiana must be prepaid 20 cents 
per lb. or fraction of alb., and must not exceed 7 lbs. in 
weight, nor 2 feet in length, by 1 foot in width and depth.

Parcels for the United Kingdom must be prepaid 20c. 
for the 1st lb., and 16c. for each additional lb. or fraction 
of a lb., and must not exceed 11 lbs. in weight nor 2 feet in 
length, by 1 foot in width or depth.

Parcels for Japan must be prepaid 25c. per lb. or fraction 
of a lb., and must not exceed 7 lbs. in weight, nor 2 feet in 
length by 1 foot in width or depth.

Information as toother countries to which parcels may 
be sent, and the rates applicable to each, maybe obtained 
on application at the Inquiry Office, General Post Office.

Registration.—Every article intended for registration 
must be handed in at the wicket, and a receipt obtained 
therefor. “ It is desirable that the stamp used should be a 
registration stamp.' ’ The fee on all classes of articles ad­
dressed to places in Canada, United States, Newfound­
land. Great Britain and all European countries is 5 cents.

The sender of a registered article addressed to any Postal 
Union country may entitle himself to a certificate as to the 
disposal of the said article by the Postmaster at the office 
addressed, on prepayment of an additional fee of 5 cents. 
All Classes of matter may be registered to all destinations 
in Canada and throughout the Postal Union; and letters 
may be registered to most of the countries not included in 
the Union.

The public are reminded that registered letters are only 
carried on trains that are accompanied by railway mail 
clerk. Hence a registered letter ahd an ordinary letter 
posted simultaneously irfiU often be received at differed 
times.
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Matter which nnot be forwarded through the Po~t. 
—Any Explosive 'ostance, Liquid, etc., not properly mit 
up, and other matter likely to entail risk or injury to the 
ordinary contents of the mail, will be sent to the D ;ad 
Letter Office, Ottawa.

Glass in any form is also inadmissible, except eye­
glasses, spectacles and microscopic slides, when properly 
put up and prepaid at parcel post rate or 5th Class Matter 
rate.

Letters containing Gold or Silver Money, Jewels, or pre­
cious article>, or anything liable to Customs duties, cannot 
be forwarded by Post to any of the Postal Union countries, 
except to the United States.
