FACTUMS EXECUTED A’I‘ SHORT NOTICE.
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MONTREAL IN 1893-94.

The year 1893 added several important pages to the history of Montreal. In that
vear the Christian Eondeavor Association of America met for the first time out of the
United States in a gigantic tent upon the Champ de Mars and at the drill hall, thousands
of delegates attending. The cordial hospitality extended by all creeds and both races
was only emphasized by the conduct of a number of roughs, who one evening would have
resented an injudicious speech upon Roman Catholicism by a delegate, but were re-
strained by civilians and the police. The Institute of Mining Kngineers gathered
in Montreal in February, and the Kngineers of the continent met here in June. The opening
of the Royal Victoria Hospital, the magnificent donation of Lord Mount-Stephen and
Sir Donald A. Smith to the city in commemoration of Her Majesty’s Jubilee, also took
place since our last review, as well as the inauguration of the Board of Trade Building by
Lord Aberdeen, the new governor, whose presence also graced the opening of the Redpath
Library and the new Science buildings of McGill University. The Redpath Library, the
donation of Hon. Peter Redpath, whose death the city has recently been called upon
to mourn, is a magnificent structure on McTavish st-eet, capable of containing over a
hundred and fifty thousand volumes in fire-proof vaunlts, The Engineering and Physics
buildings of McGill University, the gift of Mr. W. C. McDonald, are stated by competent
authorities to be unsurpassed in either the old world or the new in point ofarchitecture
and equipment. Their utility is further enhanced by the mechanical workshops founded
by bequest of the late William Workmun. In a different line, another gift reached the
pity during the year—the colors presented by the Duke of Connaught to the boy soldiers
of the city for competition. These were won by the St. Mary College Cadets, with whom
they again remain this year (1894).

The city in its municipal history may mark the period under review in red
letters. After some years of unnecessary extravagance, which left the Treasury virtually
exhausted, a number of aldermen found themselves in disfavor with the thinking publie,
Plans were laid by a body of energetic citizens to prevent bribery or other malign in-

gences being brought to bear upon the electors in the choice of aldermen to fill the
pant posts. The newspapers displayed great activity and wonderful accord in opposing
b re-election of certain condidates, and a sweeping victory was made for those favor-
retrenchment in expenditure and purity in office. 'Ihe change was made not a
ment too soon, The assessment rolls had been mark ed up to what many thought an
varranted degree, and new taxation was sought to be imposed, while loans of consider-
e magnitude were oa the tapis, The incoming aldermen had a difficult task before
m to restore civic affairs to a satisfactory basis, but the eredit of Montreal had not yet
bn impaired.

In Canadian business circles, the year 1893 will be remembered for the United
htes and Australian troubles which threatened to react injuriously upon Canada, The
ver trouble in the United States reached the acute stage about the middle of the year,
e continued shipments of gold, to pay for securities thrown upon the marketin a steady
eam, reduced the Treasury balance below the legal limit, and other causes working
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with this led to the phenomenon being exhibited of a nation transacting its business,
with little or no currency, on cheques and clearing house certificates, The people seem
to have taken fright at the situation ; they drew their money largely from the banks,
hoarded the bills away, and left banks and business men generally to get on as they best
could without currency.

In February, the first mutterings of the storm had reached the New York Stock
Exchange, and resulted in a short panic, whereby a number of Canadian brokers and spe-
culators were caught. Stocks upon the Montreal Exchange were unduly high ; and when
during March, several banks began to call in their loans on stocks and
bonds, the sensitive condition of the market led to a serious pamic, which was
relieved only by other banks, with larger reserves of cash at their disposal for
such and other emergencies, coming to the relief of the brokers. Call loans advanced
to six per cent. and even to six and a half, remaining high for some months, and pro-
ducing a dullness upon the exchange only recently removed. The Australian bank fail-
ures, which amounted to an enormous aggregate, locked up so much British deposits for
the time being, that the London market was affected, particularly as a good deal of gold
was called for to afford relief to the colony, and Canada was thereby disturbed. These
causes, and others shortly to be mentionéd, led to a greater number of failures than in
1897, with liabilities larger than any year since 1887,

N.B.—The figures of Assets are reported as approximates only, the amount realized differing widely
from their estimated value.

At the annual meeting of the Bank of Montreal in June, the general manager
strongly recommended econorry and caution, and the adoption of his advice by the bulk
of the people did much to maintain the credit of the country. The grain crops of On-
tario and Monitoba were very large, but this was offset by the low prices, which were
only indirectly injurious to Montreal, which is a buyer. The crops in this province
were good, but partiallly damaged during harvest by severe rains, The failure of the
British hay crop afforded us an opportunity to introduce that article at good prices;
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and altiough the consignment system has resulted in several failures, it has been demon-
strated that a profitable business in the export of hay can be established on a permanent
asis, The exports of hay from this port increased from 10,952 tons in 1892, to 57 646

tons in 1893, an increase of 46,694 tons.

Navigation opened by the arrival from sea of 8.8. “ Pickhuben” at 2 p.m. on
the 3rd May, and closed with the departure for sea of the 8.8. ‘State of Alabama”
on the 25rd November. The first sailing vessel to arrive was the barque “ Peace-
maker,” on the 19th May, and the first vessel to enter the Gulf by the Straits of Belle
Isle was the 8.8, ¢ Nether Holme,” on the 23rd June. Four hundred and thirty-three
vessels of all kinds were entered at the Port Warden’s office, with the tonnage of 836,931
tons, being eleven vessels and 48,231 tons over the arrivals of last year. There was an

increase of steamships by twenty-two vessels and 57,451 tons, and a decrease in sailing
vessels of eleven vessels and 11,220 tons.

There were scveral mishaps to inward-bound vessels, but the only one to ont-
ward-bound vessels was that of the 8.8. ¢ Lake Nepigon,” which was pierced by ice in
the Straits of Belle Isle. She was beached in Forteau Bay, temporarily repaired,
brought back to this port, and after overhaul and slight repairs, proceeded lon her voyage.

The Custom House returns for the Port of Montreal showed a large increase in
the export figures for 1893, as compared with 1892, and an advance of nearly nine
million dollars over 1891, This improvement is most gratifying, especially as trade
throughout the world was so dull. While the average anonual value of the exports for

the thirteen years from 1880 to 1892, inclusive, was only thirty million dollars, last year’s

exports aggregated over forty-eight million dollars, being an increase over that average
of sixty-two and one-half per cent.

The continued increase in the value of the exports shows that the produce of
the Dominion is steadily gaining ground in the markets of the world, and that the
search for other outlets when the McKinley Bill almost closed the States to Canadian
merchandise, proved successful. The value of the imports also shows an inerease, but
not so large a one as the exports. Owing to the reduced rate of duty on sugar and
some other articles, the amount of Customs duties collected, although a little larger than

in 1892, is much smaller than during the previous six years, or the average of the past
welve.

The cattle market continued to be injured by the embargo placed upon Canadian
pimals in Great Britain, and a zood deal of pressure was felt by some firms. The
llowing table gives the exports from Montreal in 1893, and totals since 1881,

In financial circles the year 1893 was one of some anxiety in Canada and of serious
isaster in Australia and the United States. The Australian banks had for some years
een largely interested in real estate deals bolstered up by British money which these
anks took on deposit to an extent far beyond the needs of the colony. The collapse of
he land boom brought down several banks, and the panic spread until it was necessary
b reconstruct almost every important bank in Australia. In the United States the

ver question reached its crisis. Gold contiaued to be exported until the Treasury could
ot maintain the $100,000,000 prescribed by law. Foreign investors were returning
eir holdings for sale, and the whole country was pervaded with a feeling of distrust,
Bhich is always injurious to business. The panics of the stock market spread to the
blic generally. Deposits were withdrawn from the banks and hoarded away until there
as such a dearth of currency, including even the silver certificate, the cause of all the
ouble, that business was transacted with marked cheques and between banks by clearing
ouse certificates. Scores of the smaller banks went to the wall during the crisis, and
ut for prompt action on the part of the President to preserve the parity of silver with
old, and ultimately to secure the repeal of the silver purchase act, the country would
ave been even worse off than it was,

In Cavada there was no domestic cause for trouble. Our deposits in banks came
om within the country itself, and, while sometimes hard to handle profitably, they were
t least in proportion to the development of the country, and wild-cat schemes were nog
peessary to invest them, Our currency system also was, if not perfect, next door to
prfection, while the agency system of our banks kept the general managers informed as to
e situation in all partsof the Dominion. Nevertheless, the American and Australian
oubles by themselves, and by their reaction through London, exerted an adverse in-
pence upon Canadian trade. There were restricted earnings among business men, and
nsequently restricted purchases. Our two great railway lines suffered serious diminu-
bn in their freight receipts, indicating a much larger falling off in domestic trade. Our

nks and loan companies by constant watchfulness have not suffered serious diminution
profits, although the decline in circulation and in demand deposits, and the necessity of

aintaining a large reserve of available assets which generally carry a low rate of interest
pereased their earning power,

As was the case in the leading cities of the United States, Montreal showed a falling
off in the clearing house returns in 1893, but to a lesser degree. The total clearings
were $568,732,000 against $590,413,000 in 1892, the decrease being 3§ per cent, agains t
14 per cent. in New York, 12 in Boston, 10 in Philadelphia and 9 in Chicago. The |
failures in Canada in 1893, according to Bradstreet’s, were 1,781, with liabilities of $15,- /=
690,404, and reported assets of $7,388,692. The liabilities had not been so large since
1887, and 1891 was the only year since that date in which the number had been exceeded. =
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CANADIAN TARIFF OF CUSTOMS,

(An Act to consolidate and amend the Acts Respecting the Duties of Customs.)

Her Majesty, by and with the advice and consent
of the Senate and House of Commons of Canada,
enacts as follows :—

1. This Act may be cited as T'he Customs Ta-
riff, 1894, 4

2. In this Act, and in any other Act relating to
Customs, unless the context otherwise requires,—

(a) The initials “ N.E.S.”represent and have the
meaning of the words ‘‘ not elsewhere specified ;"

(b) The initials * N.O.P.” represent and have the
meaning.of the words “ not otherwise provided
fOr L

(c,) The expression ‘‘ gallon ” means an imperial
gallon ;

(d) The expression “ ton "’ means two thousand
pounds avoirdupois ;

(¢) The expression “ proof ” or ‘¢ proof spirits,”
when applied to wines or spirits of any kind,
means spirits of a strength equal to that of pure
ethyl alcohol compounded with distilled water in
such proportions that the resultant mixture shall
at a temperature of sixty degrees Fahrenheit have
a specific gravity of 0-9198 as compared with that
of distilled water at the same temperature ;

(_/? The expression *‘ gauge,” when applied to
metal sheets or plates or to wiré, means the thick-
ness as determined by Stubbs’ Standard Gauge ;

(g) The expression “in diameter,” when ap-
plied to tubing, means the actual inside diameter:

(h) The expression “sheet,” when applied 10
metals, means a sheet or plate not exceeding
three-sixteenths of an inch in thickness;

(1) The expression “ plate,” when applied to
metals, means a plate or sheet more than three-
sixteenths of an inch in thickness.

3. The expressions mentioned in section two of
The Customs Act, as amended by section two of
The Customs Amendment Act, 1888, whenever they
occur herein, or in any Act relating to the Cus-
toms, unless the context otherwise requires, have
the meaning assigned to them respectively by the

said sections two ; and any power conferred upon

the Governor in Council by The Customs Aet to
transfer dutiable goods to t{le list of gouds which
may be imported free of duty is not hereby abro-
gated or impaired.

4. Subject to the provisions of this Actand to the
requirements of The Customs Act, chapter thirty-
two of the Revised Statutes, as amended, there
shall be levied, collected and paid upon all goods
enumerated, or referred to as not enumerated, in
Schedule A to this Act, the several rates of duties
of Customs set forth and described in the said
Schedule and set opposite to each item respect-
ively or charged thereon as not emumerated,
when such goods are imported into Canada or
taken out of warehouse for consumption therein.

5. Subject to the same provisions and to the
further conditions contained in Schedule B to this
Act, all goods enumerated in the said Schedule B
may be imported into Canada or may be taken
out of warehouse for consumption therein, with-
out the payment of any duties of Customs there-
on.

6. The importation into Canada of any goods
enumerated, described or referred to in Schedule
O to this Act is prohibited ; and any such goods
if imported shall thereby become forfeited to the
Crown and shall be destroyed; and any person
importing any such prohibited goods, or causin
or permitting them to be imported, shall for eacE
offence incur a penalty of two hundred dollars.

7. The whole or part of the duties hereby im-
posed upon fish and other products of the fisher-
1es may be remitted as respects either the United
States or Newfoundland, or both, upon proclama-
tion of the Governor in Councii, which may be
issued whenever it appears to his satisfaction that
the Governments of the United States and New-
foundland, or of either of them, have made changes
in their tariffs or duties imposed apon articles
imported from Canada, in reduction or repeal of
_thelduties in force in the said countries respect-
ively.

8. Eggs may be imported into Canada free of
duty, or at a less duty tban is provided for by this
Actupon proclamation of the Governor in Council
which may be issned whenever it appears to his
satisfaction that eggs from Canada may be im.
ported into the United States free of duty, or at &
rate of duty not exceeding that payable on eggs
under such proclamation when imported into
Canada.

9. Whenever it appears to the satisfaction of
the Governor in Council that the Governments
of France and Spain, or either of them, have made
changes in their tariff or duties imposed upon
articles imported from Canada, in reduction or
repeal of the duties now in force in the said coun-
tries, he may, t:iy proclamation, order the whole
or part of the duty of thirty per cent. ad valo-
rem hereby imposed upon wines imported into
Canada to be remitted as respects importations
from the said countries, or from that one of
the said countries by the Government of which
such change in its tariff of duties has been made
as aforesaid.

10. Shingles and pul[) wood, or either of them,
may be imported into Canada free of duty, upon
proclamation of the Governor in Council, which
may be issued whenever it appears to his satis-
faction that shingles and pulp wood, or either of
them, from Canada may be imported into the
United States free of duty.

11. Any or all of the following things, that is
to say : green or ripe a;H)les, beans, buckwheat,
peas, potatoes, rye, rye-flour, hay and vegetables
specified in item 41 in Schedule A to this Act,
shall be free of duty when imported into Canada
from the country of production, upon proclama-
tion of the Governor in Council, which may be
issued whenever it appears to his satisfaction
that such country imposes no duty on the like
sdmduct. or products imported into it from Can-

a.

12. Barley and Indian corn shall be free of duty
when imported into Canada from the country of
production, upon proclamation of the Governor
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in Council, which may be issued whenever it ap-
pears to his satisfaction that such country whence
either or both these products are imported admits
both these products tree of duty imported into it
from Canada. *

13. If any country imposes a duty upon the ar-
ticles enumerated in items 734 to 745, both inélu-
sive, in Schedule B to this Act, or upon any of
such articles, when imported into such country
from Canada, the Governor in Council may, by
proclamaticn published in the Canada Gazette,
declare the following export duties, or any of
them, chargeable upon logs exported from Can-
ada to such country, that is to say : onpine, Dou-

las fir, spruce, fir {;alsam, cedar, elm and bemlock
ogs, an export duty not exce. ling three dollars
per thousand feet, board measure ; and in case of
the export of any of the above-mentioned logs in
shorter lengths than nine feet, then a rate per
cord may be levied in the same way, not greater
than the equivalent of the above-mentioned rate
per thousand feet, board measure; and such ex-
port duty shall be chargeable accordingly, after
the publication of such proclamation : Provided,
that the Governor in Council may by proclama-
tion, published in like manner, from time to liqe
remove and re-impose such export duty.

14. Any goods or packages being the growth,
{:oduce or manufacture of Canada, and having

en exported therefrom and intended to be re.
turned, may be admitted free of duty on being re-
imported into Canada ; provided such goods or
packages were entered for exportation, and brand-
ed or marked by a collector or proper officer of
Customs, and are fully identified by the collector
or proper officer at the port or place where they
are so re-imported ; and provided further, that
the property in such goods or packages has con-
tinued in the person by whom they were ex-
ported, and that such re-importation “takes place
within one year of the exportation thereof.

15. On imported Indian corn, to be kiln-dried
and ground into meal for human food, or ground
into meal and kiln-dried for such use, under such
regulations as are made by the Governor in Coun-
cil, there may be allowed a drawback of ninety
per cent. of the duty paid.

16. The export of deer, wild turkeys, quail,
partridge, prairie fowl and woodcock, in the
carcase or parts thereof, is hereby declared
unlawful and prohibited ; and any person export-
ing or attempting to exportany such article shall
for each such offence incur a penalty of one hun-
dred dollars, and the article so atterapted to be
exported shall be forfeiled, and may, on reason-
ab?e cause of suspicion of intention to export, be
seized by any officer of the Customs, and, if such
intention is proved, shall be dealt with as for
breach of the Cvstoms laws ; Provided, that this
section shall not apply to the export, under such
regulations as are made by the Governor in Coun-
cil, of nng carcase or part thereof of any deer
raised or bred by any petson, company or associa-
tion of persons upon his or their own lands.

17. Regulations respecting the manner in which
molasses and syrups shall be sampled and tested
for the purpose of determining the classes to
which they belong with reference to the dut
chargeable thereon shall be made by the Control-
ler of Customs ; and the instruments and a{Jpli-
ances necessary for such determination shall be
designated by him and supplied to such officers as
are by him charged with the duty of sampling

and testing such molasses and syrups; and .the
decision of any officer (to whom is so asgigned the
testing of such articles) as to the duties to which
they are subject under the tariff shall be final and
conclusive, unless upon appeal to the Commis-
sioner of Customs within thirty dayvs from the
rendering of such decision, such der.ision is, with
the approval of the Controller, changed ; and the
decision of the Commissioner with such approval
shall be final.

18. In the case of all wines, spirits, or alcoholic
liquors subject to duty according to their relative
strength of proof, such strength shall be ascer-
tained either by means of Sykes’ hydrometer or of
the specific gravity bottle, ‘as the Controller of
Customs directs; and in case such relative
strength cannot be correctly ascertained by the
direct use of the hydrometer or gravity bottle, it
shall be ascertained by the distillation of a sample
and the subsequent test in like manner of the dpis.
tillate,

19. All medicinal or toilet preparations ime
ported for completing the manufacture thereof, or
for the manufacture of any other article by the
addition of any ingredient or ingredients, or by
mixing such preparations, or by putting up or
labelling the same, alone or with other articles or
compounds, under any proprietary or trade name
shall be, irrespective of cost, valued for duty ; and
duty shall be paid thereon at the ordinary market
value in the country whence imported of'the com-
pleted preparation when put up and labelled
under such proprietary or trade name, less the
actual cost of labor and material used or expend-
ed in Canada in completing the manufacture
thereof or putting up or labelﬁng the same.

20. All medicinal preparations, whether chem-
ical or other, usually imported with the name
of the manufacturer, shall have the true name of
such manufacturer and the place where they are
prepared permanently and legibly affixed to each
parcel by stamp, label or otherwise ; and all rae-
dicinal preparations imported without such names
80 affixed shall be forfeited.

21. The value of all bottles, flasks, jars, demi.
Johns, carboys, casks, hogsheads, pipes, barrels,
and all other vessels or packages, manufuctured
of tin, iron, lead, zinc, glass or any other material,
and capable of holding liquids,— and all packages
in which goods are commonly placed for home
consumption, including cases in which bottled
spirits, wines or malt liquors or other liquids are
contained,—and every package being the first
receptabls or covering inclosing goods for pur-
pose of sale,—shall in all cases, not otherwise
provided for, in which they contain goods subject
to an ad valorem duty or a specific ad valorem
duty, be taken aud held to be a part of the fair
market value of such goods for duty,and shall be
charged with the same rate of ad valorem duty as
is to be levied and collected on the goods they
contain ; and when they contain goods subject
to a specific duty only, such packages shal]‘ be
charged with a duaty of customs of twenty per
cent. ad vaiorem, to be computed upon their
original fair market value; and all or any of the
above packages described as capable of holding
liquids, when containing goods exempt from duty
under this Act, shall be charged with a duty of
twenty per cent. ad valorem, provided the contents
therec}f ;re noltK of sl;glcz & nature that the destruc-
tion of the package becomes necessary in order to
release the goods,—and all other packages con-
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taining free goods and being the first receptacles
or inner coverings inclosing goods for the purpose
of sale, and which are not the usual and ordinary
outside packages in which such goods as they

contain are packed for exportation, shall be duti-
able at the same rate as if imported empty ; but
all packages not hereinbefors specified, and not
: herein specially charged with or declared liable

to duty under regulations, and being the usual
and ordinary packages in which goods are
packed for exportation, m-,cordin% to the general
usage and custom of trude, shall be free of duty ;
Provided furtber, that all special packages or
coverings unlike those in which such goods as
they contain are usually packed for home con-
sumption, and all such packages or coverings as
are apparently desigued for use other than in the
imporation of the goods they contain, shall be
gubject to the same rates of duty as they would
be subject to if imported empty or separate from
their contents.

22. Auny person who, without lawful excuse, the
proof of which shall be on the person accused,
gends or brings into Canada, or who, being in

B (Canada, has 1n his possession, any bill-heading or
other paper appearing to be a heading or blank
capable of being filled up and used as ar invoice,
and bearing any certificate purporting to show,
or which may be used to show, that the invoice
which may be made from such bill-heading or
blank is correct or nuthentic, is guilty of an
indictable offence, and liable to a penalty of five
hundred dollars, and to imprisonment for a term
not exceeding twelve months, in the discretion of
the court, and the goods entered under any in-
voice made trom any such bill-beading or blank
ghall be forfeited.

23. With respect to goods imported for manu-
facturing purposes that are admissible under this
Act for any specific purposes, at a lower rate of
duty than would otherwise be chargeable, or
exempt from duty, the importer claiming such
exemption from duty, or proportionate exemption
from duty, shall make and subscribe to the fol-
lowing affidavit or affirmation before the collector

‘{ 3 of Customs at the port of entry : —

I, (name of vmporter), the undersigned, importer
of the (names of the goods or articles) mentioned
in this entry, do solemnly (swear or affirm) that
such (names of the goods or articles) are imported
by me tor the manufacture of (names of the goods
to be manufactured) in my own factory, situated
at (name of the place, county and provinee), and
that no portion of the same will be used for any
other purpose or disposed of until so manufac-
tured.

Customs; and chapter sixteen of the statutes of
1893, intituled An Aet further to amend the Acts
respecting the duties of Customs.

25. All Orders in Council and all departmental
regulations inconsistent with any ot the provi.
sions of this Act are hereby repealed.

26. The foregoitg provisions of this Act shall
be held to bave come into force on the twenty-
seventh day of March, in the present year one
thousand eight hundred and ninety-four, and to
apply and to have applied to all goods imported
or taken out of warehouse for consumption on or
after the said day; Provided, that in the case of
goods which were imported or taken out of ware-
house for consumption, and on which duty was
paid on or after the 27th day of March, 1894, in
accordance with the rate of duty set forth as
payable on such goods in the resolutions respect
ing the duties of Customs introduced in the House
of Commons on the said 27th day of March, or in
any such resolution subsequently introduced in
the said House, the duty so paid shall nut be
affected, norshall the person paying it be entitled
to any refund or be liable to any further payment
of duty, by reason of such rate ot duty being alter-
ed by any resolution introduced subsequently to
that in accordance with which such duty was
paid and before the passing of this Act.
