Shannon, a heavyweight boxer, of Pitts-
burg, who was knocked out in a bout
here last night with Al Roberts, of
Staten Island, died in the city hospital
a little after five o’clock this morning-
Shannon received the fatal blow in the
sixth round, suffering internal hemorr-
hages at the base of the skull. He never
regained consciousness. Roberts was ar-
rested on a charge of atrocious assault
'and battery upon leaving the ring, but
was paroled in ¢ustody of his manager,
{ Billy Gibson, pending the outcome of
 Shannon’s injuries.

At that time, County Judge Doherty,
who granted the parole, said in case of
\Shannon’s death, Roberts would be held
for manslaughter.

Socialization Disastrous,

The result was deplorable beyond all
expectation. According to the govern-
ment budget for the financial year
1920-21, the industrial ¢oncerns of the
state, estimated. to be worth $67,000,-
000 crowns of invested capital, employ-
ing 100,000 workmen and 2,000 ofiicials
and engineers, were expected to bring
receipts to the amount of 360,000,000
crowns, and to cause an expenditure of
440,000,000 crowns. The official deficit
was estimated at 80,000,000 crowns, but
reliable calculations show that the deficit
will not be less than 300,000,000 crowns.
This disastrous result is in part justified
by the fact that there have been heavy
expenses for new works, new organiza-
tion, and investments for transforming
the production of war goods to those of
peace. ' But on the other hand the raw
material was put down in the accounts
at the price paid for it years ago. As
the raw material is stock hoarded by the
government during the war, or for a
still longer time, it has been obtained at
prices which seem ridiculous at the pres-
tent time.

It was a well tempered
land logical address and optimistic as
regards the farther outlook. There was,
‘however, a frank warning that there is
an unsettled period of deflation still to
be passed and that business will have to
be content with old-fashioned profits for
years to come. In this period he pre-
dicted that prices would be likely to
tend downwards, as had been the ex-
perience after previous wars.

Mr. Moody holds that while the crisis
is still upon us, the peak or danger point
has been passed. In this he referred
rather to the finangial or economic strain
than business cosfii#ions, in which con-
nection he saw a period ahead of un<
settled trade with further deflation.

“I have in mind par-
ticularly people from Great Britain and
the Scandinavian countries. The char-
acter of immigration from those countries
is such that tnere need be little restric-
tion as to numbers or otherwise, I might,
say that the 'ltalians, the Greeks, tne|
Jewish of many nations, have exhibited
tendencies to torm distinct communities
in the United States,

“As to the rignt of any government
to admit or exclude other nationals is
unquestioned, 1 believe that such rignt |
and duty can be delegated to a federal
board to make seleciive choice amoug
| peoples desiring to emigrate to tne Unit-
ed States, and there appears to be un-
limited numbers who so desire.

“To provide for adequate labor re-
serves the consideration of assimilability,
which- to my mind is most important
in selective immigration, could at times
be modified by a competent, well-inform- |
ed federal board to the advantage of!
the manufacturing, mining, and agricul-1
tural needs of the country. The tederal
board on immigration, which 1 have in
mind, should be composed of the secre-
tary of labor, ex-officio, and four mem-
bers representing manufacturing, agri-

WORK TO SOLDIERS

Mayor Needs $5,000 or $10,-
000 for Start—Other Pro-j
jects for Employment.

Mayor Schofield said this morning that
he was prepared to establish a shop. or
factory in the city for the purpose of
affording employment to returned
soldiers so soon as he was assured that
sufficient money was available to cover
the expenses. Following discussion at a
meeling yesterday in tne mayor’s office,
he announced today that he had located
a shop that will be suitable [for the work,
in which there is a possibility of obtain-
ing sufficient power and heat for oper-
ation. He now asks that all organizations
which are willing to help the scheme
financially communicate with him so
that something definite can be com-
menced at once. He estimated that a
fund of $5,000 to $10,000 would be neces-
sary to get the thing started. Eventually
he figured that the revenue would cut
down considerably working expenses.

He said that his idea was to obtain the
services of an instructor er two to teach
the men repairs of all kinds, basket work,
cabinet working, upholstering, etc. The
shop would be primarily for disabled
men who are unable to live on the pen-
sion they receive from the government.

A similar scheme is operating suecess-
fully: in Montreal. the men receiving 80
to 40 cents an hour, and many of the men
are being established gradually in the
trade which they have learned in the
shop.

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UNHAPPY MIDDLE
CLASS IN GERMANY

Farmers, However, Said to Be\‘
Prosperous

Hard Straits of Workers—

Away Beyond Reach of the
People.

(Associated Press Correspondence)

Paris, Nov. 19—Something of the
seriousness of Germany’s economic con-
dition, from a French viewpoint, is told
by Jean Herbette, foreign editor of Le
Temps, now studying the situation in
Germany. -

Members of the middle class, whose
stationary incomes spell poverty in the
rise of prices and the workers, are said
by him to “be particularly unhappy.”
Fortunately, he adds, farmers are pros-
perous,

“There is cruel misery,” he writes,
“in the homes of workers who have many
children. This condition is not limited
to families of the unemployed, of whom
there are 400,000 in Germany. It is
characteristic of the present crisis that
a workman cannot manage to feed and
clothe his family, even when he works
at relatively high wages.

Poverty-Stricken Children.

“I have been in homes where the father
got 200 to 800 marks a week. When he
must feed five or six children, it is desti-

:tution.. To buy bread, fats and potatoes,
even in insufficient quantities, he must
'spend %0 narks a week or more. Rent,
gas and a little coal absorb part of the
remainder. How can the family be
clothed and shod? Even a poor suit
costs 1,500 marks, a pair of shoes 150 to
200 marks. Linen has -bécome almost
‘unattainable luxury.”

| In Berlin, M. Herbette visited modest
homes with welfare workers. “We saw,”
he says, “in the homes of hard-working
ipeople who did not ask aid, pallet-beds
iand rags, so miserable that my compan-
ion could hardly believe his eyes. There
are children three and four years old
that their mothers carry in their arms,
actually wrapped in rags when they go
out, because they have no clothes. One
hears little complaint, however. . The
habit of privation produces a sort of
torpor and no one seems concerned ex-
cept with finding a little something to
e&t »

INSURE. AGAINST
UNEMPLOYMENT

Fifteen Shillings a Week
After Three Days—Must
Have Good Labor Recbrd.

(Associated Press Correspondence.)
London, Nov. 30.—Eight millions of
British workers become " automatically
insured against unemployment under
the Unemployment Insurance Act of
1920, which has just come into opera-
‘tion.

This new act extends compulsory in-
surance against unemployment to prac-
tically all persons in receipt of re-
muneration not exceeding £250 a yecar.

After a “waiting period” of threc days
of unemployment, beneficiaries becoiae
entitled to fifteen shillings per week for
men, twelve shilling for women, seven
.and one-half shillings for boys under
(eighteen, and six shillings for girls under
! eighteen.

To qualify for benefit an insured per-
son must not quit his or her job with-
out good cause and must not have been
discharged for misconduct or have gone
on strikee There must also be no re-
fusal of a suitable job offered, and
should a dispute arise on the gquestion
of “suitability,” the insured person may
appeal to court of referees. Not more
than fifteen weeks’ benefit may be
drawn in any one insurance year.

Employers are free to set up insur-
ance schemes of their own giving cqual
or greater advantages. The state rate
of contribution to such special schemes
or contracts will not exceed 30 per cent.
of the amount paid to the ‘general
scheme, as it is taken for granted that
in industries with insurance systems of
their own the rate of unemployment
will be lower than in other trades.

If it does
not exercise the minds of business men,
it will probably be taken out of thelr
hands and handled by others less cap-
able of effecting the esired results. If a
million men who are willing to work
cannot find work, they are not at all
likely - to go hungry submissively.—

Only One Small Pulp Plant
Projected to Date

20,000,000 Acres. of Forest
Yield Revenue of Only
$106,900—Report of U. S.
Secretary of Interior.,

Washington, Dec. 8—(By Canadian
Press)—That the Alaskan pulp and pa-
per industry still has a very long way
to go before the far northern state can
challenge Canada’s leadership in that
field is disclosed in the annual report
of the Secretary of the Interior issued
vesterday. Alaska’s forestry resources
and their development have been the
subject of much discussion within the
past few months and it 'has been pre-
dicted on this side of the line that Al-
aska paper would be on the market in
large quantities in competition with the
product of Western Canadian mills. The
section devoted to Alaska in the Inter-
jor Department report shows, however,
that while preliminary steps are being
taken toward the development of the in-
dustry only one plant has actually been
projected to date. This is a small pulp
plant which is in process of construc-
tion at Port Snettisham. It is declared
that it will be ready for hte manufac-
tur of pulp by next spring. - A prelim-
inary sale of 100,000,000 feet of timber
has been made to this company.

“A number of companies interested in
the manufacture of pulp and paper are
negotiating for leases of timber, and
when the offered leases can be smooth-
ed out, so as to offer satisfactory terms,
doubtless several mills adjoining con-
stant water powers will be established,”
says the report. ‘“The leases now offer-
ed by the Forest Servite cover a period
of 50 years, with an allowed two-year

rate is set for the first five years and a
maximum stumpage rate for the follow-
ing five years. For the remaining five-
year periods the Forest Service reserves

vailing timber rates in the district, but
will fix no exact basic on which the re-
valuation will be made..

FIGHT BLUE LAWS

Regard Them as Menace
Equal to Bolshevism and
. Unite the Two Drives.

More than 75,000 former service men,
students in Knights of Columbus schools
throughout the country, will protest

against the proposed passage and en-
forcement of Sunday blue laws, accord-
ing to announcement yesterday at the
Knights of Columbus national headquar-
ters, 105 West Fortieth Street. The
men already are fighting Bolshevism,
and the statement yesterday had them
[“uniting the anti-Red drive ~with the
anti-blue drive.”

“This is not and cannot be a religious
issue,” declared William J. McGinley,
iSupreme Secretary of the order, “al-
though it is one of many undesirable
things proposed in the name of relig-
jon. We find people of all denominations
united in opposing this meddlesome and
mischievous movement.

Opposition to the movement for a
stricter Sunday observance, a plan fos-
tered by the Lord’s Day Alliance, alsc
was expressed by County Judge Mitchell
May in addressing the November Kings
:County Grand Jury, which completed its
work at noon. The Judge declared his
belief that “Bolshevism” and other
radicalism would thrive in the discon-
tent which a stricter Sabbath would
stir up.

“Long since men recognized the ad-
visability of keeping Church and Statc
apart,” he said, “and let us go slowls
before enacting antiquated, discarded
and unnecessary laws that may bring
down upon oiur heads a feeling of dis-
content, dissatisfaction and unrest, and
which may fan anew the flames of Bol-
shevism.

“Bolshevism is merely a method of
expressing dissatisfaction with the ex-
isting order of things, and its supporters
are people who have suffered or who
feel they have suffered as a result of
discrimination, oppression and injustice.

“The man who is happy and con-
tented,” he continued, “is in a recep-
tive mood for religion. He.is most
likely to offer thanks in his own way for
the great benefits he receives, he is
most likely to make a good citizen, for
he understand what his Government
had done for him.
