— He
congratulated the Synod on the liberal response of our people to the
inercased demand made by them last year, and stated that not less than
the same sum—namely, cight thousand dollars in addition to what
might be required for the North-West, will be needed for the present
year.

He was followed by Dr. Robertson, Superintendent of Home Mis-
sions in the North-West, who spoke of the greatuess of the work to he
done there, of the Divine blessing vouchsafed to ity and of the need of
this part of the chureh helping it more liberally in the futwre than in
the past. My, Grierson, Home Mission Agent of the Preshytery of
St. John, also addressed the Synod, giving interesting details of the work
in New Brunswick, and wging the need of its heing maintained aud
extended.

Mr. J. H. Cameron, seconded by Mr. James Ross, submitted the fol-
lowing motion, which was adopted unanimously :

The Synod receives, with gratitude to God for His blessing, the encouraging
statement of the Convener of the Assembly’s Home Mission Committee, indicat-
ing as it does the awakening of a new interest in the all important work of
evangelizing the people within our own hounds, and of fostering the weak sections
of our church—an interest shown by increased giving to the H. M. Fund, and
better attendance at the services held by our missionaries ; and, having heard
from Mr. Grierson, one of the agents laboring within the Presbytery of St. John,
the clamant need for Gospel teaching and preaching, und the splendid opportuni
ties of honoring God and uphuilding the Church of Christ that lie ut our hands,
resolves to press home upon our people more urgently than ever the duty of
praying earnestly for God's blessing on this work, and of giving cheerfully their
children for the work to be done, and their money for the «lufl‘z*,ying of expenses,
which will this year amount to $5,500.

The Synod has also listened with intense pleasure to the address of Dr.
Robertson, concerning the work in the N. W. of our Dominion ; thanks him
heartily for the pains he has taken to give us information ; rejoices in the pros-
perity of the cause of Christ there ; appreciates the very urgent cull for increased
effort to keep pace with the advancing tide of population ; and strongly urges our
people to seek information on this subject by inviting Dr. Robertson to address
them, and by reading the reports of missionavies, and to give liberally to aid in
securing a preachied Gospel to all the adherents of our church that are now
settling in these western lands, The Synod expresses the hope that our contribu-
tions will rise, from the three hundred of last year, to as many thousands this
year, to help on this work for God and our country.

The Synod desires, in harmony with the finding of last G neral Assembly

«1. Po express emphatic disapproval of the Act prssal by the Province of
Quebec, incorporating the Order of the Socicty of Jesus (¢ ommonly known as the
Jesuits), particularly on these grounds, that the Body thus incorporated is an
alien one, 1 under ban throughout the Empire, and that its influence, as might
he expect 1 from .its teachings, and as is fully confirmed by its history, is
hurtful to the public welfare, and even dangerous to the public peace.

2. To express like emphatic disapproval of the Jesuit Estates’ Act lmsacq,
more recently by the same province, on the ground that, Desides carrying with it
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a recognition of the authority of the Pope, and a consequent invasion of the
supremacy of the Queen, it diverts public funds, .31141 funds held in trust for
educational purposes, to ecclesiastical and sectarian uses, and is thus subversive of
well-understood civil and religious rights.

3. The Synod desires to call special attention to these legislative enagtments,
as, along with other occurrences affording evidence of the wrowing inflfence and
aggressive spirit of ultramontanism in our country, and of its persistent aim to
gain ascendancy within the Dominion 5 and tourge on the members of the Church,
in the interests alike of seriptural and evangelical religion, and of those civil
and religions rights so dear to us and once more imperilled, to have prayer
ful regard to the situntion in all its hearings,. and to employ all legislative efforts
to secure the removal of existing, and the |n'u\'uul,im\ of threatened abuses.

3 That educational authorities, trostees, and tenchers of Day and Sablinth
Schools be reminded of the utmost nee ssity of training the young in the
principles of total abstinence, and that they give this subject due prominence in
their teaching.

1. That this Synod wratefully recounizes the good wor k done by temperance
societics, temperance literature, ey yet would el to remembrance the truth,
that the Gospel is the great power of Urod for aholishing this and every evil.

5. That while we do not give cven s eming approval to any license
system, high or low, yet while the license law is i foree in many of the counties
aud cities within our hounds, we should tuke advantage of its prohibitory
features to advance the cause

6. That we renew the recommendation of former years as to the necessity of
office-henrers and members of the Chureh prictising total abstinence, and using
the most strenuous efforts to hasten on the prohibition reforms.

7. That the Synod petition the Councils of Public Instruction of Nova
Scotin and P, B, Island, praying them to hring their provisions for temperance
instruction in the public schools up to the line of the arvangements made by
the educational authorities of New Brunswick i oand, that it bhe remitted to
the Temperance Committee to follow up such petitions with such efforts as they
deem best fitted to give it effect.

OBITUARY NOTICES.

The Committee appointed to prepare these submitted the following
notices, which were adopted :—
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REV A, OGILVIE BROWN,

The Rev. A. Ogilvie Brown was born in Dundee, Scotland, in the year 1837,
educated for the ministry in the University of St. Andrew's, and licensed to
preach the Gospel in 1 . After acting for a short time as assistant in the
parish church of Carsphairn, he laboured for @ number of years as missionary
in connection with Queen’s Park Chureh, Edinburgh. He was appointed in
1872 to the Church of Alexandria in Dumbartonshire, where he was ordained,
and where he laboured with great acceptance up to the date of his leaving for this
country. He was inducted into St. Andrew’s Chureh, Campbellton, N. B in
the fall of the year 1885 Mr. Brown wie a mun of scholmly attainments, a
sound theologian, and a good preacher.  His amiable disposition and concilintory
manmers had endeared Tim to his hrethren in the Preshytery.  As a Pastor he
was conscientious, diligent and faithful, and as such had ‘gained the esteem and
love of his people.  His hrief ministry was terminated by asevere illness. He
died on the 20th April, 1889.

THE REV. ABRATIAM MYINTOSHS

was born at West Bay, Richmond County, €. B, in the year 1820, e was
educated for the work of the ministry at the Free Chureh College, Halifax, e
was licensed to preach the Gospel in the year 1 Cand on the 21st August, 1856,
he was ordained and indueted into the pastoral charge of St. Ann's and North
Shore, in the then Presbytery of Vietoria and Richmond

To this extensive and difficult ficld -he lahoured faithfully till within w few
months of his death.  He died at South Gut, St. Ann's, on the 10th day of
March, 1889, in the 69th year of his age, and in the 35th year of his ministry.

While Mr. MelIntosh was o good English preacher, e excelled in the Guelie,
which was his mother tongue.  He was aman of uncommort pradence, judgment
and good sense, as well as of deep and true picty.

Thematto
was brought hefore the Preshytery of Halifix, and carefully examined by a dep
tation of said Preshytery, with the resnlt that it was parehis doas a Preshy tertan
Church for $300.00 Of this amount the little congregation at once vaiael
70,00, and on the recoming ndation of the Preshytery of Halifix, obtained from
the committee a free Toan of $400 for three years, and the necforward to hea
interest at 5 per cent., and aloan of €30 for nine months, The comnttee toni
A moctuase on the property, as seennty for the loan.  Should the congresiction
at any time cease to exist, the property will casily e alize the full amount of the
mortgace,  But we helieve that the spirvited few will soon grow into a good con
gregation, and that the chueh will not only he kept in thorough vepair, it
also freed from all debt. Tt oceupies @ very central, convenient and heautifnl

situation, and is of snitable dimensions for a congregation of two hdred people

RULES FOR THE ADMINISTRATION OF THE HUNTER
CHURCH BUILDING FUND.

“ That the Fund be employed in the following manner :—A portion of the
fund at the discretion of the Committee shall be 1 in loans without interest,

on church buildings, to be repaid in instalments, extending over such a period

of years as may be determined on ; and the remainder be kept invested, and
the annual income therefrom  be employed in grants to aid congregations

erecting places of worship or in lijuidating debt on churches.”

«The Fund shall be administered by the Board under the following
regulations :-

(1) ““All applications for aid shall come through the Preshytery of the
bounds, who shall forward to the Board such recommendations as they may deem
proper, and such information as they may consider necessary, to enable the

Board to judge in the case.’

(2.) * Before receiving any aid, congiegations shall afford to the Board
satisfactory evidence that the church is held, and by asecure title, in connection
with this body, and also that it is duly insured.”

(3.) * The amount guaranteed, cither as a donation or a loan, shall be
given on the condition of such efforts on the part of the congregation as may be
agreed upon.”

(4.) **The amount loaned shall be sccured to the Board by mortgage
on the church, or bond of the Trustees, or otherwise to the satisfaction of the
Board.”

(5.) ‘“Incasea congregation which once received aid from this Fund, and
which has not its property inswred, shall lose its church by ftire, it shall not
receive any aid from this Sund.”

(6.) ** Congregations which received loans from the Hunter Fund, shall in
all cases keep their churches insured, at least to the amount horrowed, over and
above all indebtedness to the Fund.”
