It Caused a Collapse off Speculative

Thrown Ont of Employment—The 
Wildest Rumors of an Impending 
Revolution—The Vatican had Pre­
pared to Stand a Siege.

London, May 6.—According to a letter 
from Rome, the public officials and the 
people have been in a state of actual 
panic for a week or two, due to ■ the fall 
of the Crispi ministry, and the accession 
of Rudini, the strong public demand for 
an equalization of the expenses and re­
ceipts without fresh taxation, the diplo­
matic troubles which have arisen be­
tween Italy and the Uniied States, and, 
finally the explosion at Pozzo Pantaleo, 
which the Romans are convinced was 
the work of Anarchists.

The crisis which undoubtedly exists 
has caused a collapse of speculative en­
terprises, thrown thousands of working­
men out of employment, and caused 
them to feel dissatisfied with then- em­
ployers, with the government and with 
the whole system under which they live.

On May day the wildest rumors were 
circulated, until it was actually believed 
that a revolution was impending.

Nowhere was the panic greater than 
at the Vatican and among the various 
religious societies, and the religions 
communities were so alarmed at the 
Socialist taint in the air that they had 
prepared to stand a seige in"the event of 
a wholesale uprising of the masses.

The richer families of the city were 
also so seriously alarmed that they 
adopted the same tactics as the religious 
institutions and also stored provisions 
in their houses and made other prepara­
tions to face a serious riot.

SUGAR, COFFEE*AND COCOA.

Their Admission into the United States 
Free—What Will be Required In Re­
turn According to the New Treaty 
with Spain.

Madrid, May, 6.—The draft of the 
treaty of commerce between Spain and 
the United States was sent to the Span­
ish minister at Washington last weak, 
with instructions to sign it immediately.

Although the Spanish government 
maintains the utmost reserve in regard 
to the treaty, even refusing to communi­
cate it to the Cuban deputies,information 
from a reliable source confirms the re­
port that coal, petroleum, machinery and 
fats will be admitted free into Cuba and 
Porto Rico, and the present duty on flour 
will be reduced one half, in exchange for 
the free admission into the United States 
of sugar, coffee and cocoa.

The deputies from Castile continue to 
oppose the treaty on the ground that it 
will render it impossible for Spanish 
flour to compete with American flour in 
the Spanish Antilles but they cannot 
demand a vote upon the treaty, as the 
government has power to sign it without 
obtaining special authority from the 
chambers.

In Sheffield the epidemic is abating 
somewhat. Elsewhere in the provinces 
it continues. A large number of pub­
lic men attacked, is the subject of re­
mark.

Twelve strokes on the fire bell, the 

signal agreed upon, told the people ol 
Victoria, shortly after 6 o’clock yester­
day morning, that the steamship, the 
“Empress of India,” was in sight, and 
in a very short time scores of persons 
could be 
the Outer Wharf. There could be 
seen the steamship lying about half- 
a-mile from the wharf, her 
white hull and fine lines stand­
ing out clearly in the early morning light, 
while the gay bunting with which she 
was decked from stem to stern, waved 
in the breeze. The steamer Lome quickly 
carried the Health officer -rod customs 
officials aboard, and the Pilot also left 
the wharf, with Mr. D. E. Brown, Mr. J. 
A. Fullerton, Mr. G. McL. Brown, of the 
C. P. R. ; Mr. J. M. Bowell, Mr. Web­
ster and Mr. Fagan, of the Vancouver 
Custom House ; Mr. J. Wilson, of the C* 
P. R. Telegraph, and two or three other 
gentlemen, who had been invited to 
make the trip to Vancouver in the ves­
sel. * The two stqamers thereafter made 
frequent trips to the Empress of India, 
carrying large numbers of the people of 
Victoria, who desired to see the vessel 
and her appointments.

Shortly after 8 o’clock Mayor Grant, 
accompanied by some of the members 
of the City Council, adjourned to the 
saloon, where a number of the visitors 
and passengers had assembled. Address­
ing Captain Marshall of the Empress of 
India, the Mayor, on behalf of file citi­
zens of Victoria, presented the Captain 
and officers of the ship with a handsome 
silver punch bowl and cups, which had 
been made expressly for the presenta­
tion, and which bore a suitable inscrip­
tion. Mayor Grant welcomed the ves­
sel to Victoria, expressed the pleasure 
with which the exertions of the C, P. R. 
authorities to establish the steamship 
line had been witnessed, and hoped 
that the result would be commercially 
successful. He concluded by wishing the 
ship, and her captain, officers and crew 
much prosperity. Captain Marshall re­
plied, thanking the citizens for their 
handsome gift and good wishes which he 
felt was also a mark of the acknowledge­
ment of the enterprise of the Canadian 
Pacific Railway Company, as displayed 
by the establishment of the steamship 
line, the first vessel of which he had the 
honor to command. He then showed his 
visitors over the ship. Breakfast was 
then partaken of and the visitors from 
Victoria having again embarked on the 
Lome and Pilot, the Empress of India 
weighed anchor at 9.30 and headed for 
Vancouver.

The vessel, which was under the 
charge of Pilot Urquhart, took the out­
side channel and arrived at Vancouver 
at 2J50 p. m.

The passei 
181 on bonrt 
expressions of satisfaction at the whole 
trip. Leaving Liverpool on February 
8th., the vessel touched at Gibraltar, 
Marseilles, Naples, Ismailia, Suez, Co­
lombo, Penang, Singapore, Hong Kong, 
Kobe and Nagaaski, remaining at each 
place long enough to enable the passen­
gers to see all points of interest in the 
vicinity. Leaving Yokohama at 4,14 p. 
m.of the 7th April, the Empress of India 
started on the longest unbroken portion 
of her voyage. She arrived off Bonilla 
point at 12,06 a. m. yesterday, having 
made the voyage from land to land in 
10 days, 14 hours, 26 minutes. The voy­
age from harbor to harbor was accomp­
lished in 11 days, 6 hours, 36 minutes, 
including the stop of nearly 6 hours at 
Victoria. She experienced varying 
weather, a gale blowing on 20th 
instant while she passed through 
a cyclone on Friday last, 26th instant 
With fair weather throughont, she would 
have lowered the record stall further. 
The last trips previously made by 
vessels are as follows : To Vancoven 
By the Abyssinia in May, 1888 in 13 
days, 21 hours, 31 minutes ; By the Par- 
thia in June, 1889, in 12 ;days, 22 hours, 
46 minutes. Tô San Francisco : By the 
Oceanic in November, 1889, in [13 days, 
14 hours, 4 minutes and by the China in 
December, 1889, in 12 days, 20, hours, 54 
minutes. The following are the different 
days’ runs: April 18tb, 320 miles ; 19th, 
366 ; 20th, 371 ; 21st, 376 ; 22nd, 381 ; 
22nd, (Antipode day), 378 ; 23rd, 372 ; 
24th, 379 ; 25th, 346 ; 26th, 295 ; 27th, 349; 
and 28th, to Victoria roads 287 miles. 
There is little doubt that before long the 
Empress of India or her sister ships. 

Empress of China and Empress of 
Japan, will cover the distance between 
Yokohama and Vancouver in a still 
shorter time than on this occasion.

The Empress of India, which is 5,000 
tons and 10.000 indicated horse-power, 
has already been fully describe^in these 
columns. Her passenger accommoda­
tion and general appointments are finer 
than those of anj other vessel running 
across the Pacifiic Ocean, and will un­
doubtedly lead to this line becoming the 
favorite one with passengers between 
China and Japan and this Continent. 
Besides the first-class passengers, she 
had 355 Chinese, and the quarters pro­
vided for these are worthy of special 
notice. Instead of the unpleasant sur­
roundings which are common in most of 
the vessels carrying Chinese, an in­
spection of the steerage in the Empress 
of India showed a condition of cleanli- 

and of parity of atmosphere really 
surprising. The whole of the fittings 
ana bunks are of galvanized iron, mak­
ing possible the most complete cleanlin- 
ness, while they can be taken down and 

ed away should the accomodation 
not be required for passengers or the 
space be needed for the stowage of 
cargo. No less than 500 Chinese can be 
accommodated in the steerage without 
crowding or restricting the proper cubi­
cal space for each passenger.

The Empress of India has a crew, all 
told, of 306 persons. Her officers are as 
follows : Captain, O. P. Marshall,
R, commander, R Archibald, 
officer; E G. Monsarratt, second officer, 
F. Thombury, third officer, O. L. Beck, 
fourth officer, James E Macrae, purser,
C. G. Fitzgerald, surgeon; B. Coyle, chief 
steward; F. A. Wood, chief engineer. 
The purser, Mr. Macrae, has made 
several trips in the China steamshi 
and received a hearty welcome on 
return to the Empress of India.

Among the passengers (of whom a list 
is given elsewhere) there was a very gen­
eral feeling that the establishment of 
this magnificent line, together with the 
splendid train service over the Canadian 
Pacific Railway, whereby the time occu­
pied between Yokohama and England 
will be reduced to about 21 days, will 
lead to a very large amount of tourist 
travel to Japan. The fascination of Sir 
Edward Arnold for “Japan and all things

WE HAVE THE FINEST IThe Globe last evening undertakes to 
dispose of the entire dispute between 
the Bank of Montreal and the Cotton 
Mill in a few brief sentences. Itsays 

Briefly, and aside from all technicali­
ties, the contention of the bank may be 
stated to be that the Equity Judge in­
sists on issuing receiver’s certificates 
(which come in ahead of the bank’s 
mortgage) in order to raise money to 
operate the mills. Should there be a 
1ms it would fall upon the bank ; should 
there be profit the shareholders would 
get it The bank contends that the 
shareholders, the owners of the mill in 
other words, should pnt up the money, 
or that the Judge should not make the 
receiver’s certificates he is now issuing 
a prior lien to the mortgages. There is, 
of course, the fear that when the Judge 
finds the mills are not paying he wiil 
stop them, but as he is alleged to be in 
opposition to the bank’s protest, selling 
goods at credit of four or five months, 
he cannot say now if the accounts will 
be paid when they mature. There was 
a loss—at least it was so reported—of 
about twenty thousand dollars a couple 
of years ago* by failures'. The bank ap­
pears to fear that the mills cannot be 
operated during the coming summer at 
a profit. The Judge apparently insists 
that they can, and seeks to get the bank 
to aegept that view. The bank in the 
interests of its shareholders, says that it 
is not willing to take the riak, and de­
clares that the J ndge should not make 
them, but that he should call upon the 
shareholders of the mill, who will get 
the profits, to run the risk of the loss. Of 
course the Judge falls back upon the 
original agreement made between all the 
parties when the receiver was appointed 
—concerning which agreement there is 
seemingly a difference of opinion. Pos­
sibly it is not unusual for courts to 
manage commercial business, but the 
cases must be rare where a 
Judge does the financial business as 
has Been done in this case.

It is a peculiar feature of the Globe’s 
brief statement that it only gives one 
side of the case. The bank’s side is very 
fully told, but when we look for the 
other side we do not find it. It is appar­
ently all included in the general remark 
that the judge falls back npon the origi­
nal agreement, upon which agreement 
the Globe is careful to cast doubts. The

in the mills in the event of these estab­
lishments being closed through the 
action of the bank. The sight of five 
hundred unemployed mill operatives 
wandering about our streets would be 
very pleasing to the Globe, because it 
would chime in with its constant pre­
dictions of woe and ruin, and the whole 
blame would be thrown upon the govern­
ment instead of upon the heartless cor­
poration which caused their distress.

The bank’s contention altogether ig­
nores the important fact that its security 
in the mortgage is in no way impaired 
by the operating of the mills while they 
are being worked at a profit. The in­
sinuation with regard to $20,000 having 
been lost by failures a couple of years 
ago, which is so cunningly interjected 
into the argument, loses its weight be­
cause no sales of goods have been made 
since the receiver took charge except to 
persons approved by the bank. As the 
bank has given no indication 
of its intention to suspend its 
own business we must assume that in 
the opinion of its managers there are 
still a few solvent persons in Canada. 
The Globe is careful to ignore the fact 
that the bank people were so little ap­
prehensive of losing the security of their 
mortgage that they actually employed 
a person to go to Boston and purchase 
the Ferris mortgage for them, thus in­
vesting an additional $31,000 in the mills. 
They are also understood to have pur­
chased as many mill bonds as they
