Simons’ Bay Cape of Good Hope,
19¢h May 1840.-—We arrived he
on the 1st May, after a tedious
voyage o} Seventy-four davs, from
Englaud, Rear-Adovrat Elliotr, 1o
the Melville, accompaunied by the
Blonde and Pylades, had ouly
sailed the previous day from thls
Bay for China. The Bloude an |
Pylades arrived here on the 20th
Ap:il A few days after our ar-
rival, the Fantome, Captain Buta
terfield, the Nimrod, Captain Bar-
low, and the fair Rosamond, Lieut.
Ol ver, arrived 1@ Simons Bay.
The Columbine we found laying
here ; the FFair Rosamond hmn(r
defective, is about to proceed to
England ; the Blenheim accom-
panied by the Nimrod and Colum-
bine, sailed to day to join the Ad-
miral in China. The latest news
here from China deser he thestate
of affairs as still undecided, We
naderstand, from cood authority,
that ten ithousand trocps have heep
ordered from Calcutta and Madras
to co-operate with our squadron
1o settling the Chinese guestion.
The Cape colony is at presert in a
very deplorable state from that
fatal epidemic, the small pox, mak-
ing such ravage, partic: larly among
the coloured population but the
whites have not heen exempt from
the disease ; the Mulavs alone have
buried ten thoueand of therr peo-
ple [hey have been particularly
averse to vaccination ; hence the
fearful spreading of the disease ; |
understand that on one dav as
many as 56 burials took place, and
30 per day has been a common
average of deaths., The disease, it
appears, was introduced by the
landing of a cargo o! slaves from
the Mozamhque captured by one
of our cruisers. Government has
been taking active steps to subdue
the dleea\e, by enforcing, if possi-
ble, vaccination, &e¢., and where
the parties do not submit to that
peration they are placed in quar-
ntine. The Mandarin, corviet
ship, Dr. Mc Kechine, superin-
tending sugeon, having the famous
or infamous, chartis*s, Frost, Wil-
liams, and }ones on board, bound
to Van Dieman’s Land, put in
here some days ago, to complete
water, supplies, &c.
