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A Sample Engagement!

The unreliability of much of the war
news that reaches us is demonstrated
in a somewhat amusing way by the
story of the alleged sinking, with all on
board, of a Spanish torpedo Loat near
Santiago. The big war ship Oregon
was at first credited with the feat and
she appeared to have accomplished it
with one shot from oreof her biggest
guns. There was a nebulosity about
the alleged encounter which suggested
that it was apocryphal. The object of
the Oregon’s quest was away in shore
sneaking along with ell lights darkened
or concealed. She was signalled to stop
but did not do so or make a satisfactory
response ; wherenpon the Oregon let fly
aud down went the torpedo boat, but
whether it was the Platon, the Furor
or the Terror, or some other” Spanish
craft of that class, the Oregon people
dido’t know. All they knew was that
they fired their big gun and down went
the Spaniard. 7

It now transpires, according to des-
patches from the Ameriean fleet, that it
was the cruiser New-Otleans, not the
Oregon, which sighted the supposed
torpedo boat and that she signalled the
New Yotk to look out for destruction.
Thereupon both of them fired away and
turned their search lights upon the
supposed object of terror, which had dis-
appeared, leaving not a trace bebind,
for the good reasori that it has been
discovered that the cause of the scare
was a railway . train movin.g towards
Santiago along the line which runs near
the shore in that vicinity.

Street Work.

It is to be hoped that Chatham Town
Couacil and Public Works Committee
will discontinue the use of hemlock as
soon as possible for such werk as curb-
ng on the streets. In a country where
cedar is as plentiful as it is here, and
even stone may be had cheaply, it is
poor economy to use hemlock, although
the latter wood is even more plentiful
and its first cost less than that of cedar.
There is an intelligent public approval
of the discontinuance of building wood-
on sidewalks and the substitution of
gravel, cinders, scrapings from the
street centres or even earth therefor,
but let us not make the mistake of
using our most inferior wood for curb-
ings. There is, as experienced people
know, a great difference in the lasting
quality of hemlock, all depending upon
where it is placed. When it iskept
constantly submerged, wholly buried
under ground or wholly above ground
in dry places it is a lasting wood ; but
when so situated that it is alternately
wet and dry, or partially exposed to air
and purtially covered with either earth
or water, it quickly rots. The best
materials we have for street work are
perishable enough, in all conscience.
We should, theretore, be careful to use
the most durable that can be obtained,

cos
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of thedabor in placing them iz in favor
of thav which is best and most )asting.

There is no doubt of the fact that an
improvement in the work done on the
streets is apparent, and it ought to be
80, for we must remember that we have

| spent and are spending more than

double the money that is assessed for
street purposes. The extra expenditure
is charged \to the bond account, so that
we are borr?'riﬂiz very largely o pay
our street improvement bills. - This is
one of ‘the strongest reasons why we
should build and make renewals and
repairs a8 permanently as possible, To
this end the materials' used should be
the best obtainable,

One very noticeable error heretofore
made in our street work has been the
scooping out of the portions usually
called the gutter, to absurd depths. In

ther towns of the size of Chatham, it
iy seldom that the difference betwuen
the upper surface of the sidewalk curb
and the bottom of the water course
alongside of it is more than from six to
eight inches. In Chatham, the average
seems to be more than twelve inches
and the range all the way from nothing
to three feet. In some new work just
put down on Duake Street, where there
is a squared hemlock curb, the gutter
beside it has been scooped down to a
depth of about fifteen -inches. It the
middle of the street were properly
graded in that particular place and
rounded down each way from the centre
to the curbs on each side, it would be
very much improved, but the deep
ditch away below the curb, which, by
the way, will never be required to carry
water off, demonstrates how difficalt it

is to effect the reform of faulty practices

and systems. We are quite convinced
that inspector Wyse is making every
reasonable effort to improve our street
service and system,and let us hope that
be will insist on the abandonment by
his men of digging deep ditches along
the sides of the streets as if they were
building dykes or draining bogs.

Mr. Foster wants to know who ever made
such a charge, while Mr. Powell has turn-
ed his eyes heavenward in a devout
declaration that he never, at least, implied
such a thing. All this is very funny ; for
everyone will remember that less than a
year ago the House rang with the assertion
from a score of throats that a Comamittee
of Inquiry would reveal the most shocking
corruption ; while every Conservative
paper in the land condemned the Govern-
ment in advance in sweeping and unquali-
fied terms.

The situation is now changed. The

inquiry is over, and not a single ciccum-

stance has been brought out to caet even
the shadow of suspicion upon either the
Government or the merits of the transac-
tion. But the Conservativcs emerge from
the inquisition covered with mire and
chagrin. This latter feeling they have
very clearly shown in a minority report.
This report, which is evidently the pro-
duct of Mr. Powell’s fine Italian hand, is
really a marvellous docament. It is, how-
ever, so manifestly one-sided and anfair
as to be of no importance. It ignores all
the main facts brought out, particularly
the evidence respecting the efforts of Con-
servatives to sell the line for $2,500,000,

and eunte:s ifito a series of fanciful calou-

lations intended to show that the price to
be paid by the Governmeat is exorbitant.
The bases of all this ingenious figuring
would make .iuteresting and amusing
reading ; hut one illustration will suffic:
for present purposes. :

It is pointed out that the rental accruing
to the Government annually from the
lease of the Windsor branch is something
like $17,000. Taking this as a basis, and
reckoning on a number of trains passing
over the Windsor branch per day, itis
argued that the Government is paying
enormously too much for the Drummond
County line and its privileges over the
Grand Trunk. The absurdity of such
reasoning is obvious. The present Gov-
ernment did not lease the Windsor branch
to the Dominior Atlantic Company, and
Mr. Blair holds strongly to the view that
the price is altogether inadequate. It is
juat like the Conservatives, however, to
take one of their wasteful and imprudent
bargains aud sat it up as a standard
whereby to judge the present administra-
tion. Moreover, what sense is there in
comparing the Windsor branch witha
piece of property like the Grand Trunk
Railway from Ste. Rosalie into Montreal,
to duplicate which would cott the Gevern-
ment not less than $20,000,0007 This is
just the kind of calculation that might be
expected from Mr. Powell.

In my last letter 1 alladed to some very
interesting evidence which had been given
by Mr. Howell, of Winnipeg, before the
Public Accounts Committee, in relation
to the scandalous means adopted by the
Conservatives ir: the 1ist general elsctins
for the purpose of returning supporters
from Manitoba of Sir Charles Tupper.
The story told by Mr. Howell would read
more like a piece of fiction than a calm
statement made under oath. Some of the
guilty parties have since been tent to gaol
for their misconduct; but wany of them
escaped, and the real authors of the plot
could not be got at.

It seems that for a week or two before
the polling day the Deputy Returniog
Officers were gathered together in night
schools for the purpose of being .trained
in the methods that were intended to send
a solid Conservative contingent from
Manitoba to Ottawa. The plan, in its
chief features, was to either spoil the
ballots of Liberals or substitute for them
ballots marked in advance for the Conser-
vative candidates. Deputy returning
officers were carefully trained in the trick
of having a piece of lead fastened under
their finger-nail, which they could slip
between the folds of the ballot when tear-
ing off the counter-foil and make such
marks as would neutralize the vote. Night
after nighr, at various points, they were
schooled in this piece of villainy.

The Coneervatives relied, however, very
largely upon their deputy returniog
officers heing able to substitute a baliot
for their candidate for one known to be
marked for a Liberal. The a larce

the lines laid down in the Yukon matter,
they simply shoved in an amerdment
permitting an appeal to the County judges
in New Brunswick snd Nova Scotia. The
effect of this would be to restore the
Dominion lists in those two provinces,
and thus render the Act inoperstive,
They might as well have rejected the Bill.
The Commons cannot accept the amend-
ment, and the only hope of bringing the
session to a close@ soon rests upon the
possivility of the Senate withdiawing the
objectionable clsuse when the messure is
returned to them from the Lower Houee,

The senate may have had in mind the
fact that if the Franchise Bill does not
pass this session there can be no plebiscite
until after another meeting of Parliament.
The Plebiscite Bill declares that the vot-
ing shall be under the Franchise Act of
1898, and, of course, if the Franchise Bill
is killed, the plebiscite dies with it. If
this shoald be the result, the Tory senate
will commit an outrage against publc
judgment ; but the senators have already
shown that they care very little about
that.

Oanada’s Increasing Revenue. -

Orrawa, June 3.—The returns of the
revenue and expenditure of Canada for
the 11 months ending May 30, show the
total receipts to have been $35,673,000,
an increase over the same period for the
previous year of $1,120,000. The expea-
aitvre for the same period 01 account of
consolidated fund was $28,906,000, or
$433 less than it was in 1897. The rev-
enue for the 11 months up to May 31st,
1898, was according to service $19,748,000
from customs, aa increase over 1897 of
$1,811,000; 87,096,000 from excise, a de-
crense of $1,965,000; $3,153,000 from
post oflices, an increise cof $300,000;
$3,490,000 from public works, iacluding
railways, an increase of about a quarter
of a million of dollars. The revenue from
miscellaneous sources incteased to an ex-
tent of between sx and seven hundred
thousand dollars.

The expenditure on capital acconrt for
the 11 months of 1898, was $4 145,000,
an increaso of $1,200,000, which is ac-
counted for almost entirely by the sub-
sidies to the Crow’s Nest Pass railway and
the Victoria bridge at Montreal and pay-
ments for St. Lawrence Canal improve-
ments. The total net debt of Canada on
May 31 was $258,296,000.

The War!

A most daring . and brilliant feat has
been performed during the past week at
Santiago. It having become an established
fact tha* Admiral Cervera’s fleet was lying
within that harbor, Lient. Richmond P.
Hobsacn, of the flagship New York, and a
volunteer crew of seven, manned the
American collier, Mcrrimae, and deliber-
ately sunk her in the channel at Santiago.
The desperate undertaking was conceived
by Licut. Hobson and #as eatirely suc-
cessful, the vessel being p'anted at the
very spot selacted. The men escaped in
a boat and were made prisoners of war by
the Spaniarda.

Loxpon, June 6.—All the papers refer
in terms of the .highest praise to Naval
Constructor Hobson’s daring expliit at
Sintiago, tut some doubts are thrown
upon the statement thatahe Merrimaz eo
completely blocks the channel as the
American reports sssert.

&ir Louis Davies at Washington.

Orrawa, June 1.—Mr. Foster asked
Sir Louis Davies what he had done at
Washington and what auccess had attend-
ed his mission.

Sir Louis Dnvies replied that he had
interviews with the President and the
officer appointed to meet the British am-
bassador and himself and they dsily went
over the troublesome questions between
Canadaand the United States one after
another, “‘discussing them in cordial spirit
of good will and amity.” Sir Louis con-
tinued as follows : ‘“After long discussions
we came to an agreement which has been
forwarded to the governments of Great
Britain and of the United States for their
final approval. I have no reason to doubt
that that approval will be given in both
cases, and there will bea joint commis-
sion which will meet at an early day for
the purpase.of discussing and settling and
putting in the form of a treaty, if possible,
all the different questions discussed at our
preliminary meetings. I am in hopes that
when that commission is constitated there
will:be a disposition to arrive at an agree-
ment to promnte that harmony which
should . exist between these two great
English-speaking peoples.”

. Mr. Foster—Of course Canada will be
reoresented on that ?

Sir Louis Davies—Oh, yes. The number
is not finally settled on, but it is definite-
ly understood that Canada will be ade-
quately represented.

-Mr. Foster congratulated Sir Louis on
the snccess of his preliminary steps and
gaid : I do not think that- Canada ever
had anything but a favorable and friendly
feeling towards the United States in all
these matters. I am not sure, however,
that the public men of the United States
have always understood Canadians and
our interests and sympathies as they
should have done, and 1 am happy to
know that at the present time thereisa
fair promise of the prominent people of
the United States entering into sympath-
etic relations with us. Congratulations
are due my honorable friend, and every-
body will be happy to have this result in
s settlement in all questions which have
disturbed the good relations between the
two couuntries.

8ir Wilfrid Laurier—I must express my
satisfaction and more, my gratitude, for
the words my honorable friends has just
spoken as to the success of the minister of
marine. It is quile true our relationsin
the past with our neighbors have not
always been as cordial as they should have
been.

vative votes. Not being satisfied with
working the concealed psucil and palming
trick, he struck out in a bold and novel
line of action. When the train came in,
he lefe his polling booth and went down
to the station with a pocket full of ball .t
He distributid these among passeng-rs
known to be in favor of good and honest
government, had the crosses put in the
proper plice, and a few minutes later
deposited a large number of elips 8o mark
ed in the billoz box. It is needless to
say that his division gave a very substan-
tial C ) nservative majority. Of course he
was punished afterward ; but the pity is
that those who had put him up to such
iniquity got off scot free.

While Mr. Blait’s estimates were being
discussed the other night, Mr. Foster and
Mr. Haggait, as might be expected,
attacked nearly every item. Amoug other
things, they found fault in very strong
language with the purchase of cement from
the Messra. Battle, of Thorold. Thney
declared that the cement was wortulass.
They seemed to bs in ignorance of the
fact thet the Battles have been strong
Conservatives ; but they were soon re-
minded of this by half a dozen Opporition
members, who told Messcs.

A very serious family jar among
the Conservatives has beea the result, and
Mr. Clarke Wallace, who is aspiring to
the Conservative leadership, is probably
whispering around that he, at least, would
not have cowmmitted such a tactical
blander.

The Senate kas not dared to throw out
the Franchise Bill ; but it has done some-
thing equally subversive of representative
government. One of the excuses advanced
by the senators for the blocking of the
Yukon Railway measure, was that it had
not been passed on by the people, and by
their friends this was accepted as s com-
plete line of defence. Assuming that they
would be consistent and stiy their hands
when the Fianchise Act came before them,
which had been an issue in the last cam-
paign, it was believed they would pass
the measure when it came up from the
Commons without discussion. Not so,
however. They received it in a most
hostile spirit. The Tory senators stood
out strongly for she principle of Sir John
Macdonald’s bill of 1885 ; but finding that

it would never do to boldly go back on

the channel would be of very li t'e use to
him. It seems clear that his squadron
was n.t prepared for war or fit for sea
when it left the Cape Verde islands ; and
to doubt whether
the Christo~al Colon even sh'ppel her
big guna a- ull. Hobsou’s exploit is one
of which the American navy may well be
protd The idea that the wreck c:n be
removed by the use of dynamite is
oppased to_all, experience. Madrid de-
scribus fhe affair as a brilliant Spunish
victory’; but from dreams of such victories
there is an unpleasait awakening. Ad-
mital Ce:ve-a's pe-icd of evasion is now
ended, aud, bayond creating an unreason-
able pinic in Amerioa,he has accomplished
nothing. The naval game in the West
Indies s:ems pliyed out, and bttle can
besa‘d of it except that events have
conformed strictly to law, and that no
new and unexpected development can be
traced. Santiagu now invites capture by
military action ; sand Admiral Cervera's
ships, unless scut-led, cannot avoid cap-
ture.”

The Times, commenting editorially on
thoexplrt, says : *“Tho perilous operation
was executed with splendid gallantry by a
little band of voluntesrs wh) alnost
mir-calously eseaped. The destruction
and fall of S.ntiago are now only the
question of time, with the disappearance
of all the hopes founded upon the Spanish
flect. Soain sympathisers recognise that
her caze is hopeless, and America will not
distress heiself much about such warnings
as that of the St. Petcrsburg Novosti
yesterday until the combination sssumes
a more tangibie form than there is any
prospect of at present.

Peace is at Spain’s disposal whenever
she secks :t frankly and sincerely; but her
game is cleatly lost and it is quite out of
the question to define as ‘honorable peace’
one restoring the s'atus quo.”

*“The Da ly Chronicle remarks : ‘*Add-
ed to thevther dangers wus the danger of
sha ks, The iocident gives fresh lustre
to the renown of the American navy.”

Tae Daily Nows says: ‘‘All English
siilors will join with the Americans in
admiration of this exploit under the
point blank tire of the Spanish batteries.

The Inland Fisheries.

The great amount of public inserest ex-
cited by the Spanish-American war, has
natarally diverted attension from the
far-reaching importance of the decision
given a few days ago by the judicial com-
mittee of the British privy council, in the
suit between the Dominion and the prov-
inces, as to their respective powers and
jurisdiction in the inland fisheries of the
provinces. The judgment was given on a
series of questions agreed upon between
the contending parties and argued before
the supreme court of Canada in 1895,
when a decision favorable to the provinces
was given. From this judgment the
Dominion appealed to the higheet judicial
tribunal of the empire, with the result
that the provinces have again won, The
following is & summary of the decision
given on the seventeen questions submit-
tedv> (1) That the bed of the rivers and
lakés are the property of the provinces ;
(3) that the public hatbors are vested io
the Pominion, but in respect of harbors
generally it is dependent on facts whether
or not the barbors become Dominion prop-
erty; (3) fishing regulations seem to be
divided between the provinces and the
Dominion. The Dominion has power to
make regulations regarding open and close
seasone, the size of meshes in nets, etc.,
but the ownership of the fishing privileges
rests in the provinces. The Dominion
has the power to issue licenses to parties
acquiring fishing rights from the provinces
but’ cannot grant monopolies; (4) the
right of the Domiaion to prevent or per-
mit the erection of works in navigable
waters is confirmed.

* *

The victory in all essential particulars
rests with the provinces and may involve
a complete revision of the fishery legisla-
tion on the part of both the federal and
provincial authorities. Under the new
order of things established by the decision
of the privy council the revenue from iu-
land fisheries that formerly went icto the
Dominion treasary will now go into the
provincial treasuries. Further -than this,
the Globe suggests that she nataral resuls
of the decision may be a demand on the
part of the provinces for an indemnity
from the Dominion for the losses they
have sustained through their not receiv-
ing the revenue which all these years has
gone to the federal purse.

Oa one point, however, the deeision of
the privy council creates, or rather main-
tains, a divided authority—the ownership
of fishing privileges rests with the prov.

* *
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inces, but the power of making requlations
is vested mainly in the Dominion. = This
is a state of things that can hardly result
satisfactorily to either party—may create
new complications and give rise to new
litigation. 1f the provinces are to possess
the ownership of the inland fisheries in
esch province and the revenue arising
therefrom, why should not the power of
regulating those fisheries be also vested
in the provinces? There would seem to
be 8 weak point here which may creute
trouble in the near future.

In the Wake of War.

THE TERRIBLE PESTILENCE THAT USUALLY
ACCOMPARIES OR FOLIOWS WAR IN
COUNTRIES WHERE ITS 8COURGE IS FELT.

The plague or pestilence, that mysterious
and fearful visitation which has moved ite
hosts in the wake of armies to slay more
than war itself, is supposed tu have first
originated among the dense masses of people
who erowded together in the great cities of
Avia and Egypt, or who formed the en-
campment of Xerxes, Cyrus and Tamerline
the Tartar. It probably sprang from the
impurity which muet have existed in the
midst of such vast gatherings, aod in part
also from leaving the unburied dead upon
the field of battle. At any rate the germs
of this fesrful huamam poison have alwaye
been most active where conditions similar
to those have prevailed. It has always
been war, and the march of armies that has
spread it broadcast over the world from time
to time. And, as war became less frequent,
and less worldwide, the frequency and ex-
tent of these ravages have lessened also,

The first reported outbreak of the plague
in Europe occarred in the sixth century.
It came from lower Egypt, Tbis was the
first lapping of the wave thdét reached into
the Eaat again, there to stay its movements
so far as the West was concerned until 544,
A. D., when the retarniog legions of the
Emperor Justinian brought it again icto
the westeru world from the battle fields of
Persia.

Consetantinople was the tirst place it at-
tacked, Here in a single dey as many as
10,000 persons are said to have fallen vic
tims to it. But the plague did not atop
with Constantinople. It had found a too
oongenial soil in Europe, which was little
elss than one great battle tield at the time,
It was carried into Gaul, where it followed
olose in the wake of the Frankish armies,
and from Gaul it moved ioto Italy, with the
Lombards, and so devastated the country as
to leave it entirely at the mercy of the iu-
vaders.

The various crusades, which extended
overa space of about two hundred ydars,
0o doubs did much to hold the pestilence
in Euarope for they served to keep open the
chaanels of intercourse between the east and
the west. Periodic epid were
during their continuance, and these seem to
have culminated in the 14th centuary with
what is koown in history as the Black
Death. The Bleck Death was more fatal to
human life than any other single cause since
the world began.

It swept the
whole of Europe, leaving in its path such
misery and deetitution as the world had
never known, It killed in three years some
twenty-five millions of people. Sunch figures
stagger the comprehension, but the records
of the time cannot be doubted.

The entire population of Europe is esti-
mated to have been about one hundred mil-
lions—kept down as it was by the tant

while one hundred thousand of the ighabi-
tants of Venice were literally wiped off the
face of the earth.

From 1taly it moved into France, where
the mortslity was almost as great ; in Paris
alone fifty thousand people died from it.
Oue of the worst features presented by the
history of the Black Death was the ocruel
persecution it a.oused against the Jews,
They were supposed to have infected the air
-in some mysterious maoner and they were

d of haviog poi d the wells and
springe. In Strasburg two th d of
them were buried alive in their own burial
ground,

The order of the Flagellanto srose at, this
time, coming from the belief that the sins of
the world had at last brought down the
wrath of heaven, ~’

It was the beginning of the so.called
hundred years’ war that ocarried the Black
Death into Eogland, where in London its
viotims numbered one hundred thousand.
When at last the plague had worked its
ravages it doubled back over its courss, to
disappear in the east.

Ta 1485 it appesred again in KEogland,
first amongst the soldiers of Richmond after
the battle of Bosworth Field, and when the
victorious army marched to London the
plague went with them to work its havoc
there, Aslong asit lasted the mortality
was as great as that caused by the Black
Death half a century before; five thousand
people died in five weeks, and then the
plague left London as suddenly as it had
appeared there, to sweep over the rest of
Eogland. In Scotlaud the plagne of 1568
came immediately after the battle of Lang- /1
side, when Queen Mary was dethroned, but
oo records of the mortality it ocoasioned
seem to have been preserved.

The plague visited London in 1675. This
followed after the civil war whish eunded
with the death of Charles I, but o many
years intervemed that it is impossible to
trace any connection between the two events.

In modern wars danger from the plague
seems gradually to have lessened, perhaps as
a result of better sanitary conditions main-
tained by the armies of to-day. However,
it has been present in Indis, and in all mili-
tary operations of any extent conducted in
tropical countries it has made its appearance
in one form or ancther,
