were so close that fifty British fell at the
first volley.

The Yeomanry held the position, protect-
fng the guns until they were nearly deci-
mated: and then, finding it impossible to
save the guns, the ertillerymen shot the gun
horses to prevent the Boers moving the
guns. The column recovered from the shock
of the unexpécted attack. The Derbyshires
clinrged with bayonets, snd after a short,
desperate fight, drove off the Boers and re-
mvured the guns.
