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AN ACT TO INCORPORATE THE ALUMNI
OF KING’S COLLEGE, WINDSOR.

Passed the 80th day of March, 1847.

/

WaEREAS, a number of persons have associated themselves under .
the name of The Alumni of E}ng’s College, Windsor, for the promo-
tion of Educatign, and have raised by private contribution, sums of
money which tiey are desirous to expend in aid of the Funds of the
said College, and the Collegiate School at Windsor, connected therewith,
in or towards the maintenance and support of the Teachers therein, or
in such other way as may best conduce to the end which they have in
view, and they are desirous of obtaining assistance from the Legislature,
by the passing of an Act of Incorporation for enabling them to hold
&'operty, and manage their affairs with greater ease nng convenience.

L Be it therefore d by the Li t Governor, Council and
Assenibly, That John T. Twining, James B. Uniacke, Henry Pryor,
Hugh Hartshorne, and all and every such other person and persons ag
now are members of, or in the said Society, and their successors, shall
be and are hereby appointed a Body, Politicand Oo‘xéporate, in deed and
in name, by the name of * The Alumni of King’s College, Windsor,”
and by that name have succession and a common Seal, and by that name
shall sue and be sued, plead and be impleaded at law and in equity, and
in all courts and places, and be able, and capable in Law to have, hold,
%urchue, get, receive, take, ss, and enjoy, Lands, Tenements,

ereditaments, and Rents, in fee simple or otherwise, and also Goods
and Chattels, and all other things real, personal, and mixed, and also to
give, grant, sell, let, assign, or convey the same or any part thereof, and
to do and execute afl other things in and about the same as shall or may
be thought n or proper; aud also shall have, from time to time
and at all times full power, authority, and license to constitute, make
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said Act, bethe President of the said Society ; that the Honorable He
Hesekiah Cogswell, now the Vice President of the said Society, be the
Viee President of the said Bociety after the passing of this Act: that
Samuel L. 8hannon, Esquire, now the Secgetary and Treasurer of: the
said Society, be the Secretary and Troasurer therbof after the passing of
this Act; and Samuel P. Fairbanks, Henry Pr or, James B, Unincgke,
William J. Almon, Robert Fitsgerald Uniacke, Mather B. Almon,
and Charles Twining, now the managing Committee of the said Society,
shall after the passing of this Act, be the Executive Committee of the
said Incorporated S«)cioty, until an Executive Committee be elected
under this Act. ‘

V. And be it enacted, That all persons without regard to religious
denomination or difference of religious sentiments, may be, and at any
time hereafter become members of the said Incorporated Society, bein
in all other respects entitled to be and become members of the sai
Bociety, and now and at any time hereafter may hold any of the said
appointments, or any other offices and appointments in the said
Incorporated Society, being duly elected and appointed thereto,
pursuant to the Bye-Laws thereof, anything contained herein, or in
any Rules, Regulations, or Bye-Laws of the said Society, to the
contrary notwithstanding.

VI And be it enacted, That the said Society Incorporated as
aforesaid, shall have power from time to time hereafter, to appoint the
President, Vice President, and Executive Committee at some (reneral
Meeting “of the said Society, by a majority of the members of the
Society present, the whole number present being not less than Twenty
Members ; according to such regulations concerning such appointments
as may hereafter be made by any Bye-Laws of the said Society to be,
made by virtue hereof.

.

VIL And be it enacted, That the Secretary and Treasurer of the
said Society and such other Officers as may hereafter be required for the
management of its affhirs, shall be appointed in such manner as shall
be declared by the Bye-Laws and Rules of the said Society, to be
passed by virtue hereof.

VIIL And be it enacted, That all Donations to the said Incorpo-
rated Society, to constitute Life Members or otherwise, of not less than
TWenty Pounds, shall be invested under the direction of the Executive
Committee a8 a permanent Fund for the benefit of the said Society, and
that the Funds ofe the said Iricorporated Society shall from time to time

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REPORT.

THE tenth yedr of the existence of the TNCORPORATED ALUMNI ¥
Kine’s Corirai having expired, it becomes the duty of the Executive
Committee o Iay before the members of the Association a Report of
their proceedings during the year 1855, ; ;

That Report must necessarily be brief, since, under the improved
condition and management of the College, 1o new measures nor special
exertions for its benefit, have been necessary—as was the case during
the earlier years of the Association, when the very existence of 'the
Institution was in jeopardy, when its funds were at the lowest ¢bb, and

The only funds that can be caloulated upon to meet this amount are
Subscriptions due by members residing out of Halifax. There is a
large amount of arrears due from these annual Subscribers, for which
application has been repeatedly made; but while many have promptly
and cheerfully responded to the call, others, to the amount of £100,
have not yet done so. Your Committee cannot but still hope, that when
the crippled resources of the Associstion are duly considered, all
members in arrears, who possess the ability, will speedily liquidate *
their respective dues, and thus put it in the power of the Committee
to meet existing demands and earry out projected improvements. *

Your Committee, in conclusion, beg to remind the Association that
at this time the very important duty devolves upon the members,
of electing two Governors of King’s College, according to the terms of
the Aot of Incorporation. The two gentlemen who go out, but \who
may be re-elected, are the Hon. M. B. Almon and Hugh Hartshorne,

1t likewise becomes the duty of the Association at this General
Meeting, to elect a Vice-President in place of Dr. Almon, and three
members of the Executive Committee in place of Rev. G. Hill, Rev. J.
C. Cochran and Rev. Dr. Shreve, who however may all be re-elected.
