Evitor,—As I understand the Legislature
contemplate passing a law, providing for a more
prompt and efficient mode of extinguishing fires in
this City, I beg to submit thro’ the mediom of the
press for their consideration the following arrange-
ment, viz :

Let the Engines be putin the best possible repair,

pplied with a sufficient quantity of hose, as also a
wire strainer, (through which Ice-water may pass,)
to prevent the pipe from being choked. Let them
be kept in a frost proof place, and be always in
working order.

Let ten strong sleds be kept in a {rost proof place,
with ‘two puncheons of Water on each, ready to
start on the first alarm of fire ; make it imperative
on the cartmen to repair with their horses in gears
to the place of deposit, and start for the fire, with
the Engines ; Thus twenty puncheons of water will
be ou the spot before a well can be found, or a line
formed, and in nine cases out of ten will prove suc-
cessful. Give a premium to the first Cartman on
the spot, and fine severely all who do not attend.

T'anks shouid be built in every wharf'in the City,
;thre itis practicable, as a supply when the tide is
ow.

In the Engine-house shonld be kept two or three
kegs of gunpowder, fitted with slow matches for
blowing up buildings when required.

The number of Engine-men should also be in-
creased,

A Scow properly fitted for the purpose, shoald
be kept near the steam ferry landing, for the recep-
tion of an Engine in time of fires.

Not less than eight or ten ladders on the princi-
ple of sliding gunters, should be kept, with twelve
men attached to work them, and a first and second
Captain to conduct their operation.

T'wo good fire hooks, with a sufficient length and
strength of Chain, should be worked by twelve men
and a first and second Captain, a wooden machine,
tke a sawyers horse, with a roller on the top,
would greatly facilitate the raising of the hooks to
the building.

Twelve Axe-men with each an Axe in a leathern
belt 1o be worn round the body and one each in their
hands, with a first and second Captain.

"Twelve Saw-men with six Crosscut sawe, and
each n hand-saw in a leathérn belt round the body,
with a first and second Captain.

Twelve other men witha Crate on a Sled or
wheels, the crate to contain Crow-bars, shovels, and
coils of rope of varions lengths, their application
would soggest itself, first and second Captain to
command.

A Fire Ward should be attached to each of the
above departmenis, and nofone should beallowed to
quithis post. Thisarrangement would insure order.

CoMPENSATION FOR LIBERATED Staves.—It ap-
pears from the following paragraph from the Londois
Coutier of Dec. 14, that Mr. Stevenson has bronght
his jation for the I tion claimed for
slaves carried into the Bahama Islands hy stress of
weather, and set at liberty by the decree of the lo-
cal {tribunals to a successful issue. The British
Goverument, in their negotiations with foreigners
as well as with their own subjecis recognize the
principle that slaves are property where they are
made so by law, and that individials divested of this
property, as well as any other by the act of the go-
vernment, are intitled to indewnification. The
same principle was reeognized by Judge Judson
in the case of the negroes of the Awmistad. He or-
dered one to be given up to his owner, it having
been proved that he was lawfully a slave by the laws
of Cuba, and refused to give up the others, on the
ground that they were not slaves, legally acquired
by the claimants under the lawa of Cuba.—Boston
DMessenger.
