with what suthority do they come?

and what is their tendemcy? We
may say &t - once. with respect
to all these feasts and fasts com

mon mow s-days, the New Testament
knows nothing. Neither our Saviour nor
His aposties, nor yet the “fathers” so
called, lsid any such observances as a
rule or otherwise upon the churches.
They savour-of the old dispensation and
not of the new. The new wine of the
gospel rends these old bags or skins;
they do not fit each other. debase
rater than elevate; they externalize
rather than cultivate the spiritual. Lent
proposes to be a commemoration and
imitation of the forty daye’ fast of our
Lord, when tempted by the devil in the
wilderness. Immedistely after His bap
tism, (which, by the way, most observers
of Lent refuse to follow Him in), Christ
was led by the Spirit into the wilderness.
A mighty snd important struggle lay
before Him. He entered into this strug
gle with® fasting and undoubtedly with
prayer also. It is, perhaps, needless to
say that this oconflict ended in victory
for our Lord. ‘The enemy was van
quished, and Christ was victorious. Now,
Christian "people propose to celebrate
this by the observance of a forty days’
fast, at the close of which fast & time of
feasting ‘is the common practice. The
question naturally rises in the mind of a
New Testament Christian, “ Who hath
required this at your hand?” or why
single thess - out from among other
events in the life of our Lord? Why
tempt yethe Lord by imposing & yoke
upon His people similar to the old
forms from which Christ set His people
free ? It appears to us, that our Master
would say in the presence of these and
their pleaders,  Bring no more vain ob
lations ; incense is an abominstion unto
Me ; the new moons and sabbaths, the
calling of assemblies, | cannot awsy
with ; it iniquity, even the solemn
meeoting.”

'hese self-inflicted and aflected rigors
smack considerably of the old Pharisyie
fasting, condemmed by Christ. They do
thus and so “ that they may appear
unto men to fast.” In the nature of
things, is it not evident that we cannot
offer our penitence in a heap? Each
day’s life needs its own confession before
God ; each day needs the penitential ory
“Lord have merdy." To offer signs of peni
tence for forty days, which are designated
as the “penitential season,” and then
ndulge in a round of social festivities,
reminds us of a little Scoteh laddie who,
watching his father open the herring
barrel, and thinking of the many delays
for “thanks " or “grace” &t as many
meuls, suggested the advisability of ha
ing one long * thanks " offered over this
barrel, in order to avoid the many im
patient waitings for successive thanks at

world’s way, but it is not God's way. He
did not ask the disciples to p::r-
display for Him. Ral Hl“{u lod
them oarefully against' all such caroal
manifestations. Indeed, after #ard, they
were plainly told of defections snd
beresies along the lines of “forbidding to
marry” aod “abstsining from meats,”
otc. All such selfimposed Figors at
certain stated seasons, and their corres

ponding license in the opposite direction
are manifestly human origin, and
human worth. The Master has not com

manded them ; and carried out to their
logical results, there is imposed upon
those who accept them an empty and
great show of externalities, with only.s
modicum of spirituality.

The best Caristians find themselves
wholly unable to reach the excellence
and the activities laid down for usin
Bible patterns. We need not wish to
add to them. Indeed this would be the
old Pharisaic sin of binding heavy bur
dens for men’s shoulders, or of rejecting
the commandments of God, to teach
human traditions. Wherever such con-
duct is, it needs the seathing rebukes of
the divine Master again. The spirit of
this new and Iaat dispensation is one of
child-like liberty and Christ-like activity,
Externals are the least, while épiritual
life is the great desideratum. The
temptation of the Lord and His resur-
rection we would seek to think of as we
ought. We earnestly desire that they
should influence us to greater devotion
and activity in the work of His kingd

True, say the advocatesof common
schools, the Romanist who refuses to use
the common wchools is by not doing so
the loser of benefita he might enjoy, but
he is not the loser of the benefit for
which the tax isimposed. The object of
the tax is not to relieve parents of the |
burden of their children's sducstion but
to protect the community against an un
oducated generation, incompetent to
govern the country. All are equal sharers |
in whatever benefit of this kind soorues
from the school system. - Clearly, ifsuch
is the purposs of the putlic education,
the education should be of such a sort as |
to fit people to be independent voters and
not to vote like sheep at the bidding |
of a superior. The abstract ‘reasoning
in favor of common schools is strong.
First, & dountry goverued by the popular
vote muat insist that the people be edu- |
cated.

ISRAEL'S FORETOLD.

“ Whosoever hath not, from him shall
be taken even that which he seemeth to
to bave.”— Luke 8 : 18

EXPLANATORY,

[ Seexixo ro avoip Tnk DooM By sax
NG Tne Provusr. As if stopping the
utterance of the prophet would ward off’
the doom. Amos replied that he did not
live by his prophecy, but was compelled
to utter the message God gave him, and
then proceeded to show Amaziah his
own doom, and foretell the captivity of
Israel.

1I. AN Iriostration: Tue Basker or
Rirg Fruir.—1. “Thus hath the Lord
God shewed unto me.” The sentence
of Amaziah pronounced, Amos resumes
just where he left cff, before Amazah
broke in upon him. His vehement in
terruption is like a stone cast into the
deép waters. They close over it, and
it leaves no trace. Amos has authenti
cated the third vision: Thus hath the
Lord God shewed me. He resumes in
the selframe calm words. The last
vision declared that the end was certain ;
this, that it was at hand. “ And behold
a basket of summer fruit.” Summer
fruit ripens quick and soon decays. The
people had ripened for ruin, and their
ruin was near at hand. The latter of
these two ideas seems rather more pro-
minent than the former; perhaps both
are implied.

2. “Then said the Lord unto me, the
end is come.” There is a curious play
upon words here.’ In Hebrew the words
for summer fruil and end are very simi
lar in sound, and are derived (like our
word crop) from a root that means to cut
off. At harvest time there is no more
to be done for that crop. Good or bad,
it has reached its end, and is cut down.
So the harvest of Israel was come. The
whole course of God’s providences, mer
cies, chastenings, visitations, instructions,
warnings, inspirations, were completed.

3. “And the songs of the temple.’
Either the great idol temple at Bethel,
or (as the Hebrew word means also
palace) the palace of the king, where
songs of joy and merriment were sup
posed to be at their highest. “ Shall be
howlings in that day.*- Literally, shall
howl. It shall be, as when mirthful
music is suddenly broken in upon, and,
through the sudden agony of the singer,
ends in s shriek or yell of misery, When

sounds of joy are turned into wailing, all
must be complete sorrow. Some such
soene the prophet probably had before
his mind's eye ; for he adds: “There
shall be many dead bodies (literally,
many the corpse) in every place.” He
seen it, not as future, but before him
I'he whole city, now so thronged with
life, the oppressor's wrong, the proud
man's contumely, Hes before him as one
scene of death; every place thronged
| with ‘corpses; none exempt. “They
shall cast them forth with silence.” Keil,
who connects the clauses together thus
Ther: shall be many corpses in every
place that one hath cast away in hushed
silence.

Training for Character.

The April Popular Science Monthly
contains an article with she above title
which is well worth careful reading by
educators and parents. It is one of a
series of lectures on education delivered
at the Literary Faculty of Paris by Prof.
Henri Marion, and gives a most scholarly
statement of the physical development
of the child. Professor Marion's plea is
for & cultivation in children of what he
«calls the positive and meritorious will as
distinguished from the voluntary will.
Hence, while he pleads for firm early
discipline, he asserts that it must also be
broad and liberal, and become more and
more £0 as the reasoning faculty is de-
veloped. He says:

I cdll broad, and at the same time firm,
a discipline which, without yielding any-
thing to caprice or to the unregulated
and tyrannical demands of the child, |
purposely avoids loading him down with |
}»reacripliom and prohibitions, and |
eaves him as much elbowroom as possi-
ble in order to accustom him to ;nnk
action and the free exercise of his facili-
ties under his own responsibility. |

Moral education consists esséntially |
in gradually substituting a positive and |
meritorious will for a simple “ non-will,” |
and moral education does mot begin in |
the child so long as we only guard,
watch, prevent. [nnocence thus obtain
ed has only a provisional and prepara
tory value with a child, and none with
adults. Some young people have been
brought up in this way—under condi
tions of complete surveillence, kept in
leading strings till they were twenty
years old. This is better than nothing, |
in so far as the object is to prevent their |
making fools of themselves; but their
parents are mistaken if they believe
they have been well trained. They bave
not been trained at all. They are like
the cat that withholds its paw from the
tempting dish as long as it sees the stick,
but which is secretly eager to get its
chin in. That person alone is morally
trained who can watch and conduct him
self; who, as Montagne says, “has
enough in his own eyes to keep him in
office.”

fore it is digested or properly prepared
in the stomach, to enter the cmoum.
But, if water is withheld from a horse
until after,he has filled his stomach with
grass, hay, and oats, water, in its passage
through the stomach, will carry with it
more or less undigested food, which will
greatly irritate the delicate tissues of the
interior of the csecum causing colic, and
perhaps inflammation.

Drivers should be taught one of the
most important lessons to be learned,
namely, that a horse should never be
80 over driven and-heated that the
animal would be too warm to drink,
after standing for a few minutes: Tktere
is no excuse, ordinarily, for 'driving any
horse at such a speed as to heat him
like a panting dog in the chase. More
than this, a horse should be allowed to
drink several times a day ; and not re-
quire the suffering brute td take, at one
draught, all the water he will get during
twenty-four hours, Before a horse is
fed in the morning, he should be allowed
to drink all the water he desires. There
should be a clean water-tub at one co.ner
~of every stall, filled every day with pure
water, to which the animals csn bave
free nocess at all times. Farm-horses are
usually led to the watering-trough, after
they have eaten their accustomed allow-
ance, in preference to watering them be-
fore they are fed. This is not the better
practice. When 1 was accustomed to
drive and manage my own team, each
horse was provided with a boxstall.

They were never tied up to the manger.
A tub of clean water was always kept in
each stall, except during very cold
weather, when the water would freeze in
a short time. My horses were never
“put through” until they were too warm
to receive a fow quarts of water. When
a horse can have free access (o water
during the night, and is watered two or
three times a day, while at work, he will
never drink more than a “gallon or two
at & time. When plowing or mowm{
with & machine, in very hot weather,
| lowrned that a few quarts of water for
{ each horse would be a refreshing, be
| tween meals, to the fatigued team, asa

Su
gsr may become 80 cheap that it will be
more profitable than ever to force all the
white honey into the sections, and feed
sugar for winter stores. I know from
experience that, with the proper
methods of management, and the right
kind of feeders, this can be done very
ensily and cheaply. The obstacle in the
way of using sugar for winter stores has |
