New York, N. Y., Aug. 22—President
Taft and ex-President Rcosevelt are
again fellow workers in the same pol-
itical fleld. The threat that they might
pull ‘apart has been forefended by a
full explanation on one side and an
unreserved acceptance on the other.
The president makes it plain in a let-
ter given out here today by Lloyd
C. Griscom how the misunderstand-
ing arose. He explains that he never
tcok any part in a committee cabal
to defeat Mr. Roosevelt for tempor-
ary chairman of the coming Republi-
can state convention. On the contrary
he explicitly deplores the result of the
committee meeting which chose Vice-
President Sherman; he rebuked the
party leaders who have permitted it to
go abroad uncontradicted that the pre-
sident of the United States was he-
hind their factional preferences; he
insists that at every opportunity he
advised the fullest conferemce with
Col. Roosevelt, and he explains that
he has been paid by the “columns
of unfouwded assertions in the news-
papers ( mcerning my attitude in re-
spect t0 ‘the New York situation.”

For his part Col. Roosevelt when
he read President Taft's letter as
communicated to him at Oyster Bay,
said: “I am very glad to see President
Taft's letter and am pleased with it.”

Reply to Telegram,

The president’s letter came in re-
ply to Mr. Griscom’s blunt assertion
by telegraph that “the absence of any
authoritative information as to your
attitude is seriously misleading many
Republicans.” He tells how, when he
first learned from Vice-President Sher-
man of the plan to oppose Roosevelt,
he peremptorily declined to be drawn
into a fight with Mr. Roosevelt and
again renewed my urgent advice that
there be full personal conference
with him. Finally, he asserts, that the
solution of the direct primary issue
can be found in provisions similar to
those of the Cobb bill, defeated by the
last legislature in direct rebuke to
Mr. Roosevelt and Governor Hughes.

In the course of the correspondence
there comes out a telegram from the
president to the vice-president hither-
to withheld, but mention of which had
nevertheless crept into print. In sub-
stance the president informed T. L.
Woodruf, Republican state chairman,
and Wm. L. Ward, of the national Re-
publican committee, that the thing of
all others that ought to be avoided
is a controversy in the convention.
Mr. Griscom in his comment on the
president does not hesitate to state
that the Republican organization
plays politics with the president’s
name and misrepresented his atti-

* tude.

Lastly, he charges that in the last
two legislatures there had been  an
alliance between Tammany Hall and
some of the "old guard” leaders. Col.
Roosevelt in his statement given out
at Oyster Bay, explains what was the
course of his negotiations with the or-
ganization and how, after his succes-
sive rebuffs, he felt that further over-
tures could not consistently come from
him, His future attitude he does not
define, because hie 1s as yot uncertain
what offact on public sentiment Presi-
dent Taft's letter will have when it
has been read and digested by the
voters of the state.

Long Drawn Out Contest.

New Orleans, Aug. 22.—After almost
a year of severe fighting the revolu-
tion which was begun by several hun-
dred Nicaraguan insurgents at Blue-
flelds on October 10, 1909, ‘ended to-
day with the capture by the revolu-
tionists of the capital city of Managua
and the resignation of President Mad-
riz in favor of General Jose Dolores
Estrada, brother of the insurgent lead-
er. Cable dispatches received in New
Orleans today announced that Mana-
gua fell early today. No resistance
was offered to General Luis Mena, who
at the head of an army, largely aug-
mented by the campaigr in the inter-
jor, marched into the city. Dr. Jose
D. Madriz, who had ‘been president
since Zelaya was deposed last Novem-
ber, abdicated before the insurgent
army arrived; Joseph Estrada in turn
issued a proclamation, declaring his
brother, General Juan Estrada ‘“presi-
dent of the re-united republic of Nic-
aragua.”

Spokane, Wash, Aug. 22—With
more than 50 persons known to be
dead, more than 100 missing, 200 in-
jured, half of Wallace burned, and two
or three villages obliterated, forest
fires tonight continue to threaten
death and destruction in northern

Idaho, eastern Washington and west-
ern Montana, Half a dezen villages
are threatened by the flames, and their
inhabitants by hundreds are hurrying
to places of safety, Relief trains are
helpless in many cases, owing to burn-
ed bridges and fires that lick the
tracks. Wallace Is now safe and no
towns are burning.

The situation is most acute in the
Coeur D'Alene region in northern Ida-
ho. Reports from other parts of the
northwest are more encouraging than
they were yesterday. Some of the
fires have been controlled, others are
less threatening in the absence of wind

NOOLLEN MILLS
BESUME WORK

Improved Business Outlook Re-
sults In Many Plants Start-
ing After Long Shut Down
—Some Running Overtime.

Boston, ass, Aug. 22 —Many looms
in New England woollen mills which
have been idle for weeks or have been
operated on short time were set in
motion today, iudicating that business
in that industry is improving. While
many mills are running on short time
and probably will do so for several
weeks, the outlook in Boston mill of-
fices is regarded as being brighter
The mixed political situation is look-
ed upon as the principal unfavorable
feature, X

The Ameriean Woollen Company,
+Which owns 30 plants in New Eng-
land and New York state, has started
additional machinery. during the past
week and in some of its mills much
activity prevails. The company's mills
at Moosup, Conun., Olneyville, R. I. and
elsewhere have put several thousand
operatives to’ work on full time, al

though all of the mills at Olneyville
will not be operated in full this
mouth. In  Rockville, Conn,, another
large woollen centre, the four big

mills of the Hockanum Company, the
mills of the New England, Springville
and Winterburn Corporation which
have becn running on short time sche
dules since spring, have resumed op
erations on full time. The woollen

mills at Almyville, Plainfield, Central |

Village and other Connecticut points
have resumed in full and at Central
Village the central worsted mills are

running until 9 p. m. daily.
Another mill which will run over-
time is the Somerset mills of the

Mounson, Mass, which tonight went on
a day and night schedule,

The Berkshire Woollen and Worsted
Company's mills in Pittstield started
work today after a long shut down.

The plant was formerly operated
by the Peck Mfg. Company. After a
three weeks' shutdown, the Genic wool
len mills at Rechester, N, H., got in-

to motion today. If conditions war-
rant the American woollen will de-
crease its idle machinery in Olney-

ville and at other points gradually.

ENGLIH BT
LESS CAEESE

Canadian Trade Commissioner
Reports Falling Off in Brit-
ish Imports from Foreign
Countries---Canadian Trade.

Ottawa, Aug. 22.—P. B. McNamara,
Canadian trade commissioner at
Manchester, sends to the Department
of Trade and Commerce a compre
bhensive report on the present state
of the British cheese trade. He says
that owing largely to cheapness of
foreign and chilled meats the con-
sumption of cheese by the people of
the old country has been steadily de-
creasing. During the past decade
‘there has been a decrease of 10 per
cent in importations from foreign
countries and the imports for this
season 80 far are less than those of
1909 by 8,660 tons. This year im-
ports from Holland have fallen from

14500 .ors to 12,5664 ions, while the
United States receipts have been
only 1700 tons. In 1909 the imports
from the United States reached the

high figure of 26,334 tons, and the
small figures of today indicate that
the time is near at hand when the

United States will cease to send
cheese to the British markets.
Mr. MeNamara notes with satis-

faction that there is a steady increase

in the imports of cheese from the
colonies the imports for 1909 being
over ten thousand tons, From
| 1801 up to a, few years ago,
| Canada supplied over nine-tenths of
the colonial imports, but since 19056
the cheese industry of New Zealand
has developed so rapidly that that
country is fast becoming a serious
rival of Canada. In 1905 New Zea-
land supplied slightly over four per

cent of the imports, while today 22
per cent of the imports are recelved
from the island colony,

We hold
that we are the real Britishers—that
many people in Canada are less Brit-
ish than the people of England.”

“Then you believe that many Cana-
dians have not passed through the
phase of liberalism, as the political
philosophers call it?”

“Exactly. Many of us are still
swayed by the spirit of George III.
Our intellectual and political ideas
lag behind those of Great Britain.

TEAGHERS DELIGHTED
WITH MILITARY DRILL

L. R. Hetherington Speaks of
Recent Exercises at Freder-
icton--47 Passed Out of 50
--Was Very Thorough.

L. R. Hetherington, principal of the
Richibucto Grammar School, was in
the city last evening returning home
from Fredericton where he was at-
tending the six weeks military drill
instruction inaugurated by the provin-
cial government this year. A number
of other participants in the drill also
arrived in the city on the Boston ex-
press, some remaining in the city and
others passing through to their homes.

Speaking with a Standard reporter
Mr. Hetherington said the course of
instruction finished yesterday and
most of the participants had returned
home, or would today, In the exam-
ination at the end of the course only
three out of the fifty teachers taking
the drill failed.

Mr. Hetherington spoke very highly
of the course itself, and said that he
had also heard a number of others
praise not only the manner in which
it was taught but the motive of the
New Brunswick government in insti-
tuting it. The course, he said, was
very much more thorough than he
had expected it to be, and & number
had found that they could master it
only by close application,

The theory, Mr. Hetherington said,
Was especially hard and had kept him
working overtime. He thought that
the members had earned their pay all
right, but he would cheerfully take it
over again if necessary. It was just
what a man needed to equip him for
teaching the drill to his own scholars,
The drill was held in the open air on
Barrack Square near the river, and
with the exception of a few days of

rain, the weather man was very kind
to them.
