“"WHEN PIER COLLAPSED

Fatality Mars Holi-

day in Cali-
fornia

CROWDS FELL OVER
TWENTY-FIVE FE

Horrible Scenes as Hu-
man Mass Plunged
Through Flooring —
Had Gathered al Long
Beach to Celebrate Em-
pire Day.

Long Beach, Cal, May 24.—Too
weak to uphold the burden of nearly
ten thousand human beings assembled
for the festivities of “British Empire
Day,” the land end of the big double-
deck municipal pier in front of the
city asuditorium collapsed today.

Hundreds of people on the top deck
were plunged down on the heads of
other hundreds crowded on the. sec-
ond deck. The lower deck then gave
way andgall were dropped down a

Thirty-three persons, mostly wo-

men, were killed by the shivered tim-

bers, or crushed to death by the fall-

ing bodies of companiong and friends.

The accident occurred a few-min-
utes before twelve o'clock.  The Em:
pire Day parade, the principal feature
of the celebration in honor of the
Jate Queen Victoria's birthday, had
just ended and the party with thous-
ands of other visitors were crowding
up the steps of the pler and surging
toward the auditorium when the pler
floor sagged. An instant later the
supports gave way, and the crack and
groan of breaking timbers mingled
with the ghrieks and cries of the vic
tir as all went down intp a mass
of broken wood and writhing human
forms on the sand.

Virtually the entire land end of the
pier was wrecked and a portion of the
auditorium front fell. The cause of
the accident was the over-burdening
of the pier.

Scottish bag pipers had just enter-
ed the portal of the auditorium and
we® still ma ng time when the tim.
bers were sundered.

In addition to the thousands gather.
ed on the pier and its approaches, the
Strand was thronged by a crowd of
probably twenty five thousand per-
sons. There was but little warning.
A respunding crack alarmed them
and panic spread from e end to the
other of the beach while women be
zan to shriek. Then occurred a des-
perate rush for the stairways as the
floor wing gave way and the victims
slid into the gaping hole as into a
huge funnel, 4

The tide was out when the crash oc-
curred else the collapse would have
thrown hundreds of, persons into the
sea and many drownings would have
been added to the list of fatalities,

Only a comparatively small num-
ber of men were caught in the trap,
as most of the male celebrators were
taking part in the parade. Many who
were not standing on the tion
which collapsed were drawn or pushed
into the vortex and those who escap-
ed crowded panic-stricken ard the
outer rail of the pier, starting a wild
scramble for safety.

Those who fell into the hole last
were able to scramble over the entagl-
ed bodies to the broken ends of the
floor, so deep was it massed with
struggling bodies, Fallen timbers and
flooring were jammed among the limbs
of those caught in the trap and ropes
were required to pull back the jagged
edges of the sunken flooring and brok-
en joists before the dead and injured
could be taken out, It was fully an
hour before the yawning hole in the
floor of the piler could be emptied of
its mass of humanity, the dead sep-

“The first time that I met one of
their representatives was, when Mr.

rs of real estate on the eastern
side of Courtenay Bay, called upon the
Commissioners and asked our consid-
eration of a proposition involving the
installation of a water main running
from Kane's Corner to the Norton
Griffiths property. This main was to
furnish water to the properties |
along the road, between Kane's
and Norton Griffiths property, as
well a8 for the latter company's. re-
quiremen During the discussion of
the matter, it was explained, if there
was to be a main nstalled, that the
usual guarantee for interest and sink-
ing fund would have to be made, and
we would pect the Norton Griffiths
Co. to give such a guarantee, as this
company wag the largest consumer of
according to their own state-
ment—and would be here for five years
at least, while we did not know what
might transpire in connection with
the other properties in the meantime.

“The estimated cost of this instal-
lation was about $40,000, and Mr.
Palmer did not hesitate to say that his
company would give the guarantee, if
he could come to some arrangement
with the real estate men who were in-
terested, but if he could noi come to
an arrangement his company would

Company Suggested Change.

“A short time afterwards the com-
missioners were notified that no ar-
rangement could be made with the
real estate men, and it was the wish of
the Norton Griffiths Cq. that the Eg-
bert street main should be laid.

1
stated that I supposed the gity would
have no objections to the government
extending the dock, if it wished to do
so, and the mayor had written the
government calling their attention to
the matter.” I was told that the clty
would be expected to grant some as-
sistance to the project, and knowing
my friendly feelings for the family of
one who had been very prominently
connected with the Imperial Dry Dock,

Would Oppose City Grant,

“I told this citizen right there that
I would oppose the city granting orv
dollar . for assistance to-the dock,
it was a government work, and they
chould look after it; and-I also stated
that I did mot sée any necessity for
isuch a large sized dock for yea to
come. I was told that I did not un-
derstand the proposition, but I re-
plied that I understood too mach
about it already.

ment had asked his company to take
up the proposition, and the govern-
ment would permit them to take ad-
vantage of the 1912 Dry Dock Subsi-
dies Act, but while the act would en-
’nhle his company to secure a guaran-
.tee of interest for one million and
a half dellars more than the amount
for the present contract he did not
feel that they could undertake the
work of extension without further fin-
ancial assistance. Mr, Stewart’s pro-
position involved the granting by the
city of the sum of $2%,500 as a guaran-

tee for thirty-five years and th
amount with an -equal amount from
the provincial government would be
applied towards the sinking fund
vhich it would be necessary to cre-
ate in order to make the bonds more
attractive; He also intimated that they
woulq likely convert the guarantee in-

to a cash value.

Mr. Stewart's Explanations. '

“He very nicely explained that the
guarantee might not be called for, as

according to estimates prepared by
some expert, it was expected that the
dock would, in all probability, pay a
handsome profit.

“He also stated that it might be ar.
ranged that the guarantee would not
be put in operation for five y af-
ter the flotation of the company and
in this case the sinking fund would
not be operative for more than 30
years but the amount in that case
would be slightly increased.

“During the discussion Mt. Stewart
laid great stress on the possibilities
of a steel plant coming here, through
his company's efforts”as the Norton
Griffiths Co. would reclaim sufficient
land for the site, and heé mentioned
the names of the Drunfmonds with
whom they were negdtiating. In return
for the guarantees the city and the
provincial government were to be
deeded an area of land to be reclaimed
by the Norton Griffiths Co.

Some Questions.

“Mr. Stewart invited questions by
the commissioners and the Mayor ask-
ed the following: In the development
of your work at Courtenay Bay will
you require the Municipal Home site?
The reply was that they, in all prob-
ability, would. The Mayor said: ‘In
that case, I suppose you would pro-
vide another home equally as good,’
and Mr, Stewart stated that the
would expect to do so.

A Lot of fmbeciles.

“Is it any wonder that with this
short experience with the Norton Grif-
fiths Company's répresentatives, I feit
we were being congidéred as nothing
less than a lot of i iles, who were
simply overwhelmed with the impor-
tance of having sueh a large-and in-
fluential corporation in our midst, and
would be as pliablg as putty in their
hands. Feeling th;‘,thelr importance
did ‘mot impress me as strongly as it
did some of my colleagues, and that
I was not considered as progressive as
I should be in comnection with the
Norton Grifiths enferprises, at Cour-

could not be consummated until cer-

Mr, Drummond’s Call.

Some time elapsed when the Mayor
received a call from John Drummond,
one of the members of the Drummond
Corporation, during which Mr. Drum-
mond did not hesitate to say, that he
had no understanding with Mr. Stew-
art about coining here, but if they de-
cided to do so, they would come of
their own volition and would require
not only a ance from the city but
would ask ald from both the provincial
and federal governments. This fur
ther established in my mind, the im-
pression that the Norton Griffiths Co.
was simply putting up a bluff to us,
and were trying to exploit the advan-
tages of the Courténay Bay location
for their own personal benefits.

“I figured t they were trying to
impress outside concerns with the
idea that one of them could secure a
location at East St. John without the
assistance of the Norton Griffiths Co.,
and that, if the Municipal Home site
was 10 be the location for a steel plant
the sooner the county sold it at a
proper price and proceed 1o make some
provision for a new Home the better
it would be for the taxpayers, as I
certainly did not believe it possible to

roperly conduct a Home in, or ad-

nt to, the yards of a steel plant.

Suggests Sale of Option,

“In an endeavor to gécure some idea
as to Norton Griffiths’ desire to secure
the property and the value which they
would place upon it, I mentioned to a
party one day that the Home would,
in all probability, have to be sold,
and suggested that it might be pos-
sible to secure an option on it for
about $125,000, and dn selling it to

orton Griffiths Co. there should be a
profit for the broker. This party said
he would confer with them when Mr.
Stewart returned to the city, and after
some time, I was informed, that Nor-
ton Griffiths Co. did not want the
Home, and if at all not for a year or
two at least. This did not satisty me and
I felt that the Norton Griffiths Co. had
some more influential parties to serve
them than the party I am referring to;
so I kept right on looking for them to
show their hand sooner or later, with
the result that the Public Works De-
partment, or ‘the Department of Jus-
tice, wrote a letter one day to the
Municipal Council stating' that the
Norton Griffiths Co, had made appli-
cation for the use of the foreshores
of Courtenay Bay, end enquiring

Might Depreciate Value.

his lotter was written in the ea

ly part of June, 1912, and' the counc
was impliedly invited to hand over
the foreshore of the Home property to
the Norton Griffiths Co. Some cor-
respondence followed, and finally the
County Secretary was instructed to
protest against the use of the fore
shores, which comprised the shores
in front of the Potts, Municipal Home
and Dean properties, the latter prop-
erty having been acquired by the Nor-
ton Griffiths Co. This may noét appear
to you as-conclusive evidence that the
Norton Griffiths Co. 'wanted the Home
property, and that may be quite cor-
rect, but it did appear to me that the
Norton Griffiths Co., by acquiring the
foreshorein front of the Home would
very materially reduce the value of the
Home property, and if they required
the property later and had to purchase
it, they would refuse to puy as much
for the same, as if the shore rights—
if any—had not been eliminated from
the property

“Further e the activity displayed
by a certain class of politicians in
looking after the Norton Griffiths
interests, even to the extent of advis-
ing them regarding their friendship
for certain pafrties who were not
breakers of bread in the same party,
and the influential persons who were
8o deeply concerned, for the public
welfare, in the efforts of Norton
Griffiths Company, such immense in-
dustries along the eastern shore of
Courtenay Bay, but who on the side,
were more deeply interested in the
enhancement of values in that loca-
tion, made me feel more strongly tho
necessity of my going the limit in
geeking information regarding their
intentions as to the future of the Mu-
micipal Home property.

A “Bait” That Failed.

“I later permitted a few parties to
know that an option on the Municipal
Home property would be requested
of the Municipal Council, ahd believ-
ed that this information would reach
the ears of the Norton Griffiths Com-
pany and stir them up to a poidt of
glrchnle. and if successful, we would
ve Bo

bait did not talke, as they were no
doubt content to.swait the time when
the option would be asked for, and
then train their influences on the po-
gition. The next move made by the
Norton Griffiths @ompany was in a
communication to the Municipal Coun-
cil, asking to be heard in reference
to a shipbuilding plant, and this com-
munication, I think, was dated Janu-
ary 21st, 3, the first day of the
January meeting of the council, and
the letter was read to the counmcil at
the morning session of the 22nd

“At a meeting of the finance com-
mittee of the Municipal Council, and
preliminary to the regular meeting,
among other matters under considera-
tion, was the appropriation submitted
by the commisgione®s of the Municipal
Home for the year 1913, and an ite
of $2,000 for the installation of elec-
tric lights was freely discussed, and
it was the unanimous opinion of the
members of the committee that the
item should not be allowed, as the
members were aware of the fact that
it would be necessary to sell the Home
and therefore the expenditure would
be practically wasted.

A Municipal Farm,

t the meeting of the committee
in charge of legislation about the same
time a bill for the establishment of
a munieipal farm, on which the Muni.

The proposition before the council in-
volved the extension of the dock and
the establishment of a shipbuilding
plant, and without submitting any data
regarding the size of the plant, the
cost, of the same, or the evidence of
any reputable firm being willing to
locate here, simply asked that the
Municipal Council guarantee a sinking
fund of $32,600 per annum for

ation of a certain area of land for the
city and the government, and also for
the steel plant, a certain+portion was
to be applied towards the mainten-
ance of the extra area of dock and
also something for specific charges.

‘Now he appears with a proposi-
tion, requiring the $65,000 per annum
for providing a sinking fund for bonds
covering the cost of the whole dock,
and he suggests increasing the rate
of interest to 4 per cent.

“Under the present contract, with
a guarantee of 3 1-2 per cent on the
estimated cost of the dock—$4,000,000
~-and this is Mr. Stewart's statement
re cost in answer to my questions,
when before the council, the cash
value of the present guarantee is $2,-
600,000, and the actual cost of th
dock being $4 000,000, the loss on this
contract is $1,400,000. The low cash
value of $2,600,000 being accounted
for by the fact of there being no sink-
ing fund provided.

Decided On Another Option

“I decided to have another option
applied for and the price this .time,
was $75,000 and I think you all heard
ﬂ‘w noise, as if something dropped.
The only thing that worried some,
was that it wag evidently the price of
real estate, others, that, it might be
the Norton Griffiths Co. that dropped,
others that the chance for that ship-
building plant bonus was looking
glomy, and many other worries, but
the poor publi¢c and the mass of tax-
payers, they were simply used as a
(buffer for these worried ones to roll
against and express thelr horror at
such a proceeding, as to even sell the
Home at all, and the Home Commis-
sioners had not even been considered
in the matter. Then the price, simply
ridiculous,~—well my answer to that is
that if it is such a small price, the
property is open yet to bidders, and
when you get high enough, you will
get a title to it, and the proceeds will
go to the taxpayers, as was always
intended from the first.

Not a Ridiculous Price.

“In regard to the price of $75,000
in the 1 ast option this price neged not
be considered as a ridiculous one, only
by parties who are interested in keep-
ing up such inflated prices as have
existed in that, and other, sections
for some time, 8pd which prices, are
not by any means legitimate values,
and nothing has appeared to date, to
warrant them.

“The last option was applied for,
and when the jetter was read you are
all aware of what occurred, and it is
not necessary to repeat i t, but I was
somewhat astonished to hear one of
the ¢ouncillors 8 that. he did not
think it was neBéssary to. sell the
property at presént, as it would be
good for years toF e, and would
well serve the purpope. This same

“The private meeting in the court
house was certalnly the nigger in the
woodpile but as all the members were
there and left together it does look
bad for the opponents of the resolu-
tion to give the option.

Fels Action Was Right.

“Ine onclusion I may say (hiﬂ I still
feel that we did the right thing in
voting for the option and this will be

proven to you before the term of the

option has expired, but I do not pro-
pse to take you any further into my
confidence at present other than to
say that the option has been voted on,
and it will be expected that it will be
signed, but you need have no fear that
anything will be done regarding the
disposition of the property that will
not meet with the approval of the ma
jority of the-taxpayers.

“You will have every reason to be-
lieve that every councillor' who may
have displeased you for a few days Is
entitled. to your respect and of one
thing you may vest assured that he
voted for what he believed to be in the
best interests of \you -all.

“Finally, I would ask you to remem-
ber that there never was one dollar
offered for the property and there is
no person representing you 8t the
council who could possibly be so‘fool-
ish as to refuse an offer of $150,000 a
few weeks ago and now accept seven-
ty-five thousand.

How the Naval Force of the Mi-
kado Compares with Uncle
Sam’s Navy—lJapan Com-
ing to the Front.

Washington, May 22.—Recent re-
ports from Tokio to the effect that the
Japanese Government had let con-
tracts for three additional dread-
naughts of the Fuso type has created
considerable interest among officers
of the navy as to the effect of these
new vessels upon the relative naval
strength of the two Powers. These
additional vessels will give Japan a
lead over the United States of three
capital war vessels authorized and
building. Japan authorized one battle
cruiser in 1910, and one battleghip, the
Fuso, of 30,000 tons and three battle |
cruisers of the Kongo class.

In naval strength afloat, however,
the United States so far surpagses
Japan that it will be some years be-
fore her navy will be equal to that of
the United States. This Government
has eight dreadnaughts afloat, as com-
pared with two Japanese ships of sim-
ilar type, and twenty-four battleships
of the pre-dreadnaught period, as com-
pared with Japan's thirteen, Japan
has thirteen armored cruisers, as com-
pared with eleven owned by the Unit-
ed Stated. In other cruisers the two
nations are about evenly matched, the
United States having fifteen and Jap-
an fourteen. Japan surpasses the
| United States in number of des -
{ers, having fifty-eicht, as against

torpedo boats Japan also has a lead
there being fifty-four in Japan and
nineteen in this country. In subma-
rines the United States has twenty-
three and Japan has thirteen.

The Japanese have in the last few
years reduced the time of construc-
tion of their capital war vessels. It
took ¢ out five yeirs to construct the
battleships Satstma and Aki, which
were among the first war vessgels built
by the Japanese in the navy
yards. In the battleship the

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Serious Result of Row in Sail-
ors’Boarding House—Peace-
maker Badly Stabbed—Guil-
ty Man Promptly Arrested.

A row with serious results took
place in the sailors’ boarding house
at the end of the South Market wharf
late Friday night and William Lilian-
er, a 24 year old Finlander, was ar-
rested on the charge of cutting John
Sjrostron with a knife.

Lilianer was in a room with a Nor-
weglan sailor and, it is said, had been
somewhat under the influence of
liquor, The men had words and final-
ly came to blows. John 8jrostron, who
is proprietor of the boarding house,
and Car]l Lundale, a boarder, were in
the kitchen of the house playing
checkers.

It was about 11.30 o’clock when the
row started and when they heard the
nolse the two checker players hasten.
ed to the room to separate the fight-
ers. Lilianer had drawn a knife dur-
ing the row, and, as Sjrostron rushed
between the two men, made a down-
ward slash and the sharp blade caught
Sjrostron near the top of the head on
tLe left side and made a long deep
cut clear down past his cheek bone,
Lundale, who also tried to separate
the fighters, réceived a cut on the
hand.

When it was seen that the boarding
house master had been ‘badly eut the
fight stopped.

With blood streaming down his
face, Sjrostron rushed from the house
and went to the office of Dr. Skinnér
where the wound was dressed. It took
seven stitches to close the cut,

A boarder who saw the cutting, and
the injury received by the boarding
master, thought that he had been kil-
led and rushed to the Water Street
lockup where he found Sergt Caples
with Patrolmen Ross and Addison.
In an excited manner the man inform-
ed the officers that a man had been
killed in the boarding house and there
was a rush to the scene of the sup-
posed murder. When the police arriv-

se they found it in much
disorder and excitement but were re-
lieved to learn that the boarding
house master was not killed. Lilianer
was rointed out to the'officers as the
man who used the knife and was plac.
ed under arrest. The prisoner said he
was sorry that he caused the injury
to the boarding house master but that
he was not through with the man with
whom he had been fighting and would
get after him on some future occa-
sion,
