EGRO PROGRESS Nine members of a lynching mob 

in Douglas, Ga., had the surprise of 
their lives when Judge Harry D. 
Reed gave eight of them prison 
terms and the ninth, who was mob 
leader, a life term in the penitenti­
ary. They expected to go free after 
a perfunctory trial. The judge made 
this admirable statement in explana­
tion of his course:

“Lynching is a menace to the 
rights and liberties of the American 
individual, and should be regarded 
so by every intelligent community. 
It is as much out of place in our 
modern civilization as would be the 
burning of witches.

“When a community makes pub­
lic the fact that it will bend every 
effort to apprehend lynchers with­
out loss of time ,and mete out pun­
ishment to them, there will be few 
cases of lynching in that communi­
ty.”

Certainly that is the way to stop 
lynching, aided, of course by prompt 
and adequate punishment of such 
crimes as have invited lynching in 
the past.

That is also the way to banditry. 
Likewise bootlegging—El Centro, 
Calif.

Los Angeles, Cal.—“I would not 
advise any American born Negro to 
go back to Africa,” Vera Simonton, 
author of “Hell’s Playground” from 
which the much discussed play, 
“White Cargo” was dramatized, 
told the correspondent at the Bilt­
more Hotel here recently. “The 
lines between the races are strictly 
drawn; there are no hotel or rooming 
house accommodations and while 
the natives would welcome them, 
their primitive customs would be un­
bearable to the American Negro. It 
would be slaughter to send them 
there. Yes,” she answered to my 
question, “every foot of ground in 
Africa is owned or claimed by some 
country.
. As to female domestic servants, 

there are none, according to Miss 
Simonton who is considered an au­
thority on the African, “you always 
hear the foreign explorers refer to 
their ‘boy’ servants. The reason for 
this is because the morals of the 
white men are so low the natives 
refuse to permit their women to 
work for them.”

“The Negroes of America are 
very loyal to their country; there 
are no traitors among them and they 
have no other home,” explained 
Miss Simonton who is known among 
her intimate friends as “Africanus.” 
“The Negro who has been fortunate 
enough to leave Africa is done with 
the country forever. Yes, I am bit­
terly opposed to mixed marriages 
for they always mean damnation for 
both parties concerned.”

“I believe in every educational and 
economic opportunity for the Negro; 
I have the highest and most sincere 
respect for them and believe there 
are no heights which cannot be ob­
tained by them. The younger gene­
ration is breaking away from the 
oppression of other years. They 
should keep their race pure like the 
Chinese and Japanese; the past is 
past, but the present and future 
can be controlled. There is no folk 
lore like the Negro spirituals. Ne­
groes can and should write about 
people other than themselves; brains 
cannot be controlled.”

“I would not be ashamed of the

Los Angeles, Cal. — The West, 

and Los Angeles in particular, has 
lost its only colored police captain. 
Captain of Detectives William W. 
Glenn has handed in his resignation 
that took effect the night of Decem­
ber 31st, 1926, ending 23 years of 
faithful service.

At the time of his retirement, 
Captain Glenn commanded the de­
tective division of Newton Station, 
and white, as well as colored detec­
tives of the Newton division were 
assigned to their duties by the very 
capable officer.

Captain Glenn worked his way up 
from a beat walking patrol and was 
the oldest Negro officer in point of 
service on the Los Angeles police 
force.

The Captain was eligible for re­
tirement at the end of 20 years, but 
stayed with his duties three more 
years, this past year reaching the 
rank of captain and he will receive 
half of a captain’s salary for the 
balance of his life. . . .

As a token of appreciation the re­
tiring officer is being presented with 
a diamond studden badge by his 
many friends, Los Angeles citizens 
and members of the Los Angeles 
Police Department.

Although Los Angeles has several 
lieutenant detectives of the Race, it 
will probably be some time before 
any of them will have enough time 
to take the examination for captain. 
In Los Angeles the position is gain­
ed through a certain period of actual 
experience and a civil service exam­
ination Lieut. McDuff, exalted 
ruler of the local Elks, is next in line 
for captaincy.

Chicago, January 5.—Since free­

dom from slavery, American Ne­
groes have acquired property in the 
United States valued at $1,800,000,- 
000, and now own 34,000 square 
miles of land, Dr. Mordecai W. 
Johnson, recently named as the 
first Negro president of Howard 
University, Washington, D. C., told 
the Chicago Forum.

The college of 2,000 students was 
described in the forum’s announce­
ment as “the largest cultural insti­
tution for colored people in the 
country.” For nearly half a cen­
tury its leadership has been white. 
Dr. Johnson related to his Chicago 
audience that he had worked in Chi­
cago as a waiter to earn an educa­
tion at the University of Chicago. 
He commended the helpful attitude 
of his employer in encouraging his 
efforts at self-improvement.

Ten thousand Negro men and 
women during the last 5 years have 
obtained degrees in universities and 
colleges of United States, and have 
produced research work of the first 
rank, Howard University’s president 
reported. There are now 34,000 
Negro churches with more than 
4,000,000 members and these 
churches are independent and self- 
sustaining, he added.

The great encouragement in Ne­
gro progress is not in the quantity 
of achievement, but the fact that 
“the race has started on a great and 
good enterprise to promote self-re­
spect and hope and a better citizen­
ship,” Dr. Johnson emphasized.

It is highly significant to Negro 
leaders, he added, that the amount 
of illiteracy in the race in America 
has been reduced since emancipa­
tion from 90 to 22 per cent. He ask­
ed that educators give serious con­
sideration to appointment of Negro 
Professors on the faculties of larger 
universities and commended the 
University of Chicago for its service 
to education in this respect.

To illustrate the yearning for 
knowledge to be found among 
Negro students in colleges, Dr.

“Life and Customs of the Savages of 
Central Africa”; “Housekeeping in 
Savage Africa;” “Christianity vs. 
Mohammedanism in Africa;” “My 
Experiences in the Canary Islands” 
and others.

The Death of John Macdonald

■111 At the approach of the new year 
a great man passed away. The late 
John Macdonald was a great man, 
not only because he was a thorough­
going business man, an ardent 
Christian, nor yet because he be­
longed to scores of organizations 
whose aims and objects were the 
betterment of humanity. But his 
greatness consisted in the fact that 
his big and generous heart re­
sponded to every need of his fellow- 
man. We have wondered why Pro­
vidence did not spare him to see the 
dawning of the New Year. Perhaps 
it was because his God had decreed 
that he should have a happier New 
Year than it is possible for us poor 
human beings to conceive of as a fit­
ting reward for true service and un­
selfish devotion.

Viewing the scores of organiza­
tions of which he was a member and 
to which he gave unstintedly of his 
means, his energy and his extraor­
dinary ability, we find that by far 
the majority of them were societies 
for the betterment of living things 
—organizations which gave far more 
than they received. He had caught 
true vision and the right meaning of 
life, the vision which Christ brought 
to the world—that in order to find 
and to obtain real life and life in 
fullness and in abundance one must 
forget one’s self in the service of 
others.

Mr. Macdonald was blessed by 
birth with station in life and with 
material wealth. This fact, however, 
instead of lifting him beyond the 
cares of his unfortunate brothers, 
seems to have drawn him closer to 
them. No class of people with him 
was too humble to work for nor to 
give his full measure of devotion.

The colored people of Toronto for 
generations to come will ever re­
member him. The A. M. E. church 
and its parsonage, free and unin­
cumbered as they now are, stand as 
a lasting tribute to his genuine inte­
rest in the colored people. And not 
only this. His magnanimous spirit 
has taught hundreds of others that 
even black men and black women 
are also children of the living God 
and that Christ was concerned over 
human needs rather than over race 
or color.

New York.—The National Asso­
ciation for the Advancement of Col­
ored People has received a clipping 
from The African World, quoting 
from an address delivered in Cape 
Town, South Africa, by the well- 
known British publicist, Philip Kerr 
who warned his hearers of a world 
divided on color lines in the next 
century. The African World para­
phrases this part of Mr. Kerr’s ad­
dress as follows:

“There was no doubt that color 
was entering more and more into the 
international relations of the world. 
The Asiatic was becoming race con­
scious and color conscious. The Af­
rican was tending to do the same 
thing.

“As they knew color was an in­
gredient, if they introduced it into 
politics or society, which acted as 
an irritant.

“Undoubtedly it would require all 
the statesmanship that the world 
possessed to prevent the world from 
lining up on color lines in the next 
century. He said that in every oth­
er country in which we had people 
who had got to deal with color prob­
lems or to consider that aspect of 
the question if once they allowed 
international politics to become or­
ganized on color lines they were in­
troducing an element which would 
be far more difficult to deal with 
than any of the sort of racial feelings 
and passions which divided coun­
tries on a minor scale. There was 
no doubt that color was going to be 
one of the most acute problems.”

The Harmon awards 
are made through the Commission 
on Church and Race Relations of 
the Federal Council of Churches of 
Christ in America. Fine arts, sci­
ence, education, literature, industry, 
religion, music and race relations 
are the fields covered by the last- 
named awards.

All these awards should have a 
stimulating effect on the Negro race 
and spur it on to heights hitherto 
considered out of its grasp. Already 
they have shown that in attempting 
to stamp the Negro os a “hewer of 
wood and drawer of water” a virgin 
field of creative ability is being 
trampled underfoot.”

New York.—The National Asso­
ciation for the Advancement of Col­
ored People, 69 Fifth Avenue, has 
received a letter from its field secre­
tary, William Pickens, now lecturing 
in Europe, announcing that an arti­
cle written by him on “The Race 
Problem in America” has been ac­
cepted for publication in the Janu­
ary number of La Revue des Na­
tions, an international magazine 
published in Geneva, Switzerland.

In the course of his article, Mr. 
Pickens interprets the race problem 
in America as being “essentially an 
economic struggle, but an economic 
struggle sharpened and enlivened 
by race differences.” He asserts 
that “the keeping down of the Ne­
gro has proven to be the least trou­
blesome way of keeping down white 
labor and white ‘under dogs’ in 
America. Labor and the disadvan­
taged whites are beginning to show 
a slight sense of this situation; Ne­
groes are being more and more ad­
mitted into the unions and liberal 
movements are welcoming and even 
inviting the participation of the Ne­
gro on equal terms with white mem­
bers. The solution of the “race prob­
lem” will be a vanishing of the 
‘color line’ into a class or economic 
line.”

Mr. Pickens, also asserts that “the 
world’s greatest miscegenator is op­
pression and that slavery is the 
veritable high road to the mixing of 
racial bloods.” He cites Mississippi 
and South Carolina “where inter­
marriage of black and white is for­
bidden by the strictest written and 
the most savage unwritten laws,” 
there being greatest percentage of 
mixed bloods in those states than in
