Hung L,hang and M. De Giers, the
Russian minister to China, had a
lengthy conference today, after which
it was announced that Li Hung Chang
‘would depart for Pekin tomorrow.
Peaceful conditions prevail.

The failure of the Russians to re-
build the railway to “Pekin is causing
talk among the commanders of the res-
toration of the line to English owners
fo: re-construction and operation.

The sick among the Americans are
being sent to the hospital ship Maine,
which will sail soon for Nagasaki and

Yokohama,
TUAN’S TOOL.

Berlin, Oct. 5.—The Lokal Anzeiger’s
Shanvbn.i correspondent says that Lu
Chuan Lin, recently appointed presi-
dent of the grand council, is a tool of
Prince Tuan.

THE LONDON PRESS.

London, Oct. 5, 4 a.m.—The London
morning papers are virtually en-
grossed by the parliamentary general
election. They have lttlie to say about
the new German note. The Daily News,
which describes it as ‘“clear, straight-
forward and manly,” expressed a hope
that all the European powers and also
the United States will agree with &m-
peror Willlam’s latest proposal.

British correspondents in China con-
tinue to complain of the “weak atti-
tude” displayed by Great Britain and
the United States as well as the other
powers in withdrawing from Pekin
and in displaying a yielding mood.

A. landing party from the British ar-
mored cruiser Aurora has occupied
Shing Wan Tao.

NEW RAIL/WAY.

An order has been sent to Shang-
hai for the immediate delivery of a
plant for the construction of a branch
railroad from Tang Ho, on the Gulf
of IAao Tung, to Ching Wian Tao; also
for the erection of a pier #o which
ships may be moored. It is expected
that the work will be completed within
two months, thus securing facilities for
a winter port.

The Germans have demanded pos-
sesson of the rallroad between Tien
Tsin and Pekin, and the Russisans
have agreed to let them have it. The
Germans will shortly begin to repair
the road between Yamg MTsun and Pe-
Kin.

BITS OF CHINA.

The Dutch warships Gelderland and
Holland have suddenly been ordered to
Swatow and Amoy respectively.

The receipts for the
year ending Sept. 30, were §13,717 96,
which, with a balance of $9,638 02, made
a total of $23,355 98. The disbursements
were “$14,829 52, leaving a bhalance of
$8,526 46 on hand. The  association’s
only liabilities consist of a $3,000 mort-
gage on the Home for Incurabples.

The several other reports presented
at the meeting were very satisfactory,
The relief committee reported an ex-
penditure of ovr $500. Thre were now
74 inmates in the Home for Aged IPeo-
ple, 23 in the Home for Incurables, 6
in the Women’s Refuge and 17 in the
Infants’ Home. The devotional com-
mittee of the association arranged for
all the religious services at the insti-
tutions.

‘¥Forward, Medical Men.
'A few géars ago a number of Lon-
don’s well-known doctors started ‘the‘
London Medical School. It was no
small undertaking, and some thought

it was doomed to defeat, -but instead
of defeat it prospered and increased
from year to year. Its professors kept
the best ideals before them, and their
students successfully passed the ex-
aminations at Toronto. The London
Medical School is now, in point of pro-
ficiency, equal to any, and in some re-
spects a student might well prefer it
to any other. ©One important consid-
eration is that he can have a better
opportunity to see operations than in
most other schoals.

Canada boasts of its educational
system, ‘and justly claims that it is
as good as any, and better than most.
A medical school, though for e special
purpose, is but a part of the system,
and should be strengthened and per-
fected in every way in which it can,
and every facility it can obtaln should
e obtained.

In this connection the erectiom of an
infirmary at the asylum is worth
mentioning. Dr. Bucke has & con-
tinental reputation, and Dr. Hobbs
in certain specialties, has already
made his mark.

While
working near the wvillage of Chesley ia
1886 he married Priscilla Jane Winch,
the 18-year-old daughter of a respeot-
able couple living on the town line
vetween Bentick and Elderslee, The
couple lived together until four wyeams
ago, when Boyd came teo London to
live, bringing one of the children
with him, and leaving Murs. Boyd,
with the other two children, im a vil-
lage mear Wiarton. While HMving in
London Boyd worked as a laborer in
e number ¢f faciories.

Mrs. Boyd tr me to the city
rom Chesley _\'z:;iv,\ ,ay on heaning of
the arrest of her busband, Mrs. Boyd,
who is 32 years old, tell® a story which
doss not speak well for the prisoner.
Since her marriage, on Sept. 80, 1886,
she ®ays, she has had considerabie
trouble. Boyd led hLier to believe that
he owned comsidermable property, but
in less than two mouths after the mar-
riage Boyd wae sued for the price of
his wedding suit. Since that titne Boyd
has Mved in many places, and wife
No. 1 says that sns had to send to her
father 1o tuke her home, 23 she was
starving. Boyd left her for short per-
iods, during cne of which he is alleged
to have been living
man, but in epite of all Mrs.
wag willing to forgive him. After he
came to London Mrs. Boyd went to th c
Northwvest and wor ked as o domestic,

The London police knew nothing of
the prisoner untll one o'clock on
Wedneszday, when they received a lei-
ter from wife No. 1, inquiring if he
had been married here in June. Be-
fore seven o'clock that evening they
logated Boyd in Hamilion, and had
hira arrgsted. He does not deny hav-
ing maxried Miss Tasker in Juone, bt
his says he 414 so, believing his frst
wife had died as the result ¢f an
eperatiog performed in the hospital
at Winnipeg. He charges Mis. Boyd
with deserting him for another man-—
a charge whioh the firet wife says is
absclutely without foundation.

ANOTHER PROCLAMATION.

various districts, and needed changes
in the laws so that they will - snform
to present eomditions. Lord Roberts
has also caused to be gazetted a no-
tice providing Zor uniformity in the
ireatment of the inhabitants of Vaal
and Orange River Colonies. Barghers,
awho, surrendering 'volunta.ril'y, will not
e transported, but this order will not
apply to prominent military end po-
litical personages, nor to thoss who
violate the oath of submission, nor to
foreignerns.

A Cape Town special sayes that it is_
reported that Lord Roberts’ troops are
burning the homegteads of the Boers
who are still in the field. The homes,
destroyed belong mostly to the men
of Dewel’s command.
