PORTRAIT PAINTER IN A PICKLE.

PARIS. March 20.—A decision was 
rendered today in the suit brought by 
Sir Wiliam Eden against James Whist­
ler, the artist, to compel the latter to 
deliver Lady Eden’s portrait and to pay 
£40 damages for having delayed the de­
livery. The portrait was exhibited in 
the Champ de Mars salon, and when 
the salon closed the artist, owing to a 
dispute over the price of the picture, 
refused to deliver it to Sir William, who 
thereupon instituted proceedings. When 
the case first came to trial Whistler 
stated that he had effaced the head of 
the portrait. Today’s decision directs 
Whistler to return the picture and to re­
turn Sir William’s check with interest 
at 5 per cent. The artist is also con­
demned to pay £20 damages and the 
cost of the proceedings.

Jos. Booths, laborer on the Dartmouth 
(N. 8.) brandi railroad, was killed by 
a pile of falling earth at an excavation 
Tuesday afternoon. He belonged to 
Prince Edward Island.

Thomas Lee Baker, of St. Catharines, 
died at his home on Tuesday. The acci­
dent that caused his death occurred on 
Thursday night last, when he was 
thrown out of his sleigh in his yard and 
his skull was fractured.

Mr. John Armstrong, of McKellar, 
died at Parry Sound on Monday from 
pneumonia. Deceased was a brother of 
the late Sheriff Armstrong, who died on 
the 3rd inst. Mr. Armstrong was a 
pioneer of the district, having resided 
there for 28 years. He was an earnest 
Methodist in religion and a Reformer 
in politics.

The Hamilton Presbytery on Wed­
nesday passed a resolution indorsing 
the action of the Lord’s Day Alliance 
in its efforts to have the Government 
insert into the proposed bill to be in- 
produced in the Legislature a clause 
forbidding electric railway companies 
trom carrying on their traffic on Sun­
days.

A terrible boiler explosion occurred 
shortly before noon Wednesday in S. T. 
King’s steam sawmill at Kingsville, 
near Fairville, N. B., in which one life 
was lost and several persons were in­
jured. The mill had only been in oper- 
ation about a fortnight. Wellington 
Smyth was instantly killed and four 
others — McGuire, Murphy, Galbraith 
and Sonwell—were more or less hurt.

LICENSE HOLDERS’ DEPUTATION.

TORONTO, March 20.—A large depu­
tation of the members of the License 
Holders’ Protective Association, which 
is in convention in the city, waited 
upon the Government this evening 
with President Moxley at its head and 
Lawyer Haverson as its spokesman. 
Their requests were numerous, and 
were contained in a series of resolu- 
tons which had been adopted during 
the day at their meeting down in the 
city. In their behalf Mr. Haverson 
made a lengthy and clear argument. 
Some of their propositions were as fol­
lows:

To have the number of licenses to 
be issued in various municipalities fixed 
for a term of years.

To adopt a uniform closing hour for 
the whole Province.

To allow holders of shop licenses to 
sell tobacco, cigars and cigarettes in 
unbroken packages.

To leave transfers of licenses entire­
ly in the hands of the license commis­
sioners.

That taverns be allowed to supply 
guests, travelers and boarders with 
liquors during prohibited hours.

That license holders be competent, 
but not compellable witnesses in 
charges against themselves.

That holders of shop licenses be al­
lowed to sell liquor in sealed half-pint 
packages.

That druggists should not be allowed 
to sell liquor except for dispensing pur­
poses.

All the members of the Government 
were present. Sir Oliver told the depu­
tation he did not think there would be 
any legislation this session dealing 
with the license law.

THE SESSION.
The majority against the Opposition 

reached high-water mark today, for 
Mr. Whitney’s attempt to get the Gov­
ernment to indorse the Dominion Gov­
ernment recently announced determina­
tion to give financial help to the but­
ter men was defeated by no less than 
39 majority, the Conservatives muster­
ing only 21 votes.

Mr. Whitney had two resolutions up­
on the subject upon the order paper. 
The first, of a general nature, that the 
butter trade deserves encouragement, 
which was passed without opposition. 
The second one was to the effect that 
the House had observed with satisfac­
tion the Dominion Government's offer 
to buy creamery butter at 20 cents a 
pound, and urged upon the Government 
that it provide such other aid as might 
be found necessary from time to time. 
Mr. Whitney’s remarks upon this sub­
ject were brief, his contention being 
that in the depressed state of the coun­
try this industry should be aided, and 
that the House should recognize that 
one Government at least had made an 
effort to solve the question of aided in­
dustries.

Hon. Mr. Dryden made a strong 
speech in opposition to this proposi­
tion. He first made the point that the 
industry selected by the Opposition 
was the chief one, which was on a 
good basis. The trouble with the but­
ter trade, he said, was not that Canada 
does not produce good butter, but there 
were no facilities for putting it on the 
English market in good condition, and 
that the best butter is not sent to Eng­
land at all. The feeling in the Cream­
eries’ Association, he said, had been 
emphatically in favor of cold storage 
facilites for butter shipments, but 
against bonusing the trade. He ac­
cordingly moved an amendment ap­
proving of arrangements being made 
to put the Province’s butter trade on a 
better footing as regards cold storage 
in transportation, and to erect a cold 
storage building at the terminal ponts 
in Britain.

The attitude of the Patrons was ex­
pressed by Mr. J. S. Macdonald, who 
said that he was opposed to bonuses, 
but approved of the line of help by 
means of cold storage. He thought the 
butter trade should stand on its own 
merits.

There was some further debate, Hon. 
Mr. Ross effectively showing that the 
motion was a campaign dodge on the 
part of the Conservatives, and saying 
that the House was not called upon to 
lubricate the wheels of the Ottawa Gov­
ernment with butter. After a few 
more short speeches the amendment 
was carried by a vote of 60 to 21. Even 
the three P. P. A. members deserted the 
Conservatives and voted with the Gov­
ernment, while Mr. Kidd deserted the 
Patrons and voted with the Conserva­
tives.

Tn the evening the House did a good 
night’s work, sending a large number 
of bills on to the various standing com­
mittees.

to the Cabinet.
AGAINST CANADIAN COPYRIGHT.

LONDON, March 20.—The Society of 
Authors secured more than 1,000 signa- 
tares to its petition against the Cana­
dian copyright. All the most conspic­
uous writers and publishers signed it. 
The petition is now in the hands of Lord 
Ripon, Secretary of the Colonies. 
HELP FOR NEWFOUNDLANDERS.

LONDON, March 20.—Sir Herbert 
Murray, formerly chairman of the cus­
toms department, wil start tomorrow 
for Newfoundland to distribute a relief 
fund for the Imperial Government. In 
colonial circles the appointment is crit- 
icised severely on the ground that Mr. 
Murray has had no official or other ex­
perience in the colonies.

THE G. O. M.
LONDON, March 20.—It is announced 

that Mr. Gladstone will return to Eng­
land at the end of the present week, 
and it is expected that he will deliver 
an address in the House of Commons 
as a tribute to Right Hon. Arthur Wel- 
lesly Peel, the retiring Speaker. The 
leaders in the House are in hopes that 
the ex-Premier will act as a mediator 
in the Speakership deadlock.

FUR PRICES IMPROVED.
LONDON, March 20.—At the Hudson 

Bay fur sale this year there has been 
a decided advance in prices. Marten 
jumped 75 per cent above the price re­
alized last year, while mink went up 15 
per cent. Otter, fisher and lynx main- 
tained the prices of last year, but there 
was a slight decrease in foxes. The sale 
as a whole, however, is regarded as 
most satisfactory.

MARINE MISHAPS.
LONDON, March 20.—The British 

steamer Nubia, from London for Cal­
cutta, is ashore fifteen miles west of 
Aden. She will be obliged to lighter in 
order to get afloat. Assistance has been 
sent to her.

A dispatch from Seville says the 
Spanish steamer Carpio, which sailed 
hence for that port on Feb. 27, is sup­
posed to have been lost in recent heavy 
gales, and it is believed all her crew 
has perished.

THE ELBE DISASTER.
ROTTERDAM. March 20.—The trial 

of action of the North German Lloyd 
Steamship Company against the owners 
of the British steamer Crathie for dam­
age for the loss of the Elbe was called 
in court here today. Counsel for de­
fendants said it had been impossible 
to prepare their case in the short time 
that had elapsed since the action was 
commenced, and asked that the trial be 
postponed for eight days. The request 
was granted. The court sat with closed 
doors.

Total—TORONTO, March 20.—The expert 
medical testimony given by Dr. Arthur 
J. Johnson in behalf of the crown was 
the important feature of this morning’s 
session of the Hyams case. The doctor 
swore that it was imposible that all the 
injuries found on the skull could have 
been caused by one blow. There must 
certainly have been two blows, perhaps 
two more. One blow was dealt from 
behind and the other in front. If the 
eight had fallen from the story above 
the skull must have been crushed in. It 
was impossible for the weight to fall 
on a man standing erect, knock him 
down and then tilt over on the head, 
and for the head to be in the condition 
in which it was. Such a blow would cut 
like a knife. The bones of the neck and 
body are all right—a fact which could 
not agree with the theory of the head 
being struck vertically, as claimed in 
the prisoners’ statement.

The cross-examination did not shake 
the doctor’s evidence in any way.

COMMITTED FOR TRIAL.
The Hyams brothers, H. P. and Dal­

las, charged with the murder of Wm. 
C. Wells two years ago while he was an 
employe of a warehouse on Colborne 
street, run by them as a commission 
and storage place, and on whose life a 
large insurance was carried, were this 
evening committed for trial by Police 
Magistrate Denison, after a preliminary 
examination extending over several 
days.

Mr. E. F. B. Johnston, Q.C., made a 
stong plea against the committal of 
Dallas Hyams. He claimed the crown 
had not produced an atom of evidence 
to connect him with the alleged crime.

Mr. Curry, on behalf of the crown, re- 
plied, detailing the evidence and claim­
ing it was impossible to disassociate 
the two men.

The police magistrate, in giving his 
decision, declared that although the 
case of Dallas Hyams was weaker than 
that against his brother, several mat­
ters were brought out upon which he 
did not feel justified in rendering a de­
cision. The case, he said, should go to 
a grand jury. The prisoners were, 
therefore, committed.
The strong point for the crown was 
the testimony, of Dr. G. H. Richardson, 
who as an expert fully corroborated 
the evidence of Dr. Caven and Dr. 
Johnston. He agreed with them that 
it was inconceivable that the falling 
weight could have left the head in the 
condition in which it was found, or 
that the injuries could have been all 
caused by one blow. He was .rather 
more pronounced than his medical 
brethren in his view that the fracture 
On the right side of the head was caused 
by a blow from a hammer or some 
other instrument, thus corroborating 
the theory of the crown that deceased 
was struck down by a weapon before 
the weight fell or was placed on him

issue or that he discovered the danger. He 
merely formulated one and concreted the 
other.

It has always been so. When the con­
ditions are ripe, there arrives a man who 
forges them into action. Dr. Parkhurt 
arrived, so far as we are concerned, on the 
morning of Feb. 14, 1892.

Three years. Consider it. He stood up 
alone and hurled his honesty in the face 
of Tammany. Looking back now across 
the narrow strip of time, with this book, 
"Our Fight with Tammany,” before us, 
all historic precedents are pushed out of 
sight by the celerity, the completeness and 
the uncompromising sincerity of the tri­
umph.

That 14th of February is so close behind 
us that, even in the rush and pressure of 
our life, we can still measure its initiative 
and recall the first effects. The solitary 
clergyman gave voice to the deep-seated 
but until then the unexpressed loathing 
of all the conservative elements of our 
metropolis. This is what he said:

“There is not a form under which the 
devil disguises himself that so perplexes 
us in our efforts, or so bewilders us in the 
devising of our schemes as the polished, 
harpies that, under the pretense of gov­
erning this city, are feeding day and night 
on its quivering vitals. They are a lying, 
perjured, rum-soaked and libidinous lot.”

One incident in his fight is worth refer­
ring to, as his reference to it in the book 
marks with fine emphasis his own inde­
pendence of character, and his admirable 
renunciation of the mawkish sentiment­
ality of our times. When he delivered 
his first sermon he presented only the facts 
of general report, and he was assailed 
from all sides with the challenge to pro­
duce names and places. A thousand 
clergymen had been squelched before by 
that invitation—which was also a threat. 
This time it encountered the wrong man.

Dr. Parkhurst set out and got the facts 
for himself.

Counsel for Defense Make No Argument 
—Case Given to the Jury, Who 

Are Locked Up for 
the Night.

MELILyBUFFALO, N. Y., March 20.—Curios­
ity as to what the line of defense would 
be in the Robinson case was speedily 
set at rest when the court opened this 
morning. Judge Hardesty, counsel for 
the prisoners, arose and moved the dis­
missal of the charges on the ground 
that the prosecution have not made out 
a case; that the alleged confessions had 
not been shown to have been voluntar­
ily made; that the evidence therein re­
ferred to another crime than that 
charged in the indictment, and that 
there is no evidence that the defend­
ants were in the vicinity of the crime 
when it was perpetrated.

Judge Hatch overruled the motion, 
and then Judge Hardesty said: "Your 
honor, we put in no further defense. 
We stand upon the questions of law."

A breathless silence followed this un­
expected announcement.

District Attorney Kenefick, address­
ing the jury, said that despite the fact 
that the attorneys of the defense be­
lieved it their duty in the interests 
of their clients to dispense with argu­
ment, he felt it to be his to put before, 
them the facts bearing on the murder 
of Montgomery Gibbs by Sadie Robin­
son. Mr. Kenefick then went over the 
case from beginning to end, making a 
terrible arraignment. When he asked 
it the false words of Sadie were to be 
considered against those of responsible 
witnesses Sadie broke down and sobbed 
pitifully. Again, when he referred to 
her as an adventuress she sprang from 
her chair and shouted, “I’m not an ad- 
venturess."

The Patrons of the south riding of 
Middlesex are at present without a 
candidate to represent them in the com­
ing contest for the House of Commons.

Accordingly a conven- 
lion with closed doors was held in the 
county buildings yesterday afternoon, 
and every lodge in the riding was well 
represented.

The resignation of Mr. Bogue was 
read. It gave ill-health as the cause 
of his withdrawal. Mr. Bogue's action 
was regarded wth regret, but it did not 
put a damper on the ardor of those 
present. The resignation was accepted, 
and nominations were called for, the 
following being named: D. Steele, of 
Lobo; D. Currie, Westminster; L. A. 
Welsh, Strathroy; J. W. Crinklaw, of 
Westminster, and T. Lane, of Dorches­
ter. The first ballot was decidedly in 
favor of Mr. Steele, but that gentleman 
declined for private reasons. Otherwise 
he would have been glad to go to the 
electors. The second choice was Mr. 
Crinklaw, but he, too, declined to stand, 
and the election of a candidate was ad­
journed until Thursday, April 4.

A resolution by Wm. Foster and J. 
W. Crinklaw was carried as follows: 
“This convention expresses its appre­
ciation and approval of the course pur­
sued by Bro.

BOOTS AND SHOES IN EVIDENCE.
Our city contemporary tardily ad­

mits that the N. P. has not raised, or 
maintained, the wages of boot and shoe 
operatives, but it pretends that a tariff 
which taxes the manufacturers raw 
material to an extent, in many cases 
greater than the so-called “protection 
on the manufactured article, is a benefit 
to the manufacturer and to the w rker.

Boot and shoe manufacturers who 
know their business a great deal better 
than the politics manufacturer of our 
contemporary, take issue with the Free 
Press.

Experienced boot and shoe workers 
in this city and elsewhere take no stock 
whatever in its special pleadings, or in 
the anonymous Montreal “authority,” 
which it quotes in support of its con­
tention that the “N. P." has been the 
salvation of the business.

The “Montreal man" is wisely discreet 
in keeping his name a secret, for it saves 
him landing himself in ridicule. This 
anonymous authority says that from 
1878 to 1885 the increased production of 
boots and shoes in Canada was 73 per 
cent, and from 1885 to 1894 it was 52 per 
cent, or a total increase for the year 
1894 of 125 per cent over the production 
for the year preceding the inauguration 
of the protective tariff. The Hamilton 
Times promptly exploded this conten­
tion, by reference to the official Trade 
and Nagivation Returns of the Domin­
ion, which are compiled by the high tax 
authorities, and, therefore, will be ac­
cepted as correct by our contemporary 
and by its Montreal man. These returns 
show that the imports of boots and 
shoes into Canada in 1878 were valued 
$246,295, while the exports were worth 
$239,527; that is, the net imports were 
worth $6,768 for the whole Dominion. 
The report for 1894 is not yet distributed. 
But in 1893 the imports of boots and 
shoes were worth $307.361 and the ex­
ports were worth $94,297. Net imports, 
$213,064. Thus it appears that the Can­

The Queer Use to Which a Printing Office 
Is Put—Work Done by the Union 

Relief Bureau During the 
Winter.

A small room, fifteen by seven feet, 
at one end a type frame, in the cen­
ter a small printing press and a box 
stove, and at the further end of the 
room a small-sized grocery store— 
loaves of bread by the dozen, paper bags 
of flour, oatmeal, rice, barley, sugar, 
split peas and beans, and parcels of tea 
and coffee—imagine this conglomeration 
of food for the brain and stomach, and 
you have the relief bureau in connec­
tion with the Trades and Labor Coun­
cil. Here twice a week since the com­
mencement of January relief has been 
served out without regard to color, 
creed, or even trades unionism. All 
that was needed was a bona fide that 
the case was deserving. The venture 
was launched, however, with the orig­
inal intention of helping only union fam­
ilies. But this idea was dropped after 
the very first week. It was found that 
the number of union men who sought 
relief was small, while the number of 
non-union families in dire distress was 
great.

Sellers, jun., and James 
Geralty, an Austrian, were killed in 
the power house, while O. Maltby, fore­
man, and Jerry Crawford and Andrew 
Mason was injured, and died soon af­
terward, the last three being about the 
power house at the time of the explos­
ion.

A few hours later the dead bodies of 
James Limb and Fred Morgan were 
brought from the slope only a short 
distance down. A great throng of peo­
ple gathered about the mine anxiously 
inquiring for friends known to be in 
the mine. All hope of them being alive 
is gone. No one seeing

THE GHASTLY SPECTACLE 
presented by the two bodies brought 
out of the slope could have any hopes 
of anyone in the mine being alive.

How many were in the mine at the 
time of the explosion will take time to 
tell, but the best information obtain­
able places the number at over 80. 
Nearly all known to be killed leave 
large families.

The 
general object is to influence the action of 
the lungs by the gradual change of the 
density of the air introduced by breathing. 
At first, a small pump, arranged like a 
gasometer was used, and the air-tight 
mask applied over mouth and nose 
0 the patient. Lately, however, 
pneumatic cabinets or bells are 
in use and are much superior to the old 
method, as the mechanical action of con­
densed air is exercised not upon the respir- 
ative organs exclusively, but upon the 
entire surface of the body. The interior of 
the pneumatic bell is furnished like a 
room that is quite comfortable. The doors 
and windows are absolutely air-tight 
when shut. Patients at first remain in 
the pneumatic bell for one hour, but grad­
ually the time is increased to two or three 
hours. In most cases condensed air is ap­
plied. Only in certain cases of heart dis­
ease rarified air is used. An aneroil baro- 
meter inside allows the occupants to know 
the density of the air they are breathing 
while a physician can see it upon the indi- 
oator valve on the outside. These pneu- 
matic cabinets are very costly, still they

The Sound of a Sunbeam.
One of the most wonderful of the many 

discoveries in science that have been made 
in the past few years is the fact that a ray 
of light produces sound. A beam of sun- 
light is caused to pass through a prism so 
as to produce what is called the solar spec 
trum or rainbow. A disk, having slits 
cut in it, is revolved swiftly, and the col- 
ored light of the rainbow is made to break 
through it.. Place the ear to the vessel 
containing silk, wool or other colored ma- 
terial. As the colored lights of the spec- 
tium fall upon it, sounds will be given by 
different parts of the spectrum, and there 
will be silence in other parts. For instance, 
if the vessels contains red worsted, and 
the green light flashes upon it, loud sounds 
will be given. Only feeble sounds will be ! 
heard if the red and blue parts of the rain-| 
bow fall upon the vessel, and other colors| 
make no sound at all. Green silk gives 
sound best in a red light. Every kind of 
material gives more or less sound in differ, 
ent colors, and utters no sound in others.

but judging from the heavy list of casual­
ties from this source alone in Bengal the 
most highly civilized province and pos­
sessed of the best system of medical super­
vision of all English colonial dependencies 
it would seem that all efforts in this direc- 
tion have been abortive.—New York Trib­
une.

To Prevent Frost Windows.
All of us know what a nuisance a steam 

or frost-covered window is in cold weather.

Clara Louise Kellogg Now Poor and Un­

able to Earn a Third.
On Twefth street, near Sixth avenue, 

New York, there is a little restaurant 
that is known as “Maria’s.” It is fre­
quented by men and women of Bohem­
ian tendencies. A table d’hote is served 
for 30 cents. The quality of the food is 
about what one can imagine 30 cents 
will buy.

SUFFRAGE AND STREET CARS.

USB NO OTHER.
00.“A Constant Reader” of the Boston 

Globe predicts that chivalry will disap­
pear when women obtain suffrage, and 
says he is so disgusted by the spread 
of suffrage sentiment among women 
that nowadays he never offers his seat 
in a street car to young women, but 
only to old ones.

As it is an article of faith with the op­
ponents of equal rights that all the wo­
men who want to vote are very old and 
exceedingly ugly, this looks as if “A 
Constant Reader” were illogical, or 
else as if he had more latent chivalry 
than he is himself aware of, and gave 
his seat to ladies, not according to their 
progressive or conservative views on 
the suffrage question, but according 
to their greater or less ability to stand 
up.

The offering of seats in street cars 
has nothing to do with suffrage. A 
young man of chivalrous disposition 
gives his seat to a woman because she 
is presumably not so well able to stand 
as he is. On the same principle he gives 
his seat to an old man, though the old 
man is a voter as well as himself; and 
he never thinks of offering a seat to a 
sturdy boy of 18, although the boy can­
not vote any more than the woman.

It would be better for woman to 
have justice than chivalry, if they could 
not have both. A working girl put the 
whole case in a nutshell when she said 
she would willingly stand for twenty 
minutes in the street car going home if 
she could receive the same pay that a 
man would have had for doing her day’s 
work.

But there is no incompatibility be­
tween justice and chivalry. The proof 
of this is that there is no country where 
women have so near an approach to 
equal rights with men before the law 
as in America, and no country where 
women are treated by men with so much 
chivalry.

Justice and chivalry help each other 
instead of hurting each other. “As all 
the vices play into one another’s hands, 
so all the Virtues stand shoulder to 
shoulder.”—Woman's Journal.
