Chicoupee, Mass., Dec. 29, —- Search
was continued in this vicinity today for
bersons connected with the traffic in
poisonous liquor, which has resulted in
the last few days in at least 57 deaths
and many cases of serious illness here
and in near-by places. The death toll
at an early hour today was divided as
follows: hicoupee, 37, including 2!/
{ women; Holyoke, 10; Springfield, 4, In-
cluding 1 woman; Hadley, 3; Greenfield,
1, and Thompsonville, Conn., 2.

Fourteen arrests of those alleged to
have handled the liquor, which was
found to contain a wood alcohol base,
have been made, and others were ex-
pected. Most of the liquor, shipped from
Hartford, Conn., to other Conecticut
Valley cities, has been accounted for,
the authorities said, and they believed
that few more cases of illness would
be reported.

Investigations conducted by federal,
state and local police have revealed
many violations of the prohibition law,
it was said, and arrests were expected
on this score. Many illicit stills, ‘kit-
chen bars” and private stocks from
' which sales had been made, were dis-
covered, it was reported.

ASK GREATER SHARE

Rev. W. R. Mcintosh Dis-
cusses Municipal Bylaws
in Sermon.

SHOULD KNOW OWN CITY

London Must Not Be Allowed
To Grow Like Topsy.

That the sons of Mary, the men of
privilege and means, who regard them-
selves as the elect of God, have
been ruling the city for years, and
that it is only to be expected and per-
fectly justifiable that the sons of
Martha should wake and demand a
@reater share in the industries and gov-
ernment, was a statement made by Rev.
W. R. Mcintosh, during his sermon at
King Street Presbyterian Church last
night.

“However,” he continued, “‘no fair or
sane person would say that a country
or city should be ruled by one class.
There should be Christian co-operation,
and to bring that about is the purpose

of my sermon. Why should we despair |

to bring the sons of Martha and Mary
together? So that in time the people
shal] bring forth u race in which there
will be no class distinction.”

Labormen Awake.

Mr. McIntosh pointed out that the
laboring classes are awakening and de-
manding their rights, The farmers had
been ruled In the past by men in the
cities and towns, but they have sud-
denly awakened, and in the last pro-
vincial elections swept the boards., Now
the laboring class in the cities and
towns are following their example,

8peaking of the candidates who are
seeking office in the government of the
city, he sald: “We must consider them
carefully, as no man has a right to
rule who does not love his city. Many
men run for selfish purposes, for what
they personally may get out of it. The
city should be held sacred and everyone
should strive to serve it.

“Men should know their city. It is
the want of knowledge that makes
them inefficient to serve. We need
trained and experienced leaders, men
who have ideals.

“How many of you have sought
knowledge of your city by studying
the bylaws? You were willing to send
your boys to die for the city, yet you
think so little of it that you fail to
study its problems.

Need Men of Principles.

*“We should have Christian men for
leaders, not merely professing Chris-
tians certainly not the shallow Chris-
tians, but men who have solid hearts,
big men of principle who will serve
with unselfish purpose.”

Mr. McIntosh spoke at some length
on the bylaws that are to be pre-
sented to the people of London in the
coming municipal election. He would
not discuss them in detail, he said,

ause he was not an expert or
Bpecialist In that work. He did say,
however, that the city needs to change
its system of assessment. He thought
the greatest burden of the taxes should
fall on the shoulders of those who
could best bear it, and the load on the
shoulder of the poor should be made
easier. “Men with courage are
needed to face this problem.”

hat the manner of men or children
the city produces is of more considera-
tion than the architecture of buildings.
Consideration must be given to health
and security for the children.
Playgrounds Necessary.

“Playgrounds for children,” declared
Mr. McIntosh, “are a necessity. Somse
men may say that they are not neces-
sary because they were brought up
without them, and if it could be done
then it can be done now. They forget,
though, that we are living in the age
of the automoblle and of ‘Keep Off the
Grass' signs.”

8Speaking of the bylaw to extend the
veservoir, he sald: “If water s neces-
eary to health, the city must have
good, pure water in abundance, re-
gardless of cost.

“We need to make our city beautiful.
‘We cannot let a great city grow up like
Topsy did, The city must be planned.
To make the city great it must have
the appearance of being worthy of be-
ing great. We need progress. The city
that does not progress becomes a
cemetery. The taxes are certainly
high enough, but the more people that
can be brought into the city, the more
there will be to share the burden.

“I do not ask you to vote ‘Yes' on
all the bylaws. I do not Intend to my-
self, because some of them can wait,
but there are some great human prob-
lems facing us in these elections that
cannot be put off.”

“Why, this is a grand place, when you
get used to it,” was the way he ex-
pressed his approval of the institution.
Governor Carter says there are a num-
ber of his ‘‘guests” who fee! the same
way about the place. The jail would
not look like home on New Year’s Day
without some of the old-timers who
will start 1920 at the institution.

Violated O. T. A,

Most of the ‘veterans” under Gov-
ernor Carter’s care are in jail for vio-
lations of the Ontario temperance act.
They were there just the same before
this piece of legislation was passed,
the governor claims. In fact, they really
like the jail, and are not opposed, even
at Christmas-time, to being held
there.

There will be a few very youthful
prisoners start the new year behind
the bars in London. These feel their
position keenly and wish they could
‘‘start the new year right,” according
to one of the turnkeys. There are also
four women who must start 1920 in the
wrong manner, It is improbable that
any of the prisoners will be moved to
another institution before Thursday.

One vio'ator of the O. T. A., who was

This man had only one regret. He
wanted a bottle for New Year's Eve.
He had decidedly unpleasant words for
one of Chief Williams® sturdies, who
took his bottle from him, thus sending
him to jail. If this *“cop’” had left him
alone the prisoner was quile sure that
he would have been able to ‘‘rustle up”
another quart of the amber fluid for
the purpose of chasing 1919 glooms
away.

On the whole the jail is a very pleas-
ant place to be these days. Most people
are happy and don’'t seem to worry
about spending New Year's Day be-
hind the bars.

Majority Willing To Sell For
Reasonable Price.

Glad To Move.

*“If citizens outside the district are
going to vote against the bylaw because
they think they will be inflicting a
hardship on the people owning the prop-
erty, they should get the idea out of
their heads. We are almust a unit in
favor of the bylaw, and most of us will
be glad to have the chance to move.”

Ex-Ald. George Burdick, who knows
the history of East London and the
Western Fair as well as any man in the
district, stated that he believed the ex-
pansion bylaw was the only solution of
the question.

“It would be folly to attempt to build
i new grounds and buildings at this time,
‘and in order to save the fair, we must
rextend,” said Mr. Burdick. ““The people
of the district know full well that no
hardship will be inflicted wpon them,
and I believe that a large majority are
willing to sell.

Can Move Houses.

‘““They can buy back their houses 1n
most cases at a very low figure, and
move these houses to a new site with-
out much trouble, and they can be in
pocket on the deal. I have recently pur-
chased houses from the site of the med-
ical school and moved them to new lots.
There was no trouble at all, and there
was good money in the deal. The peo-
ple of the district required for the ex-
pangon will not overlook the chance.
Even the brick houses can be taken
down and rebuilt with a big gain for the
owner.”

Mr. Burdick also added that there
were better sites for homés in East
London than the property required by
the fair. He sald most of the houses
were built on what used to be known as
the Peter Whittle swamp.

‘Let those people sell and get on high
and dry land, where their cellars won’t
be flooded, and they will never regret
it,” said Mr. Burdick.

NO CANADIAN TITLES |
IN 1920 S5 LIST

For First Time € e Confed-
eration No New Year’s
Honors Here.

[Speclal to The Advertiser.} |
OTTAWA, Dec. 28.—There will be no
Canadian New Year’s honors for 1920.
For the first time since Confederation
morning newspapers of that day will}
be devoid of lists of knighthoods and|
other titles conferred upon citizens of}
the Dominion. In the future Canadian
public men must be satisfied with that
reward which virtue gives, for the
King has been requested to refrain
in the future from honoring his sub-
Jects resident in Canada in the usual
fashion.

During the session of 1918 the Com-
mons ‘was only' prevented from passing
an anti-title petition to his majesty
through the urgings’'of Sir Robert Bor-
den, who declared that the Government
had already been in communication
with the imperial authorities with a
view toward the curtailment of titles.
The questian, however, was again
brought up by W, F. Nickle, M. P. for
Kingston, during the first session of
the present year, and a committee was
appointed to report on the matter, That
committee brought In a verdict, the
force of which was a recommendation
against all titles of the prefix char-
acter, and all honors of the affix
character, saving those purely mili-
tary or naval. The report of the com-
mittee was adopted by the Commons,
and a petition embodying its recom-
mendations was sent to his majesty
through the governor-general.

New Year’'s honors of 1919 contained
only two or three minor titles of the
affix character. Since then Gen. Morri-
son was knighted, but this was a purely
imperial affair, and was on the recom-
mendation of the war office, and not
of the prime minister. Of Canada’s pre.
miers, only one, Hon. Alexander Mac-
kenzie, did not receive l:rmghthood.
Cangda’s future premiers will have to
be content with the title held by Mr.
Mackenzie.

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STRIKE LEADER
GETS SENTENCE
OF TWO YEARS

R. B. Russell, Convicted of
Seditious Libel in
Winnipeg.

DEFENCE WILL APPEAL

King’s Bench Judges To Hear
Motion To Defer Sentence,
Pending Appeal.

WINNIPEG, Dec. 28.—Two years In
Stony Mountain Penitentiary was the
‘Sentence passed by Judge Metcalfe to-
day upon R. B. Russell, convicted of
@ charge of seditlous conspiracy. Rus-
sell was led from the courtroom by
Deputy Sheriff John Pyniger, with the
cheers of his friends and supporters
ringing in his ears. One of those who
led in the demonsatration for Russell,
William Staples, a machinist in the
Cenadian Pacific Railway Service, was
taken into custody by Capt. C. F.
Wheeler on the order of the deputy
sherift,

It appeared for s moment as though
3 forceful demonstration was about to
take place. Mr. Justice Metcalfe had
left the bench and the court adjourned,
when, from the. crowd, a voice called
out: “Three cheers for Bonnie Rus-
eell,”

The marble pillars resounded with the
‘hurrahs,” which completely drowned
the cries for order from the court crier,
Staples, waving hia hat, shouted: A
tiger!"" Before this could be given the
deputy sheriff's staccato command gent
the court hsiliff into the ranks of the
cheerers and Staples was arrested. The
charge of disorderly conduct in a pub-
lic place was laid, and he was taken
to the city jail. He will appear at
Monday morning’a police court.

Moved For Respite.

After the gentence of the court had
,been announced, Mr. Cassidy, defence
counsel, moved that e respite of sen-
tence be allowed, pending the motion of
the defence to appeai the case. Mr.
Justice Metcalfe declined to take the
responsibility of dealing with the re-
quest. He thought he had should-
ered too much responsibility in the Rus-
sell trial, and intimated that the con-
victed labor leader should have been
tried by a full court of the judges of
the court of the king’as bench.

It was announced officlally after the
adjournment that this motion of Mr.
Cassidy’s—which for technical founda
tion is basesl upon the adverse decision
of Mr. Justice Metcalfe in the motion
to quash the ‘indictment made by the
defence before the commencement of
the trial—would be heard by a full
court of the judges of the court of
king's bench on Monday wmorning,

The aplpeul on the reserved case for a
new trial for Russell will be heard by
the court of appeal just as soon as
the defence has prepared its case. This
statement also was made by Mr. Justice
Metcalfe this morning. Mr. Cassidy
said that in all probability he would be
readw by Wednesday morning., Arrange-
ments will be made, it was intimated,
to keep Russell in the provincial jail
in WiNnipeg until Monday, when the
motion before the court of king’s bench
will be heard.

Russell’s wife, who was present In

e court when sentence was passed,
took the decision of the court quietly,
a'though she practically broke down

outside the court following
Journment,
Wiil Care For Family.

E. Bray Informed Russell this
morning that while he was serving his
gentence the defence committee would
see that his wife and family were com-
fortably provided for.

Mr. Justice Metcalfe asked Russell {f
he had anything to say before sentence
was passed on him, and Russell spoke
as follows: “Your lordship, I have very
little to say. Throughout my trial [
have listened almost religiousiy to the
proceedings of this court, and I feel
that the court has not grasped the real
cause of my activities in the traqes
union movement. I have been unduly
honored in being named a leader in
2 movement where there are no leaders,
but only mouthpieces. I carried out
my instructions from the rank and file
in the movement as a paid servant to
the best of my ability, and I feel that
if the court had permitted me to
demonstrate my real intents during the
strike I could have convinced every- !
one that it was free from anything .
criminal. I am a married man and a !
father. I do not understand the law, |
and still less the procedure of the
court. I feel that if the court had
grasped the true conception of the trades |
union movement, in which there are no !
leaders, but only individuals acting for '
the rank and file, it would have real-
ized that I only fulfilled those duties. |
I do not think that I can say any |
more. I leave it to the court as to!
what becomes of me.” I

Amid a hushed silence Russell sat!
down, and Mr. Justice Metcalfe, jn!
passing sentence said: [

““Russell, it has been your convict!on'
that you thought you were justified in |
promulgating these mischievous ideas to .
the public. Fortunately your {deas were
not acceptable to the public or the !
jury, although they were intended to !
be enforced on the public. This court
has no unfriendly feelings toward you. |
The jury thought your ideas werse'
wrong. I congratulate them on their !
opinion. You attempted to enforce!
those ideas in the manner we heard i
of. I think you are mistaken, and also‘
think your associates with whom you'
acted ought not to have done what :
they did in the way they did it. I do
not think that you are any worse than
the rest. The law is there, and it
must be respected while it is there.
I will have to give you the punish-
ment the crime merits, and it is very
fortunate for you that I did not think
the recent amendment applied to your
case. You would have been faced with
twenty years’ punishment. I stil] don't
think the amendment applies, and I am
going to give you punishment under the
old law, which I consider proper. I
sentence you on all counts, but so that
you need not he unduly worried, the
sentences will run concurrently.”

The judge went on to point out to
Russell that the length of time he re-
mained in prison largely rested with
himself. As soon as he showed that he
had reformed there would no longer
be any need to keep him in the peni-
tentiary. There was only one way of
showing this reformation, and that was
by good conduct.

The speeches made just prior to the
assizes, for which one man was in- |
dicted by the grand jury, did not, said
| the judge, indicate the reformation that
;he had referred to (this reference by
Mr. Justice Metcalfe was to a speech
i made by Rev. J. S. Woodsworth, for
i which he was indicted on a charge of

i seventh, all sentences to run concur-

TRIVIAL PRIGE FOR
INDUSTRIAL HARMONY
Adoption of Street ' Railway

Fares Bylaw Insures Steady
Improvement of Service.

The necessity of supporting measures
that will make for continuance of
industrial harmony In London is
recognized throughout the city as a
strong reason why the electors should
vote in favor of.the street railway fares
bylaw on New Year’'s Day.

The recent experiences of the people
of Toledo, Ohio, who, as a result of
a thoughtless vote on the part of many
found themselves for several weeks
without a .street rallway system, are
being cited locally by advocates of a
carefully considered, fair and broad-
minded policy,

Citizens of Toledo suffered the most
extreme inconvenience of high jitney
fares and otherwise while the street

cars dld not operate, and it is esti-
mated that the flnancial loss to the
employees and the people generally ran
into vast sums. Associated Press dis-
patches state when service was resumed
the citizens were so relieved and grati-
fied that they gathered in throngs to
cheer the renewal of the car service,
even at the old terms of 6-cent fares.
The London situation has reached a
very real and grave crisis, and it is
probable that the electors were never
called upon to make a decision fraught
with more far-reaching consequences.
It is proven beyond question that no

street railway can operate and give
good mervice at rates fixed on a pre-
war basis; the London Street Railway
is in identically the same position as
more than 300 other companies operat-
ing in as many cities, large and small,
throughout Canada and the United
States. All have found it impossible to
carry on at old rates, and in the inter-
ests of the people and of civic advance-
ment it has been found necessary to
allow them to charge fair rates. The
increase provided for in the local street
railway bylaw {s, after all, trivial, in
that it will mean actually less than a
quarter of a cent advance on working-
men's tickets, and about a half cent on
other tickets. But the bylaw also pro-
vides that the company must reduce
its rates on Sunday, from 5 cents cash
to 6 tickets for 25 cents, and that it
must also give cheaper rates on the
Springbank line.

Adoption of the bylaw wiil insure
to the people steady improvement of
the service, as the growth .of the city
Justifies, while rejection of the proposal
is almost certain to precipitate mat-
ters into serious and impossible situa-
tions that cannot continue. Eventually
experts of the Hydro-Electric Power

Italy’s varied political troubles, ranging from
D’Annunzio’s serio-comic occupation and reten-|
tion of Fiume to the boisterous exhibitions on !

hopes arising out of the war. Italy was on
the winning side of the war, but her very exist-
ence was staked, and her gains have been
negligible. Indeed, of all the Allies, Italy has
probably come out of the conflict in worst
economic condition, and with little hope of an
fmmediate improvement. This explains the
vecent turning upon the reigning house as the
branch of public government most immediately
4n the public eye. The Manchester Guardian
thinks that the danger overhanging the Italian
throne is the chief reason why the kaiser is |
pot being brought to trial, since “any signal |
exception made to the immunities which have |
generally hedged modern European sovereigns,
however strong may be the case for making it, |
must inevitably react, logically or illogically, on |
the prestige of monarchical institutions gen-
erally.”

The recent success of the Socialist party in |
Ttaly may be traced to a variety of causes.
The poor showing made by Italian diplomats
at Paris, the Fiume question, the delay in taking
up the work of reconstruction, the economic
needs remaining long unsatisfied, together with
the general world unrest, were all favorable to !

HOOD’S “SONG OF THE SHIRT.”

Few poet-lovers but are familiar with Thomas
Hood’s song to the toiler, ““The Song of the Shirt,”
which has been translated into more foreign
languages than any other poem written by Hood.
This poem was first printed in the London Punch
on December 16, 1843, and created a sensation in
London, and it was soon reprinted throughout the
British Empire, and shortly thereafter it was re-
produced practically throughout the world.

There is quite a story connected with Hood's
composition of the ““Song of the Shirt.”” On October
25 it was brought to the attention of the poet that
a wretched woman named Biddell was charged at
the Lambeth police station with having pawned
articles belonging to her employer. It was shown
that she made trousers for sevenpence a pair, and
the utmost she could make was seven shillings a
week, which her employer looked upon as ‘“‘a good
living for a woman who had herself and two infant
children to support.”

This case attracted a great deal of attention at
the time, and two days later the London Times had
a powerful editorial on the incident. Punch quoted
from this *“leader” with stinging additions—probably
by Douglas Jerrold—the following week. Hood,
whose sympathies were stirred by suffering, penned
his “Song of the Shirt” and sent it to Punch, his
wife saying as the package was done up: “Now
mind, Hood, mark my words, this will tell wonder-
fully! It is one of the best things you ever did!”

Mark Lemon, who was at the time the editor of
Punch, recalling In later years the receipt of the
manuscript, said that the author accompanied it
with a note saying that the lines had already been
rejected by three papers: that he feared it was not
suited to Punch, and leaving it to Lemon’s diseretion
whether to put it in the paper or in the waste
basket. :

the Shirt” was justified. The poem in Punch created
a sensation. It was copled in the Times and other |
journals, and as M. H. Spielmann has put it, in |
sympathetic appreciation of Hood as a contributor |
to Punch, it “went through the land like wildfire " |

The nurse, thereupon
follows my order up to a certain point.
When she is through cooking the in-
Struments she picks them out neatly,
Wraps them in a cloth and hands them
to me. Are they sterile instruments?
Of course not, for the nurse touched
them after they had been boiled. That
is just one of the scores of seemingly
trifling instances in which the un-
trained nurse betrays her lack of the
most vital knowledge.

And the more practical the nurse,
the more ‘‘experienced,” the more
babies she has struggled with in the
course of her long career, the more
risks she unconsciously subjects the
young mother to.

Now a reasonably intelligent woman
could learn asepsis in a month if our
hospitals cared to provide for the bulk
of the neople who need intelligent
pye cannot afford to em-

Forceful Address in Favor of Better Conditions Is Delivered !

speaking before St. Andrew’s Church
Men's Socfety on Sunday, gave the

ivllowing address on the desirability of
nwore supervised playgrounds in the
city. Owing to lack of space, the pub-
«cation of this paper will be divided
Letween  today’s issue and that of
Tuesday evening:

It is hardly necessary to demon-
strate the need for playgrounds and
recreation centres since they have
proved themselves so useful wherever
¢stablished, and since the . war has
made the need for proper physical de-
velopment more apparent than before;
yet it would perhaps be as well to
bring to your attention the reasons
why Londoners should seriously con-
sider this matter. '

In the first place, the most obvious
advantages of supervised playgrounis
ere with regard to the health ind
morals of the children who attend
them. The number of children whose
parents can afford to take them to
the lake shore in summer and provide
B cosy nursery or playreom for them n
winter i small in comparison to the
numbers whose play-hours must be
spent on the streets, in insanitary
backyards or in poorly ventilated and
congested houses. Everyone will azree
that the small boy who builds castles
in the sandpile is less likely to be a
vietim of disease than the one who
makes his mud-pies in the gutter.

Avoid Accidents.

The possibility of accidents, too.
makes the streets doubly dangerous for
children to play in. Looking at the
matter merely from a monetary stand-
point, the expenditure of funds on any
form of health work, causes a propor-
tional decrease in the expenditure on
charities and corrections. The Citizens’
Research Institute of Canada gives
these figures: In one year in Toronto
12 per cent was spent on health work.
as compared with 5.5 per cent on chari-
ties and correction. In Hamiiton the
amount spent on health work was 6
per cent, and on charities and correc-
tion 10.7 per cent, and in London 1.6
per cent went for health work and 11.3
per cent on charities and correction.

e place of supervised _playgrounds
in the bullding up of the characters of
our youngsters is a phase that is not
sufficiently stressed. It savors too
much of idealism for the practical
businessman, but the lack of a sense of
honor and falrness, and the belief that
it 15 commendable to “put one over on
the other fellow' are to evident in our
boys and girls. The report of the super-
visor of the Thames Park playground
estalflished last sbmmer states: ‘I
took some time to teach them fairmess
in play.”

Pathetic.

Isn’t it a bit pathetic to think of
our_ future citizens growing up with
mnds so warped that they do not know
how to act failrly and justly? If we |
fail to teach them fairness in play how
can we expect them to adopt the right
attitude toward the more serious prob-
lems of their older years? It's of no
use to preach honesty to the man, if
the child wae never taught its mean-
ing. Undoubtedly, under the rightsup-
| ervisors, playgrounds can do a great
| deal to improve the attitude of mind

of boys and girls in this matter. With
the idea of fairness to his companions
growing in the boy’s mind, there is a
foundation for the improvement of his
morals generally. Away from the in-
fluence of the street and grouped with
children of the same age, the boy or
girl is not assailed with the dangers
of evil language and corrupted sex
morals. It is gratifying to read in the
same report of the Thames Eark play-
ground—‘‘There were no serious acci-
dents on the grounds, the children pley-
ed happily together; the sport and lan- i
guage were wholesome.” i

For Team Play. |

For boys of the 'teen age, the play-
ground can utilize all their St‘x‘rplus
energy, can avail itself of the ‘‘gang
spirit’” to organize team play. Last sum-
mer at Thames Parﬁatgrzerat nurr:b:;é);
boys ranging from 0 25 years o
made useﬂof the park to play ball. Think
of the possibilities here for a male
supervisor to organize teams for vari-
ous sports. If their super-abundant
animal spirits are not used up in whole-!
some recreation, they will find an outlet
in some way, very probably not so de-!
sirable, and perhaps altogether evil |
Any judge of a juvenile court will tell
you that it is lack of opportunity to ex-
pend their energy in a wholesome way
that causes so many boys and girls to
locllow the paths that lead eventually
to the courtroom and the jail.

This question of team work brings up
another point. There is a tendency in
America for athletics to be practised
by a few men with great intensity,
while the majority look on, never get-
ting the sporting spirit to any great
degree, whereas in the public schools of
England this very spirit is fostered by
bringing all the boys to a high stand-
ard of athletic efficiency, and a love
of sport for sport’'s saks is inculcated.
The playground can be of inestimable
value in developing this love of good,
clean sport and in encouraging every-
one to ‘“‘get into the game.”

Teaching Needed.

The average grown-up smiles at the
idea of teaching children to play, but
it is surprising how many children do
lack initiative in their own partitf.lla.r
sphere, the playground, and must be
helped and advised to bring out their
latent capabilities in this line. The rich
man can send his son and daughter to
the best boarding schools. Although
they obtain there. no better academic
training than our public and high
schools afford, it is the training in
sportsmanship, the zest of inter-college
athletics, that makes it worth his while
sending them there, but the children
who may not enjoy these privileges are
capable of as keen a delight in good
sport, and it is for them that well-
supervised playgrounds must be estab-
lished,

The value of playgrounds is a recog-
nized fact in the commercial world. As!
businessmen, you must know that Hv-
ing conditions in a city are a big factor
which a manufacturer considers when
about to locate in a city. Men are go-
Ing to consider the advantage a city has
for the education and welfare of their |
children. London is particularly well
favored in respect to her educational
facilities, with good public and high
schools, Technical  School, Normal
School and unversity, but in the mat-
ter of playgrounds she is deplorably be- |
hind other cities in Canada and the
United States.

Tchitcherin, the Bolshevik foreign min-
ister, to open peace negotiations with
Poland immediately.

'Says Australia

Deserves Same

Vote as U. §.

Lloyd George Defends Voting
Arrangements of League
of Nations.

LONDON, Dec. 28.—Premier Lioyd
George, speaking at Llanstymdwy,
Wales, today defended the voting ar-
rangements of the league of nations.
He said that Australia lost as many

men as the United States in the war
and had as much right to vote as the
United States. This vote, however, he
added, would not be used on any ques-
tion arising between Great Britain and
the United States.

disclosure is made to the board before
any such mergers are consummated, so
that the interest of the public may be
protected, the board will deem such
mergers or transfers against the public
interest. If necessary the board may
hold a publie inquiry ‘into the facts,
The same regulation will apply to
any price-fixing arrangements. As to
past transactions, but occurring since
July 7, 1919, the date when the legisla-
tion establishing the board was passed,
there will be a provision whereby the
necessary information must be fur-
nished to the board before March
