W HEREAS, under the authority of the Act twenty-second Victoria, Preamble.

5 November, 1860, appointing Walkerton to be the County Town of the
County of Bruce, one of the united Counties of Huron and Bruce;
And whereas the selection of Walkerton has not been found satisfac-
tory to the people of the said County, and consequently no progress
has been made in the erection of County buildings; and whereas the
