He later

sold out to two brothers l)y name of hiimel who turned it into a shoe shop . id later

Mr. Owen Slaven secured the property and for somei me did an extensive business in

weaving. The second hocse (owned l)y the late Mr. \\ ni. Honsberger) was built by

Mr. Jacob .Mbright, .i son-in-law of Samu.»l S. Moyer, who started a cabinet shop.

There was also at this time at the east corner of the land now owned by Mr. J. M.

Wismcr a cigar factory in operation. With three business places the village was now

fairly started. The MeruKmite .hurch about one-haifof a mile east of the village was

erected in 1843, Abrah.ni .\lo>er and Tilman .Moyer being ministers at that time.

With the growth of ih'- \illai;e :\w\ tlie surrounding community a Post Office was

made a necessity. Until tliis time ihe village went by the name "Moyers' ('orners" and

one by name Xoah Albright carried the miil twice .1 we<-k Ironi Heamsville, being paid

by voluntary subscription b( tile people. When the I'ost Office was opened by Mr
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J. C, Rykert M.P. he said as there were too many "villes" and "corners" inthe country

the name should be changed. He suggested that the village be named after an Earl's

son in England, saying that in England there are two counties Gainsboro and Clinton

lying side by side, in the one the Earl lived and of the other he was Earl. This Earl's

son's name was Campden. So with the approval of the citizens the name Campden
was adop'.cd, and Mr, H. W. Moyer was appointed as the first postmaster. Mr. Moyer
kept a general store in connection with the Post Office, first in the building before

mentioned, (owned by Mrs. Althouse) and later in the present Post Office building,

which was erected in 1862. Mr. J, D. Grobb was Mr, Moyer's successor, who, after

serving the public fourteen years, sold his store to Mr. Hummel, who in his time gave
place to Mr. I). Albright, the present holder of the position.

Later Mr. Jacob S. Moyer who was a prominent citizen of Campden, after being

for a ifhort time in partnership with Mr. Orobb opened another general store in the

bui. ing now occupied by Mr. G. R. Stewart. Mr. Moyer's business was later carried

on in turn by Chr. Haist, Isaac M. Moyer, Wm. Hippie, Jr. and A. Moote, the latter
