This term is peculiar and American, but not 

perhaps the less expressive for both character» 
tics. “Our platform” simply means a statement 
of our principles made before the public for the 
benefit of our friends and those who may see fit 
to act with us; and last, though not least, for 
those who, either through ignorance or ill-will, 
misrepresent our views and sentiments on all 
matters relating to religion. And we would now, 
once for all, state as clearly as we can the posi­
tion which the Owtooh Obsbrvhr wishes to hold 
ateongst the religious papers of the day.

1st. We claim to be a sound " church" paper. 
We desire to send Into the families which sup­
port us,-a paper that will not only instruct and 
amuse, but that will aid materially in extend­
ing and propagating unmistakeable “ church ” 
principles. We claim to belong to a branch of 
God's divinely-instituted rhurch. We claim for 
our three-fold order of ministry divine appoint­
ment; and we claim, as the right of our children, 
distinctive teaching on these important matters. 
We have not the slightest intention of casting 
stones at those who differ with us on these sub­
jects, while claiming the same privileges for 
themselves ; but we do claim the right of mak­
ing the clearest distinction between these doc­
trines of grace, which to a great extent are 
our common property, and those principles of 
organization and government on AvLjdn it is 
plain we cannot possibly agree. As for as the 
latter are concerned, we desire our Children 
should be instructed from a Church of England 
stand-point, and that in tones so clear, conser­
vative and decisive, as to aid in enabling them 
hereafter to fill (with honor to the churclQ_oii#i 
places when we are dead and gone.

2nd. We claim to be a sound Protestant 
paper. We use the word ih the plainest sense. 
Protestant as opposed to Popery and its some­
what deformed child “ Ritualism." We desire 
to extend those views for which our fathers died, 
and with which we earnestly believe the “truth 
as it is in Jesus’’ is so intimately connected, that 
to allow them to be clouded is to darken that 
narrow road which leadetb unto life eternal. 
We do not wish to be personal or needlessly 
offensive,—neither do we wish to seek out con­
troversy for mere controversy’s sake; but we are 
determined to be plain and outspoken against 
those who, calling themselves Anglican clergy­
men, who eat of the church's bread and drink Of 
the church’s V*P, yet strive to turn our Anglican 
churches into Popish mass meetings,—our Pro­
testant laity into enemies of that church in which 
they were baptized. ,We make no apology for 
writing thus plainly, when in our city auricular 
confession and, priestly absolution are boldly 
preached, and, we suppose, put in practice. 
When it comes to that, silence would be a sin, 
and we will not be silent.

3rd. We claim to be an Evangelical paper. 
We need not define the term further than by 
saying th^t we will maintafo and propagate 
those doctrines which present Christ’s personal 
atonement, once offered as the only source of a 
sinner’s salvation, and faith in thatatonementas 
the means, whereby the sinner must be saved. 
We take our stand on the articles of our church 
and foremost among them the 11th, 12th, 17th, 
19tb and 31st.

Such, in a few wd^ds is “ our platfoim," an<^ 
we ask all who can honestly endorse these views 
to aid and assist our effort, either by special 
donations towards our enterprise, or by subscrip­
tions, or both. We ask our evangelical church 
clergy in our various dioceses not only to seek to 
extend the paper in their parishes, but also to aid 
us with literary contributions, oi such items of 
church news as would prove generally accept­
able to church people.

OLDEST RELIC OF HUMANITY.
The oldest relic of humanity extant is 

the skeleton of one of the earliei Pharaohs, 
encased in its original burial robes, and 
wonderfully perfect considering its age, 
which was deposited about eighteen or 
twenty months -ago ff? the *lrit*«h fcfws- 
eum, and is justly considered the most 
valuable of its archaeological treasures. 
The lid of the coffin which contained the 
ftiummy was inscribed with the name of 
its occupant, Pharaoh Mykerinus, who suc­
ceeded the heir of the builder of the Great 
Pyramid, about ten centuries before Christ. 
The monarch whose crumbling bones and 
leathery integuments are now exciting the 
wonder-gazers in London reigned in Egypt 
before Solomon was born, and only about 
eleven centuries or so after Mizraiin, the 
grandson of father Noah, and the first of 
the Pharaohs, had been gathered to his 
fathers. The tidemark of the deluge could 
scarcely have been obliterated when this 
man of the early world lived, moved, and, 
had his being.—Christian Advocate.

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GREAT BRITAIN.
he Archbishop or Canterbury on 

the Future of the Church of Eng­
land.—The following is the text of a 
speech delivered by the Archbishop of 
Canterbury to the clergy of the Rural 
Deanery of West Dartford, at a private 
meeting recently held at Addington Park : 
—Hi^ Grace desired, he said, to confer 
with them upon subjects interesting flfFiis 
all at this time as members of the Church 
of England. No one could fail to see 
that we were coming—nay, had already 
entered upon—difficult times. .Two great 
influences were actively at work, both 
alien to the progress of true and living 
Christianity—the one superstition, the 
other infidelity. Each of these seemed to 
be more active than at any former period 
in the history of the world. He was not 
speaking of England only, but of Europe. 
When we look at the state of Italy, what 
do we see ? We see men apparently halt­
ing between superstition of a most bebas- 
ing kind, and hopeless unfathomable scep­
ticism. So it has threatened to be in Spain, 
though we cannot ^>ut hope, there, that the 
free circulation of the Holy Scriptures, 
hitherto, almost entirely unknown, may, in 
the good providence of God, lead to better 
things. I When we come to our own coun­
try the danger from infidelity seems to be 
not so tuuçh from abstract speculations and 
questionings—though this danger is not to 
be Overlooked—but of a grosser and far 
more throating kind. The dliger is that 
the massra of our population, blowing no­
thing, and oaring nothing abut philoso­
phical questions, may become (Tactical in­
fidels, sunk into materialism, lying only 
for the life which now is, and hitting alto­
gether out of their thoughts t|f world un­
seen. Against these two dentes—super­
stition on the one hand, andlifidelity on 
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may be well to state 
which are likely to 
enable the clergy to 
weigh them, before they are definitively 
laid open. But first lei-eue point be made , 
clear. Great alarm i» expressed on oae 
side lest the Imperial'(legislature should 
act without Convocation ; on the other, 
lest Convocation shouhl interfere with the 
prerogative of Par iaroeqt. Now, reallv 
both dangers are somewhat visionary. We 
may depend upon it the greatest difficulty 
will be to get Parliament to legislate at 
all ; there is a tendency and a desire to 
ignore the whole matter ; and if Parlia­
ment does not legislate it will be in con­
sequence of the expreaffid and unmistaka- 

I ble desire of the whole church, whether 
expressed through convocation or by any 
other method. Now, ft) lies, therefore 
upon the clergy to consider well what the 
weak points of our present are, and if they 
find it wanting, insufficient for the" needs 
of the time, then to let it be known that 
they desire modifications in their system. 
The Ritual Commission has been sitting 
long, and the changes which it thinks de­
sirable have now been drawn up and are at 
present being circulated among the Divin­
ity Professors of the Universities and other 
dignitaries of the church. They may be 
summed up as follows :«*-!. A new lection­
ary. Many chapters have been added, as 
suited to edification ; some have been 
omitted. A greater elasticity has been 
given to the lectionary. The principal 
changes are in the dailyllessons. 2. Alter­
ations in the ordinary daily service. Evi­
dently, to men busily engaged the service 
as it stands does not commend itself. Even 
the city churches which have a daily ser­
vice are but thinly attended. A shorted ser­
vice, therefore, will be proposed—shorter, 
but strictly based upon the existing 
materials. 3. Every facility for dividing 
services and using differeit^aervices at dif­
ferent times, according ,to the exigencies 
of different congregations. 4. In the 
Burial Service some solution of a difficulty 
eommonly felt will be offered. Thest are 
the chief matters dealt with by the Ritual 
Commission. Nothing revolutionary need 
be anticipated. The character of the Pray­
er-book will be preserved intact. Other

matters imperatively demand attention'

What a scandal, for instance, to take up a 
newspaper and find whole columns devoted 
to the advertisements of sale of livings, 
and to see the tone and language of some 
of the advertisements themselves. It may 
>e difficult to deal with thie, but an at­
tempt will probably be made. The Billi 
which has lately passed with reference to 
the resignation q£ Bishops is identical in 
ita scope with a plan proposed in convoca­
tion three years ago with reference to the 
other clergy. It is not unlikely that a 
similar measure will be proposed for this 
end. More efficient episcopal supervision 
is required, although Cnurchmen may not 
have made up their minds as to the beat 
means of gaining it. The desirability or 
non-desirability of a service for children is 

matter upon which the clergy will do 
well to form an opinion. The abolition of 
church-rates has led to one difficulty not 
anticipated. 'The payment of foes by 
churchwardens can now be more legally 
demanded than formerly ; but the church­
wardens themselves have no guarantee that 
they will be repaid. Might not this lead 
to parishioners refusing the office ? Some 
information as to whether this had 
actually occurred was desirable.

—The Olobe says in reference to the 
approaching Irish Synod “ some valuable 
suggestions have been made as to the first 
duties of the general synod, which, it is 
now possible, may assemble before the end 
of October. One of the first of those- 
duties manifestly will be to redistribute- 
the existing parishes into parochial dis­
tricts of dimensions suitable to the new 
state of things. It is laid down as essen­
tial that each such parochial district should 
be represented by an equal number of 
clergy and laity. There is a strong party, 
and among them some active members, of 
the body kqown throughout the discus­
sions on theft!hurch Bill as the Protestant 
Defence Association, who wish to have a 
preponderance of the laity, and this party 
are sure to make a push to carry their 
point. The general synod should likewise 
decide at an early moment upon the numr 
her of anhiüpoeses, dioceses, deaneries, 
and arebdeacMiries, and the emoluments 
of Archbishops and Bishops. It is pro­
posed that the synod should at once call 
upon all congregations to supply at their 
own cost every requisite for public wor­
ship, heretofore paid for out of the funds 
of the Ecclesiastical Commissioners. These, 
and the graver questions of the mode of 
appointment to benefices and the exercise 
of discipline, will, it is said, occupy the 
general synod for no inconsiderable period, 
and ttys ‘ Constitution ’ of the Irish Church 
caifhardly be finally determined upon be­
fore the time of the meeting of Parliament. 
It is suggested that an effort should be 
made to get an Act passed changing the 
period for the commencement of commu­
tations from January, 1871, to May, 1870 ;, 
to change the rate of circulation in sec­
tion 51 from £3 10s. to £3 5s. per cent, 
so as to render commutation money conver­
tible into Government annuities without 
loss to the Church body ; and to alter sec­
tion 29, ‘ so as to cause all claims upon the 
£600,000 for private endowments to be 
substantiated before the commissioners, 
and thus relieve the Church Body of the 
expense and litigation connected with that 
fund.’”

Anglican Miracles.—What Next? 
—In his sermon at St. Mary’s, Padding­
ton, on occasion of the recent festival of 
the A P. U. C., the Rev. C. C. Grafton, 
described by the Church Timex as for­
merly an American clergyman, but now 
one of the Evangelist Fathers of Cowley, 
delivered himself after the following re­
markable fashion :—Those of us, at least, 
who were priests knew the wonderful 
power of the Sacraments. With us they 
wrought the same effects ns were rightly 
poioted out by our Eastern and our West­
ern brethren. Visions of

around our altars ; and the sick had
angels had been

seen
instantaneously recovered at the touch of 
our Blessed Lord. Persons who had long 
suffered from illness and who had been 
given up as apparently at the pftint of 
death, had after confession and first com­
munion been restored to health, God had 
also given awful marks of His displeasure, 
and had brought death upon those who 
had profaned His Sacrameuts. It was 
most true that God’s grace flowed in other 
than the ordinary channels which He had 
appointed for it, but there were higher 
forms of spiritual energy which were never 
seen outside the Sacraments. The re­
ligious life, for example, was never found, 
at least in its fulness, wheie the Sacra­
ments were not. If we were asked where 
were our saints, the answer was easy— 
saints were hidden. Moreover, the Church 
of England had not now the same processes 
of canonization which other braches of the 
church possessed, and we haif no right to 
expect within the compass of our com­
paratively small communion as many per-
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eons of pre-eminent holiness as in the Latin 
or the Oriental Church.

hoping for the best, determined to proceed, 
and the agricultural hall with its adjoining 
grounds having been placed at his disposal, 
howccepted the offer thus kindly and oppor­
tunely made, and thither the children in 
happy crowds repaired—the rain fortunate­
ly kept off—the ground was dry—the hall 
spacious—games of various kinds were 
soon in full force and continued until the 
welcome signal called the children to par­
take of the rich and plentiful repast provi­
ded for them. That this was fully appreci­
ated was most apparent, and yet so abun­
dant was the supply that there was enough 
add to spare altho’ some three hundred 
children and teachers had partaken of the 
good things provided. After tea the chil­
dren were collected in front of the hall when 
ffr. Bancroft delivered prizes accompanying 
,he same with suitable remarks to some 
îundred of the children ; in fact tew, if any, 
went away without having had some gift to 
remind them of the day. After the distribu­
tion of the prises, play was resumed and 
continued until the shades of evening re­
minded the teachers the time for dismission 
had come, when the children orderly and 
obediently turned their faces homewards 
content and satisfied with their day’s enjoy­
ment.

Ainslkyvillr.—The Rev. William 
Murphy of Wingham, has lately commenced 
holding services in the village of Ainsley- 
ville Co. Huron. Considering that the 
village is almost altogether given over to 
dissent Mr. Murphy has been most success- 
full, crowds attending on his ministrations.

Clinton.—Thro’ the exertions of Henry 
Rausford Esq., England, Clinton at last 
rejoices in a splendid church bell. Mr. 
Rausford has much property in the parish 
and is a staunch episcopalian and likely to 
be of gn at use to the church.

Goderich.—The Church people in this 
town are restoring the Parish Church re­
scaling and painting it inside and finishing 
the tower. The Rev. Canon Elwood who 
has ministered in godcrich for over 20 years 
is of course the prime mover in this good 
work. The rapidly increasing wants of the 
churoh people in this district has also led 
to the erection of a beautiful little Church 
about 2 miles outside of Godcrich. It is 
situated on the property of Mrs. Brown a 
wealthy and earnest churoh member who 
has almost erected the Church at her own 
expense, when the church is opened it will 
form part of a new Parish to be called 
“ Halmesville,” the Bishop having promised 
to send a missionary.

DIOCESE OF TORONTO. <
The Bishop of Toronto has directed the 

Committee on Indian Missions to invite 
applications, during the ensuing month, 
for the Mission, vacant by the la­
mented death of the Rev. J. Sims. To 
obviate delay and disappointment it is 
desirable that where the applicant is not 
personally know to the Bishop, his applica­
tion should be accompanied by satisfactory 
testimonials as to his fitness for his pecu­
liar Mission. It is indispensably requisite 
he should either possess a knowledge of the 
Qjibway language or be prepared immedi­
ately to acquire it. The late Missionary 
accomplished much in preparing the way 
for tijs successor, and the Mission is un­
doubtedly an arduous one—it is hoped that 
the opportunities it presents of doing much 
for|the cause of Christ and His church, 
will prove an attraction to the zealous and 
devout.

The Island, having been laid out, is now 
in course of settlement, roads are being 
constructed, and many difficulties, hitherto 
in the way of travel are being rapidly 
removed. The Committee feeling lively 
interest in the success of the Mission, 
will exert themselves to the utmost to sus­
tain it. Further information, if required, 
will be furnished on application to the 
chairman of the committee, synod office, 
Toronto.

ONTARIO.
At New Dublin, on Sunday morning, 

Aug. 29, the Rev. K. L. Jones baptized 
an adult, 32 years of age. On the follow­
ing evening, during the service, in Bally- 
canoe school-house, he baptized 7 adults 
and 2 infants. On the following Sunday, 
during the evening service in the Town 
Hall, Lynn, he baptized 8 adults. Of the 
seven adults baptized at Ballyoanoe, four 
were children of Wesleyan parents.

On the occasion of the Rev. John Stan- 
nage’s depart ue to England, on duty 
connected with the diocese, affectionate and 
respectful addresses were presented to him 
by his parishioners, at Kemptville, and by 
the Superintendent, teachers and scholars 
of his Sunday-school. From the latter also 
came a warm-hearted address to Mrs. 
Stannage on the occasion.

DIOCESE OF RUPERT’S LAND.

We have much pleasure in publishing 
the following interesting particulars res­
pecting this far distant Diocese, kindly 
sent us by the Bishop himself:—

^On Tuesday, June 8th, the Bishop of 
Rupert’s Land left Bishop Court to hold 
the visitation of the Cumberland and 
English River Misions, which he had 
long been looking forward to. He had 
already visited the principal stations of the 
Cumberland district—Devon and Cumber 
land House. In the journey he took with 
him a dog| “ Cariole,” in his first winter in 
the country., At that time the district 
was in charge of the Rev. F. T. Smith, 
who had soon after to return to England 
from ill health. In the same winter's 
journey the Bishop went to the mission, 
then under the Rev. H. Budd, a native 
minister,'who showed him over the Cum­
berland District. The Rev. John Mackay, 
in charge of the English River district, 
met the Bishop at that time at Devon ; 
but this was the first visit of the present 
Bishop to English River, his predecessor, 
Bishop Anderson, was twice there.

These Missions were all in connection 
with Cumberland Mission Society. The 
Rev. W. D. Reeve, missionary of that 
society for the far distant district of the 
Mackenzie River, and who had been or­

dained deacon on the previous Sunday at 
St. John’s Cathedral, went down the River 
in The Bishop s boat as far as Archdeacon 
Cowley’s, where he remained, and went 
with the boat carrying the Mackenzie 
River out-fit.

The first station visited by the Bishop 
was the Grand Rapids at the North of the 
Saskatchewan, when ten were confirmed. 
There was only a catechist then, so the 
Bishop had a marriage and five baptisms; 
he also administered holy communion— 
twelve partaking with him.

The next station was the important 
Devon mission, formerly called the Pas. 
This was found in a very promising con­
dition, both spiritually and temporally ; 
there were seventy-nine confirmed. Mr. 
Budd reported very favourably, and the 
Bishop was rejoiced to find a great ad­
vance since his last visit. Several Indian 
families have some cattle and some pigs. 
Mr. Budd’s garden was a very fine one. 
On the morning the Biidtofljl^ft, he had an 
interview with the leading ihen of Devon ; 
and one of the Indians gaver» remarkable 
address, pointing out the large number of 
the Devon Indians now settled, and the 
necessity from that and the frequent absence 
of the Rev. Mr. Budd at other stations of 
the district, that this clergyman should 
have a teacher to help him. . There must 
be a population of four hundrèd Indians at 
Devon. No fewer than ninety-nine were 
under instruction at Sunday school on the 
Sunday before the Bishop arrived. There 
are churchwardens at Devon, and a sexton 
paid by the people. The offerings of this 
Mission, whioK has not a purely white 
person in it, fre over £20 a year, and.hut 
for great drawbacks from the circumstances 
of the station, the offerings would be much 
more valuable. _

From Devon the Bishop, along with Mr. 
Budd, went to Cumberland House. He 
was most kindly received by Mrs. Hamil­
ton, in the absence of Chief Factor Hamil­
ton. It is the usual custom of the Bishop 
at an Indian mission to examine all the 
candidates personally, but the exigencies of 
the journey in this instance, only allowed 
of a hurried examination, mainly by Mr. 
Budd. The Bishop confirmed nineteen on 
the evening of his arrival, and early next 
morning the holy communion was admin­
istered, there being thirty-three communi­
cants, besides the Bishop and Mr. Budd.

The Bishop then proceeded UV English 
River, leaving his boat, and going by a 
small canoe, with two Indians to paddle 
it, as soon as he was able to get within a 
day’s journey by such a canoe of Stanley 
Mission. By this beans a day was gained, 
and Ja very important matter in a long 
journey like this. Part of four days was 
spent at Stanley; a very large mfrnbet of 
Indians were present. As the Bishop’s 
Canoe approached Styley, canoe after 
oanoe joined it, til! qtnte a number were 
together when the Mission building canoe 
came in sight. The Indians were all full 
of expectation,\and while the Mission flag 
was hoisted, guns were fired on all sides. 
At the daily morning and evening service 
there was a large attendance. Mr. McKay 
read the usual service for these week day 
services, being an abridgment of the morn­
ing and evening services in Cree, and the 
Bishop gave an address, which Mr. McKay 
translated. As at the other stations, the 
candidates for confirmation were examined 
in public ; but in this case, as there was 
more time, they came in small companies 
of from four to six, and very much by 
themselves, elsewhere the room was full. 
A general result of these examinations has 
been most favourable A large proportion 
too, could read the Cree Syllabic character. 
Mr. MacKay has a small printing press, at 
which he has printed a small hymn book, 
also an almanack and sheets of prayer. He 
also translated the present Bishop of Mon­
treal’s well-known work, “ The Pathway 
of Safety.” The Bishop obtained the con­
sent of Dr. Oxenden to its being printed in 
Cree, in London, and the translation js 
expected from England this year. There 
were thirty-six confirmed at Stanley, and 
above fifty at the holy Communion. The 
attention and interest of the worshippers 
were very effecting, not a few of the men 
who were confirmed, and of the communi­
cants, were in tears, and gave vent to their 
feelings in sobs. May the Lord make his 
Gospel more and more precious in the eyes 
of these wanderers. The Bishop received 
from Mr. Mackay over £20, contributed 
by this station to the, native Pastorate 
fund, and the Clergy Widow and Orphans" 
fund. o.

On the way back, thh holy Communion 
celebrated at Devon, and over one

as to have suffered comparatively little; 
and, indeed, they seem to retire with the 
advance of population and cultivation, 
hut they have this time returned at once, 
in frightful numbers. It is to be feared 
that this will have great check to emigra­
tion. It will be very hard on the old popu­
lation, especially the large Indian portion. 
Last winter, in too many cases, sadly 
diminished their stock of cattle, and now 
there comes the prospect of this sore dis­
aster. And the land seems one that could 
be made a Paradise. The crops are magni­
ficent, and of all kinds—wheat, barley, oats, 
potatoes, turnips, &c.

Very pleasing accounts have come in 
from several of the Missioift, all giving 
hope that the Gospel js making progress 
and procuring fruit to the Glory of God.

From the Moore Missions there is the 
report of large numbers meeting the Mis­
sionary, of great attention to the services, 
of much progress, and of considerable

The same is heard from York Factory. 
The^Rev. T. Cook, of the Society for the 
Propogation of the Gospel Missions, of Fort 
Ellice, is now in the settlement. He has 
been out during the summer in the plains 
with the Fort Ellice Indians, and others 
who were after the buffalo. He had thirty- 
two children at school, and fllany oppor­
tunities*^ instructing those who were in 
the camp> The college continues to do 
well. The Society foi(the Propogation of 
Christian Knowledge, ithjuly, voted £500 
for the endowment of the Theological 
Chair, to be paid when £2000 had been 
obtained from otj^pr rescourqps. About 
£730 has already been collected. The 
Bishop is most «nxious that the remaining 
sum of £1270 could be raised before he 
proceeds, as he intends, God willing:, in a 
year or two, to England, as he could thereby 
be free to prosecute the raising of funds for 
proper college buildings. The changed 
circumstances of the country, from its 
coming under the Dominion of Canada, and 
the expectation of considerable emigration, 
may make it necessary for Archdeacon 
McSan, the Warden of St. John’s College, 
going on a mission to Canada next sprnig. 
If there, he will doubtless endeavour to 
get some help for the endowment of the 
Chair.
The Church here occupies a favourable 

position, from being first in the field, and 
from having done so much for the country. 
But the different denominations in Canada 
are sending representatives of considerable 
ability into the country, qnd as there is 
not yet occupation for them from emigrants 
of their bodies entering into the country, 
their presence exercises a hurtful influence 
upon the small parishes which our clergy 
minister to. But if there be emigration to 
the extent that some think, this trying state 
of things wjfuld in a measure end. It is, 
hoowever, much to b|Nfpared that the 
threatened visitation bf grasshoppers im­
mediately after the previous one, will be a 
great check for a time. Still, as the rail­
way from the United States is being 
pressed on towards this country, the check 
can’only be for a time.

the preacher affirmed that the Episcopalian 
and Roman Catholic belief is positively 
alike, although the membersdo not commune 
together, owing to intrigues at the Court 
of Rome at the time of the Reformation.

The smallest of the bells weighs two hun­
dred and fifty pounds, and the largest two 
thousand pounds. The aggregate weight 
of all the bells is seven thousand one hun­
dred and seventy-one pounds. They are 
the gift of Thomas Messenger, President 
of the Brooklyn Bank.

Two lighted candles stood on the 
altar table sustained by the very candle­
sticks used by Barbara Heck. A tablet to 
the memory of this distinguished woman 
was unveiled. She is really the heroine of 
the Methodist church, and deserves to be 
canonized.

NEWFOUNDLAND.
The Diocese has just lost one who fell 

manfully as a brave soldier of the Cross, in 
the faithful discharge of his duty. It seems 
that some oases of typhus fever had been 
taken from St. John’s to the Mission of 
Bay de Verd, in the Deanery of Conception 
Bajt The late Missionary of that district, 
the Rev. Oliver Rouse, promptly and assi- 
dously visited the sick, and was at last 
seized by the fever himself. I understand 
that, in consequence of the great distance 
of Bay de Verd from the nearest medical 
man, professional assistance was unattain­
able, or at any rate unattained. He soon 
sank under the attack, leaving a widow 
and several children,—to say nothing of 
his attached flock,—to mourn "their sad loss.

CHRISTIAN TEMPERANCE.
BY REV. WILLIAM tiOODELL.

It has become an important question 
whether Christianity, the religion of the 
Bible, requires total abstinence from intoxi­
cating liquors. If it does, then such absti­
nence should be the law of Christian 
churches. If it does not, then those who 
insist on such abstinence as a Christian 
duty, are teaching works of supererogation, 
and churches that make it a test of admis­
sion to membership at» requiring what 
Christian duty does not demand, and are 
thus infringing upon the rights of their 
equal Christian brethren.

This latter alternante is maintained 
by some whose position, reputation, and 
influence demand for the subject a careful 
and candid examination.

The temperance cause neither asks nor 
accepts aid from theoretical or practical 
errors, nor from ecclesiastical action sub­
versive of Christian liberty, or any action 
not necessary to the purity, the preservation, 
and the salutary influence of the church 
—not demanded by their aggressive warfare 
against sin, their labors for the salvation of 
souls, and for the extension and reign of 
Christ's kingdom on earth. The temper­
ance cause asks nothing of the churches or 
ministry that their q*to work and mission 
do not likewise require for the glory of 
God and the highest welfare of mankind.

Temperance is self-restraint, self-control, 
self-command, self-culture,self-preservation, 
self-government. It involves the subjection 
of the appetites, passions, and propensities 
of our higher nature, our reason, our con­
science—essential to moral excellence of 
character, spiritual welfare, the approbation 
of God, the enjoyment of Him and commu­
nion and fellowship with Him. At the 
same time, and by the same process, it is 
essential to the most healthful condition of 
our intellectual and animal natures, powers, 
faculties, capacities, the control and use of 
our minds and our bodies, and the proper 
exercise and the best use, preservation, and 
enjoyment of them. So that it involves no 
relinquishmtnt of physical enjoyment, but 
promotes both in harmony with each other1 
Nothing like asceticism, in the bad sense of 
the term, is to be found here. It will not 
be denied that such self-control as has been 
now described is required by the religion of 
the Bible. «

Now, it is evident that such self-control 
(which, it will be admitted, requires mode­
ration in the use even of good things, inclu­
ding nutrition, sustenance, wholesome food 
and drink) must require equally—and for 
the same and stronger reasons— entire ab­
stinence from the use of evil things, intrin­
sically hurtful, including things not only 
containing no nutrition, sustenance, feed, 
nourishment, or anything beneficial, but,

described ; yet such are all intoxicating 
liquors.

IP any one doubts this statement, let him 
examine the evidences contained in the 
literature to be obtained at the Temperance 
Depositary, No. 172 William Street, New 
York, and then let him point out, if he 
can, wherein the description we have given 
is exaggerated. If be shall think he suc­
ceeds in doing this, in respect to some par­
ticulars, let him viindidly say whether there 
is not enough >prriof remaining to justify 
the Btatemeqf that Christian self-control, 
or temperance, requires total abstinence 
from all intoxicating liquors.

Especially, in making the decision, let it 
not be forgotten that the drinking of intoxi­
cating liquors, however cautiously and 
moderately, is the only and the prolific 
source and cause of intoxication in all its 
stages and degrees, downward to drunken- * 
ness and disease, demoralization, and death ; 
the cause of more than one-half, if not more 
than three-fourths, of all the calamities and 
crimes that afflict and disgrace civilized 
communities ; the ally of evqry species and 
and form of sensuality, licentiousness, pro­
fligacy, immorality, and viqfc; the fomenter 
of strifes, ouarrels, broils* riots, rebellions, 
and wars ; the parent of poverty, pauperism, 
lunacy, insanity, desperation and crime; of 
ignorance, of imbieility, of idiocy, of bru­
tality and barbarity ; of degradation and 
slavery ; the inveterate foe of social order 
and progress of law. and government, of 
morality and religion, and of all the insti­
tutions promotive of them ; the most for­
midable obstacle to the propagation of true 
religion, the conversion of sinners, and the 
Christianization and civilization of the 
world.

Can it be innocent, or can it be but 
slightly censurable—can it be otherwise 
than sinful, amid all the light and informa­
tion on this subject now accessible to all 
those who seek it, to sustain, needlessly, 
by the influence of example, the known and 
sole source of inebriation, either partial or 
total, incipient or matured, from whence 
spring all these combined, complex, and 
eomplicated evils, physical, mental, pecuni­
ary, political, social, moral, religious, tem­
poral and eternal ? If this be not sinful, 
how shall we define or describe sin, or what 
conceptions shall we form of that divine 
law of which sin is the transgression ? Is 
not love to God and man the fulfilling of 
that law ? How is that love manifested or 
made effectual by the drinking of intoxicat­
ing liquors, thereby sustaining the known 
and only source of intoxication, from 
whence inevitably come all these indescri­
bable and measureless jevils? In what 
manner is God glorified, or his creatures 
benefited, by the practice ? By Xrhat cus­
tom is the wise and benevolent Creator of 
man more obviously dishonored or His 
offspring more comprehensively or more 
seriously injured, in both their temporal 
and eternal interests ? If total abstinence 
from such a practice—a requirement to 
cease from doing evil—may not be enjoined 
as a Christian duty, what other Christian 
duty may, as such, be enjoined ?

The preoe.it, “ Whether ye eat or drink, 
or whatever ye do, do all to the glory of 
God,” is given, however, not in the nega­
tive, but in the positive form. It is a re­
quirement, not merely a prohibition. The 
eating or drinking that does not positively 
honor Qod/lhe Creator and Giver, is posi­
tively forbidden ; while the eating or drink­
ing that do honour H im are as positively 
required : right motives are, of course, in­
cluded, as essential to right action ; but no 
plea of good motives will excuse willing or 
wilful ignorance on such a question, nor 
indifference to the issues involved in it, 
much less, the potent influence of example 
and pecuniary patronage on the wrong side,* 
in opposition to the right, in favor of 
drinking the drunkard’s drink, (the pro­
curing cause of so much sin and misery,) 
and against total abstinence from it. On 
this, as upon every moral question, there 
can be no neutrals. Least of all, can pro­
fessors of religion, ministers, and churches 
be neutral. / ,

Unless it can be shown that it is for the 
glory of God and the welfare of mankind 
that the fruits of His bounty created for 
wholesome food should be transformed into 
a deadly and demoralizing poison, and thus 
employed, we must insist that the drinking 
of that poison is sinful.

What mean such inspired admonitions 
as the following ?

“ Abstain from fleshly lusts which war 
against the soul.” (L Peter 2 : II.) Is 
not the desire of intoxicating drinks one of 
those fleshly lusts, and provocative of all 
the others ? (See Prov. 23: 31-33)

“ Abstain from all appearance of evil." 
(1 These. 5 : 22.) Is there not even the 
appearance of evil, in drinking the charac­
teristic drink of drunkards—the drink that 
produces all drunkenness, and all that 
springs from it ?

“ Present your bodies a living sacrifice, 
holy, acceptable unto God.’" (Rom. 12:1.) 
How ? By drinking the drink that makes 
men drunkards?

“ Offences will come, but woe unto him
on the eontrary, absolutely unnccessaryjLthrough whom they come I” (Luke 17:1.)

If Christiam temperance or self-control 
requires moderation in the use of things 
good, beneficial, and even necessary, does 
it not, at least equally require total absti­
nence from things thus positively evil, 
hurtful, and depraving, such as hav^ been

Through whom come more or greater 
offences than through the drinkers of into­
xicating liquors ?

“ Be not deceived ! God is not mocked, 
for whatsoever a man sqweth, that shall he 
also reap." (Gal. 6: 7.) What sort of 
a crop comes from the seed sown by the so- 
called moderate drinker?

The doctrine of Cllristian temperance 
admits of many applications. This is only 
one of them.—National Temperance Advo­
cate.

We have every con­
fidence in tbs management of the Institution, and 
believe it to be eminently worthy of the patronage 
of the Church.

HURON COLLEGE, LONDON.
On the 20th September, through the kindness of 

the Lord Bishop of Huron, we (one of the editors 
of this journal) had an opportunity of visiting this 
excellent Institution. On the same day we also 
visited the HeUmuth College, end the Hellmuth 
Ladies’ College. As these Institutions are fast 
attaining a world-wide celebrity, we will briefly 
give our impressions of them.

The Huron College is devoted to training young 
men for the ministry, and wm founded by the 
Right Reverend Dr. Cronyn about five years ago. 
The present Dean and Rector, Dr. Hellmuth, acted 
aa his Lordship’s agent in England, and raised the 
sum of three thousand pounds, with which the 
purchase of the land on which the College stands 
wm made, A second visit to Bnglsnd by Dr. 
Hellmuth, resulted in his obtaining the gift of 
£6,000 from the Rev. Mr. Peach, for the endowment 
■of the theological chair.

The Bishop and Dean next went to England to­
gether, and obtained £8,600, and finally, on the 
occMion of the Pan Anglican Synod the Bishop 
of Huron received an amount sufficient for the 
establishment of five scholarships.

The grounds are spacious, and the buildings 
quite adequate for the present neceMity. There 
are rooms for the students ; a residence for the 
Principal and ProfeMors ; and a very neat Chapel, 
capable of accommodating 200 persons, which is 
nerved by the Principal and his associatM, and 
which on .Sundays, i* filled to overflowing by re­
sidents in the neighbourhood.

Ont of the ninety or more clergymen ordained 
by the Bishop of Huron, twenty-one were traÿed 
in this College, a very fair number considering 
how short a time the Institution hw been estab­
lished.

The first Principal wm the very Rev. Dean 
Hellmuth, the second wm Dr. Wickee, and the 
present Principal is the Rev. Isaac Brock, a rela­
tive of the illustrious General. Hie qualifications 
for the office be hilda will appear from the follow­
ing memorandum furnished us by the Lord Bishop 
who gave Mr. Brock the appointment when he wm 
iMt in England.

The masters, also, “ may be of every reli­
gion—Catholics, Presbyterians, Anglicans, 
Socinians, Ariane, Swaddlere, and some, 
probably, of no religion at all. A Catholic 
child will observe this Babel, and, perhaps, 
may be driven to doubt about the truth 
of every religion when he sees his teachers 
divided upon so important a matter.” 
Cardinal Cullen declares that “ the whole 
system, as carried on in the model schools 
is replete with danger, and well calculated 
to undermine the foundation of Catholic 
faith.” He finally urges the taking away 
of children from the model school, and 
adds :—“ I have had occasion to speak of 
ecclesiastical penalties, but I am now so 
convinced of the evils of the model school 
system, that I give notice to any Catholic 
parents who will obstinately persevere in 
heeding their children in the lion’s den, in 
the midst of danger, that I will feel bound 
to deprive them of the advantages of the 
church until they make up their minds to 
act as parents anxious for the eternal sal­
vation of their children ought to act. 
Those who1 sacrifice their little ones to Mo­
loch’ show themselves to be unworthy of 
the benefits of absolution.’

HELLMUTH LADIES’ COLLEGE.
This splendid institution wee founded and earned 

to its present advanced stage, chiefly by the energy 
and liberality of the Very Rev. the Dean of Huron- 
The Dean, who ia temporarily occupying rooms in 
the College, was not on the grounds, bat we had 
the pleMure of meeting Mrs. Hellmbth, and the 
Lady Principal, Mrs. Mills, by whom we were 
kindly conducted over thejbuilding. As full details 
of the appearance and capacity of the building 
have already ^appeared In this journal, we shall 
not repeat them. It is not too much to say that it 
is unsurpassed by any thing of the kind that we 
have aeen Id this country or abroad, and would 
wall repay a visit. It oonsitls of five a tories, with 
rooms lofty and well ventilated, and fitted up with 
every convenience for the work to which It is 
devoted.

There were seventy young ladies, hoarders, ecd 
thirteen day boarders present, although the college 
bad only been ooened since the first ofSeptember 
There will be accomftodation for between one aod^ 
two hundred, and re doubt not that within the* 
epjbe of a few months every room will be occupied.
Dr Hellmuth hss been most fortunate in obtaining 
the aervioM of the Lady Principal and her issls- 
tsnts, and we feel sure that hie heart will be 
gladdened by witnessing results hitherto un­
paralleled in this country la the cause of Chris­
tian education.

Returning, we visited the Hellmuth Cel lego, 
also founded by the Dean, which tuts boon in euc- 
ceasful operation for the pMt fire years.

Aa this institution hM also boon described in 
our columns, we will not attempt a repetition 
Through the kindness of the Principal, the Bev.

Mr. Sweatman and Mqjor Evans, secretary and 
treasurer, we were allowed to visit every pert of 
the building end grounds. Over one hundred end 
thirty pupils were preMnt, end the order end 
neatness every where visible WMmoet remark able.
We left it with e profound impreMiou of the debt 
of gratitude due to the Deen end those, who were 
associated with him in this enterpriM, end with 
the hope that others would be raised up to ifoitate 
their example.

It is «My to see that, capacious m are these and 
kindred institutions, they can never supply the ÿhould 
wants of the. country, and that there will still 
remain much to be done in various quarters by the 
friends of education.

THE CATHEDRAL AND OTHER BUILDINGS.
The followiog day we visited the Csthddral and 

the Synod budding. The former is now under­
going alterations, which will afford additional 
room, and add greatly to its convenience and 
beauty. A new chancel hM been built, which will 
receive the oigan, and also provide seats for the 
Bishop, clergy, and their familiM.

One or two hundred additional sittings will thus 
be obtained in the late organ gallery and else­
where, to meet ihe demand phicb is now so 
press ip#

The Synod building is occupied by the Synod 
and Church society, and also by the Young Men’s 
Christian Association, of which the Dean is Presi­
dent. We had often heard of the admirable way 
in which the Church .Society wm managed in the 
D'ocese of Huron, under the Lord Bishop, and the 
clerical and lay secretaries, and we had an oppor­
tunity this morning of attending one of the meet­
ings. We would advise the other Dioceses which 
ere intending to provide themMlvee with Synod 
buildings, to examine the one in I«oudon—there is 
a place for every thing, and every body.
■^ÿuroa bids fair, we thought, to be regarded as 
the model Diocese. It is but twelve years since it 
wm organised, under the preMnt venerable and 
beloved Bishop, and yet It is one of the most com­
plete, best ordered, and succeMful of the Colonial 
Diocese*.

We omitted to mention that a See houM, with 
ample grounds, hM lately been provided by the 
Diocese, io which the venerable prelate is now 
exercising that hospitality to wards the clergy for 
which he hM always been known, and in which he 
is so happily aided by Mrs. Cronyn.

Irish Roman Catholic Bishops on 
Education and the Land Question. 
—The Roman Catholic archbishops and 
bishops have published a series of resolu­
tions adopted at their late meeting at May- 
nooth College on the education and land 
questions. They condemn the mixed 
system of education, and in particular 
oppose the perpetuation of it by making 
Trinity College a mixed college. They 
ask a distinct college, and complete secular 
education on purely Catholic principles, a 
share of the funds of the Royal and En­
dowed school, and a rearrangement of the 
Queen’s colleges on the denominational 
principle. They add a general resolution 
on the land question, expressing their belief 
that its settlement is essential to the peace 
of the kingdom.

The above two extracts clearly show what 
the Roman Catholic idea is, as to sending 
their( children to Protestant or even non-1 
sectarian schools, and the enormous dis­
pleasure they incur, who should presume 
to fraternize with these schools. The Ro­
man Catholic Priests fully understand the 
importance of youthful training purely in 
their own faith, to be faithful members of 
of their own church, and why should 
Protestants be one whit behind them on 
this subject ? Why allow our children to be 
educated in their schools, where in like 
manner and for the same reasons they be­
come a sacrifice .to Moloch in earnest, for 
remember they do not hesitate to say 
that about ten per cent of the Protestant 
pupils sent to them become Romanists.

The articles that have appeared in this 
paper on education are well timed and 

awaken a sense of duty in all Pro­
testants to at onoe arouse their feelings and 
establish a system of schools that will 
obviate the necessity of sending to Roman 
institutions the young ladies and girls of 
our own church. The articles above 
referred to speak for themselves.

A refugee in 
London, a penniless adventurer, a prisoner 
at Ham, apparently without talent or prin­
ciple, be seems to have never lost sight of 
what the future might bring forth ; and 
when the occasion was ripe be plucked the 
fruit with a bold hand, traded on the fame, 
and the prestige of the name, of his illus­
trious relation, and wears the crown as the 
acknowledged monarch of France, the “ well 
beloved ooutin " of the Kings of the earth I

During his reign the country has pro­
gressed in a ratio at leitt equal to that ob­
tained by other nations, for, with talents 
and wisdom unexpected bv those who had 
known him previously to his acquisition of 
power, he has employed that power to the 
extension of commerce, the consolidation 
and enlargement of the resources of the 
Empire, the improvement of the Army 
and Navy, and the strengthening of social 
friendly relations with other countries, and 
especially England.

Now the end seems to draw nigh ; he is 
afflicted - with a hidden severe malady, 
which often incapacitates him for the trans­
action of business. He has spent a hard 
life, which cannot last much longer. His 
son is a child, and his wife a bigot com­
pletely under the influence of Romish 
priests. He is compelled to yield the 
extension of their liberties to the demand 
of his subjects. The Orleans and Bourbon 
families are not extinct. His relative the 
Prince Napoleon is playing a deep game to 
win the succession as guardian of the in­
fant heir to the throne of volatile and 
vacillating France, divided into various 
parties whose interests are conflicting; and 
we are convinced he knows by experience 
the truth of Shakes pere’# saying “ uneasy 
lies the head that wears s crown.”

His health has improved within the last 
few weeks, so as to suffer him to appear in 
public in order to silence the murmurs of 
the people; and wa ten»*fie may, with his 
accustomed prudence, prepare for the in­
evitable, by arranging the affairs of France 

in such a manner as may continue and in­
crease her peace and prosperity, and by 
preparing for the approaching solemn meet­
ing between himself and God, by whom 
princes reign, and to whom monarchs and 
subjects must “ give account of the deeds
done in the body, whether they be good 
or evil.”

FRANCE.
France holding such an important place 

amongst nations, and being at present in 
an exceedingly critical condition in conse­
quence of various circumstances, especially 
the illness of her 'Emperor, is naturally 
an object of more than ordinary attention, 
and should be a subject of earnest prayer 
to the - King of. kings that on overruling 
Providence would order things connected 
with the government of that country for 
the advancement of the glory of His name, 
and the welfare of mankind at large.

The first Najoleon had raised himself— 
not France—to an astonishing height of 
power. His extraordinary talents as a gen­
eral and a politician, called into exercise by 
a combination of circumstances, rarely if 
ever found in the world's history, placed 
him on a throne, purchased with the blood 
of thousands* xnd the almost utter ruin of 
the nation K$ pretended to adore ; and if 
his ambition lad not been insatiable that 
throne might tave remained in the posses­
sion, of his race, and the Napoleonic 
Dynasty been etublishcd. But he soard too

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creased. Be it remembered that the resolution 
passed at that meeting ofeur Synod, positively 
asserted that tMjBynod wm not to be pledged 
or be responnole pecuniarily for the school.

In Toronto a large properiy was purchased 
this summer, and large extensions are actually 
being made; while even the small town of 
London, (Ontario,) can boast of a Young 
Ladies’ College; and in none of thqse places 
are there as many Church of England members 
as in Montreal, while here ia the great attrac­
tion for the French language, and here also 
have we more to contend against, owing to the 
preponderance of Roman Catholics, who hold 
each a away in Parliament and in their system 
of cheap education.

That the Moral Law, ini its statement and 
application to every variety of condition and 
deed, constitutes a vital portion of Scripture, 
and occupies a very large space in the sacred 
volume, is too evident to require proof; And it 
is jnst as clear that it, and it especially, is 
eminently fitted to answer tW purposes here 
specified, by the Apostles, in order “ that the 
man of God may be perfect, throughly furnish­
ed unto all good works." This alone should be 
sufficient to establish the importance of under­
standing the law.

But 1 shall endeavour to show that there are 
other reasons to urge in support of that posi­
tion. With that view, I would observe that a 
correct understanding of this law, lies at the 
very foundation of revealed religion, and of all 
religious instruction. For all doctrines and 
duties of Christianity are related to it, and must 
be tested by its just and holy principles. In­
deed our apprehension of its nature and the ex­
tent of its claims, will be thb measure of our 
conceptions of the holiness, justice, love and 
mercy of God. ConsequeAly, oar views and 
applications of the glorious gospel itself, will 
be regulated by the same rule.

For, “ the whole work of the divine Re­
deemer had 'reference to the claims and char­
acter of this perfect law, and it is to be under­
stood and estimated only as we comprehend 
the nature and extent of these claims upon 
man."

It is not ia our nature to be grateful when 
unoonscions of being the recipients ef any 
favour. As a general rule of our gratitude 
will always bear some proportion to our sense 
the obligations conferred upon us. It is the 
dread of impending danger that extorts the ex­
clamation.

“ What shall I do to be saved? And just as 
the magnitude of the danger is distinctly seen, 
so will deliverance and safety be appreciated. 
In a word : without deep conviction» of sin, its 
destructive nature and baneful consequences 
(which is the appropriate work of the law), the 
Saviour will be lightly esteemed.

We have this principle beautifully illustrated 
by Jesus himself in wcrJs of divine simplicity 
and irresistible force.

“ There was a certain creditor which had two 
debtors ; the one owed five hnrdred pence, end 
the other fifty ; and when they had nothing to 
pay, he frankly forgave them both. Tell 
me therefore, which of them will love him 
most?” Not aware that he was condemn­
ing himself, the Pharisee to whom this ques­
tion was put, answered, “ I suppose that he to, 
whom he forgave most” And the words of 
Jesus, “Thou has rightly junked," places that 
supposition amongst the verities of Scripture.

Farther; it is only in the light of the law 
that we can read understandingly the Apostle 
Paul’s distressing oonflicte with the remaining 
power of sin in the flesh. Whence that dis­
tracting godly sorrow—that bitterness of a 
sanctified heart—that half despairing cry, “ O 
wretched man that I am ?” Whence, but from 
the clear discernment of a righteousness, a 
holiness and a spirituality in the law, which, 
to his enlighteped mind, contrasted painfully 
with what he still found in himself? These 
elements of heavenly felicity were the joy of 
his renewed heart.

But that joy wm marred by a conscience 
tenderly alive to the law, revealing the pre­
sence of sin.

This suggests a question of deep interest to 
everjç Christian. Why is it that, in general 
they'experience so little of Paul’s wretched­
ness, so little of his distressing concern and 
holy anguish, on account of remaining sin ? It 
will hardly be alledged that they exceed the 
Apostle in the attainment of holiness.

It tnust then be owing to a more superficial 
knowledge of the law, and a consequent mis­
apprehension of the real nature and exceeding 
sinfulness of sin. In this view of the subject, 
we oan hardly fail to realise the importance of 
the Psalmist's prayer, “ 0 Lord, open thou 
mine eyes, that I may behold wondrous things 
out of thy law."

An author of great proficiency in the school 
of Christ, and in the knowledge of human 
nature has said, that “ almost all errors in re­
ligion connect with misapprehensions about 
the law of God ; therefore, ignorance, inatten­
tion, and confused views of it, must tend ex­
ceedingly to favor the propagation of heretical 
opinions of various kinds."

Although sinless perfection is uuttt&inable 

on esrth, yet, u every deviation from that 
Divine rule, or want of conformity to it, is sin, 
it most be the duty, end ought to be the ear­
nest desire and endeavor of every Christian to 
have his every thought, feeling and aotion> 
brought into sweetest unison with its Divine 

principles and precepts.
“ For this is the will of God, even your sanc­

tification and that you should “perfect 
holiness in the fear of the Lord." “ Be ye 
therefore followers of God, as dear children,’>

Be perfect, even as voor Father which is in 
heaven is perfect.”

This is your high calling.
Mr. Fraser, a man of exalted piety and pro­

found thought, says, in his excellent work on 
Sanctification. “The right of* * *the law sub­
sists, as <0 the demand of perfect obedienc* 
and conformity on the part of them who are in 
a justified state and under grace. If sin­
cerely aiming at walking in the light, they 
fall short and sin; it is happy for them, 
that the blood of Jesus Christ cleanses them 
from, and takes away their sins. But there 
would be no need of this to persons in a state 
of grace, if the right of the law to require per­
fect obedience did not still subsist with respect 
to them. The holy divine law and divine grace 
reflect glory,’the one upon the other recipro­
cally ; and both will shine forth in joint glory 
eternally in heaven." a

“ The law is made for the lawless, for liars, 
and perjured persons, and if there be any other 
fling that is contrary to sound Doctrine, ac­
cording to the glorious Gospel of the blessed 
God." Where it is plain, that sound doctrine 
(healthful, wholesome doctrine) is the doctrine 
of the holy commandment, the rule of duty, as 
enforced by the Gospel.

“ It is needful that Christians should be 
deeply impressed with the authority of the law 
of God, their creator and supreme law giver ; 
and that preachers should inculcate this'on all 
classes of their hearers." To be pure from (he 
blood of all men, they must declare all the 
council of God.

It it much to be feared that thousands of 
professing Christians are, as Paul once" was, 
alive without th^daw ; and trusting in what 
they call the Gospel, which they understand as 
little as he then did the offerings and sacri­
fices by which it was typified. Nothing can be 
more perilous than this dead form of life, which 
draws its vitality from ignorance, and the ob­
servance of a conventional morality.

And it requires no argument to prove that a 
slight knoVledge of the law would shaky that 
groundless confidence, would alarm that easy 
going faith which is satisfied with the form, 
without the power of godliness, with a name 
to live whilst dead. “ When the command­
ment came, sin revived, and I died.”

I was not a little surprised, to find in the 
“ Baptist ” of the 16th inst., when dosing this 
article, one of the most apt and painful illustra­
tions of my subject that could well be im­
agined. It is a death-bed scene, under the 
heading, “ Fatal Delusion." A lovely young 
lady is lying iuvthe last stage of consumption ; 
surrounded by all the luxuries of high life that 
wealth can procure ; attended by an affection­
ate mother of “ fine appearance and cultivated 
mannersboth are “ladies of the purest 
type.”

From the mother’s statements to the min­
ister, who had been sent for, it appears that he 
had not been called to impart instruction or 
consolation, but, like Lord Warwick to Ad­
dison’s death-bed, to “ see how a Christian can 
die." The young lady realises the near ap 
proach of death; yet she enjoys the serene 
peace and bright prospects of the most assured 
confidence and triumphant faith.

But, when the minister asks, “ Do you go 
into the highland holy presence of GocCfeelinfl 
that in yourself you are a lost sinner, and 
relying on the merits of a crucified Saviour for 
acceptance there Î” her brow contracts, the 
flush on her cheek deepens; and the 
mother, with a haughty sternness, replies— 
“ Ton have mistake*} the case, Sir, such lan­
guage has never been'sddroase I to my daugh­
ter before. She has aopiys led a blameless 
and beautiful life ’

This, unhappily,is but a Specimen of the sad 
truth. " My people are destroyed for lack of 
knowledge.”

It were easy to go on adding proofs, but 
enough has been said to show the importance 
of understanding the Moral Law.

TUB LORD’S PRATBR

This beautiful form of sound words, unequal 
led for its comprehensiveness, sublimity and 
simplicity, was delivered to the^Sfints on two 
occasions by our Lord JesuVChrist, with the 
intention of leaving it as a pattern, and also a 
form of prayer for His people, who alone have 
a right to use it, and some of whom, ignorantly 
thinking the composition unfitting for their 
exalted position and privileges, injure them­
selves and disobey their Master.

• It was given in Christ's sermon on the Mount 
—see Mat. 6, 9—as a pattern for prayer with 
the words, “ after this manner therefore pray 
ye ’’ ; and again in answer to the reqirest of his 
disciples—see Luke 11, 1—as a formlo be re­
peated, for his direction is “ when ye pray say 
Our Father, Ac.”

The precatory part consists of six petitions 
lor, 1st, the honour of God’s name; Ind, the 
establishment of His kiqgdom ; 3rd, obedience 
to his law ; 4th, the supply of our wants ; 6th, 
pardon of sin ; 6th, our preservation, and under 
these heads may be found included all subjects 
for prayer.

The appellation of the Deity with which the 
prayer begins is such as to shew the falseness 
of the supposition that it is not suitable for the 
Chnroh of Christ in this dispensation, for the 
sinner who asks anything of God as a Father 
save through and in Jesus Christ, commits

presumptuous sin, and claims a privilege to 
which he has no right; while all who are in 
Christ Jesus are children of God, may address 
Him saying “ Abba, Father," and may ask and 
receive that their jy may be frill.

When used in our private devotions a very 
beneficial effect is produced by substituting my 
for our, and mi for as; tmd many have been 
drawn nigh to their Famfer by this familiar, 
affectionate, but not irreverent mode of coming 
boldly to a throne of grace. It is to be much 
regretted that attention is not paid to the pro­
per emphasising of this lovely prayer, the 
doing of which requires care so as to prerent 
oqr laying stress on oar, thy, as, paw, day, Ac., 
instead of on Father, will, name, bread, tree- 
passess, Ac. ; which fault is so usual, and justly 
complained of.

AGRARIAN CRIME IN IRELAND.

Editor London Standard.
Sib,—There is one element wjiich has 

hardly been taken into account in evaluat­
ing the agrarian murders which aPç almost 
the only serious form of orime in Ireland. 
That element is the teaching of the Iiomudi 
Church.

I have in my possession a little book,

Ïrice one penny, composed by the “ Rev.
. Fprnisg, priest of the ^Congregation of 

the Most Holy Redeemer,” and issued 
with the imprimatur of “ Paulas Cullen, 
Archiepiscopus Dublinesis.” The book is 
entitled “ What every Christian must 
Know.” It beàli on its title page the firm 
of “ Richardson and Son, 147, Strand, 
London ; 9, Capel-street, Dublin ; and 
Derby.” From its low price and the high 
sanclion with which it is issued, it is, very 
naturally, most extensively diffused. It 
treats of “ Confession, Laws of God and 
of the Church, Rule of Life, Good Works, 
Sins, Conscience.”

On the fifth page appear “ the Com­
mandments of God,” in other words, the 
Decalogue : the Second Commandment, 
however, which forbids image-worship, 
being expunged, and the numbers after 
being made by splitting the commandment 
which forbids men to covet into two, thus :

9. Thou shalt not covet thy neighbour’s 
wife. /

lOZThou shalt not covet thy neighbour's 
goods.

No notice whatever is taken of the ex­
punged commandment, nor could any one 
gather from the^book that any such com­
mandment had ever been given by God.

The book then proceeds to explain the 
Decalogue thus mutilated ; and it is to 
some of the explanations it gives that I 
wish to draw the attention of the .English 
public through your columns.

On the Second Commandment, as it 
stands in this manual (the Third (Sum­
mand ment aa actually given), which for­
bids the taking God's name' in vain, the 
Rev. J. Furniss thus instructs his readers 

“ V. Oaths.—To sail God or something 
sacred to witness that what you sav is the 
truth ; for example, to swear on the book, 
or—By the name of God, or the Holy 
name—By heaven—On my soul—So help 
me God. But if you do not know that 
what you say is an oath, or do not mean 
to take an oath, then these words are not 
an oath. (The italics are in the original.) 
It is not qp oath to say Faith—Troth—On 
my life—On my conscience—True as I 
stand here—True as Gospel. It is not an 
oath to say—I awear—God's truth—God 
knows—I declare to God—unless you mean 
these words for an oath ; but it is commonly 
a venial sin to say such words."

I need hardly comment on such teaching. 
Any one who reads Pascal’s “ Provin­
cial Letters” will find in them a much 
better exposure of this4dx morality than I 
could give. But it is obvious that it has 
the most direct tendency to sap the feeling 
of truthfulness, and that it goes far to 
account for that peculiar slipperiness which 
those conversant with Ireland and the Irish 
cannot but have noticed.

On the Fourth Commandment, as it is 
numbered in the manual (the/Fiith Com­
mandment of Exodus and Dbutoronomy), 
which bids us honour our parents, children 
are told—“ It is a grievous sin to strike 
your parents, or in their presence (the italics 
are in the manual) to put out your tongue 
at them, or the like through spite, or con­
tempt, or “ in their hearing" (the italics 
are not mine) “ to call them very bad 
names, such as fools, beasts, drunkards.” 
The instruction, so far as children are con­
cerned, ends with the words, “ Children 
must not go jo Protestant or paupers' 
schools, or schools forbidden by bishops or 
parish priedfa.”

In the Fifth Commandment, according 
to this manual (the Sixth Commandment 
of the Bible), we are told that “ Murder, 
or unjustly taking away another’s life, is a 
grievotas mortal sin.” /

Iu a note on the same commanditent, at 
the foot of the page, are these words—" It 
is not a sin to desire some temporal mis­
fortune to another, because it will make 
him cease to give scandal, or be converted, 
or not persecute the good.”

I wish to call special attention to the 
above definition of murder. It consists, 
according to manual in “ unjustly taking 
away another’s life.”

Now, it is quite obvious that the employ­
ment of (he word “ unjustly ” here, instead 
of illegally, opens the door to the very 
mischiefs under whibh Ireland now groans. 
For the peasantry are quite convinced that, 
however illegal it may be, it is not unjust 
to take the fife of anv one whom they con-

aider aa an oppressive landlord or agent ; 
or, indeed, any one who contravenes their 
own notions of right and wrong. By using 
the word unjustly instead of illegally, 
therefore, in defining what murder is, the 
manual not only makes the peasant, and 
not the law, the judge of what is murder 
and what is not, but also does all it can to 
confirm the rooted persuasion that these 
agrarian murders are not murders at ah, 
inasmuch as they are in the opinion of the 
peasantry, not unjust, though he will at 
once acknowledge that they are illegal.

Sir, I venture to say that so long as such 
teaching as this is disseminated broadcast 
amongst Irish Roman Catholics, they will 
not cease taking the law into their own 
hands and executing what they are taught 
by the authorities of their own Church to 
believe is mot a sinful vengeance on those 
whom they believe their oppressors.

Such teaching on the part of the Roman 
Catholic Church (for it is that Church’s 
teaching, since it goes forth with the im­
primatur of the Papal Legate) goes far to 
explain the fact that “ agrarian outrages,” 
as murders are euphemistieally called in 
Ireland, are invariably committed by 
Roman Catholics oAly. I do not recollect 
a single instance of any Protestât being 
ever suspected, much less accused or tried, 
for murdering his landlord or his landlord’s 
agent.

If any of your readers are doubtful of 
the quotations given, they can buy the book 
for themselves, unless, indeed, its sale to 
heretics should be forbidden in con sequence 
of this notice. Irishman.

THE GOLD EXCITEMENT IN 

NEW YORK.
THIRD DAT.

(Fiom N. Y. Times.)
The tremendous struggle of thq bulls 

and bears in gold culminated before noon 
yesterday, amid scenes of frantic excite­
ment, which, it is not too much to say, 
were never paralleled even in the Gold 
Roopa.

Before the opening of the Board, the 
room was packed with members and 
spectators, while.the passage ways and stairs 
were crowded with men trying to press in, 
and New-street was blocked up with masses 
which spread round Wall and Broad 
streets,—all eagerly excited over the events 
and prospecta of a day which everybody 
felt to be big with wrecks as well as for­
tunes.

The skirmishing and manoeuvring before 
the regular opening showed that the 
strength was still on the side of the bull 
party; and, though the bidding was ir­
regular and tentative, it indicated a decided 
advance above the highest figures of the 
day before. By the time of the opening 
the boon ware struck with terror by “the 
movements of the bulls, who bid 150—or 
an advance of 6 per cent, above the highest 
quotations of the previous day—with a 
reckless defiance of the adversary that 
showed they had the game in their own 
hands. Within half an hour the dismay 
of the bears was increased by the rapid 
and determined pushing up of the price to 
155. They repeatedly attempted to make 
a fight and a stand that would save them 
from ruin, but their operations were carried 
on at such a disadvantage, not only as re­
gards forces and resources, but also tactics 
and position in the field, that they could 
only try to save themselves from the de­
moralisation which follows disaster. Be­
fore 11 o’clock, the price again sprang up 
five per cent, further at a single leap, and, 
in less than half an hour,*amid the hottest 
excitement of the masses that stfrged to 
and fro, inside and outside of the Gold 
Room, it leaped up to 160, and then, for a 
few seconds, touched 164. The shouts and 
cries of the hundreds of active operators 
.seemed here like the outpourings of man- 
jiacs, and for a short time the pallor seemed 

( go overcome the persons of the mass, which 
’hud *bccn wrought up to a point beyond"( 
human endurance. The majority felt the 
ground breaking under them, and as they 
saw their margins gone, their fortunes 
broken and their hopes blasted, they stood 
bewildered and perspiring spectators, in a 
room which is ordinarily the scene of 
friendly rivalry and humorous interchanges. 
During this hour or two of uproar and 
panic, brokers and operators had been con­
stantly rushing out of the gold room and 
buck again, attending to their margins, 
consulting with their partners, and trying 
to effect settlements. The bull party or 
clique had, ofjflourse, compelled the other 
side to increase their margins indefinitely, 
and had forced many of those whose means 
were limited, or whose capacity of losing 
was exhausted, or whose timidity had got 
control of them, to oouie to their terms, 
with immensely profitable results to the
Ring- ,

But at last the struggle, brief but ink 
tense, culminated. It was nearly 12 o’clock, 
and the price was at or about 160-64, 
when suddenly it was reported that the 
Treasury has sent orders for the sale of 
Government gold. The order was only 
for the sale of four millions on Saturday, 
but rumor immediately put it at fifteen, 
to which was added the report that the 
Government was actually in the market as 
a seller at that moment. Quicker than 
the price had gone up during the previous 
two hours—far quicker than it had risen 
at any time during the previous two days, 
—it tumbled, five, ten, twenty, thiity per 
cent. ; and by mid-day the premium on 
gold, which a short time before was 164,

had rushed down to 133 ; and frantic op­
erators were here and there shouting that 
they would sell for 130,—just ne » short 
while before an equally frantic operator 
had been offering to buy at 160 what he 
could get for 140. With this appalling 
crash—with this utter defeat of the reek 
less and desperate bull clique, which had 
been playing havoc with fortunes and 
damaging the public interest for weeks 
past, 1>ut especially during the last three 
days, and still more particularly within the 
few hours of their final supremacy, the 
great gold conspiracy culminated, and the 
conspirators lay prone beside their victims, 
shattered and demoralised. It was a spec­
tacle for gods and ok ul a pitiful spectacle 
for the goda and a > disgraceful one for 
human nature. The crowds around bream- 
ed freer. Hundreds rushed from the gold 
room and from the street,—eager to get 
away ftora the heated atmcMphere and the 
hot excitement, and anxious to find out 
what to do next regarding their losses, 
their séttlemeets and their salvation. “You 
can have little'jldea,’’ said a keen and ap 
parently imperturbable operator, “ how a 
broker feqts in that room under such cir­
cumstance*, and how the whole body of 
operators in there felt to-day. When you 
consider that a change of one per cent 
means a fortune to him—an amount of 
money of which it is hard to get an jdca, 
—when you consider his feelings in <yiew 
of this fact—and then when you multiply 
one broker by a hundred or ""thousand 
fthe present reporter is not responsible for, 
the present phraseology,) and consider that 
this state of feeling pervades them aud 
continues all day, you may form some sort 
of fancy of the passionate excitement that 
filled the gold room during the rise and 
fall, and amid the shouting and struggling 
of such hours as these.”

As we have said, the bull clique were 
able to force many of the bear mrty to a 
settlement during the rise. Of the heavy 

of the clique during the sudden fall,■■
hardly anybody believed that there would 
ever be full payment made. One expe­
rienced broker remarked that “ half the 
street have failed to-day, and the other 
half will fail to-morrow. Not,” continued 
he,-*1 that they will be announced as bank­
rupts, or that their cases will prove total 
failures, but they will be forced to make 
compromises of some sort, or adjust their 
losses as best they can with the other side." 
“I made $50,000 on the fall,” said a 
grizzly-faced operator, “and would take 
a quarter of it to-day rather than run the 
risks of to-morrow.” “ Yes,” said a very 
young but very heavy operator, “ I made 
$100,000 in a jiffy, but I would like to 
take ten per cent, of it for my chance of 
the whole. I don’t suppose I will ever get 
a copper of it—the parties will turn out to 
be all broke.” “My profits were over 
$75,000, said another, as he regaled him­
self with oysters after the turmoil ; “ bat 
I have been excited jgith fears aboui. it the 
last half hour, and have just found out 
that my fears are quite certain to be justi­
fied.” On the other hand, there are parties 
on the bull side who allege that the lead­
ing clique operators will meet their losses, 
and that tlmir difficulties yesterday would 
disappear after the, adjustment at the Gold 
Clearing H6usc. There will undoubtedly 
be thousands of anxious brokers and cus­
tomers InWall street to-day, awaiting the 
determinate^ and the result of the gigan­
tic operations of yesterday. If Smithy freedom of speech, we have indications that 
Gould, Martin, Fish and Belden, an it that postponement may not be indefinite.

to the result wherever this expected supre­
macy is gained. His words are worth 
quoting ; “The Church, we admit, is of 
necessity intolerant, that is, she does every­
thing in her power to check, as effectually 
as circumstances will permit, the progpss 
of crime and error. Her intolerance follows 
necessarily from her claim to infallibility. 
She alone.' has the right to infallibility. 
Heresy she inserts in her catalogue of 
mortal sins. She endures it when and where 
she must, but she hates it, and directs all her 
energies to effect its destruction. If the 
Catholics ever gain, which they surely will 
do, though at a distant day, an immense 
numerical majority, religious freedom in 
this country is at an end."

So say our enemies, sp say we. We 
confess a liking to this plain, honest, open

way of speaking. Better far be this out­
spoken “ Shepherd of the Valley " with 
visage unmasked, and voice and teeth and 
cloven-foot revealed, than the wolf in sheep’s 
clothing. Safer far for our simple, unsus­
pecting modern Red Riding Hoods. We 
have had quite enough of the sanctimonious 
faro and fawning form - of velvet lip and 
oily tongue. The voice has been that of 
Jacob. We may find to our cost, the hands 
to be Esau’s.

The kind-hearted Dr. Doyle stated in 
Cardinal Wiseman’s pulpit (St. George’s 
Cathedral) that the “ Aphonso de Castro 
was the true representative of the Church 
of Rome and opposed to everything in the 
shape of persecution.” But the worthy 
Doctor must surely have forgotten the 
chapter indfce middle of one of Alphonse’s 
leading volumes—“ De justa punitions 
hœretiromm ”—in which occur, repeated 
in variety of forms, such sentiments as 
these: “ The last punishment of the body 
for heretics is dea^. with which, we will 
prove, by God’s assistance, heretics ought 
to be punished.” “ If the people be in­
fected with the same pestilence of heresy 
as the King, the people will be deprived, 
ipso jure, of the power of choosing for 
itself a King, and then the business will 
devolve on the^sorereigu pontiff.”

We presume the same rule will be ap­
plied to the election of a President.

This highly eulogized authority enu­
merates a variety of modes in which death 
for heresy had been inflicted in different 
countries, and goes on to say : “ From 
these words it is abundantly plain, that it 
is not a modern invention, but that it is 
the ancient opinion of wise Christians, that' 
heretics should be burned with fire.’’/ We 
alte thus taught what to expect mould 
Father Hecker and Archbishop Hendrick 
prove true prophets. The laws of Congress, 
we apprehend, would receive no better 
treatment than the London Tablet (the 
great organ of Romanism in England) de­
clares should be accorded to the laws of 
Parliament. Its words, too, are worth 
remembering :—

“ Neither in England nor Ireland will 
the Roman Catholics obey the law. They 
have before them two things called htiv. 
Both cannot be obeyed. One of them is 
the law of God. The other is no law at all. 
In the ethics of legislation it has no more 
force or value than a solcm enactment that 
the moon is made of green cheese. It is 
nqkjk law, br.t a lie—a Parliamentary lie 
whim its very uttorers know to be false, 
aud which they deliberately put forward as 
a falsehood. Of these two things we need 
hardly say which will be obeyed and which 
will be disobeyed. The law df God, that 
is the Pope’s command, will be carried into 
effect. The Parliamentary bill will be spit 
upon and trampled under foot.”

It indicates the extent of Protestant for­
bearance that s*oh language though ema­
nating from so high an authority, provokes 
but a smile. We cannot bring ôurselves to 
think that it is anything more than mere 
vaporing. History, however, toils a dif­
ferent story, and if Rome's plea of infalli- 
bilty, and consequent irreversibility, be 
well founded, that history can be but repro­
duced.

ROMANISM IN AMERICA.

BT R. r. BURNS, D. D.

The leading exponents of the Papal will 
do not disguise their desires and designs 
with reference to this country. With more 
than ordinary frankness have they of late 
expressed themselves on the subject. Fa­
ther Hecker and qtber recognised champions 
of American Romanism have openly de­
clared that, in ton years, it will have the 
supremacy here. That able and adroit 
controversialist professes to tremble in view 
of the tremendous responsibilities which 
Wch an overshadowing influence will im 
pose. The recognised organ of the Arch­
bishop of St. Louis, the chief Romish 
dignitary in the Northwest, gives a more
qualified expression to this hope, but uses ing in" the rear of St. _ # _ ___
“ great plainess of speech ” with référencé* .place to twenty splendid edifices of varying

architectural attractions. There are 15 
schools, attended by over 15,000 children, 
hospitals, nunneries—property valued at 
over three million dollars. I have seen a 
printed calculation, though I cannot vouch 
for its accuracy, that the increase of the 
Roman Catholic religion in America is 75 
per cent, greater the ratio of the increase 
of the population, while the Protestant rate 
is 12 per cent, less than that. There can 
be no question that the Romanists are 
gaining from natural increase, much more 
than their Protestant neighbours. Ante­
natal murder, being most properly classed 
by papal authority in the category of mortal 
sins, is very little practised among them.

In all our leading cities their mammoth 
edifices are rising. Truckling politicians 
are afraid to deny them anything tho

It is right certainly not to return evil for 
evil or railing for railing. But should the 
American Sampson fall asleep in the lap 
of the cunning enchantress, till his arms be 
pinioned and he be shorn of his strength ?

England and America are very dear to 
the heart of the Holy Father, and in both 
his power is waxing,while almost everywhere 
else it is on the wane. Eight* years ago 
the statistics of Romanism in Great Britain 
and Ireland were :

Chapels, 3,234 ; bishops and priests, 
4,156 ; schools, 5,585, exclusive of private 
ones; teachers, 7,612; colleges, 42, mon-a 
astéries, 148 ; chaplins, 331 ; convents and ^ 
nunneries, 343.

By this time the figures must be much 
higher. In the beginning of the century 
a single bishop and 100 priests formed the 
entire Papal force in this land. Now there 
are:

Dioceses, 44 ; vicars apostolic, 3 ; bis­
hops, 45; churches, 3,795; clergymen, 
2,317 ; ecclesiastical institutions, 49 ; col­
leges, 29 ; schools for girls, 134 ; asylums, 
66 ; hospitals, 26 ; and a membership of 
5,000,000.

In this city they claim (though that 
claim may be reasonably disputed) 101,000 
out of 141,000 said t<^>e connected with 
Chicago churches. Thramall frame build-

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went In 1866 New York voted |124,00v 
to Romanist institutions, and $4,000 to 
Protestant and Jews. Within six months 
thereafter New York voted $120,000 in 
the same way. The Romanists there hold 
at a ground rent of one dollar a year, a 99 
years’ lease of land worth three or four 
million dollars. Even some of the young 

X States of the West, just admitted into the 
' great Union family—Idaho and Collerado 

—are becoming infected with the sectarian 
grant fever, and have voted each $30,( 00 in 
a year to Roman Catholic schools.

Father Hyacinthi's Revolt.—The 
revolt of Father Hyacinthe against the au­
thority of the Papal hierarchy, of which 
the cable brings us intelligence this morn­
ing, is an event which will produce 
a profound sensation throughout the 
Church. He is the most eloquent preacher 
of the Latin Church heard in France1 since 
the death of Lacohiaire. His Conference» 
at Notre Dame were frequented by all 
that1 was most distinguished in Paris, and 
a larger audience than his voice could 
reach would be gathered an hour before he 
was to commence, though his style of dis- 
cohrse was rather more metaphysical than 
is common with speakers so renowned for 
eloquence. His defection from the church 
will be classed as to the gravity of its con­
sequences, with that of Renan and Lam­
ennais. We trust it may not be that, like 
them, he has exchanged too much faith for 
too little. Father Hyacinthe is still in 
the prime of life and in ttte perfection of 
his faculties. Th|p necessity of defending 
his course will, doubtless, render his name 
more familiar to the world than it would 
have been had he pursued the even tenor 
of his priestly ways. The step which 
Father Hyacinthe has taken in asserting 
the right of private judgment in matters 
of religion, invites a comparison with the 
renowned author of Telemuchu», whom he 
resembled in many respects. Like Fene- 
lon, he was noted for his devoted piety, for 
his captivating eloquence, and for his in­
sensibility to the blandishments or the 
terrors of authority. Like Fenelon, too, 
his opinions have encountered the censures 
of the Vatican. Here the resemblance 
appears to end. Fenelon repudiated the 
book and the opinions which had provoked 
his censure. Father Hyacinthe forsakes 
the church rather than forsake his con­
victions. It remains to be seen whether 
it was the difference in the temperament 
of these two men, or of the epoches in 
which they lived, to which their diversity 
of action under corresponding exigencies 
is to be attributed.—N. Y. Time».
