THK TROVINdU SYNOD.

The thirteenth session of tho Synod of tho 
Ecclesiastical Province of Canada will I» held 
at Montreal, beginning on Wednesday, the 8th 
instant.

Tho Synod consists of two Houses, Upper 
and Lwer. The Upper House is composed of 
the Metropolitan of Canada, the Bishops of 
Nova Scotia, Quebec, Toronto, Montreal, Huron, 
Ontario and Niagara, the Missionary Bishop of 
Algoma, and the Bishop-Coadjutor of Frodoric- 
ten ten in all. The Lower House is composed 
of twelve clerical and twelve lay delegates 
from each of the Dioceses in the Province, mak­
ing a total representation of one hundred and 
ninety-two. Algoma, as a missionary district 
only, is not as yet represented in tho Lower 
llouso ; hut notice has been given of a motion 
to he made at the ensuing session which if 
1-ied, will give Algoma six clerical and six lay 
Delegates.

The session usually lasts from eight to ten 
days, and for the approaching one there is a 
large accumulation of business in store In the 
first place there are eight committees appointed 
at last session, to report ; and following these 
aro twenty-six distinct motions, Ac., standing 

for consideration and discussion. Seven 
or eight notices of new motions have also 
been given ; others will doubtless follow, be­

In the month of 
May, 1786, Mr. Scovil arrived at St. John 
in company with the Rev. Richard Clarke 
and the Rev. Samuel Andrews, the former 
of whom went to Gagotown, the latter to 
St. Andrews. Upon his arrival at Kingston 
Mr. Scovil found a very extensive Mission, and 
a very poor class of people, who were unable 
to build either a Church or a Parsonage without 
outside aid. So much ground did his new field 
of labor embrace that it was some time before 
he could ascertain its limits and the number of 
families. In June, 1788, Mr. Scovil settled 
his family in a house which ho built himself. 
At this time he had 220 families in his Mission.

REV. JAMES SCOVIL.

HE Rev. James Scovil, the first Rector of
/'mgey Kingston, was a son of Lieut.Wm. Scovil,

. ^ V Watert°wni Conn., where he was born
in the year 1733. His early years 

spent in rural employments and in the weaver’s 
trade ; and, as his father did not at that time 
intend to give him a profession, his stock of 
learning was small. But it so happened that 
when in his seventeenth year he met with an 
accident which turned the whole tenor of his 
life. By some casualty be lamed himself 
verely ; and, that he might receive every 
and attention, his father placed him with Dr.
Porter, an eminent surgeon, who lived in a town 
not far from Mr. Scovil’s native place. That 
ho might have every advantage lie was placed 
as a pupil with Mr. Southmayd, the minister 
of the Parish. This gentleman found him so 
apt a scholar that he recommended his parents 
to bestow upon him a liberal education. This
being approved he at once gave his attention to The communicants numbered thirty. In 1789 he 
the learned languages. He remained with Mr. baptized 96 persons—86 children and 10 adults ; 
Southmayd till he was cured of his injury. Ho married nine couples, and buried two persons, 
then returned home and prosecuted his studies Hi 1790 his communicants numbered 80. In 
ndh such vigor that in three years ho entered five years ending 1800 he baptized 295 infants 
Yale College, and graduated there in 1757. In «nd 27 adults, while the burials during the same 
1761 he received the degree of Master of Artj period numbered only 17. 
from King’s (Columbia) College, New York.
Before he took his degree his father died, leav­
ing him £200 to complete his education. Going 
to England be was ordained a minister of the 
S. P. G., and came out to his native place, as 
missionary, in the year 1759. Hero he officiated 
for several years, receiving from the Society 
“ at home ” £30 annually. During the Ameri­
can Revolution Mr. Scovil’s sympathies 
with the Mother Country, but his good 
and prudence protected him from everything 
like personal indignity or affront. Upon the 
declaration of American Independence, and the 
consequent withdrawal of salaries to 8. P. G.
Missionaries in America, Mr. Scovil received a 
handsome offer from the Society, provided he 
removed to New Brunswick and took up work 
there. This he felt compelled to accept, his 
growing family requiring a comfortable support,

A church called Trinity Church was built in 
1789, the Government contributing £500 to­
wards the object. In the year 1857 this Church 
was remodelled, and now remains as a memorial 
of early times and early energy. But it was 
not to Kingston alone that Mr. Seovil’s labors 
were confined. He visited at different times 
the adjacent Parishes of Westfield and Spring, 
field “ in the hope of keeping up a due sense 
of religion, and preventing the people from 
being misled by the wild enthusiasm of strol­
ling teachers, or sinking into profaneness and 
immorality from the want of religious worship 
and instruction.” Travelling in those days was 
extremely laborious ; horses were few, and the 
roads bad, so that Mr. Scovil, like early mis­
sionaries in a newly-settled country, was obliged 
to perform many a journey on foot. But (as he 
himself says in one of his letters to the S. P, G.)

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“ a senne of duty carried him with chevrfulnesH 
through all difficulties. He «lied at Kingston, 
King's Co., N. 11., December 19, 1808. It is 
said of him that “ punctual in the performance 
ot his duties, of grave and becoming dep >rt- 
ment, he died rospected by all. The soundness 
ot his doctrines delivered from the pulpit shouhl 
not he reckoned among his chief excellencies, 
for he taught his people from house to house. 
Ho comfort d the age«l, instructed the young, 
and made himself agreeable to chihlren, no 
despicable qualities in a clergyman."

After a lapse of nearly 40 years, Bishop John 
Inglis bore this honorable testimony to his 
character :

* Mr. Scovil at Kingston planted the Church 
nobly and deeply in all the surrounding country, 
ami the blessing which rested upon his laliors 
is manifest at this day."

REV. WILLIAM ELIAS SCOVIL.

The Rev. Win. Elias Scovil, son of the Rev. 
Elias Scovil ami third Rector of Kingston, 
born on 6th March, 1810. From July, 1830, 
to May, 1834 (being then master of the Gram- 

School), he read prayers in Trinity Church 
in the Rector's absence. On the 25th May,
1834, he was ordained Deacon i;t Annapolis, N. 
S., by the Bishop of Nova Scotia, ami preached 
for the first time in Trinity Church (Kingston) 
8th June; 1834. On Sunday, 2n«l August,
1835, the Bishop of Nova Scotia hold confir­
mation in Kingston Church, and admittoil Rev. 
XV. E. Scovil to the order of priests. He 
presented to the Bishop by his father, the 
Rev. Elias Scovil, who, with the Rev. H. X. 
Ariiohl ami the Rev. John Black, uniteil with 
the Bishop in the imposition of hands. Mr. 
Scovil otliciated as Assistant Missionary in King­
ston ami Springfield till his father's death, in 
1841, when, relinquishing the charge of the 
Grammar School, he succeeiled as Rector of the 
Parish of Kingston, lie died tith June, 1876, 
universally beloved ami respected, in the 67th 
year ot his age, and the 43rd of his ministry. 
It is noteworthy that lather, sou ami grandson 
occupied successively the position of Rector in 
the same Parish. For more than one humlrod 
ami thirty years the three Scovils were in the 
ministry, and for ninety years they officiated in 
Kingston.

The following inscription to the memory of 
lather, son ami gramlson appears on the Chancel 
Winilow in the Old Church, Kingston :

“The Rev. James Scovil, the first Rector, 
took charge of this Mission in 1788, and lived 
to 19th December, 1808, the 76th year of his 
age, and 50th of his ministry."

“ His son, the Itev. Elias Scovil, succeeded 
him as Rector, ami lived to 10th February, 1841, 
the 70th year ol his life, and 40th of his min­
istry.”

“And grandson, the Rev. William Elias 
Scovil, succeeded his father as Rector, and lived 
to the 6th of June, 1876, the 67th year of his 
age and 43rd year of his ministry.”

The Rev. James Scovil was succeeded hy his 
son, the Rev. Elias Scovil, who held tlm posi­
tion of second Rector until the day of his death, 
l°th Fohruary, 1841. He was at Church for 
the last time on Christmas Day, 1840, when 
more than 100 Parishioners communicated.

Unlearned in the Law.

Vkicks, Editors: As you invite correspondence on 
“ The Amalgamation of the Synod and Church Society,” 
I trust you will find room for some objections to such 
policy.

The present arrangement secures the hearty co-opera­
tion of a larger number of workers for the Church.

The Synod is composed of the Bishop of the Diocese 
and his Co-adjutor, such clergymen as hold a license from 
their diocesan and of lay delegates who are residents of 
the parishes by which they are elected. The policy of 
electing such residents as representatives ought to he con­
tinued.

Now let us look over the names of the Executive 
Committee of the I). C. S. That committee is mostly 
composed of Churchmen who reside in the cities of Fred­
ericton and St. John, apd those who often go thither.

The D. C. S. is incorporated, is a Home Missionary 
Society; its modes and objects are fairly well understood, 
and it enlists a good numlier of men in its service ioho 
could not be delegates to the Synod. We want to enlist 
more in the work of the Church, rather than less. By 
the amalgamation of I). C. S. and Synod we should lose 
a good deal of the help we now receive in Church work. 
The project of the “Unification of the Church in 
Canada ” n
confederation of the Provinces touches the ordinary 
statute law passed by our local legislatures. The pro­
ject which has lieen mooted, to form a closer union or 
confederation of all the Dioceses in the Dominion from 
ocean to ocean, need not and ought not to touch such a 
matter as this.
