COMIC JOURNALISM.

(Concluded.)

Few things are more acceptable to persons
anxious to bring, or to keep, themselves before
the public, than to have notice—little matter
how unflattering—taken of them by sqnib or
carieature in the pages of & comic journal, A
note will come to the editor, for example,—a
naughty-looking little billet dowr with frilled
odges,—and with it a carte-de-visite of the cor-
respondent, haply some provineial actress of
the muscular school, who wants to make a
metropolitan sensation, and is anxious to have
a caricature of herself in an early number of
the paper. Should no notice be taken of this,
the next thing, in all probability, is a call from
the managing uﬁnt of the lady, who hints
that money can be realized by the transaction,
and, in some cases, oven goes 80 far as to
L»rompt the editor to name his price. I have

nown instances in which good round sums
were offered to secure the desired notice, Some-
times a paragraph bewing ence to an in-
dividnal who belioves in ady rtising himself
or his enterprises tickles the vanity of that
person so greatly, that he will write to the
editor, saying that & hox of ecigars, or a com-
plete outfit of new clothes, is at the service of
the writer of the gratifying pasquinade, if he
will only send to, or call at such and such u
place for it ; and T once heard a sugacions
public character say that a certain satirical ar-
ticle in which he figured rominently was
worth at least a thousand dollars to Lim.

Wera people at large only half as liberal in
subscribing to comic papers as they are in

tendering advice with regard to the best course
to be taken Yy the directors of them, suecess
in that branch of journalism would he secure,
Among the comie-editorial experiences, the
receipt of letters of advice forms n v pro-
minent item. It is no unusnal eirem stance
for several letters to arrive at the same time
from different quarters, all of them giving the
viows of the writers as to how the paper should
be conducted to satisfy the publie and insure
suecess, and i one of them tak np a
position dinmetrically opposite toson, i the
others.  Could the writers but hear the roars
of *“inextingnishalle langhter” with which
their productions are greeted, while being com-
pared and eriticised by the editorial stafy, they
would donbtless be surprised to find how funny
they had Lecome, unknown to themselves, One
writer tells yon, that you must let a cortain
well-known “political character alone, or else
your puver will “expire the vital spark within
amonth.” In the next letter opened you find
A recommendation to devote, at least, a page
a week, your leading satirieal poet, and your
most personal comic artist, to the chronie jrri-
tation of the individual in questlon, who is
described having “a skin as thin as his
heart is black and his moral character revolt-
ing," In time the judicions editor does not
trouble himself with reading Jetters of advice,
but consigns them to their proper limbo, on
dis ng theiv deift in the first lines,

The threatening corvespondent is another
seribbler, who sometimes wastes his feeble ire
upon the management of a comie vaper. Of
course he writes anonymously, or uader a nom
de baton, and in a style and handwriting ela-
bora ortured into disguise. Ile tells yon,
i sh adopted by him for the nonce, that
3 * getting too personal in your remarks
and pictures abont A" and B, who will be re-
membered long after you are forgotten.” Then
he hints at violence, and adds that * you may
consider this a idle thret, but may find your-
sell mistaken by a crowd walking into vour
ofice sum day if you continne in the same
track.” 1t is needless to say that ne harm
ever comes from these silly fire-crackers,

No satisfactory concluson has yet heen ar-
rived at as to the reason why areally first-class
comic paper has never yet heen su sfully
established in this country. | will not attempt
to sift the question here, though I have an idea
that the excess to which party spivit is carried
may have something todo with the matter, As
with other journals, so with that of the humor-
ous character, the politieal ingredient is one
that eannot be left ont.  Next, it would be jm-
possible for a paper to take n middle bearing ;
and il it becomes partisan, it has, of course,
battalions of fors to contend against. The
necessary wit and humor for comic journalism
must exist somewhere smong the large and
mixed communities of the country, but they
have not yet heen developed by encouragement
and culture; though, like the recreant meteors
that failed to come to time in November Inst,
they may yet make their appearance in the
literary firmament.
