The proposal, therefore, is that
from the present year the existing
establishments will be allowed to
die out, while no new ones will
be permitted to be opened.” With
the view to a wise public policy
concerning liquor-distillingand the
saving of grain as wholesome

food, we should be quite disposed
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to welcome most heartily to this
country the Shang-Tung governor
and Board of Revenue as mis-
sionaries of a more enlightened |
type of political economy on the |
liguor question than at present
obining in the halls of most ot"
our State Legislatures and in the
Congress of the United States.
