H. R, ÇAFFORD,Naturally the outbreak of this world war has pro­
duced profound changes in the economic life of Can­
ada, a country which has depended in the past mainly 
upon the United Kingdom for its supplies of capital. 
But before examining the effects of the war in this 
country we may summarize briefly the measures 
taken by the Government to inert the immediate crisis. 
These were as follows : -

(1) The Dominion Government promised 
to the chartered banks against securities any amount 
of Dominion notes that might he needed nr desired. 
The banks have availed themselves hut slightly of this 
measure.

(2) The Government authorized the banks, until fur­
ther notice, to suspend legal tend* r payments in gold 
or Dominion notes.

(3) The Government itself suspended gold pax -

(4l The banks were authorized to issue circulatj"ii 
in excess of their paid-up capital and rest fund to 
amount not exceeding 15 per cent, of the same.

(6) Legislation was obtained to declare a morator­
ium. if necessary.

(6) The Dominion Government was empowered to 
raise the limit of Dominion note issue against which 
a reserve of 25 per cent, in gold is required, from 
$30.000.000 to $50.000.0011.

meter—divides by tens (like the dollar) Into 
tenths and hundredths. The 'meter* (unit of 
length) divides into the centimeter and milli 
meter (like the cents and mills of our coinage). 
The decimal part of a meter—‘decimeter'— is 
about a ‘hand* or four inches. The decimeter 
cube is a unit of volume. That volume of water 
gives the unit of weight. Six numeral prefixes 
and five names give all metric tables of weight 
ami measure, which can be formed by any one. 
Each term is a definition, and the prefix indi­
cates the numerical value. . A simpler scheme 
could not be devised. The essentials of the me­
tric system can be learned in a few minutes. 
Workmen can take up its use almost without in­
struction, in fact in metric countries the people 
need practically no formal instructions in the 
system. In contrast with the extreme ease with 
which the methic system may be learned is the 
fact that no living American can repeat the 
tables of weights and measures used in this 
country."
