London, Sept. 5.—Premier Asquith
today made his first of a series of ap-
peals for the increase of the British
land forces at a meeting in the Guild
Hali. He described the Empire as
involved in the bloody arbitrament of
“Might versus Right” and urged ev-
ery able Briton of military age to
join the colors. %
“The navy,” the Premier indicated,
was already doing its part. It had
sealed up the fleet of Germany,” he
said, “and was thirsty for a trial of
strength in ‘the open. The British
warships had hunted the German
mercantile marine from the high
seas and when a few German eruis-
ers 'which still infested the distant
ocean had been disposed of, as they
would be very soon, the navy would
have achieved for British and neu-
tral/ commerce a security as com-
plete as it had ever enjoyed in days
of unbroken peace.

(Confide in the Navy

“We rely upon the navy,” he said,
“with most absolute confidence to
guard our shores against the possi-
bility of invasion and to seal up the
gigantic battleships of the enemy in
the inglorious seclusion of the forts,
' whence from time to time they fur-
tively steal forth to sow the sea with
the murderous snares whivle are
more full of menace to neutral ship-
ping than to the British fleet.”

Referring to the Indian troops, As-
quith said that two divisions of that
Imagnificent drmy are already on the
way. Their assistance to the Home
and Dominion’s troops, he deelared,
would maintain the flag which sym-
belizes unity of an Empire which no
arms could dismember or disarm.

Referring to affairs at home, the
Minister said since the order of mob-
ilization had been given between two
hundred and fifty thousand and three
hundred thousand recruits had been
secured.

mind the famous ‘‘Prophecy of the
Popes,” which many of the credulous
find applicable even today, though
775 years have passed since it was
written. However much it may have
been stretched to fit subsequent
facts, it stands as undoubtedly the
most remarkable prophecy of which
we have knowledge.

Its author was one St. Malachy, an
Irish Prelate, who, while transacting
some business at Rome, had a strange
vision of the future. There was un-
folded before his mind the long list
of Pontiffs who were - to rule the
Church until the end of time.

Revealed by Natures

The future Popes were not reveal-
ed to him by name but by their na-
tures. For each one therer was a
mystical title, supposed clearly to re-
present some dominant trait of char-
acter or some outstanding event,

Some of those titles do not need
zealous interpreters; their applica-
tion is as obvious as it is startling.

For instance, Pius IX. is the 101st
Pope in St. Malachy’s catalogue. His
designation would Seem almost some-
thing more than ‘a_coincidence.

“The Burning Sign”

“Signus ardens,” or “Ignus ardens,”

eminent Catholic authority writing»a
few years ago on  the application of
St. Malachy’s prophecy, “is truly a
burning fire of zeal for the restora-
tion of all things in Christ.”

A Religions Man

Pius VIII. was foreseen by the
Irish saint as a “vir religiosus,” a de-
signation which might have fitted
any Pope, since piety is a quality to
be assumed. But “religiosus” is, in
the Latin sense, not s0 much a mattes‘
of piety as of conscience, and it is a
curious fact that this was the out-
standing character of the eightb
Pius’s character.

Not only did he possess a tremen-
dous knowledge of canonical law and
Biblical literature, but his extreme
conscientiousness has. remained as
the dominant quality of his character
On his accession to the pontifical
throne, for instance, he ordered all
of his relatives, to the very remotest,
‘o resign all positions which they
then held, and his whole life ¥ was
marked by the same scrupulousness.

Moreover, France and Austria, de-
liberating on the question of the suc-
cessor of Pius VII., had announced
their desire for a Pope whose nature
should be distinctly ‘“religiosus,” o
man gentle and scholarly, more Pope
than politician. History has empha-
sized this quality of Pius’s life; it is
curious that the twelfth century pro-
phet could have struck the same note

Disquieting Title

The coming Pope, 104 qn St. Mal-
achy’s list, has a disquieting title—
“religio depopulata,” the “faith laid
waste.” It might have any one o!
the ominous meanings which pes-
simistic interpreters place upon it

The end of the world, however, is
bound to come, according to St. Mal-
achy, and he has made due provision
for it at the conclusion of the reign
of “Peter the Roman.” This is the
paragraph which concludes the pro-
phecy:

In the final persecution of the Holy
Roman Church, there will reign
Peter the Roman, who will feed his
flock amid many tribulations, after
which the seven-hilled city will be
destroyed and the dreadful Judge
will judge the people. TFhe End.

Eight More Popes

There are to be only eight more
Popes to occupy the pontifical chair
which Pius X. has just vaocated, ac-
cording to St. Malachy.

Then follows the  final paragraph.
which contains the mention of Peter
the Roman as the last Pope. Whe-
ther St. Malachy foresaw Peter as
the successor to “Gloriae Olivae” or
whether an indefinite. number are to
intervene between the“two, Peter be-
ing the last of the line, is a matter
for conjecture.

The famous manuscript which con-
tains this prophecy remained hidden
in the Roman archives for over 400
years. It was first discovered in
1590, and later was published by
Arnold de Wyon, since when there
has been lively discussion as to whe-
ther the Holy Malachy ever wrote it
or not.

Quaint Commentary

One of the quairf;test commentaries
on the prophecy is that of the Rev.
Pere Michel Gorgeu, 0.C.C., of the
Monastery of Our Lady of Mount
Carmel. In 1659, at Dieppe, he pub-
lished his interpretation of the pro-
phecy and some of his. explanations
of the mystical titles is nothing short
of amazing. Here is a typical eluci-
dation by him of one of St. Malachy’s

CERMANS LOSE
20 MEN TOEACH
BRITON KILLED

Most of Allies’ Wounded and
Killed are From Artillery
Fire, say Wounded in

Hospitals

London, Sept. 2.—All Britain is
thrilled with the stories of. the first
British fighting round Mons, which
are brought back from the front by
the batches of wounded, who have ar-
rived at Rouen, Paris, and Folkstone.

It is evident from the survivors
stories that the German onslaught was
terrific. Masses of Germans were
pushed forward over the dead bodies
of their comrades in front.. Some of
the survivors declare that in some of
the hottest engagefnents twenty Ger-
mans fell for every Britisher. “They
can’t shoot for nuts,” one Yorkshire-
man declared, “you can stand up in
firing and they can’t hit you, but it is
quite different with their artillery.
Most of the wounded and killed men of
our regiment were knocked out by the
hits of the German sharpnel. The
Zeppelins and German aeroplanes told
them where were lying. But they
can’t stand cold steel. That fairly
knocks them out. The pity it is only
one lot of our men, so far as I know,
have had a chance with bayonets so
far.”

4. “The Fighting Fifth”’

O NE of the most stirring episodes

regiment,

connected with the return of

troops to England after the
South African War was the magnifi-
¢ent reception accorded to the North-
umberland Fusiliers, popuiarly known
as “The Fighting Fifth,” who at
Colenso and on the Tugela heights

had fought with a courage and per-

tinacity unrivalled in the records of
the British Army. The fact that this
famous regiment lost 32 officers and
617 men killed and wounded in South

| Africa is sufficient evidence that they
'lived up to their finest traditions.

Nicknamed “Shiners”
\
Originally nicknamed ‘The Shiners’
on account of the gay appearance of

|the men’s uniforms, the regiment has
lalways been known as “The Fighting

Fifth” since its various exploits in
the Peninsular War. The Duke of
Wellington was so impressed by their
gallant conduct at El Boden when,
forming part of a small force, ' they
beat off an overwhelming force of the
enemy during the investment of
Ciudad Rodrige that he announced in
a special proclamation to the Army
that it was “a memorable example of
what can be done by steadiness, dis-
and confidence.”
Hired Out to Holland

It is a coincidence that, seven years
after becoming a part of the British
Army—it first raised 11 years
earlier as an auxiliary force in the
nav of Holland—the regiment gained

5. Royal Scotch Greys

HE 2nd Dragoons (Royal Scots
Greys) traces iis origin to cer-

tain troops of horse and dra-
goons added to the Scottish Establish-
ment in 1678. .

The Scots Dragoons, as they were
then called, served in the campaign
in Flanders until 1678, and went from
Scotland to the Low Countries in 1702
by which time they had become
known as the Grey Dragoons, or the
“Scots Regiment of White Horses.”

Fought With Marlborough

They fought at Blenheim, and at
Ramillies captured the standard of
the French regiment du Roi. Accord-
ing to one of the great historians
they, in conjunction with the 5th
Royal Irish Dragoons (subsequently
the 5th Lancers), overwhelmed three
battalions of French Grenadiers. The
‘Greys” fought also at Oudenarde and
Malplaquet, and were at nearly) all
the great sieges in the Low Countries
during the campaigns of 1703-12.

During 1742-7 the regiment was in
the Flanders campaign, and at Det-
tingen captured a white standard of
the French Household Brigade. In
Germany during 1759-62 it fought at
Minden, Warburg, Kijrk, Denkern,
Groebenstein, and was engaged in
numerous skirmishes. Next it served
in Flanders with the Duke of York in
1793-4. . At Quartre Bras and Water-
loo in 1815 even Napoleon paid a tri-
bute to their prowess and spoke of
them as “these terrible grey horses.”

The Eagle Badge

' The Eagle badge afterwards worn
by the Greys represented an “eagle”
and colour of the veteran French 45th
of the Line, valiantly defended but
taken by Sergeant Charles Ewart, of
the Greys, in one of the charges of
the Union Brigade on that memorable
18th of June. The Greys marched
with the Army to Paris after the vic-
tory.

When the Russian war began the
regiment was ordered to the Crimea
and was pro‘sont at Balaclava, Inker-
man, and the siege of Sebastapol. In
1894 the Emperor Nicholas of Russia
was appointed colonel-in-chief.
