Mr. Tarte Tells When Govern-
mentCan Do It to Advantage.

CONTRACTS OR DAY LABOR.

The Question Discussed in the House of
Commons on Monday—Mr. Foster Says
: ng Is & Against
Official . Extravagance — Canal
. )t Prejects- Questions and
Answers.

Ottawa, June 20.—The chief toplc of
discussion before the House yesterday
was brought up by a motion by Mr. N,
F. Davin, asking for coples of all orders-
in-eouncil respeeting the letting of con-
tracts withous tender, sinoe the
Government came into office. The discus-
sion afforded an opportunity for Mr.
Davin to make'an attack upon the
Government for having introduced the
system of oconstruoting oertain public
works by the day-labor system. Mr.
Tarte made a vigorous and forcible de-
fence of the course pursued the De-
partment of Public Works and some other
departments. He agwerted that under the
day-labor system work had been and
could be done cheaper and better and the
workmen were better treated than by
contractors. Mr. Foster followed up the
attack upon the day-labor system, and
advocated the tender and contract system
as a bulwark against extravagance in
public expenditure and on the line of
public morals. The Government offered
no oppositi to the i and the
papers will be brought down. The Ottawa
& Georgian Bay Canal project was also
discussed, and the debate again adjourned.

Questions and Answers.

Col. Prior was informed by Mr. Blair
that the Government had made no direct
expenditure on the harbor at Quebeo
gince 1870, but advances to the amount
of $3,745,519 had been made to the Que-
bec harbor commissioners, no part of
which had been repaid, and the sum of
$1,305,115 was also due for interest.

In reply to Sir Charles Hibbert Tup-
per, Hon. Mr. Sifton gave the names of
the officers in the public service in the
Yukon district who had eiven bonds,
and said that a complete list of the
officials was being made to ascertain
which of them had given bonds, and
which of them had not.

In answer to Mr. Graham, Hon. Mr.
Blair said that Messrs. Pope and McKen-
zle were the valuators for the Govern-
ment to value land along the Lake
Bualsam section of the Trent Valley
Canal. No complaints of unfairness bad
been made in connection with these valu-
ators and only two of the landowners had
refused o accept the compensation offer-
ed them for their land.

The Hague, June 20.—Dr. Zorn, the
member of the German delegation to the
international peace conference, who was
despatched Friday by Count von Mun-
ster, the chief German delegate, after a
conference with his colleagues, to inform
Emperor William personally of the con-
dition of affairs in regard to the board of
arbitration question, returned to Scheven-J
ingen yesterday from Berlin. It is said,
however, that owing to the absence ¢
the Emperor, Dr. Zorn was only able to

act to incorporate the Niagara, St. Cath-
arines & Toronto Railway Company,
which was reported after it had been
amended in committee by reducing the
bonding power to $15,000 per mile, and
stands for third reading.

ONE INDIAN §HOT ANOTHER.

Violent Wind and Hail Storm Near
Steckton, Manitoba.

Winnipeg, June 20,—The Attorney-

north of that peint. An Ipdian, whose
name is not given, was supposed to be go-
1ng wendigo, or, in other words, insane,
and a member of the tribe, named
Choosenan, shot him as a duty. He has
not escaped and is not yet arrested.

of less weight than three pounds each
than in the aggregate shall weigh more
thah twenty pounds ; provided, that no-
thing in this section shall apply to
limit the quantity of lske trout (other
than speckled or brook trout) to be
tak >y angling from any inland lake
in this Province by a bona fide set-
tler residing within five miles of the
lake from which such fish are taken
for the domestic use of himself and
fawily.

Subject to the condition contained in
the preceding section, no person shall
by any means whatever take catch or
kill, or shall buy, sell or offer or ex-
pose for sale or hive in possession any
salmon trout, lake trout or whitefish
weighing less than two pounds in the
round or undressed, or which when
dressed - weighs less than one pound
and three quarters, or any sturgeon of
less than ten pounds in weight.

No person is to catch/or kill in one
day by angling a greater number than
twelve bass, or Oswego or large-mouth-
od bass twenty green bass, twenty pic-
kerel, or four maskinonge.

The catch of speckled or brook trout
by each angler in one day is limited to
an aggregate weight of fifteen pounds,
and is not to exceed fifty in number.

The terms non-resident, tourist or
summer visitor include any and all
persons- who may during the spring,
summer or autnmn months, be tempor
arily visiting, boarding, lodging or
domiciled in any locality at a di-tance
of over five miles from his or their
uenal place of residence at o her times
of the year.

Canadian Cheese.
About 12 years ago says Professor
Robertson, Canadiaps adopted a sys-
tematic plan ot cheescmuking, thus
prod\lciug a uniform quality, which
found favor in the Buitish markets. Of
late the taste of the British consumers
has changed, and the demand now is
for a mild flavored cheese. It is
necessary to cater to this demand, if
the market is to be retained, and
unless Canadian makers cure their
cheese at a low temperature their
trade will decrease. The curing room
ought to be kept at 61 or 62 degrees
F. A warm cuing room makes the
cheese strong. 1f the temperature of
the curing room goes up to 90 degrees
F., there will be awakened in the cheese
dorniant life, which cannot be easily
killed. Some makers bave one stove
in the curing room, and the result is
that - the cheese near the stove roasts,
while the temperature at a distance
from the stove is allowed togo down
to 50 or 40 degrees F. Tmprovement
in the curing room is needed and a
uniform temperature should be main-
tained, Double doors and windows
should be put on and kept on all sum-
mer. The walls and floors should be
made tight and close by two thick-
nessess of building paper and one
thicknesses of tongued and groved
Jumber. An old curing room should
be washed with lime to kill the fungus
growth. A curing in the cellar,
properly ventilated, would make a
good curing room, and the
would not sweat.

School Examinations.

Kingston News.—No final examin-
tion will be held at the end of the

resent school term in Toronto. This
was definitely decided after a prolonged
discussion at the meeting of the Public
Shool Board of that city held on
Thursday evening.

Instead of the usual system of pro-
motions, pupils will be advanced on
the recommendation of the teacher, the
principle and the inspectors. One ac-
count of the matter says : “The prin-
cipal advantage claimed for this sys-
tem is that it wiil entirely do away
with the evil of too much crowding.
Pupils will be promoted on the work
done during the entire session, it be-
_ing the intention to hold examinations
bi-monthly, which will be in charge
of a teacher, while each class will be
examined at least once in the term
by one of the inspectors. Other ar
guments in favour of the innovation
are that it will avoid the detriment
previously caused to pupils who were
ill or unavoidably absert just ab ex-
amination time. It was also pointed
out that examinations did not proper-
ly indicate the qualifications of many
pervous children, who broke down un-
der the strain of examinations. It

Canadian Cheese.

About 12 years ago says Professor
Robertson, Canadiaps adopted a sys-
tematic plan ot cheesemuking, thus
producing @ uniform uality, which
found favor in the British mar kets. Of
late the taste of the British consumers
has changed, and the demand now is
for a mild flavored cheese. It is
necessary to caier to this demand, if
the market is to be retained, and
unless Canadian makers cure their
cheese at a low temperature their
trade will decrease. The curing room
ought to be kept at 64 or 62 degrees
F. A warm cwing room mukes the
cheese strong. If the temperature of
the curing room goes up to 90 degrees
F., there will be awakened in the cheese
dormant life, which cannot be easily
killed. Some makers bave one stove
in the-curing room, and the result is
that the cheese near the stove roasts,
