CRAZED I AT MID-OCEAN.

THE TERRIBLE EXPERIENCE OF 

A PHLADELPHIA SEAMAN.
The Savannah News publishes 

from the lips of James H. Harris, 
wrecked seaman of Phila 
delphia, an account of his terri­
ble sufferings after the wreck of 
the coal schooner, on which he 
was sailing, off Hatteras The 
vessel, he says, was struck by a 
hurricane, and was wrecked 
almost instantly, and all of us 
went into the rigging. I did not 
think it was possible that I 
could be saved. I thought time 
had come,and made np my mind 
to die like a man. I shook hands 
with the captain and bade them 
all good-by ;asked God to bless 
us and save us, and then the sea 
swept over and the vessel began 
to sink. I was under the water 
some time before I discovered 
the vessel was sinking. When 
I did 1 let go of the rigging and 
commenced swimming towards 
the surface, and came near 
suffocating before I reached it. 
The first thing I did on reaching 
the surface was to get out of my 
clothes, so I could swim better. 
Then 1 saw a piece of white pine 
scantling floating off. I succeed- 
in getting hold of that and man­
aged to keep myself afloat with 
it. It was about 4 inches 
square and 15 feet long. Shortly 
after I got hold of this the cap­
tain came up. He was then near­
ly gone, and did not have life 
enough hardly to keep his head 
out of the water. He soon sank, 
and I never saw him more. 
Thus the vessel and all on board 
perished, except myself, who, 
through the providence of God. 
was saved This happened Wed- 
nesday, the 24th of August, 
1881.

My dog was clinging to the 
piece of timber with me. Sdhie- 
limes the seas would strike ns, 
knockimr us away from the piece 
and ne«^ drowning us. When 
it would pass away we would 
swim back to it again. The poor 
dog was nearly drowned, and 
his master no much better. He, 
would swim up to me and pt& 
his head on me and

WHINE 80 PITEOUSLY, 
as if dating me to save him, or 
to euêteis sufferings. 1 killed 
him and pushed him away from 
me. And then (God forgive me)
I tried to drown myself, as I 
expected every moment to be 
eat by a shark, and I knew I 
could not live much longer 
that way, so I let go and sank. 
With eyes and mouth open, 1 
drank salt water by the pint. I 
could stay under very well un­
til 1 would go to draw in my 
breath; then the water would 
rush up my nose, - suffocating 
me. Then I would have to come 
up again. I gave it up and awa­
ited until God saw fit to take 
me. I was on that piece of timb­
er about six hours. After a long 
time, or just before night I dis­
covered a larger piece of timber 
floating ahead of me. After try­

ing very had, I finally reach­
ed it knd crawled upon it. I 
found it to be a piece of the cab­
in about 4 feet wide and 12 
feet long, with three small win­
dows along one side about 12 by 
18 inches. I never had any 
hope of being saved until I got 
on this piece- I began to have 
some hope then of being saved if 
I did not. starve to death. I 
wished then for my poor dog I 
had killed. I was lying at full 
length on my raft, clinging on 
each side with my hands, when 
I happened to look over the side 
and,oh. heavens and earth! there 
I was folio w^Jjy a pack of hun­
gry sharks swjfliming around 
me. Sometimes the sea would 
break over my raft and capsize 
it. Then I would crawl on top 
of it again as quickly as possible 
thinking all the while of the

SHARKS AROUND ME.
and expecting every moment to 
be seized by them. It was now 
very near dark and the sea was 
going down somewhat, but it 
was still squally and continued 
so all night, with rain. I was 
now begining to feel thirsty and 
hungry, and when it would 
rain I would hold my head up. 
open my mouth and try to catch 
some rain water, but the salt 
spray would fly in my mouth. 
FridayandSaturday passed with 
nothing to mark them. My 
mouth and throat were parched. 
1 was exposed to the sun long 
enough on Saturday to bum my 
body. Saturday night Idid not 
feel right in my head. I was 
growing delirious and knew it, 
and tried to shake it off, but 
could not. Just about dark I 
saw a vessel five or six miles 
off, in the direction in which I 
drifted, and another off to the 
right. I soon saw that the one 
to the right was a light ship. I 
imagined that I was close to 
land, so close that 1 could see it 
plainly,and cried aloud for help. 
Then I would listen to hear some 
one answer. I imagined I had 
some one with me, and had sent 
him in a small boat to get me 
some water and waited for him 
to return. Then I would im­
agine sorhe one was holding 
me

I would grab it and drink, only 
to find it salt and would try to 
stand np but would fall over*, 
board, l wast so weak. Then I 
thought my rait was on land. I 
could see the trees and bushes 
plainly. Then I would jump off 
the raft, thinking I was on land, 
and would go two or three feet 
under water. I made several at- 
tempts during night to get off on 
land, but always found water. 
At times I would think I was 
about to ran into a tree, and 
would put out my hand to stop 
myself,and would go overboard, 
Then I imagined I was on land, 
about 12 miles from Welming- 
ton, NC., and was naked. ~I 
saw men at work, a white and 
colored man and woman and 
asked them for water and they 
sent me to their boss, He 
showedlme a lighthouse and told 
me I would have to go there be­
fore I got any water. Then he 
put me on a flat car that ran on 
a railroad, and 1 had to propel 
the caj along with my feet, but 
could not get any closer to the 
lighthouse, let me work as hard 
as I could. Neither could I 
escape from the man who sent 
me there. Then I would think 
the windows in my raft were 
beautiful springs of water, and 
would get on my hands and 
knees to drink, only to find 
is salt. Sunday morning 
the sun arose out of a clear 
horizon,not a cloudlvisible in the 
heavens. 1 discovered I was on 
my raft again, but could not 
think how I got there. This is 
the last thing 1 remember until 
Monday exening. Whatl suffered 
and went through with l can 
never tell. (Japt. ti. Foote of 
the steamship Santiago de Cuba 
says he picked me up on Mon­
day morning, the29th of August, 
somewhere about Bull’s Bay,de* 
lirions, and, from that kind 
gentleman’s hands and his crew. 
I received the very best of treat., 
ment.

THE VISIT OF THE MINISTERS.

Some of our Grit friends seem to be 
very much troubled about tho pro­
posed visit of the Ministers. After 
the great Blake fiasco they feared 
the effect of the proposed reply by the 
able and popular leaders of public 
opinion in the Maritime Provinces, 
dir Leonard Tilley and Sir Charles 
Tnpper. The foolish challenge ofonr 
Representative, that he would meet 
theMiuisters and take turn about with 
them, was another source of alarm. 
A week ago, we, to draw them out 
intimated that tho proposed visit 
would be postponed till next year. 
This had the desired effect. The 
Grits all at ouce became cheerful 
They thought the delay would give 
them a breathing time, and that be­
fore the next season would arrive, the 
challenge would be forgotten

Now, tho Ministers intend to speak 
and answer Blake’s charges wherever 
made. They have already done so in 
St. John, Fredericton, Woodstock, 
etc., in Prince Edward Island,in part* 
of Nova Scotia. They have yet to 
speak in Albert, Westmorland, in
Halifax and Chatham. It may bo that 
whe--ihcy get through with their 
other meetings it will be too late in 
the season to visit Northumberland. 
We must remember that the Ministers 
have important work to atteed to,and 
for a long time before tho House 
meets, they have to give most of their 
time to public business. However 
they Will visit Northumberland, and 
whether it bo this autumn or early 
next spring they will bo received 
with enthusiasm. They have before 
them a eomparatively easy task. 
Against the fanciful theories of the 
Grit leader they can place the hard 
logic of accomplished facts. They 
can show that the country is in 
prosperous state, that trade has re­
vived, that manufactures arc flourish 
pig, that confidence has been restor­
ed, and that the credit of Canada 
stands on a par with the greatest 
nations of the globe. To tho poor 
man they can point out that while 
his wages hate increased, the cost of 
jiving Las not advanced, that his tea 
is lower in price, his sweetening no 
higher, his clothing about the same; 
that lie is better paid, better fed aud 
better clad, than he was when the 
Grits controlled affairs, and tho in 
tcliigeut sentiment of our county will 
give support to tho men who have 
placed cur country in such a pros 
perous condition.

We can then announce with con 
tidencc that sooner or later tho Min. 
isters will visit ami speak in the 

f County of Northumberland. It may­
be that it will be early next month, 
but our opinion is that it would be 
better to leave it till next season. We 
have bad holidays enough this year 
aud the policy of the Government 
can well afford to wait, as each suc­
ceeding month only adds to its suc­
cess, aud proves that Sir Leonard 
Tilley, when he tormed tho tariff, 
proved himself to be thoroughly cou- 
versant with the wants ot Canada 
and able to deal with them efflei 
ently.

In addition to this, by following a 
policy in dnect opposition 10 that ot 
the Grits “fly on the wheel” 011c, we 
see manufactories of every kind 
springing up not only in Ontario and 
Quebec, bill in the Maratime Pro­
vinces. Vis is well known these 
mannfactuncs not only give employ­
ment to a number ofoirv people biv 
keep a large amount of money in the 
country that would otherwise have 
had to be sent abroad to purchase 
what is now being manufactured in 
our own midst. As a proof of this 
we have only to point to the Sugar 
Refineries ot Moncton and fla'ilax 
which is not only giving us cheaper 
but better sugar than wo were in the 
habit of Importing from abroad dur­
ing the lime tho Grit Government 
held power and legislated ill favour 
of the foreign and not our local sugar 
refineries. In tho speeches delivered 
by Mr Blake during 1»» tour through 
the Maratime Provinces, lie took par

GItrr vs. liberal conser­
vative RULE.

When Mr. Blake’s model Grit party 
assumed the rcius of power in 1873, 
Canada was in a prosperous condition 
aud its reveuue amply sufficient to 
meet all the expenses of the Govern­
ment, but under the financial man­
agement of Sir Richard Cartwright, 
tho prince of Grit financiers,a change 
took place, for the reveuue of the 
country fell short several millions o* 
its expenditure, aud the Government 
had to borrow money—for which the 
country bad to pay interest—to make 
up the deficiency.
