TRIAL OF O’DONNELL.

Verdict of Wilful Murder Retdrned After
Two Hours' Deliberation—KBemoved by
Force from the Dock,

The trial of O’Donnell was commenced on
Friday before Judge Denman in theOld Bailey,
Two sheritfs and several aldermen occupied
seats upon the bench. The court-room was
crowded. abhd several ‘ladies were present.
All awaited the opening of the trial amid
suppressed excitement. All he approaches
to the court were thronged. No per:on was
admitted without a ticket, Mr. Chas. Ras-'
sel, M.P.. Mr. A. M. Suilivan, Solicitor
Guy, and Gen. Roger Pryor were present as
counsel for O’'Donnell, and Sir Heury James,
the Atstorney-General, and Messrs. Poland
and Wright appeared for the Government.

Sir Henry James opened for-the Govern-
ment. He descrived Carey’s'departure fiom
England ‘and his -voyage to Capetown, and
said there was no evidence to prove that the

prisoner embarked on the steamer Kinfauas:| '

details, of the murder, and declared that the
act was not committed in self-defence, but
was a wilful premeditated murder.

O’Donnej
histened clos:iy to the address, He has been
allowed to use tobacco, which he chews ireely
in the dock.

Parish, the steward of the steamer Melrose
Castle, repeated the evidence he gave at the
preliminary examination. Two plans of the
cabin of the Meirose Castle, one prepared by
the prosecution, the other by the defence,
were shown the witness, who declared the
one offered by the defence ‘was incorrect,
Judge Denman examined the latter plan and
rejected it.

Mr. Russell cross-examined the witness,
He insisted that O’Doenell was sitting down
when he fired the ghots at Carey, wno stood
l-aning against the corner of the cabmn two
yards away, Carey might easily bave reached
O’Donnell, but be made no gesture to seize
him. Witness saw no other pistol than
O’Donnell’'s. He did not see young Carey go
to his 1ather’s berth, and only knew by hear-
say that bis father’s pistol was found upon
the boy.

Mrs. Carey was then sworn. She was
dressed in deep mourning, and spoke in a
subdued voice. She repeated her testimony
given at the preliminary examination, and
reiterated that U’Donneﬂ exclaimed he was
sent to do it. The cross-examination was
very brief, and no new evidence was elicited.

Marks testified that he was sitting in the
hatchway, and saw O’Donnpell and Carey
be.ow. The formler was very quiet, bus
Carey was talking very excitegly. Soon
aier this he heard a shot, and saw O’Don-
neil’s hand go down, and then up to fire a
second shot. He saw no indications of vio-
lence on the part of Carey. There was no
pistol in Carey’s hand. He heard O’Donnell
tell Mrs, Carey he could not help it.

Robert Cubitt—Deposed that he was a pas-
senger on the steamer Kinfauns Castle with
‘Power.” He was unaware that ** Power”
was Carey until they arrived at Cape Town.

He once
said to Tom Carey at Port Eiizabeth, * You
are a fine fellow; why didn’t you shoot
O’Donueil when he shot your father?’ The
son answered. ‘‘ I had not the revolver. I
went to get it, but it was gone, father had it.”

Mr. Russell madean eloquentappeal to the
jury for an unprejudiced and caim considera-
tion of the case, “He spoke for four hours,
and was loudly applauded on conzluding.

THE JUDGE’S CHARGE,

Judge Denman then delivered his charge.
In reviewing the evidence he said the wit-
nesses agreed with eacn other that ux to the
moment of the shooting O’Donnell and Carey
secmed iriendiy. As t0.0’Donnell’s words to
Mrs. Carey, under the circumstances the
jury shouid ; adopt the version most favour-
able to the prisoner. It was plain that
O’Donneil did oot say, *“*Iam sorry, but I
had to do 1t—he uttacked me first.” The boy
Carey, who was astate, over-sharp, deeply in-
terested in the result, and likely to stretch
the truth, contradicted himself and other
wit: His stat ts should be nar-
rowly watched, and were not to be relied
upon unless cerroborated, The

DOUBTS OF THE JURY EXPLAINED.

When the jury first regired,at seven o’clock,
O’Donuell stood up in the dock to look about
with great composure, The jury first return-
ed to ask if a man bad a deadly weapon in
his hand, and another thought that he was
about to use it against bim and shot the for-
“mer, would it be manslaughter or murder ?
The Judge replied that it would be neither,
but he asked where was - the evidence of any
act done by Carey which induced O’Donneli
to think that Carey theant to shoot him ?

When the jury returned the second time
they asked the judge the meaning of ** malice
aforethought,” which the judge carefully
expliined. The jury again retired, and re-
turned in four minutes, at nine o’clock, with a

VERDICT OF ‘‘ WILFUL MURDER.”

When Judge Denman asked O’Donnell if
he had anything to:.:f why sentence of death
should not be pa apon him, O’Donnail
made no reply.+ The judge then passed sea-
tence of deatn in the usual form.

The prisoner now wa.ted to speak : the
judge, however, ordered his removal. The
police seized him, when O’Donnell. held ug
his right hand with his fingers extended an
shouted, . ** Three cheers for old Ireland.
Good bye, United States. To hell with the
British and the British Crown. It’s a plot
made up by the Crown.”

The prisoner, shouting, cursing, and strug-
gling, was then foreibly removed by the
police amid the most fearful coniusion.y This
‘action of O’Donnell caused the greatest ex-
citement and surprise, as he had previously
gained the sympathy of the .audience by his
good behaviour.

It is said that O’Donnell’s frenzy at the
conclusion of his trial was due to the fact that
he was not allowed to speak. He failed to
hear the cours registrar when he asked him
if he had anythiag to say.

.Gen. Pryor has requested the United States
Minister to apply to the English Home Office
for a respite for O’Donnell, with a view to
obtaining time to set on 100t proceedings for
a commusation of the death sentence. Mr,
Lowell will apply to the authorities at Wash-
ington for instructions.

O’Donnell was, informed that he would
berbanged on the 17th.

The East Indian exhibition at Calcutta
was formally ovened on Tueday by she
Viceroy, accompanied by the Duke and
Duchess of Connaught. A large number of
native princes took part in the ceremony.

The Marquis of Hartington, Secretary at
War, in a speech on Saturday, stated that the
British Government -bad received an intima-
tion from the German Government that it is
willing %o co-operate with Eng.and to protect
their subjects and interests in China in the
event of war between China and France.

Owing to the attack by the Chinese upon
Haidzuong a state , of siege has been pro-
claimed there by Admiral Courbet. Some
Annamite Mandarins who connived at the
movements of the Chinese have been arrest-
ed. Offensive operations by the Fremch are
imminent. The health of the troops is ex-
cellent.

It is reported that M. Waddington, the
French Ambassador at London, has informed
Earl Granville that France intends to occupy
Bacninh and Sontay to satisfy her honour,
but will not engage 1n war with China, and
that after the surrender of these two places
France will propose an armistice and ask for
English meditation.

The Mussulman Fanatic Khaf S8eyd, who
claimed to have performed miracles at Merv,
has entered Persia with two thousand Tuarco-
mans. Two smaller bands have invaded
Persia, and the invaders are slowiy advanc-
ing toward Meshad. The Persian troops
sent against them ‘retreat as iast as Khaf
Seyd advances,, Reinforcements are being
forwarded. :

The Marquis of Ripon returned to Calcutta
on Saturday, and was received with entha-
siasm by the natives, whose banners, inscrib-
ed ‘' God bless the Viceroy,” were destroyed
by Europeans.

Cosgrove was informéd of this event he made
an effort to find Brady’s relatives, and as the
search was in vain he notified the hospital
suthorities that he would provide for and see
after the funeral of the deceased.

The Galt Coal Mines.

A Gazette representative recently paid a
visit to the coal banks, thirty miles below
McLeod. and through the courtesy of Mr.
Stafford, the foremau, who conducted him
through the mine¢, was enabled %o witness
the progress of the work. There are two
main tunnels, each 400 feet long, let into
the side of the bank, with several branches.
These branches -are at regular intervals of
60 feet, and form an acute angle to the main
tunnel on the one side, and an obtuse angle
on the other. After the branches have pene-
trated a ‘certain distance, another tunnel is
made, paralel to the main one, connecting
the branches ; from ,t&xin more branches.are
made, 30 feet apart, and so on.

The
seam of coal is five feet thick, and runs

Narrow Escape of Two Families,

MosTREAL, Dec, 1,—A fire that illumined
the whole western end of the city broke out
at 12 o’clock this morning 4in a three-storey
house on Napoleon road, occupied by two
families named Lafortune and Annissée. The
families had retired for the night, and when
an explosion on the lower flat awakened them
the house was filled with smoke. In one of
the families there were four small children,
and in the other was the sick wife of the
owner. To get these all out with the blaze
creeping up was a dangerous business. There
Was no time to dress anyone, and all had to,
rush out in a  partial state of
nudity, and take refuge in a house
some distance off. The dwelling was
of wood, partly cased with brick. Ina short
time the whole house was a m of ruins,
and not a single article of any kind was saved.

Secret of Obtaining a Fine Complexion
Without Cosmetics.

Better than gll paints and powders for the
complexion is plain coarse food, bran or oat-
meal baths ard the wet mask, The last-named
remedy for a coarse skiun is perhaps the sim-
plest and best if one has patience to try it. A

MASE OF WHITE COTTON

is made to cover the face, leaving openings
for the nostrils and eyes. It should be thick,
of many folds, and of some material that will
retain water. Put this on the face just be-
fore retiring. and 1f possible keep it on all
night, and keep it as wet as possible.  This
wet mask keeps the air away from the skin
and gives it time to soften. The outer cuti-
cle wears off in time, and fine smooth skin
takes its place, but it takes from six to eight
weeks to perform this task.

The reason the skin on theface is oftentimes
the coarsess of any portion of the body is be-
cause it is more exposed to the air, and to
more sudden changes of atmosphere, A
woman who would have very fine skin must
wear a veil most of the time, especially mthis
climate. However the skin may be kept soft,
clear, and fine withous a veil if proper care is
taken.

Warm water is the best to wash the hands
in, but never do so just before going out in
the cold air, for such a process rougheus the
skin, Every. night the whole body should be
washed 1n tepid water, and the face in as hot
water as can be used. The hot water open:
the pores of the skin, and takes away a grea’
deal of the natural oil, besides tightening the
skin, and thus keeping it firm.

After this washing 1n warm water,

AN APPLICATION OF OATMEAL AND WATER,

left on all night, softens the skin and tends
to whiten it. A handful of coarse oatmeal
should be put on soak in & bowl of water a
few hours before using. A bowl may last
‘thrée or four evenings, The hands should
always be washed in the catmeal water.

Bran is an excellent article for softening
and whitening the skin, and a bran bath
should be taken at least once a week. Place
the bran in little thin muslin bags and drop in
the bath tub to soak about two hours before
using.

There is some good reason why a woman
has a coarse or mottled skin. %ither the
digestion is bad, the blood impure, or she
does not bathe suificiently. If the face is
washed often and the rest of the body only
occasionally, all the impurities which are in
the skin must come out through the pores of
the skin on the face. Thus, care should be
taken to wash the body at least once a day.
A sponge bath 1s the best, as any other when
taken often tends to weakén the system. Ii
g:wdered oatmeal is rubbed on the skin aiter

After routine business Bishop Carman
submitted a draft of the Act desired to nnite
snd incorporate -the University of Victora
College with ~Albert University, The pre-
amble set forth the reasons for conducting
the educational work of the Church at one
university. s

Dr. BURDETTE, on behalf of Albert Universi-
ty, objected to the scheme, inasmuch asit did
pot provide for the maintenanve of its name
in the incorporated institvtion. Hs con-
tended that the powers oi Albert Universﬁy
should be maintained in their integrity. e
thought that the word *consolidated”
snould be substituted for ** incorporated” in
the proposed enactiug clanse of the bill.

Rev. Dr. Burwass, Dean of Vietoria Uni-
versity, said that it was intended to continne
Albert College as an integral part of the
iniversity and te give it adequate repre-

tion in the semate,

r BURDETTEthen moved as an amendment
“That the said Albert College is hereby
consohidated and united witn Vietoria Col-
lece, and that the existing charters and Acts
of Incorporation affecting the said univer-.
sities be amended or enlarged wholly orin
part as may be required.”

Dr. Burdette’samendment was then carried,
and the draft, as amended, was adopted.

Bishop CARMEN moved that the united
inst:tusion be called Victoria University.

Dr. BURDETTE moved 1 amendment that it
be called the Vietoria and Aibert University.

After some discussion the motion was
carried.

Mr. Joex E. Rose submitted drafts of
additional clanses in the bill reiating to the
appointment of the governing body, which,

After the opening exercises, Rev. Dr. Bur-
wash presented the report of the Committee
on Legislation, and sabmitted the following
resolutions :—

1. That the management and administra-
tion of the University be in the vands of a
board of trustees, of which a part shall be
appointed by the General Conference of the
Methodist Church, a part shall be clected by
the alumni, and of which the gencral super-
intendents and the president of the University
shall be ez officio members.

2. The trustees shall hold office for four
years, and shail ‘be eligible for re-appoint-
ment or re-election.

3. The senate of the university shall con-
sist of the board of trustees, the professors
in all faculties, appointed by the board, the
representative or representatives bf affiliated
colleges and institutions, and eight represen-
tatives of the graduates in the several tacul-
ties to be elected as hereinafter provided.

4. That the president of the university
shall be the chanceilor, and that a vice-
chancellor shall be elected, by’ the electoral
body of the gradaates, to hoid office for two

ears.

5. That the first board of trustees under
the provisions of this Act shall consist of the
members of the present board of Victoria
College at ‘Cobourg, the members ex officio
bereinbefore menti ned, and pine represen-
tatives of the other umiting Caurches to be
seiected by the commission.

6. That hereafter each regmlar General
Conference shall have power to fix the nam-
ber of trustées to be appointed by the General
Conference and the number to be elected -by
the graduates, and to determine all other
matters affecting said appointment or elec-
tion, which regulations shall also apply to
the election of members of the denate,

7. That the senate shall have power to
make statutes prescribing the courses of
study, appointing examiners, con’ “-ing de-

9. That power to affiliate chartered colleges
to the university be vested in the senate, the
action of the senate becoming law only when
ratified by the board of trustees.

11. That the university shall hold the same
relation to the Methodist Churgh now held
by Victoria College to the Methddist Church
of Canada, and that in all other respects the -
Acts now in existence respecting Victoria
College shall continue to have full force and
effect in regard to Victoria University.

12.. That the Act repealing ghe Royal char-
ter of Upper Canada Academy be repealed,
and that all the provisions of said charter
continue and ap(fly to Victoria University,
except as amended, enlarged, or superseded
by this Act.

13. Thatall Acts or parts of Acts incon-
sistent with the provisions of shis Act be re-
pealed. E ;

The morning session was spent in a conver-
sational discussion of the first four paragraphs,
which were adopted.

At balf-past two o'clock the commission re-
sum d, Rev, Dr. Rice in the chair. After
devotional exercises, consideration of the re-
port on the provisions of the bill was re-
sumed.

The fifth paragraph was adopted on motion
of Dr.«Burwash.

After a brief discussion the sixth para-
graph was struck out, and the following
substituted on motion of Dr. Sutherland :—
‘“The Board- of Trustees shall consist of
thirty-five” members, of whom twenty-four
(twelve ministers and twelve laymen) shall
%e appointed by the General Conference, and
seven shail be appointed by the alumni, the
zeneral superintendents, chancelior, and
vice-chancellor betng members ex-gfficio.,”

The 7th, 8th, 9th, 10th, and 11th resolu-
tions were adopted, and the 12th was re-
placed by the foilowing :—** That all Acts or
parts of Acts inconsistent with the provi-
sions of this Act be repealed, and inasmuch
as cap.—Victoria has inadvertently pro-
posed vhe repeal of the Royal Charter the
partof clause 1 proposing such repeal be
pealed and the charter be continued in full
force and effect, except so far as enlarged,
etc., by this Act.” ;

Bishop CarMax then moved: *‘That a

Report of the Committee on Draft Bill of
Incorporation,

The Committee on Legisiation, appointed
by the United Conference of Methodist
Churches held at Belleville in September
last for the purpose of carrying out the legis-
lation uniting these - bodies, met in the mis-
sion room at the Richmond street Methodist
church last week. There were present :—
Rev. Dr. Rice, one of the general saperintend-
ents of the new Church, in the chair; Revs. Dr.
Dewart, J.  C. ‘Antliffi, Dr. Sutherland,
Bishop Carman, E. Roberts, Dr. Nelles, and
J. 8. Williamson ; J. E. Rose, Q.C.; J. J.
McLaren, Q.C., Judge Dean, snd Messra.
John Macdon ild and A, L. Morden.}

The drafs of the bill whicn the Dominion
Parliament will be asked to pass was read by
Mr. Rose. The object of the bill is the in-
corporation of the four contracting bodies in
one Church, the vesting in the corporation of
all the property held by the four denomina-
tions, the management of the funds or in-
terests of the Church by 'committees under
the direction of the General Conference, the
ratification of the basis of unmion, and the
bringing of all educational institutions into

‘in mind, ;
latioas, by-laws, and constitution of the
Church may be proved in a court of law by
the production of a copy of the journais of the
General Conference, or the book of Discipime
printed by the authority of the General Con-
sference.  These are to be prima facie evi-
dence, thus avoiding the difficulty of proving
any matter relating to the constitution of the
Church, and rendering unnecessary any refer-
ence to original re:ords. In the case of a
contest the onus is thrown on the objecting
party of proving that the printed books are
not correct. There will be one seal for the
whole Church, with duplicates held by edch
of the annual conferences.

On motion of Mr. McLAREN the treasurer
of the General Conference was directed to
furnish the tunds required as deposits in the
different Legislatures when the bill is bronght
in.

The provincial bill was also read and
adopted.

At the afternoon session the draft of trust
deeds was taken up and considered.

On the clause which defines the uses ot the
church building, Mr. Rosk said he wonid like
tohavea provision which would give the board
power to tell a minister that certain meetings
should not be hed in the church. He strong
ly condemned the practice of bolding lec-
tures of certain kinds in the churches. The
deed allowed the holding of meetings accord-
ing to the common usage of the church, and
this was a great difficulty in the way of stop-
ping the objegtionable practice.

Dr. SUTHERLAND poiuted out that there
were many places in she country where there
was 20 building in whigh to hold a social
meeting but the church, which meetin,
were often held for social purposes only and
n.t for money-making.

The ciause was adopted in a form prowid-
ing that only meetings of a religious and
spiritual character, and according to the rulcs
and discipline and general usages of the Me-
thodist Church shonld be held.

The General Superintendents were anthor-
ized to associate with them whatever persons
they desired in having the bill passed through
the House.

The minutes were read ‘and confirmed, and
the proceedings were closed with the bene-
diction by Dr. Carman.

COLD-BLOODED MURDER.

A Detroit Policeman Shot by a Thief—
Arrest of the Murderer in Canada.
Detrorr, Nov. 20, —Patrolman Alonzo E.
Bullard was shot and killed last night by a
man named George Wilson whilein the dis-
charge of his duty. Buiiard attempted to -
arrest Wilson on a warrant for stealing a
bar:el of oil. Wilson is a chicken fancier
and cock-fighter, and bears a bad reputation,
Baullard was born on a farm near Westmin-
-ster, Ont., and lived there until abont nige-
teen, when he attended a commercial college
at London and studied bookkeeping. He be-
came ‘expert, and was subsequently em-
ployed by one or two business houses in that
city. Some twelve years ago he came to
Detroit, and being unable to get employment
entered thp service of the street railway,
where he remained until April last, when he
was appointed to a position on the. polic»
force. . The widow was so overcome by griei
as to be almost incoherent when the tidgi:gs
of her husband’s death were first communi-
cated to her. Wilson crossed the river in a
small boat last night, and is said to have
headed east in Canada, pursued by officers,
Derrorr, Nov. 30.—The capture of the
murderer George Wilson was effected through
Frank Kremer, of this city, who formerly
operated a farm on the borders of Lake On-
vario, He is well acquainted with the sur-
rounding country, and wheu he heard of the
murder he concluded Wilson would certainly
attempt 1o secrete himself in that vicinity,
as he 18 well aoqut:;tod t.l::ir:il Yesterday
Kremer telephon e police head-
&uh&ﬁl‘i Swartwood -~ for the

‘his belief.  Patrol-
maa Fitzptrick volunteered to accompany
Swartwood, and with Kremerthey wentacross,
They hired buggies, the two offiers going
in one, Kremer driving aione. They pro-
ceeded down the river road as far as Chappel’s,
where the two officers remained, while
Kremer went abead. The latter proceeded
to the farmhouse of Thomas Caldwell, on the
road about four miles from Windsor, and as
he got m front of the premises he saw Wilson
in a lane leading into the yard. Wilson was
walking along, and as he noticed Kremer he
started torun. The latter

CHASED HIM INTO A BARN

and entered after him, where Wiison was en-
deayouring to secret himself, Kremer
remarked, *“Is this you?” to which Wilson
replied, * Yes, I am done for.” Kremer
handed Wilson a paper containing an account
of the murder, and conversed with him for a
short time, the murderer taking things very
coolly. The officers who followed Kremer
entered the barn together, determined to take
the murderer dead or alive. He was found
lying lengthwise in & manger, and was com-
pletely taken by surprise. -Patrolman Fitz-
patrick, who knew him said, * Wilson, 18
that yon ?” and the murdererreplied, **Fita.,
itis.” He was handcuffed and questioned as
to whether he wounld return across the
river voluntarily, At first he appeared
undecided. but subsequently consented, and
was taken in'a bu gy by officers and driven
t0 Windsor. n the way he freely conversed
about the case, admitting his guilt, but claim-
ing to have
DRUNK WHEN HE SHOT THF OFFICER,

He was askéd what he had done with the
gun, and replied that he had taken it across
the river with him, but afterwards threw it
inaswamp. He did not tell who the men
were who were with him on Wednesday, but
thought it would go hard with him. ‘The
prisoner was lpprfhenaite of being lynched,
and appealed to the officers to protect him
in case he was attacked. When Windsor
was reached it was found the news of Wil-
sou’s capture had prec ded the officers, and
a large crowd had gathered on the ferry
wharf#o get a glimpse of the murderer, who
was speedily n aboard the boat. He was
taken from the boat on this side, securely
handcuffed. - A large crowd had gathered, but
be was taken to the central station withont
any demonstrations, although murmurs of

HANGING HIM TO A LAMP-POST

were audible. He was pressed as to the par-
ties who were with him, but refused to tell.
When asked as to his defemce he said he
was under the influence of liguor when he
shot the officer, and did .not know
what he was doing. He claimed to have
drunk about three quarts of whiskey on
Wednesday. He would not tell how he
crossed the river or who accompanied him.
In view of the threats heard to lynch the
prisoner an extra force of policemen was de-
tailed to sieep at the station last night. This
was done as a urecautionary measure, though
it is believed no attempt would be made by
anyone totake the law into their own hands,

RESIGNATIONS AND VACATIONS
OF SEATS IN THE ASSEMBLY.

'We have been asked a number of ques-
tions as to the resignations and vacation of
seats of members-elect to the Assembly,
and in reply we offer the following re-
marks, We will assume that a general
election for the Legislature of Ontario
takes place, and that a candidate 1s elected
to represent a constituency ai a general
election ; and we. will suppose that he de-
sires to resign the seat, which, when the
Legislature meets, he would have right to
occupy. Can hedo so? Theanswer is, No.
In case of resignation a member may, ac-
cording to the statute, resigm “in the As-
'sembly itself by giving notice thereof, and
the same being entered on the journals,
when the Speaker would issue his war.
rant for the issue of a writ for a new
election ; or, secondly, a member may de-
liver to the Speaker: a resignation of his
seat duly witnegsed during the session of a
Legislature, or in theinterval between two
sessions.

It is clear then that till the House meets
no member can resign, but his seat may be
vacated ; and how } - By death, by accept-
ing any office, commission, or employment
under the Crown, or becoming ytoa
contract with respect to the publie service
of Ontario or under which any pubhe
money of Ontario is to be paid on any ser-
vice. In any such event the Speaker may
issue his warrant for a new _elestion
on notice being given by a member in
his place, or by notice in writing given
by two members of the Assembly. Again,
in the event of any vacancy occurring by
death, or any of the causes above stated,
subsequently to a general election and
before the first meeting of such Assembly,
the Clerk of the Crown in Chancery may
issue a writ for a new election on:receiy-
ing a warrant therefor by two memhers-
elect. It will thus be seen that if any
member-eleci wished to resign before the
meeting of the Assembly, he could not do
so, and that only death, acceptance of
office, or commission or, employment
under the Crown, or becoming ‘a con-
tractor, vacates a seat in the interval
between the occurrence of the genmeral
election and the first meeting of the
Assembly. Another question has been
asked us.

What would be the position of a member-
elect who unfortunately became a subject
to lunacy before the moeting.of the House?
Would his seat be vacated? And to that

ENGLAND AND FRANCE.,

Iy ** The Expansion of England,” by
Prof. Sesizy, to which we have several

times referred as a vésy th

in the peventeenth and eighteenth cen-
turies. As we pointed out recently in

His opinions re-
garding France are by no means unfriend-
ly, ‘but he makes plainer than has ever
been made before -the great rivalry that
accompanied the expansion of England
and France in the two centuries men-
tioned.

1t is & too common notion that England
and France have been enemies, till our

tithe, by a sort of natural law. Prof.
SEELEY says: '‘ This is a pure illusion, In
“the sixteenth and uvdq’toqntb centuries
‘“ England and France had not been these
‘‘ persistent enemies. Thetwo States had
¢ often been in alliance against Spain, In
‘“ the geventeeth century an Anglo-French
‘“ alliance had heen almosi the rule
* Exazanste and HexNey 1V, are allies;
“ Omantes L has a French queen, Omom-
“ wELL acts in concert with N
¢ Crarizes IL and Jamss IL make them-

‘¢ selves dependent upon Lours XIV.”
But these cessations of war were acci-
dental. Theactual state of war that had
previously existed and that subsequently
occurred was the more natural relation of
the two countries, and the reason, is not far
to seek, It will be found in the rivalry of
the two empires for dominion in the Kast
and in the West. - It must not be forgotten
that Great Britain was not the only great
expanding or colonizing power in eigh-
teenth century. - Up to that time the great
nations possessing ‘¢ colonies” Jooked on
them merely as places from which a certain
revenue might be raised for the Crown.
The idea that they were ,places of
enormous value, te be developed, to be
peopled, to be defended, to he oulti-
vated, encouraged, and strengthemed
¢ame later ; indeed it has only arrived at
maturity in our own very recent time. In
the eighteenth century, however, the idea
began to dawn on the minds of statesmen

REVENUK AND EXPENDITURE,

The report of the Secretary of the Trea-
sury shows that the ordinary revenues of the
fiscal year ended June 30th, 1883, amounted
fo $398,287,581,95, whereof was received
from Oustoms §214,706,496.93, from internal
revenue §144,720,368.98. e expenses for
the same period were $265,408,137,54, leav-
ing & surplus revemue of $132 879,444 .41,
The President refers at length to the financial
statement, which is fully covered by the re-
port of the Secretary of the Treasury, and
says if the revenue for the fiscal year, which
will end on June 30th, 1885, be estimated
upon the basis of existing laws, the Secretary
1s of opinion that for that year the receipts
will exceed by sixty millions the ordinary
expenditures, inclndin& the amount devoted
to the sinking fund. itherto ths surplus as
rapidly as it has accumulated has been de-
voted to the reduction of the natiopal debt,
There are cogent reasons, however, why the
national indebtedness should not be thua
rapidly extinguished. Chief among them is
the fact that only by excessive taxation is
such rapidity attainable.

CONTAGIOUS DISEASES OF ANIMALS.

The Department of Agrioulture is accom-
plilhin.q much in the direction of the agri-
cultural development of the country, and the
report of the commissioner giving the results
of his investigations snd experiments will be
found intepesting and valuable, At his in-
stance a convention of those interested in

POULTRY AND POTATOES.

. MaRKHAM asks :—*‘Can Fou give me any
information as to how hens wouhfply where
there would be two or three hundred kept
together for eggs and chickens for the Toron-
fo market? 2 And which would be the best
breed to keep? 3. What is the most egg-
productive food? 4., Are potatoes a payin
crop when not ready for the early market ?

1. There is no reason why such a specula-
tion should nos prove profitable, but several
persons have tried the experiment and failed.
[tis an industry that requires close atten-
tion, and unless you are prepared to give it
your own personal supervision and care it
would prove a loss. Poultry cannot be kept
vdvantageously unless they bave a properly
wrranged house for their accommodation,
which .should be weather proof and well
ventilated, but the ventilation shouid be
secured without causing draughts. There is
always a good demand for poultry and eggs,
and prices are invariably good in our market,

2. Poultry raisers differ as to which are the
best breeds, but the most successful henneries
in the United States are stocked with light
Brahmas, Plymouth Rocks, Leghorns, and
Hamburgs. If you aim to raise fowl for
table use a good cross may be made between
a Brahma cock and a Dorking hen. A cross
between a Brahma and a white Leghorn
makes an excellent fowl for eggs, as the Leg-
horns are among the best layers in the worlg.

3. The sunflower is the best egg-prodacing
food known for poultry, keeping them in a
thriving condition, and largely increasing the
production of eggs, Every poultry-raiser
who tries it will find that thisis the best food
known for glossing the plumage of fowls, and
is almost indispensable to those who wanf
fit their birds for exhibition to the best
vantage. The Russian sunflower is easi
nuod,bre?uirel very little care, and d
Brown in ience corners and other plades dif#
cult to cultivate. Its production of seed i
immense, yielding often at the rate of 100
bushels to the acre. it should be planted in
hills four fées apart, any time from the 10th
of May to the lst of July, Three quarts of
seed will plant an acre,

4. The earlier potatoes are placed on the
market the better price is obtained, but as a
general rule there are more failures with
crops of early than late varieties. ~Late pota-
toes prove very profitable erops.

By
doing this & week or ten days after shearing,
and agaig in the fall as the sheep are put into
winter quarters, not a tick need be found on
any of ¢ flock, young or old.  Carbolis
acid soap is a safe and easy remedy, and can
be applied with less bother than the above,
On the Kansas Agricultural Farm they
have for years been feeding loose salt to the
stock, and always with great and ‘unavoid-
able loss. Of late, however, they have used
rock salt for this purpose with entire satis-
faction, A six-inc! square lump of rock salt
in a box, placed where all animals have free
access to it, **salts “ stock in & way that is
entirely satisfactory, In regard to another
matter also, the superintendent, Prof. Shel-
ton, says every scason’s experience heightens
the good opinion which he long ago formed
of that great South-west forage plant, alfalfa
(also known as lucerne and French clover).
At this writing, when orchard grass, blue
grass, and meadow oat grass are brown and
sear from repeated frost-bitings, alialfa is as
green as it was in June, and is apparently
more sought by cattle and hogs than any sort
of feed now growing upon the farm.— Live
Stock Indicator,

Winter and Spring Care of Calves,

The first winter is a trying time for calves.
Some, who mean to be judicious feeders,
think the needs to be toughened the first
winter, so that he may not become too deli-
cate, and may have a heaithy, strong consti-
tation, -So the calf is often-required to dig
for his grass under the snow, pick at straw
stacks, exposed in the most inclement weather
with innngc.iont nutriment. If this is & good
way for the young animal, why not apply the
same practice, comparatively, to our chil-
dren? If scanty nourishment and exposure
strengthens the constitution, why not carry
out the principle where it will still have a
more beneficial effect? The result of this most
pernicious practice is too often seen n thin,
unsteady-gaited calves in spring, whose con-
stitution have been str. ened to the last
{ degree of tennity,* Such -‘thin amimals are

supposed to gain faster on the sweet early

ths more ¥ > resch iy ‘they
d bave attained at the comitig-of upring"
grass. ° It is a most important point that the
calf should never lose the thrift it possessed
as a sucking calf—or, as it is sometimes ex-
essed, should never lose its ** calf flesh.”
Eéhen the calf is to be grown for beei, this
view would seem to be too clear to require
argument,

Young Ewes at Lambing Time,

When lambing time comes the ewes should
be watched carefully, and those which show
signs of yeaning their lambs soon should be
placed in a compartment by themselves, and
as fast as the lambe are dropped they and
their dame should be separated from the
main flock, This saves the young lamb from
being run - over by the sheep, and in many
cases causes a young ewe to ocare for her
lamb when she - would. otherwise have dis-
owned it. Young ewes frequently disown
their lambs, and this is especially the case
when she is in poor condition and has but a
small supply of milk. My remedy for a case
of this kind is to put the ewe and lamb into
a box rack and leave them alone. In mine
cases out of ten this is all that is necessary to
do, but in extreme cases I hold the ewe and
let the lambsuck a few times and h:v.o Do
more trouble,

In-case a lamb dies or comes dead from any
cause, if the ewe is robust and has a good
supply of milk, it is a good plan to give her
the lamb of some weaker ewe, or one of
twins, She can be fooled into owning it by
skinning her own offspring and tying the
skin on the impostor. After the lambs have
come, then 1s the time to .feed roots, and I
value them in this order :—1, sugar beets;
2, mangel-wurzel ; 3, rutabagas ; 4, turnips.
After the lambs are two or three weeks oid
the ration of corn can be increased with ad-
vantage many times, and oil meal can be fed
with good results,—/ndiana Farmer.

The Folly of Reeping Land Idle,

In agriculture, as 1n all other industries, it
is the best use of opportunities and materials
that makes the most profit. _ The soil is the
material from which ‘the farmler produces his
income. It is productive only when itis at
work, that is, When it is bearing some crop,
When it is idle it is simply so much money at
rest and yieldigg no interest. ‘L'he zoil, too,
' like money, is exhausted when it is idle, and
is increasing in value when it'is at work: One
might as.well féear that 80 much money as the
land is worth would become reduced in value
by being well invested, as that tue land would
be impoverished when it is in & productive
condition. This can be very clearly shown. A
tield 18 sown now to rye, and the erop will be
gatbered next Juiy. Frequently 1t will lie
until the next spring, when it may be planted
to corn: The ¢orn will stand a monsu atter
it is ripe and might Le cut, and the Jand will
be ploughed in the spring and.sown with oats.

Applying Manure to Grass Lands,

The number of farmers who believe in ap-
plying manure to grass lands in the antumn
is every year increasing. The old idea that
manure applied to the surface of the land,
except. juss before it is to be taken np by the
growing plants, loses a considerable portion
of its fertility is'at the present time believed
by but a very few. Observation and experi-
ment have taught that the loss by evapora-
tion of manure that is applied in the autumn
is more than made up by the protection
which .its-application affords to the roots of
the grass.

Another advantage in the fall application
is the frequent freezing and thawing of the
manure which breaks up the lamps, and
makes it 80 fine that it settles down" among
the roots of the grass to a position where it is
not only out of the regch of the knives of the
mower, but in just that position when spring
opens to get the right degree of mo:sture and
heat to hasten decomposition, thus rapidly
produciug plant food. But when manure is
spread on the surface inethe spring, unless
vety wet, the lumps dry hard and aré not
only in the way of the mower, bat do not de-
compose, and do not furnish plant food until
another year, i

Many farmers now make it a practice to
begin to manure their grass lands in the
antumn, and continue to apply the manure
as fast as -made until they bave applied all
that they thigk they can spare for the pur-
g:ne. claiming that o do so secures to them

tter crops of grass, and at the same time
advances their work when they are not as
busy as 1n the spring month.

Oneof the most wasteful methods of ap-
plying manure is to get it ous in the autamn
and leave it over winter in small hea
spreading it in the spring after the grass
gins to grow,. The number who do this is
comparatively small, but every year we see
bere and thare one who does, doing it proba-
bly under the impression that the loss is much
less than if spread at once after having been
carried to the field in theautumn. By tais prac-
tica the outside heaps dry bard, so hard that
when spread in the spring toe lumps do not
sotten, but remain hard and dry to obstruct
the mower and to be raked up with the bay.

A correspondent, writing from 'Wisconsin,
asks if cows need salt, and if tiey should be
fed enough to create great thirst, We repl
that all animals need salt, and that they wiil
not take more of it than is good for them,
unless it is so mixed with their food that they
must take it in order t6 get the food. The
Eystem contains salt, and needs more than
food usually contains, Heace the necessity
of sunplying it directly. But ‘we do not
think that feeding it to an extent that it
would create great and habitual thirst would
be advisable, Salt is a poison, and when
taken in large quantities acts as such. .Be-
sides this, if the animal s in & éonstant state
of thirst, it i§ an wnnatural condiion, and,
probably, in a state of fever. If adminis-
tered in such quantities, and in such a way
as %o cause thirst, the purp e would be to
increase the flow of mil&. But we do not be-
Lieve that anything valuable could be accom-
plished by pursuing such a course, Doubtless
it the cow could be made te drink a large
quantity of water, she would yield anin-
creased quantity of milk, but it wonld be
overtaxing her, and the milk would not be as
good. It may be assumed that nature has
made each individudl cow so that she will
maintain & correct balance between her food
and her drink ; and it would be just as rea-
sonable to force additional food down ‘her
throat after she has’aaten enough, as it
would be to force additional water down her
throat after she has drank enough. Water
is» very important featare in caring for dairy
cows. The cow ought to have all the water
that she naturally needs; and it should be just
as pure as the water w® drink ourselves. But
we do not 'believe that'sdy process of foreing
her to drink should be adopted. Too much
water weakens disgestion i any animal. We
may very soon“learn'what the effect upon
digestion is, if we'will'cdntract the habit of
drinking large quantisies of Water ourselves, —

are not easrly. digestible. ““Such food cannot
produce good milk, and tie milk made from
such food will not make cheese or
butter. But very ' oftefi this coarse, rank
food produces disease’in’the cows. This is
more especially the cise'with yearlings and '
young cattle whose digestive powers are not
fully matured. Anothér'injury results from
the use of such pastnres. Vapour 1§ con-
stantly arising or settling'over low wet lands,
and the presence of® his n’ponr greatly
affects the temperatare, Every farmer knows
how frosts oceur upon’'such low grounds
when higher lands are free from them. Now,
all these influences seriously affect the health
of cattle feedifg on such jands. - The vapoar
arising from them is loaded with poisonous
germs, which infects the blood ‘when
they 'are breathed 'into the lungs.
The moisture which settles down ugon
them is cold, and as it condenses into visible
vapour this absorbs from the cold air vari-
ous unhealthful and injurious gases which
are always arising from the decaying vege:
table matter in the soil. Everyone knows
more or-less what malaria is, and how it
affects persons. Cattle are as subject to these
atmospheric poisons as human beings are, and
what we know as malaria frequently pro-
duces diseases which cause wonderment and
surprise to the owners of the sick animals,
So the cold which eauses the frost in these
low places chills the animals, and a chill to a
nilking cow is most apt to.affect the udder
first and produce garget, at which -again the
owner wonders, and 1of which he cannot ac-
connt. Fregnant cows suddenly chilled in
this way, especially by lying down upon the
ground, lose their calves, and still again the
owners wonder how that can happen, when!
every care, as he supposes, has been taken of
the animals, But such things are caused by
wet, undrained pastures, and every farmer
should. by every possible means remove such
a constant danger from his farm by draining
these lands,—Necw York 7'imes,

THE APIARY.

Always examine your bees early during &
pleasant morning, and you will ind them, as
a rule, more agreeable than at any other
time, Besides, we think it a proper time to
artificially swarm yourbees,

Each colony may castone swarm and pro-
duve a good yield of houey, bus it & greater
increase than this is allowed it must come at
the cost of the honey orop.” After-swarms are
easily prevented by the'removal of the extra
queen cells,

The age of queens can be told by their
colour. A ygung queenis bright-colonred and
fresh-looking, more so the first year than ever
afterwards. Weé cannot look at a queen and
say, to a certainty, thag she is a certain age,
but we can make a pretty close guess.

In order to strengthen weak stocks we sug-
gest exchanging a few brood combs with
pleaty of eggs and adhering bees from other
prolific stock. This yow see involves the
great importance of haviag all your hives of
the same pattern and aige, just asall the
Hicks hives are made, making it the easiest
hive to handle bees in. ;- ',

Do not be Jed' into the false idea that bees
will gather greater amount of honey in one
hive more than another, the chances being
equal. The advantage of the hive is in the
simplicity of ita management and the ease
with which the desiredvesult may be ob-
tainéd, without deviating from the . matural
instinct by which the bees are governed.

‘??nﬁn‘ the last spring a lady bee-keeper
of Connecticut discovered these mites in her
bives while investigating to learn the eause
of their rapid depletion. . She:adrnoticed
that the .colomies were greatlpvrednced in
number of bees, and upon close observation
diseased or failing colonies
were covered with the mites, So small are
these & moore of them can take
gle bee bnd not be crowd.
%o rid themaelves of these annoying stick-
tights, and finally, worried ovt, fall to the
bottom of the hive or go forth to die on the
outside. Mites are not true insects, but are
the most degraded of spiders. The sub-class,
Arachnida, are at once recognized by their
eight legs. The order of mites (dccorina)
which iocludes the wood-tick;, cattle-
tick, ete,, and mites, are nickly told from
thehigher orders—trae spiders and scorpi-
ons—by their rounded bmnes, whieh appear
like mere sacks, with little appearance of seg-
mentation, and their small, obsocurs heads.
The mites alone of all the , Arachnida pass
through a marked metamorphosis. Thus the
young mite has only six legs, while tne ma-
The bee mite is very
small, not'more than one-fiftieth of an inch
lo:P. The female is slightly longer than the
male, and somewhat transparent, The colour
is black, though the legs and more trgns-
parent areas of the female appear yellowish,
All the legs are fine joihted, slightly hairy,
and each tipped with two hooks or claws,”
As to remedies, the professor says that as
what sould kill the mites would doubtless
also kill the bees, makes the question a
difficult one, He suggests, however, the
frequent changing of the bees from one hive
to- another, after which the emptied hives
should be thoroughly scalded.

THE MILE BELT,

In this case the reserve was nmde by order-
in-Council of date 11th March, 1882, and was
80 made in order that the location of the
stations on the Cdnadian Pacific railway
should be completed and the right of way
secured without involving the Government in
any vexatious difficulties with squatters and
others, who might otherwise demsnd high
prices for the land which the Govern-
ment, having bound itself to give the rail-
way fall right of way, would have had
to pay. The purposes of the withdrawal
having beea accomplished the Minister of
the Interior has decided that from and after
the 1st January, 1884, the even numbered
sections along and on both sides of the Cana-
dian Pacific Railway and ite branches west
of Winnipeg, and as far west as the foprth
principal meridian, shall be opened for home-
stead and pre-emption on the same terms as
Government land elsewhere, except that
there are certain stipulations for cultivation
and cropping on the homesteads, But the
area required to be cultivated and cropped is
so moderate in extent as to bring a
homestead and pre-emption within the reach
ofthe most humble means. Hewillrequire that
the settler shall break and crop ten acres of
the homestead in the first year, and in the
second year shall break and prepare for crop
fifteen acres more, and in the third year erop
the twenty-five ucres and break fifteen more,
making in ail . f acrés to be broken,
cropped, and ready, for crop during the taree
years. That amounts to one-quarter of the
bomestead. This mile belt thus opened is

SIX HUNDRED MILES IN. LENGTH,

and it contains one thousand two hundred
homesteads and pre-emptions under the gov-
ernment of the Minister ; that is to say, every
section is subdivided into two hometeads
and two pre-emptions, and any homesteader
is eati ‘o obtain homestead entry or
hoinestead and pre-emption by making appli-
cation according to the Dominion Lands Act,
provided that in every caseim which home-
stead or homestead and pre-emption entries
are_obtained the same must be for either the
east or the west half of the section. This is
done to prevent.any settler from obtaining
both pre-emption and homestead facing the
railway. The reason why the voliey of
opening up for settlement the Mile belt
is only carried to the fonrth principal
meridian is that experience has not yet sliown
whether the lands west of that line are fit
for settlemens or can only be utilized for
grazing purposes. ‘A third reserve dealt
with by the Minister is the one known as
THE REGINA RESERVE.

This consists of the even numbered sections
in one and a balf townships near ina.
These sections the Minister has decided to
offer at auction in April next, at an_upset
price of five dollars cash at time of purchase,
subject to the same conditions of cultivation
as in the mile belt, The Government
wil only wsell %t any one person
a quarter section or 160 acres, the condition
of residence is the same as in the case of
homesteaders. If the conditions of cultiva-
tion are fulfilled a rebate of one-half the pur-
chase money will be given, If there is in
any case failure to fulfil the conditions of

tivation within three years, the Governor-
in-Council may cance]l the sale and return
the money paid without interest. This Re-
