The Twentieth Eucharistic 
Congress.

Cologne, August 12, 1909. 
From August 4 to August 8 our 

ancient city witnessed a splendor 
aod enthusiasm seldom rivalled in 
the two thousand years of her his­
tory. The whole city with its 
population of three hundred thous­
and Catholics had but the one 
thought, to honor the Euobaristio 
God aud to edify the crowd of 
strangers who had come to visit 
them.

The first great aot was the solemn 
reception of the Holy Father’s 
delegate, Cardinal Vincent Vannu- 
telli. A flotilla of eight large boats, 
accompanied by an endless number 
of smaller craft, yachts and motor­
boats, gleamed op the Rhine to 
meet him. The inhabitants of the 
many towns, hamlets and villages 
along the river vied with one an­
other in showing their veneration 
for the representative of the Vicar 
of Christ. For neatly two hundred 
miles the churches, dwelling bouses 
and other buildings on both banks 
and high up on the hillsides were 
adorned with garlands, bunting and 
flags^ the people were lined along 
the river in piolureeque groups, 
cheering as the Cardinal's boat ap­
proached, and the ringing of the 
church bells and booming of cannon 
accompanied the procession down 
the majestic river.

Tbe archbishop, well knowing 
the exuberant spirit of bis gay 
Colonese had foi bidden all oheering. 
Under a canopy, bring with price­
less Persian rugs, the Archbishop of 
Cologne,'"Cardinal Fischer, bade 
welcome to his Eminence, and the 
mayor, Ohief Burgomaster Wallraf, 
welcomed him in the name of the 
three hundred thousand Catholic 
citizens. The Legate then moved

pat on jubilee attire. There was a 
profusion of garlands and festoons, 
and flag?. Papal, German and 
foreign; tbe oldest inhabitant did 
no» recoiled having seen anything 
like it even during tbe celebration 
of the fiftieth Oatholio congress of 
Germany, which took place some 
years ago. The non-Oaiholics 
helped a|ong in decorating the 
houses and streets. The decorations 
were especially copious and elabor­
ate in those streets and tqaares 
through which, op the last day of 
the Oongrees, tbe procession was to 
pass. Three places were especially 
remarkable for the taste and unity 
of design and the elaborateness pf 
decoration; the Cathedial square, 
tbe St. Gereon stree1, in which the 
Archbishop’s residence is situated, 
and the Neumarkt, an immense 
open square where the first Sacra, 
mental blessing was Ip be given. 
Tbe arches of triumph, festoons, 
flagmasts, trees, signs with inscript­
ions referring to the glossed Sacra­
ment, pictures and statues, al| 
artistically arranged, gave the ap­
pearance of a real fairy land.

As I am speaking of the decor­
ations of tbe city let me describe 
the precession on Sunday, the con­
clusion and climax of the solemn 
event. Its course was three miles 
long. Seventy thousand men took 
part in it. No women look part in 
it with the exception of the mem 
bers o' the religious sisterhoods 
about a thousand in number, who, 
reciting the rosary, formed one of 
he roegt impressive sections aod by 
'heir very modeeiy preached 
most eloquent sermon. The num­
ber of societies was about six bun- 
dred, with thejr banners and enters 
m full regalia. Prominent among 
them were the nineteen societies of 
university students, in their gorge 
ous drea0, aid the section of tbe 
foreign delegates, praying and sing 
ing in their own language, and pre 
ceded by the colors of their country 
and by a sign giving tbe name of 
tbe nationality. Tbe most splendid 
group were of course the long train 
of the secular and regular clergy, 
the two Cathedral Chapters of 
Cologne aod Aachen and the more 
than seventy bishops and mitred 
abbots. The Blessed Sacrament
was carried by the Legate and 
followed by three other Cardinals, 
the Apostolic Nuncio of Munich, 
Mgr. Frunwitb, 0„ P., and tbe Rev, 
Prince Max of Saxony. Tteo
came tbe representatives of the city 
of Cologne, the members of the com- 
qaittees and many of the members 
of the Centre party, the German 
and foreign nobility, etc.

The altar on the Neuma'k1, a

singers carried out with admirable 
precision the festal hymn composed 
for tbe occasion. Few could kneel 
down when the Cardinal gave the 
blessing, so packed was the place.
A seooid time the blessing was 
given from the steps of the central 
gate of the Cathedral, “the moat 
beautiful doors in the world," as 
King Frederic William used to say. 
Tbe women had avenged them­
selves by occupying so far as they 
oonld succeed the interior of the 
Cathedral bitore the procession re­
turned. Here the blessing was 
given a third time. Nobody will 
forget the overwhelming impression 
made when the Tantum Ergo was 
sung by that international and 
tiuly Catholic gathering. This 
great act of homage paid to 
Eucharistie G >d in return for which 
De Himself imparted tbe Sacra­
mental Benediction, was the oon 
elusion of tbe Congress, Lit me 
add that the procession went off 
without hitch or difficulty, a proof 
that the committees headed by the 
Bishop of Namur, Mgr. Heylen, 
had made the arrangements ad­
mirably, and that they were very 
strictly obeyed.

This public demonstration of faith 
was indeed a joy for Heaven and 
earth, and will serve to perpetuate 
in the minds of allot us the memory 
cf the deep impressions we received 

’during the whole Congress. An­
other not less great spectacle was 
the reception of Holy Communion 
which went on dating the Congress. 
For boars and hours every morning 
priests were busy at tbe communion 
rails in all the many churches 6f the 
city. In six churches the Blessed 
Bscrament was constantly exposed 
for adoration. In the Oathedral a 
Pontifical High Mass was celebrated 
daily, and on Sunday the Cardinal 
Legate pontificated in the presence 
of all the bishops and dignitaries^

It was remembered with great 
satisfaction that St. Thomas Aquinas, 
the author of tbe office of the Blessed 
Sacrament with its devotional 
hymns, studied in Cologne under 
Blessed Albertus gagnes, who lies 
bar ed in the church of S'. Andrew.

Yet all this honor paid to Christ 
in tbe Sacrament of Love was only 
one part of tbe doings of the 
Çucharistio Congress. J^ot tbe 
least important were the discussions, 
tbe popular lectures and sermons 
.delivered during those three days. 
In one ol his addresses, the Cardinal 
Legate- said : “As this splendid 
Cathedral stands a treasure f^r the 
oentnries to ooiço, so the record of 
the work accomplished in tbisOou'- 
giees will remain a ‘Moni'mentuqt

Thus an Atlantic 
traveller from St. John Montreal, 
Boston, Chicago, or Rio Janiero, 
w 11 obtain even on mid-ooean ac­
curate intelligence as to what is 
transpiring in their several cities, 
just as if he had read the daily 
papers on land. Thé deck of one of 
these great liners is like the side­
walk of a city.

The sale of liquor on board of 
them is ralher too extensive. The 
occasions of drinking are made too 
easy. There are also more prudent 
forms of amusement, such as musical 
entertainments, and even debates 
and addresses. Naturally, all sorts 
of opinions prevail in so mixed a 
world as a crowded passenger 
steamer. The writer remembers 
one very venerable gentleman, who 
strenuously upheld the doctrines oi 
Socialism, although in praotioe.be 
was a kindly, amiable person. The 
subject of international politics is 
nowhere ditousied more keenly, 
than on an A lantio passenger 
boat, and generally youths of sport.

Every summer many thousands 
of persons make an Atlantic voyaga.
A fleet of steamers plies a continual 
trade between England, Ireland, and 
Scotland, and tbe gsstern coasts of 
Ameiioa. Also there is a numerous 
fleet oi steamers and sailing vessels 
coming from every European port 
from the Baltic to the Mediterranean 
Tbe ocean has become as dt finitely 
outlined by steamer trade, as has the 
land by railways. At this hour tbe 
Canadian West is being settled by 
that mighty multitude of all nations, 
which comes by vyqy of the
great ocean. To give even a fairly 
accurate description of an Atlantic 
tour, on some of the great pi sponger 
boats of the periocj, is not so easy as 
might appear, partly because of the 
monotony of ocean travel, and 
partly for an opposite reagou , AB 
^.tlantic voyage has variety in ite 
monotony, and if we may so phrase 
it, monotony in variety,

Oa the great world of waÇçrS tbe 
works oi man serve, In their weak­
ness, to show the greatness of thé 
Supreme Being. Men of contem­
plative mind will find in the pgany. 
paged volume of eea and sky, ser­
mons as deep as were ever wiilten. 
The star-gemmed firmament of 
heaven ; the glories of the dawn ; 
the descent of the sun into tht 
waves ; and withal the ever-present 
and ever.cbanglng surface of a 
desert of wa'er, such are the general 
features of an Atlantic trip. In 
point of lime the voyage between 
New York and Liverpool, bag been 
reduced to between five and six 
days,or to such a time as implies a 
speed of eighteen miles an hour, 
and upwards of 430 miles a day. 
The A'l1Dl'° voyage from New 
York to Liverpool is reducible to 
half the present distance, or to some 
eighteen miles by taking the hundrefl

further North.

The greater Atlantic passenger 
boats take between twelve and 
fifteen hundred passengers. In 
summer tbe voyage is as smooth as 
some land-looked bay.

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Delaney Declared Elected.

As intimated in our last 
issue, the Sheriff of. Prince 
County continued his court 
at Summerside on Thursday 
last in connection with the 
declaration in the by election 
for the Bedeque district. As 
already stated, thirteen votes 
had been objected to on the 
ground of being polled in 
wrong divisions. Eight of 
these votes had been polled 
for Read and five for Delaney 
The first of these votes con 
sidered was that of Robert 
Schurman, who voted at 
Centreville for Delaney. Mr 
Mathieson, Leader of the Op­
position, Mr McQuarrie and 
Mr. Wyatt were present-to 
guard the rights of Mr. De 
laney, while the Attorney 
General, Mr Bell and Mr 
Neil McLeod appeared 
in behalf of Mr Read. The 
whole day was consumed in 
taking evidence and present­
ing arguments regarding this 
vote, and when the court ad­
journed in the evening the 
Sheriff had not given his 
decision. On Friday morn 
ing when the court reassem­
bled, the Sheriff decided 
against Mr. Schurman and 
his vote wa sexpunged from 
the poll-book. Argument 
was then commenced regard­
ing the twelve remaining 
votes ; but very little progress 
was made, and towards 
evening the controversy was 
dropped and the Sheriff de­
clared Mr. Delaney elected 
by a majority of one vote. 
Thus ended in the triumph 
of the Opposition, one of the 
closest and most keenly con­
tested elections ever held in 
this Province. We con­
gratulate Mr. Delaney on his 
election, and we extend .our 
warmest congratulations to 
the Leader of the Opposition 
on the success that has 
crowned his efforts in this 
hard fought and well managed 
election contest.

This contest which result­
ed in the election of Mr De 
laney was, in many respects, 
not dissimilar to that waged 
between David and Goliath. 
Goliath of Geth, it will be re­
membered, had about his 
armament an immense 
amount of brass. On his 
head he had a helmet of 
brass, and he had a coat of 
mail with scales, whose 
weight was five thousand 
sides of brass. He had 
greaves of brass on his legs 
and a buckler of brass cover­
ed his shoulders. Like his 
prototype of Geth, the politi­
cal Goliath of Bedeque had 
about him much brass of the 
political brand. At the be­
ginning of his fight with De­
laney, he not unlikely, con­
sidered himself, in a political 
sense at least, six cubits 
and a span in height. This 
political Goliath dispised 
“David” Delaney, who is of 
modest demeanor and some­
what diminutive stature, and 
boasted that he would give 
his flesh to the birds of the 
air and to the beasts of the 
earth.

Dapper little “David” De­
laney was not by any means 
abashed by the vain boastings; 
nor overawed by the brazen 
trappings of his gigantic 
political opponent. On the 
contrary he defied him, and 
said to him : “Thou uncir­
cumcised political Philistine ; 
I will slay three and take 
away thy head from thee.” 
And iortwith, as the political 
Goliath in his ill-fitting coat 
of mail strutted across the 
political stage, “David” De< 
laney proceeded to cast at 
him from his sling the smoth 
stones, which he carried in

his scrip. With unerring aim 
he pierced his opponent’s 
armour at the most vulner­
able points ; till at last the 
political Goliath fell exhaust­
ed |and the dapper little man, 
running up drew a sword and 
cut off his political head.

Senator Ferguson.

With very dqpp regret we 
have to record the death of 
Hon. Senator Ferguson, 
which occurred at his home, 
at Marshfield, early on Friday 
evening. The deceased 
Senator was born at Marsh 
field on the yth of March 
1839, so that he was in his 
71st year at the time of his 
demise. Until about three 
years ago he was a strong, 
active and to all appearances 
a healthy man. The first 
touches of disease began then 
to manifest themselves, and 
from that time he consulted 
physicians, went to hospitals 
and underwent several surgi­
cal operations, in the hope of 
relief or permanent cure. 
After the late session of Par 
liament he underwent his last 
operation in a hospital at 
Toronto, and it was believed 
and reported that this oper 
ation had rid him of the dis 
ease from which he had so 
long suffered ; but it was not 
so. He returned to his home 
and after a hard struggle with 
the enevitable succumbed, as 
above stated.

Senator Ferguson was a 
farmer’s son, and was him­
self one of the foremost farm 
ersand orchardistsin this Prov­
ince. He had few education­
al advantages ; he attended 
the district school near his 
boyhood home and for the 
rest, he acquired his 
knowledge on the farm and 
from the books to which he 
was enabled to devote the 
spare hours of a busy young 
manhood. In the face of 
these facts, it is wonderful that 
he became one of the very 
foremost statesmen in Can 
ada. As a platform speaker 
he had few superiors, and no 
man in the public life of the 
Dominion was better informed 
on matters political or had a 
more accurate grasp of pub­
lic questions. In the Parlia­
ment of Canada, he was ad 
mitted by men of both sides 
of politics to be an authority 
on the great questions of 
state, that presented them­
selves from time to time, and 
he was invariably consulted 
in these matters by members 
of the Senate and House of 
Commons.

His first question of great 
importance was that of Con­
federation. He was then 
but quite a young man ; but 
his able advocacy of this 
question in the press and on 
the platform attracted wide 
attention and drew forth many 
letters in reply from able 
public men. After Confeder­
ation he was for a short time 
collector of Inland Revenue ; 
but official life was not spited 
tohis ambitions, so he resigned 
office and entered into active 
politics. He offered himself 
as a candidate for the House 
of Assembly in his native dis­
trict. of Fort Augustus ; but 
was defeated several times. 
In 1878 he was elected for 
the Cardigan district, and 
from that time forward he 
held a seat in the Legislature 
till 1891, when he resigned 
to contest Queen’s County 
for the House of Commons. 
He was not successful and 
returned to the Legislature,

On the formation of the 
Sullivan Government in 18- 
79, Mr Ferguson became a 
member of the Administra; 
tiou, taking the office of com­
missioner of Public Works, 
and on presenting himself

The character and services of 
Senator Ferguson demand fuller 
notice and recognition than was 
possible at the hour when the 
news of his death reached this
city on Friday. No more worthy 
man than he is left in the public 
life of this country, or has passed 
away. His life was a busy one
and all his activities were directed 
to good purposes. So far as his 
own province is concerned, he 
should be placed among the
fathers of Confederation. Mr.
Ferguson was a young man when 
the Charlottetown Conference was 
followed by the Union Confer-^ 
ence at Quebec. He ;threw him­
self into the struggle for Union. 
In 1867 he carried on through 
the press a controversy on the 
subject with Hon. David Laird. 
This was followed by a discussion 
by signed letters with Hon. 
George Beer. Then for the five 
or six years which passed before 
the province accepted confeder­
ation, Mr Ferguson was a regular 
political writer for The Xrgus. 
At the same time through the 
press and on the platform, he ad­
vocated railway construction and 
promoted the movement for re­
moving the grievances of the 
tenantry. He moved the rail- 
way resolutions at a great mass 
meeting in Charlottetown in
1871.

In 1873 Mr Ferguson ran his 
first electron as a confederate ip a 
constituency which had returned 
an anti by 800 majority. This 
time he cut the majority down to 
250 and the next year reduced it 
farther to 74- In 1878 he was 
elected to the Legislature by ac­
clamation by the Cardigan dis­
trict of Kings, and assisted in the 
overthrow of the administration 
led by Mr. (now Sir Louis) 
Davies.

Cook Enjoying: Himself.

Copenhagen, Sept. 6.—Copeu 
hagen was electrified tonight by 
the report of Commander Peary’s 
announcement that he had readi­
ed the North Pole. Dr. Cook 
was immensely interested and 
said “that is good news. I hope 
Perry did get to the pole. His 
observations and reports on that 
region will confirm mine.”

Asked if there were any pro­
bability of Peary’s having found 
the tube containing his records, 
Dr. Cook replied ;

“ I hope so, but that is doubtful 
on account of the drift.”

Dr. Cook added ; “ Commander 
Peary would have reached the 
pole this year. Probably while I 
was in the Arctic region last year 
his route was several hundred 
miles east of mine. We are rivals 
of course, but the pole is good 
enough for two,

“ That two men got to the pole 
along different paths,” continued 
the explorer, “ should furnish 
large additions to scientific know­
ledge. Probably other parties 
will reach it in the next ten years 
since every explorer is helped by 
the experience of his predecessors, 
just as Sverdrup’s observations 
and reports were' of immeasur­
able help to me. I can say noth­
ing more without knowing further 
details than that I am glad of it.”

While Dr. Cook was conversing 
Cisually this morning with Atneri 
can friends, the possibility of the 
announcement which «electrified 
the world, was laughingly suggest­
ed Dr. Cook remarked: —

It is quite possible that Peary 
will turn up now. He is about 
due to get back, if he carry out 
his plans. We have always been 
friends, while, of cource, we are 
rivals in the attempt to find the 
pole, but we have been friendly 
rivals'

London Sept, 6.—It needed but 
thé. amazing announcement of 
Perry’s success in reaching the 
North Pole so hot upon Cook’s ar­
rival in Europe with the same 
news and while the world was 
still excitedly discussing the lat­
ter’s feat to complete the astonish­
ment of geographers and the pub­
lic generally. No longer could 
the slightest doubt be entertained 
that the mystery so many explor­
ers had vainly suffered hardship 
and death to penetrate, was at last 
solved and that to America un- 
reservely belongs the proud honor 
of planting the flag for the first 
time at the North Pole. Since it 
could not be given to an English­
man to win the honor, the British 
people are ready to extand their 
heartiest congratulations to the 
American people, Their wish now 
is that Skackleton may suceed in 
planting the British flag at the 
other pole.

Paris, Sept. 6.—Commander 
Peary’s announcement that he had 
carried the American flag to the 
North Pole has earned a profound 
impression in France. Public op­
inion might be summarised in the 
statement that belief in Peary’s 
success probably would tend to 
destroy many doubts entertained 
concerning Cook’s claims, since it 
is felt that weather and ice con­
ditions very likely rendered the 
voyages of both successful.

Captain Davis and crew ol the schoo 
ner Laura C Zwicker, which sank off 
the east coast of Prince Edward Island 
arrived at North Sydney Thursday 
after a thrilling experience.

Ottavve, August 31 —Now (bat ii 
is definitely announced that parlia­
ment will meet again in Nomember 
considerable interest is felt id 
political circles here as to the 
programme ot legislation to be 
brought down. Some amusemen 
has been caused by the pious wish 
expressed in certain government 
organs that the coming session will 
be a short one as it is conceded or 
all sides that never since 1896 has 
the opportunity been placed in the 
grasp'd the opposition to force the 
hand of the Laurier administration 
and to bring about a different order 
of things than has obtained since by 
virtue of the Lig club placed in hie 
hands by the servile majority lrom 
the province of Quebec, the premier 
has been able to play the role of a 
conquering Czar. The length of the 
session depends naturally on the 
nature of the legislation announced 
in the speech from the throne, 
although in past years that utterance 
has been marked by the announce- 
puents which it Omitted. In spite of 
the hopes of the inspired governmen 
organs the united opposition, never 
stronger than in this pailiament, 
will scrutinize with the utmost care 
every piece of legislation brought 
before the House, and will exert to 
its utmost its prerogatives pf protest 
ing against unwise and extravagant 
expenditure which has been such a 
feature of this government’s wanton 
policy of 'eking no thought of the 
morrow. So if the feeling is spread 
in the Liberal camp that the session 
will be devoid of legitimate criticism 
from those who sit at the left of the 
speaker, it can'be speedily thrown 
aside. As to législation there will 
undoubtedly be some step taken to 
give effect to the resolution of last 
session and inaugurate eome system 
of national naval defence. Su 
Frederick Borden and Hon L P 
Brodeur while spending c pleasin', 
holiday in London at the country's 
expense, have bsen attending the 
conference which met to dieouss the 
matter of empire defence, and their 
decision in the matter will be placed 
before parliament and in some 
manner oryatalizîd into legislation. 
Then Mr Fielding will ticket with 
the bank act, in the same way tbai 
be has been playing lor three years 
with the insurance busine|g of the 
countiy. As a political tinkerer Mr 
Fielding is second only o Mr Fisher, 
the Minister ol Agriculture, who 
invariably has severe! bills each 
session vlteiing previous laws on the 
statute book and adding a lot of un­
necessary dead weight thei etc. Tne 
extension of the boondai ies of Mam 
loba is sure to be bionght 10 the 
front again by the able litile band of 
Conservative members from the 
prairie province. For some years 
Sir Wilfrid Laurier has hedged about 
this question, and never yet has he 
screwed his courage up to the stink­
ing point. Manitoba is getting 
accustomed to being punished for its 
adherence to Conservative principles 
both federal and provincial, The 
big s’ick has been waved over her 
bead so long that she does not fear 
it now, and it lemains to be seen 
whether this year justice will be 
done her. Then the insurance bill 
which has been the subject of ex­
tended consideration both in e< m- 
roiltees of tbe bouse and >n the 
House itself for the past two years 
wU again come np. Last sessior 
the lower chamber passed an emas­
culated foim of the original bill 
which had all its teeth drawn, bu 
the leisurely gentlemen of tf e Senate 
p o‘es ed against having to deal with 
a hundred clause document in the 
dying hours of tbe session, so tbe 
tnsuraroo bill went over. Tne in­
surance bll is a typical piece ol 
Laurierism. When the insurance 
scandals were brought to lighi in the 
United States Sir Wilfrid Laurier 
•nd Mr Fielding jumped to the con- 
olosioo that similar conditions mn-t 
ex’si in Canedian insurance cirolev, 
•nd after tbe investigation by the 
royal c mmiseion which p^aotically

try was never more united, and it ia 
that feeling that they have the best 
sentiment of the Canadian people at 
ttieir backs that causes Mr Borden 
and bis able lieutenants from the 
various provinces to keep up tbe 
tight for clean and honest govern 
ment. One thing is certain. Tne 
coming session will see no more 
appointments of royal commissions. 
The Laurier aumicistration has tried 
them in tbe past and they have 
proved to be boomerangs, and the 
greatest campaign material ever 
provided for any party is set forth 
in the numerous volumes of evidence 
taken before tbe commission which 
probed into the unwholesome mess 
of 1 he civil service. There is likely 
10 be a shake np in the cabinet before 
the House meets. Mr Ayleswortb, 
whose bearing is not improving and 
who has neither the liking nor apii- 
lade lor political life ia expected to 
step out of the cabinet and there are 
constant 1 umors that Hon. L. P. 
Brodeur, Minister of Marine and 
Fisheries after he has obtained the 
knighthood which be is slated for 
will be given a seat on the Supreme 
Court bench. However, this may 
be there is no denying the fact that 
Sir Wilfrid will meet the House with 
a weakened array to face the at­
tacks of the opposition. Tbe im­
portation of Mr MacKenzie King in­
to cabinet circles has proved to be 
most distasteful to many of the rank 
and file who have borne the burden 
and heal of tbe political day for tbe 
Liberal party for many years. Toere 
ia a general disposition on tbe part 
ol Liberal membeis to get appoint­
ments, and it would appear as tbongh 
tbe rats were preparing to leave the 
sinking ship. The vacancies on the 
Board of Railway Commissioners 
and the National Transcontinental 
Commission are the plums in sight, 
and there is a rush to grasp the fruit. 
Never since 1S8Ç did things look 
less rosy for tbe Liberal party, and 
with tbe opposition working as one 
man the pavb of $ir Wilfrid Jj»urier 
during the oommg session will not 
be strewn with roses.

Mental and Physical

Britain Hu leg Tlfe Air

British eubjeets throughout the Em­
pire bad been preparing sadly to adr 
mit that though Britain rules the 
waves, she was hopelessly at sea when 
it comes to building flying machines 
that would rule tbe air. We bave 
been hearing so much about the suc­
cessful Americans, who broke a leg 
or killed a mao occasionally j and 
about the successful Frenchman who 
toyk a flutter of a score of miles a- 
cross the Channel or fell in the drink 
as the case might be; and of tbe im­
posing German dirigible balloons, 
those Dreadnoughts of the sky, which 
occasionally burn up or blow up, 
But all the lime old John Bull has 
been preserving that stolidity of coun­
tenance which usually characterizes 
him when he has something up his 
sleeve and has solemnly accepted the 
Condolence of other nations at the 
lack of likelihood of his domina'ing 
the air as well as the sea.

Then along comes the great inter­
national flying competition, Cana­
dians reading tbe Amettcan cables 
were educated to believe that it was a 
case of one Glenn Curtiss against the 
field. Oo the Dominent M, Blériot, 
who has made such a valiant flutter at 
the shores of perfidious Albion, and 
M Latham, led in the betting, while 
various other world-known experts 
cavorted spectacularly ia the air di r- 
jng the preliminary flights and did 
everything but turnsumersaults like 
tumbler pigeons, As the French 
would say themselves, it was all very 
magnificent but not exictly war- No 
doubt these distracting exhibitions

Dr. McCallum of London, Ont , 
speaking at Winnipeg, where the Can 
adian Medical congress is in session, 
has given expression to some striking 
statements concerning the, mind and 
its power of curing or causing disease.

Tbe word disease, declared Dr. Me 
Cailuro, meant originally “ not at 
ease," and tbe quality of not being at 
ease might be called by many names 
as anger, envy, fear, hate, impatience 
or laziness. In opposition to those 
qualitsee were contentment, self-re 
fiance, love and patience, qualities 
which were akin to health in the phy 
sical body. The aim then of the 
physican, and of the patient, or of the 
already healthy man, was to cultivate 
these latter qualities, or if they already 
existed to develope them until a fine 
harmony prevailed between tbe 
healthy organs of tbe body and the 
nerve centers of the mind. Perfect 
harmony between tbe mental and 
physical sides of human beings is tbe 
secret of perfect health

Dr. McCalJum next proceeded to 
demonstrati the many ways by which 
a healthy mentality and morality 
could be obtained and maintained. 
There were all degrees of morality, 
from that of the savage to that of tbe 
Christ, and the more advanced was 
the degree of morality and mentality 
the more damaging were the effets of 
fear anger and selfishness on tbe hu­
man system. The moral sense was to 
be found in a greater degree in the 
grown person then in the child ; the 
moral sense was found in man, but to 
a scarcely preceptible degree in tbe 
animal. The growth of tbe mao from 
the animal, and the deyelopment of 
the mind of the child to .that .of the 
grown and healthy man could only 
continue by tbe cultivation and de­
velopment of the qualities of tbe mor 
al sense, such as patience, love and 
contentment. “The dominion of tbe 
forces of the mind," declared the 
speaker, 11 determines what we are to 
be."

It would be a particularly happy 
world if all Dr McCallum’s conclu­
sions were Correct, There can be no 
doubt but that anger, envy, fear, hare 
and all the other mental di eases have 
worked woe to untold millions, That 
they hayerpade those who were affect­
ed with them miserable is equally 
certain. Tbe man with the grouc 
today is generally accused of having 
a liver, with all that snch an accusa­
tion implies. Thus it will be seen 
that even laymen bave a dim notion 
of Dr. McCallum’s elaborated theory. 
If we wish to wipe oyt disease we must 
first get rid of mental disorders. It 
is worth trying at any rate.—Ottawa 
Citizen.

An Interesting Situation.

Events not infrequently move in a 
mys.ertous way to bring about uuex 
peeled results, ror instance under 
tbeoew Payne tariff in the United 
States it would appear that, thatcouo 
try proposes to retaliate upon Cana­
da by imposing maximum duties on 
Canadian produce so long as this 
country maintains tbe British prefer­
ence. Further, that the ratification 
by tbe Dominion parliament of the 
France Canadian commercial treaty 
will undoubtly bring Canada under 
the United States’ maximum tariff. 
Under these circumstances, if Canada 
is penalized on account of her prefer- 
encetoGreat Britain,which issimilar to 
that which the United States extends 
to her own possessions, what will be 
tbe attitude of Great Britain? This 
would be practically a declaration of 
fiscal war upon Canada, as an integral 
part of the Empire insisting upon itt 
right to inter-Iroperial legislation ir­
respective of the attitude of for ing 
countries. Obviously it will be tvp ’.6 
Great Britain to sustain the alii uJe 
of Canada, and insist upon the tight 
of all portions of the Empire to con­
duct tbeir internal affairs without ref 
erence to the yipws of the outside 
world, Such an attitude on the part 
of the United States denies such a 
right. Great Britain, ot France, or 
Germany, might with equal color of 
right interfere si between any fiscal 
arrangement that the United States

Tbe New York Journal of Com­
merce does not approve of the in­
structions issued by the U S Secre­
tary of the Treasnry relative to tbe 
collection of duly opon mechanically 
ground wood pulp and paper im­
ported into the United Stales ano 
coming from, toe provinces of On­
tario and Quebec. The' Journal 
very pertinently points ont that this 
poliuy of retaliation is a very-foolish 
one, increasing instead of mitigating 
the effect of the restrictions at the 
best of the United States consumers. 
Tbe policy of retaliation is distinctly 
foreign to tbe spirit of protection 
If the United Stales Congress was ot 
opinion that the interests of tbe pulp 
and paper trades in the United 
Sates would be injuriously affected 
by the reduction in duty made in tbe 
revision, then it was in error in 
making such a reduction. If, on tbe 
other hand, it was of opinion that 
the redaction was one to be properly 
made, having the interest of OOn 
sumer and producer alike in view, 
then it was in error in providing 
that the reduction should be restrict, 
ed under certain conditions, for in 
applying tbe principles of proteotior 
>t should not have taken into con­
sideration any effect what 
ever except that which the duty 
would have upon i'a own people and 
their commerce. Its concern should 
have began and ended there. As i' 
is the enforcement of the instruo 
lions just sent ont will have the 
efleot prao ioally of leaving the 
situation as it was prior to the 
redaction of the tariff. As these 
are interpreted in New York, only 
palp wood cat upon crown lands and 
only paper made from pulp wooo 
out upon crown laqds are affect­
ed by the orders just given, and this 
probably means that importers will 
be compelled to produce sworn de­
clarations that the goods passing 
customs are not the product of or 
were not manufactured from the 
product of crown lauds. It is not 
likely that the action taken will lead 
to any change in tbe policy of Q/i 
tario and Quebec. These two pro­
vinces have but little to gain by 
change, and s'and to gain later on 
The puip-wood resources of the 
JJnited (States are limited, while tbe 
consumption of paper is increasing 
mist rapidly. Reforestation 
talked of, but it ia not likely that it 
would do m re than provide tor tbe 
increase in tbe demand, leaving the 
p'esent requirement? to tie provided 
for by tbe tag: dwindling aoieage of 
pulp-wood lands. Meanwhile the 
Canadian Crown laids will be grow 
ing more and more valuable'if they 
are, as they should be, prnpeily pro­
tected. Tbe United States will have 
to come to Canada some day for its 
supply, and in hampering the entry 
at the present time it may not be 
doing Canada a bad turn. It is 
trusted that the Canadian Govern­
ment will not, as tbe Journal fears, 
1 egard the imposition of the dis­
criminatory dirties now levied as a 
justification fo retaliation. It is 
me that its action in regard to the 
German smtox may well prompt 
misgivings, naturally increased by 
the fact that its general tariff policy 
is one plainly marked by political 
expediency,
