An old Catholic story of high 
romance has flashed its splendor 
across these dreary days of war 
indemnities and reparations. The 
Heart of the Bruce has been dis­
covered in fair Melrose—or, ra­
ther, a heart has been found 
which is believed to be that of 
Robert the Bruce, IÇing of Scot­
land.

The story of Bruce's Heart is 
one of the most stirring of me­
diaeval romances. Robert Bruce 
Ifty dying at Qar-dr-oaa, and his 
last moments were saddened by 
the thought that he had failed to 
fulfil his voifot making a pil­
grimage to the Holy Sepulchre. 
So, as he lay dying, King Robert 
called to his side the Lord James 
Douglas, and commanded that 
after his death his body should 
be laid in the Abbey of Dunferm 
line, but £hat his heart should t>9

tied-it hack-to Scotland, where it 
woa buried under- the high Altar 
of the Cistercian Abbey of Mel­
rose. This is the story df the 
Heart of the Bruce,

Among the ruins of Melrose 
there is a stone let into the re­
mains of the high altar, which 
tells how Bruce’s Heart was 
buried in this spot. Recently 
some excavations have been car­
ried out in the ruins, and there 
has been found a leaden casket, 
iti which was enclosed a human 
heart. It is this which is said tc 
be the Scots King’s heart, though 
antiquarians are by no means 
agreed that such is the case. The 
discovery was made in a spot re­
moved from the site of the high 
altar, and the leaden casket is 
thought to be opposed to the old 
tradition that the heart was en­
closed in a burial casket of silver, 
and on these two counts the hard- 
headed and the skeptical throw 
cold water on this romantic dis­
covery.

Tfye Paseljal Candle
A most picturesque addition to 

the furnishing of the sanctuary, 
the Paschal Candle stands in its 
massive candlestick on the Gospel 
side from Holy Saturday until 
Ascension Thursday, writes Mgr. 
Henry for the N.C.W.C. During 
this Eastertide it is lighted at 
Solemn Mass And Vespers on 
Sundays, but on Ascension Day, 
after the Gospel, it is finally ex­
tinguished and is removed from 
the sanctuary,

What does this strange and 
temporary visitor suggest to our 
minds ? Clearly, the purpose is 
not the /ulitarian one of illumi­
nation. It is purely emblematic, 
and its symbolism is both rich 
and highly interesting. It repre­
sents Christ, the Light of the 
World : “ I am the light of the 
world. He that followeth Me 
walketh not in darkness.” (John 
8 : 12). We recall that upon 
these words of Divine leadership 
and human vocation Thomas a 
Kempis based his wonderful book 
on the Imitation of Christ,

The wax af which it is com­
posed, a mysterious virginal pro­
duction of the cleanly bees, re­
presents the virginal flesh of 
Christ, formed in the womb of 
His Immaculate Mother.

^een^qvegmmAmorgtes His de- 
pature from earth to • the Right 
Hand of His Eternal Father, and 
the Paschal Candle is then re­
moved from the sanctuary.

The wonderfully beautiful cere­
mony with which the Candle 
is blessed on Holy Saturday 
morning forms the outstanding 
feature of that deeply emblematic 
day. First of all a spark is struck 
from a flint, and the * New Fire ’ 
is blessed. The flint may repre­
sent Christ the Corneraton, 
(Ephesians 2 : 20), from whom 
we have received the fire of God’s 
brightness. Next, the five grains 
of incense are blessed ; theer 
eandles are successively lighted, 
with the invocation, ‘ Lumen 
Christi ’ (Light of Christ) ; the 
deason sings the exquisite Exul- 
tet, with its peculiar preface, 
during which he pauses to insert 
in tha candle the five grains of 
incense and to light it.

The Solemn Mass of Holy Sa­
turday, with its thrilling outburst 
of bells and chimes and pealing 
organ ae the Gloria in Exeelsis is 
intoned, and with the solitary 
glory of the Paschal Candle glow­
ing in the sanctuary, solicits our 
joyful and reverent presence. If 
it be possible for us to attend the 
religiously dramatic ceremonies 
of Holy Saturday, we should, 
have bought and diligently con­
ned the Holy Week Book, which 
costs but little, and nevertheless 
furnishes both the Latin texts of 
the prayers, with English trans­
lation, and the liturgical cere­
monial in easily intelligible detail.

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The Parliamentary week end­
ing Saturday. ApriP 16th, afforded
more excitement iu the House of 
Commons than bad hitherto been 
supplied during the present ses- 

As indicated in last week s 
•respondent, it was quite plain 

that the members of the Oppo­
sition were riding for a fall. 
They seem to be extremely short­
sighted and are altogether in­
capable of anticipating the dis­
asters that may befall them, if 
they pursue certain lines of pro­
cedure. It was explained in last
week’s correspondence that on the
estimate for completing the pro­
gramme of shipbuilding in con 
section with the Canadian Gov­
ernment Merchant Marine, the 
«Opposition were affording con­
siderable* ' obstruction. . It was 
stated that Mr. Duff, the member 
$or Lunenburg, N. S., had held 
up the committee for five hours 
at a stretch. Some of the remark­
able characteristics of Mr. Duff 
are his extreme ignorance, his 
physical ponderosity, his abso­
lutely uncouth and uncultured 
manners. There had not t 
wanting from the very beginning 
of the session evidence that it 
was the intention of the Opposi 
tion to render all the obstruction 
possible. They thought their op 
portunity had arrived when, late 
on Monday pight, the 11th, the 
committee requirement of the ap­
propriations for the Merchant 
Marine was again under consider­
ation. Honourable Mr. Ballan 
tyne, the Minister in charge of 
these estimates, was aaked all 
manner of questions, the greater 
number of them having no rela­
tion whatever to the matter under 
consideration. Shortly after mid 
night it became quite evident 
that it was the intention of the 
Opposition members to hold up 
this appropriation indefinitely 
The attendance was comparatively 
etnaH on both sides of the House, 
as a great number of the mem­
bers had left for home shortly 
after 11 o’clock, thinking that 
the committee might continue for 
an hour or two and that the 
item of eight million dollars would 
bo passed, and the House would 
adjourn. However, it soon de­
veloped that there was nothing 
further from the minds of the 
Opposition bunch who remained 
over than to'allow the item to 
pass if it eouM be blocked in any 
way at all. So then the fight 
went on. After a brief space all 
the talking was left to the mem­
bers of the Opposition, as it wae 
.quite evident that any intelligen 
.discussion or explanations from 
the Government aide, or from the 
Miuister, would only mean so 
much loss of time. So one after 
another kept on talking against 
time. The talking was confined 
*o about half a dozen of the mem 
bars of the Opposition side, andt 
it was mostly in the form of 
questions until one after another 
«became exhausted. The first one 
Again took up the cudgels, and so 
they went round and round for 
the whole night and early hours 
of the morning. The worst 
offenders were, of course, Mr- 
Duff, Mr. Sinclair of Guysboro 
and Dr. Clarke of Bed Deer. On 
<two or three occasions during the

George Foster and the Minister 
of Railways, and they were all 
very much surprised to know 
that the House, which they had 
left in committee when they 
went home in the evening, was 
still in committee and that no 
progress had been made. The 
new arrivals of course infused 

blood into the committee,new
and those who had borne the 
brunt apd had kept the long, 
tiresome, lonesome vigil werehis- 
posed to retire and seek some 
est. The discussion went on 

but did not vary very much in 
quality, as the new arrivals on 
the Opposition side followed the 
same line of tactics as those who 
had been there during the night 
and early morning. The Minis­
ters who had come in in the 
morning, and other members on- 
the Government side, after a brief 
space finally observed what was 
going on, and did not interfere to 
any great extent. After Sir 
George Foster had come, he was 

of the first to arrive, some 
members of ^he Opposition ap­
pealed to him, in an innocent way 
as it were, to break this deadlock 
and have the committee rise and 
report progress. But the veteran 
statesman was not to be caught 
napping, and after an investiga 
tien he found that no progress 
had been tnade, therefore none 
could be reported. He so stated 
to the House, and the grind went 
on. One after another of the 
Opposition -side of the House got 
up and asked questions, and said 
over again what had been said 
one hundred times or so within 
the past twenty hours. After 
those who had been up over 
night had returned to the Hous- 
iu the afternoon, having had h 
little rest and recreation, it was 
plain that the time for action had 
prettly nearly arrived. The Op­
position had invited drastic mea­
sures and the Government were 
not by any means averse to have 
such measures emphasised ; but 
they did not wish in any way 
to precipitate the rules in such.a 
way that the obstructor^ would 
be brought to a sudden stop. But 
when the Opposition had again 
asked the committee to rise, it 
looked to the Prime Minister 
that the time had arrived when 
he would be disposed to yield to 
their request.

This, however, is the way in 
which the Prime Miuister brought 
this about: After, he had secured 
the floor, about three o’clock in 
the afternoon, he intimated that 
after eighteen hours continuous 
sitting of the committee, it was 
not unnatural that those who 
had obstructed the business might 
be somewhat - wearied, and that 
relief might be welcomed. He 
was prepared to afford that relief 
to them.

They, in the 
beginning of their tactics, thought 
they were doing something ex­
ceedingly clever, but when they 
found where they landed they 
felt, to use a common phrase, like 
kicking themselves. Closure was 
upon them and they had foolishly 
brought it on. Finally, when six 
o’clock camp,' recess was taken, 
the first break in the sitting of 
the House for twenty-two hours.

.When the Hôuse resumed at 8»
o’clock in the evening, some mat­
ters «of a more or less routine 
character were pressed forward. 
These had been, held over in con­
sequence of the very long previous 
sitting. Then the House went 
again into colnmittee of supply. 
The item of eight million dollars 
that had been held up during the 
twenty-two hours sitting ' was 
again presented, and also i the 
matter of interim supply. This 
amounted to nearly seventy mil­
lions of dollars, one-sixth of the 
whole supply to be voted during 
the session. It may be necessary 
to give a little explanation here. 
Every session, with hardly any 
exception, a portion of the money 
necessary to carry on the public 
business of the country is voted 
on bloc, before Ihp budget is dealt 
with, and before all the estimates 
have been discussed in committee. 
This is neoessary in consequence of 
the date when the financial year 
ends. The 31st of March is the 
end of the fiscal year for the 
Dominion of jCanada, and thef 
money that bad been voted in the 
previous year "has all been ex­
pended. As a consequence new 
votes are required in order to get 
the money to pay the salaries of 
officials and carry on the public 
business generally, until the whole 
supply bill is passed. This does not 
come until practically the end of 
the sessioj. Tuesday night, the 
12th, had arrived, and the salaries 
would have to be paid on the 
15th, It wojjld tbqs be seen that 
there was not very much time 
left. The motion for granting 
interim supplice had been brought 
up in the House by the Finance 
Minister about a week before, 
and on a technicality raised by 
the Opposition was not passed, 
but was allowed to stand over.
