Life on the Ocean Wave—Ilow Novices aré

Wednesday evening, the 7th, our
second night out, showed symptoms of
being ‘“  dirty night.” The day had
become increasingly cloudy, and the
wind which was from apbout 8. W,
gradually freshened, until about 8 it
was Dblowing. a gale ; but as we were
under the lea of the land, we did not
feel the sea as we should have done
further out. The night was pitch dark
and the phosphorescent gleam cf the
water in the boat’s wake, and in the crest
of every breaking wave, which gave the
sea almost the appearance of a sheet of
green fire, was quite enough to convinee

ONCE MORE ON THE BRINY,

RUN OUT OF THE BAD WEATHER,

and were passing Cape Rosier,
where there is a lighthouse and
signal station. I had a vivid

recollection of the last time I had

seen Cape Rosier light, an August night

bound, the very night when a few. hours
afterwards we ran ashore on Anticosti in
a fog. Fortunately for me the captain
was oun the bridge at the time, which re-
lieved me of the responsibility in the
matter. From Cape Rosier to Cape
Gaspe the land rises, until, when near-
ing the Cape, it becomes

A SHEER WALL OF ROCK,

rising straight from the water to a
height, in some places, of 700 feet—a
bad place to run foul of on a wild night.
Along here is a sunken rock' on which
an English troop ship is said to have
been lost with all hands, many years
agc. Right on the point of the cape is a
remarkable looking rock, detached - from
the mainland, called the ‘Old Man,”
and which when seen in profile, bears
a sort of grotesque resemblarce to a
figure with a human face, and the gen-
eral contour of an Egyptian Sphinx.
Just about there we met with a heavy
head swell, rolling around the Cape,
which caused the beat to pitch in a
somewhat unexpected and lively man-
ner, and which so disturbed the in-
ternal economy of a number of
the passengers that they were soon
seen squaring accounts with

OLD FATHER NEPTUNE

in all directions. Uncle and myself
being old, seasoned travellers were in no
way affected, and felt no qualms either
of stomach or conscience, having soothed
the one with a good treakfast and the
other with a nip of cognac, and were able
to contemplate the scene with a feeling
of pharisaical thankfulness that we were
not as other men, even as these re publi-
cans. I might here remark that itis
almost invariably the case that people
never get any sympathy for seasickness ;
it is not creditable tv our humanity, but
such is the fact.

We ex-
changed compliments by dippirg ensigns
us we passed, and were shortly at the
wharf at Gaspe, which isa most pictur-
esque spot, well sheltered and surround-
ed by hills, some of them of considerable
height. This is quite a resort for the
sportsman aod tourist, on account of its
excellent fishing facilities. Here our
two Montreal men left us, having come
here for some sea-fishing, and the rest of
us finding we had a couple of hours to
spare, went for a run ashore. The

we following in their wake until we came

which was at the emd of the street. The
church being open the tulk 6f the party
entered, we however, not feeling de-
votionally inclined, turned back to take
a look at the other end of the village.

As the whistle had now sounded
to recall stragglers, we returned on
board, and were soon again under
way. A rather amusing instance of

while we were seated at dinner, just
after leaving, the report of a gun was
heard, and various surmises were offered
as to where it came from. I suggested
that it might be a gun from the cruiser,

In Case of Fire In the House.

If the following sensible advice by Mr.
A. W.C, Sheau, on the subjectlof how
to act in case of fire, were always follow-
ed, disastrous consequences would doubt-
less be lessened :

Fire requires air; therefore, on itsap-
pearance every effort should be made to
exclude air by shutting all doors and
windows. By} this means fire may be
confined to a single room for a sufficient
period to enable all the inmates to be
aroused and escape ; but if the doors and
windows are thrown open the fanning of
the wind and the draught will instantly
cause the flames to increase with extra-
ordinary rapidity. It must never be for-
gotten that the most precious moments
are at the commencement of a fire, and
not a single second of time shculd be
lost in tackling it. In a room a table-
cloth can be so used as to smother a large
sheet of flame, and a cushion may serve
to beat it out; a coat or anything similar
may be used with an equally successful
result. Always endeavor to attack the
bed of a fire; if you cannot extinguish a
fire shut the window, and be sure to shut
the door when making good your retreat,
A wet silk handkerchief tied over the
eyes and nose will make breathing possi-
ble in the midst of much smoke, and a
blanket wetted and wrapped around the
body will enable a person to pass through
a sheet of flames in comparative safety.
Should a lady’s dress catch fire let the
wearer at once lie down; rolling may ex-
tinguish the fire, but if not, anything,
woollen preferred, wrapped tightly
around will effect the desired purpose,

TEMPERANCHE LAWS.

The Mest Strimgent Passed in England
Were these of James the First.

The most stringent laws we have had
passed were those of James L, which
may almost be called the first piece of
temperance legislation, for, though the
act of Edward IV, gave power to the
justices to suppress unnecessary lippling
houses, it was chiefly directed against
using unlawful games and bouund the
license victuallers to keep good order in
their houses, says the Contemporary Re-
view. The act in the first year of James
‘was intended to restrain the ‘‘inordinate
haunting and tippling io inns and ale
houses,” to be for the relief of wayfarers
and not for the *‘entertainment of the
lewd and idle people.” There was to
be a penalty of ten shillings for permitt-
ing “unlawful drinking,” and all drivk-
ing was unlawful except by bona fide
travellers, by the guests of travellers and
by partisans and labourers during their
dinner hour. The public house was only
to be open to residents in the lucality
for one hour in the day for the consumnp-
tion of liquor on the premises. This act
was made perpetual, with some modifi-
cations intended te render convicticn
more easy, in the last parliament of
James, In the first of Charles 1ke
penalties were somewhat relaxed, but
the law could not be enforced, and under
these stringent laws dcrunkenness increas-
ed apace. It had reached an extraor-
dinary pitch in 1659, when a French
Protestant wrote from London :—
““ There is within this city and all the
towns of England which I have pasted
through so prodigious a number of houte:
wher2 they sell a certain drink called a'e
that T think a good half of the inhabi-
tants may be denominated . also house-
keepers.- * * * But, what is most
degplorable, where gentlemen sit and
spend most of their time drinking a
mudcy kind of beverage, and tobacco,
which has universally besotted the nation
and at which I hear they have consumcd
many noble estates. * * *  And that
nothing may be wanting to the height of
luxnry and impiety of this abumination
they have translated the organs out of
the churches to set them up in taverns,
chanting their ditty rambles and bestial
bachanalias to the tune of those instru-
ments which were wont to assist them in
the celebration of God’s praises and regu-
late the voicas of the worst singera in the
world, which are the English, in their
churches at present.”

TH™ WATERWORKS.

What Walker, the Port Hurca

MWe¢ Takes mo Stock im the Standpipe, but
Belleves a Feasible Scheme can be
Worked trom Below Marber
Hill—-A Lifting Pump
mot Necessary.

Wednesday last, M. Walker, of Port
Huron, the Weli-known Walerworks ex-
pert, was in town, and made a prelimin-
ary examination into the proposed water-
works scheme. He visited the Flats
near the Hawley well, and after getting
at the facts of the case, met the mem-
bers of the council in the clerk's office.
Mr Walker, in addition to being &
waterworks engineer, is & contractor
for putting in waterworks systems. He
is in favor of erecting mnecessary build-
ings at the foot of the hill, and of plac-
ing forcing machinery there with suction
attachments. He opposes the system
of using lifting pumps at all, and -is, also
OPPOSED TO THE USE OF A STANDPIPE.
The latter, he contends, would cost from
$8,000 to $11,000 and wouid not give
value for the interest on the amount of
money expended. It was quite true
that by the use of a standpipe the en-
gines would not be requi to work
more than half time, but the fire and
steam would have to be kept up con-
tinually for fear the engines might at
any time be required for fire purposes.
There was

NOT SUFFICIENT HEAD FOR WATERPOWER

if the whole bank between Goderich and
Sarnia were sieved with water holes, and
that scheme for obtaining power was out
of the question. There were to his
mind but two ways of furnishing an

ldoqlt:ate water luprly to the town—the
one by sinking wells at the low level

belo=r the hill, and forcing the water up,
and the other by building cribwork into
the lake and running about 1,400 or
1,600 feet of suction pipe out, and then
forcing the water into the town mains,
The engine house, with duplicate en-
gines, &c., would not cost over $8,000,
and the suction pipe for lake service
could be laid for about $3.50 per foot.
If it was thought better than the water
should be obtained from wells sunk be-
low the hill,

THE SINKING OF THE WELLS

would be but a small item, and then if
it was found that the supply was inade-
quate the suction service could be run
into the lake, and as the Michigan man
naively put it, ‘‘You'd have old Lake
Huron to fall back on, and she wouldn't
give out—well, not for some time, any-
heow.” He endorsed Engineer Chip-
man’s report except in the matter of the
standpipe, and said, ‘‘I doun’t know Mr
Chipman, but from reading his report
would say he was a pretty smart young
man. He's got a splendid, good head
on him, and I think Ee’l smart, although
I take issue with him on this point.” He
also said that
ENGINEERS WERE LIKE DOCTORS

—they often got into ruts and found it
difficult to work out again. He believ-
ed if the suction pipe were carried ont
by the side of the south pier some 1,400
or 1,600 feet it could be economically
eonstructed on account of the protection
which the pier would afford ; and if it
were 80 laid, it would be found that the
water obtained at that distance from the
shore would not contain so much *‘rile”
(sediment) as most people would think,
Mr Walker also advised the council to
send a delegation of competent men to
visit Sarnia, Fort Gratiot, Port. Huron
and similar points and bring in a prac-
tical report upon which they could at
once proceed with the work.

been very good in this part, and the re-
sult is & bountiful harvest, with guod
samples and large yields, wheat running
from 20 as high as 50 bushels to the
acre in different parts of the Northwest ;
oats, 40 to 80 bushels ; barley, 25 to GO
bushels ; with potatoes a heavy yield and
good quality.

ANNUAL Fairs.—This N.W.T. is well
represented with fall fairs, both along
the C.P.R., and in other settled parta.
The fairs in Estern Assinaboia were put
in rotation as to day of the week, com-
mencing with Moosimin, the first town
after crossing the Manitoba boundary, so
as to let Professor Saunders, of the Ex-
perimental Farm, Ottawa, and some
fourteen repcrters of the 5 Eastern prov-
inces, visit them all. Moosimin fair be-
ing the first on the list, with cash prizes
to the amount of $700, drew a large
crowd and a fine exhibit, especially the
butter and the school exhibit by the
Moosimin school. In the evening there
was a banquet in honor of the pressmen,
which was attended by 90. The next
day was Wapella fair day, It being a
small village and the first fair, it was on
a small scale ; but some good samples of
stock, grain, roots and vegetables were
shown. Whiteword was the third place
visited by the Eastern men, and all join-
ed in saying the quality surpassed any-
thing they had seen in the older coun-
try, some of the articles being better
than they had ever seen before. One
turnip wses 3 feet 4 in. in circumference;
a cabbage over 2 feet across the head ;

Mr. Joknson then dealt with the
Chaatauqua movement, giving a brief re-
sume of the history of the m«yement
from its inception to the present time,
and enlarging on the benefits teachers
would derive from a systematic course of
reading followed by an examination on
the matter read. He considered the
course of reading preseribed in the
Chautauqua course inestimable to those
whose education had been neglected in
early years, and to teachers, whom it
would nspire to better work., He gave a
graphic account of the work to be under-
taken and the rewards to be derived from
it, and advised the teachers presant to
take up the course and by so doing im-
prove their powers and position.

A vote of thauks for the paper moved
by F. Crassweller, seconded by J. P.
Nevin, was carried, and a discussion in
which Messrs. Holman, Crassweller,
Tom and Strang took part was engaged
in, all agreeing as to the advisability of
teachers reading more, and thereby
gaining more general knowledge,

The next subject on the programme
was ‘‘ Music in the Schools.” Ir, J. P.
Nevin, who intrcduced the subject,
began by stating that according te his
belief every teacher .can sing enough to
teach it in school, and then euntered on
an exposition of his matner of teaching
his pupils.

Mc J. E. Tom, LP.8.,, dealt with
echool management, mentioning first
that the schools were much better man-
aged now than they previously were. He
considered that a teacher should be phy-
sically, intellectually and morally fit for
his position. He should be careful of his
character, and should improve his mind
by continuous and systematic study and
reading. He shouldyntteml to the moral
and wmsthetic training of his pupils, sce
that they came clean and tidy to school,
and try to make the schoolhouse and
grounds pleasant and cheerful by having
flowers in beds, or in pots in the win-
dow, and see that no litter or dirt was
allowed to remain in school or yard.
Children required sympathetic and kind-
ly treatment, but should not be petted
too much. Neither should they be flog-
ged excessively. Persistent flogging
generally showed that the teacher lacked
power to control the school. In accept~
ing schools, teachers, especcially younz
teachers, should not take sshools too
heavy for them, but should try to get
schocls suitable to their age and experi-
ence. A few questions were asked Mr
Tom, and then the Association proceed-
ed to ballot for officers for the ensuing
year. The election resulted as follows :
president, W. H.Johnson ; vice-presi-
dent, Miss Johnson; sec-treas., G. W.
Holman ; committee, Misses Burrows
and Burritt, and Messrs Kilty, E. A.
McKenzie and J. De'gatty.

Having passed the following mo-
tion, ““That as a emall token of
our appreciation of the efforts of
the head master and teachers of the
Goderich high school and the trustees
of the same to make our association a
success, the treasurer of this institute be
instructed to hand over $10 being part
proceeds of concert to Mr H. I. Strang,
to be used as a small aid in replenishin
the chemical department of the hingx
school,” the convention adjourned to
meet again at the call of the executive.
