Austria Preparing to Administer
Spanking to Servia.

Paris, March 16.—La Liberte says
today that it has learned from a reli-
able soucce that the Austrian govern-
ment has been making preparations
for three days to occupy Belgrade, the
capital ‘of Serviay as the only way to
bring about a solution of the present
difficulty.

Berlin, March 16.—Reports recéived
at the foreign office today coneetning
the strained relations between  Aus-

the crisis is still dacute. Austria-Hun-
gary is aboui to make another effort
at Belgrade with an object of bring-
ing Servia’s view to aceord with her
own. The nature of these representa-
tions is not disclosed, but it can be
said that the dual monarchy will de-
mand a clear explanation of Servia’s
intentions. Offieials. say that if ser-
via makes this, the negotiations will
pursue a peaceful course, but that if
not, hostilities are inevitable and the
only task of the powers will be to leo-
calize the ecomflict. The report that
Turkey will demand an explanation
of Servia’s intentions with regard to
the large quantity of war material ly-
ing at Saloniki has been confirmed.
Meanwhile Servia has arranged to
proeure munitions of war and stores
by way of Bulgaria, but pressute will
be brought to bear on Turkey to pre-
vent the passage of military supplies
through the Pardanelles.
Servia Must Explain,

Vienna, March 16.—During the de-
bate in the lower house of the Aus-
{rian parliament on the bill to fix the
number of new recruits for this year,
Premier- Von Bieénerth made a brief
reference to the Austro-Servian situa-
tion.

“The reply of the Servian govern-
meént to our reeent communication
did not meet with ou? expectations,”
he said. ‘““We desired in the most ac-
commodating manner to offer Servia
our hand to enable Servia to express
herself in a correspondingly clear
manner regarding the change of her
policy concerning Bosnia and Herze-
govina and in the matter of the eon-
tinwation of our economie relations,
To this definite question the Servian
government replied evasively. We
will not be able to disecuss eeconomie
questions with Servia, until we hav2
a clear and satisfactory statement of
her clear intentiowd ™ - -

NOMINATION MAY BE ILLEGAL.

Reported That Papers of A. J. Robert-
son, Nanton, Are Not Properly
Signed.

Calgary, March 17.—The nomina-
tion papers of A. J. Robertson, Con-
servative candidate for Nanton, are
irregular, and it is probable that they
will not be accepted by the returning
officer and if accepted tha tthey will
be rejected later. The election law
provides that the nomination paper
must be signed by four voters, but
Mr. Robertson’s papers were signed
by three voters and by a fourth who
was not a voter.

This is looked upon -as unfortunate
by the Liberals who are sure of beat-
ing Mr. Robertson. But on the othe:
hand it is pointed out that a candi-
date who does not know about .the
election act which he was supposed to
pass upon when a legislator, is not
competent to -represent a wide awake
constituency.

Some caces similar to this came vp
in' Ontario whete a similar law/is in
force, and the decision was that the
nomination was not legally made.

MORE RIGID INSPECTION.

Grand Brant Deals With

Brantford, Ont., March 16.—At tke
spring assizes here, a true bill was re-
turned on two indictments against -Jos.
McGuire, formerly a Grand Trunk
switchman, in the local yards, for érim-
inal negligence and manslaughter.

Justice McMahon, in his address to the
grand jury, called attention to the in-
crease in the number of lunatics in asy-
lums, many of them made up by recent
arrivals and the presence of undesirables
throughout the province.

The jury recommended that the Do-
minion government should make pro-
visions for a very rigid inspection at all
ports of entry, so that all persons of
criminal record, or unsound in body or
mind, should be prevented from enter-

ing.

WITHOUT PROOF

R. B. Bennett Fiercely Assails At-
torney-General. Political Bomb
Did Not Explode.

He
had promised to show how the Cal-
gary ele¢tion had been stolen from
him four years ago, but last night he
was compelled to leave this election
entirely alone and confine hmself to
the Gleichen by-election, which has
‘been aired and threshed out until it is
now in the ancient history class.

Yet so well did he cover his retreat
and smother up his come down in an
overwhelming wave of picturesque
language that by the time he had
reached the end of his harangue on
subject, his audience did not know
whether he' meant the Gleichen by-
election, the last Calgary election or
the ecoming election on the 22nd.

Perhaps the most serious of his mis-
representations was when Attorney-
General Cross and his relations to the
Canadian Northern were dealt with
by Mr. Bennett.

POSTAL DEPARTMENT STRIKE.

Effectively Tying Up
Services.

Paris, March 16.—The general strike
of telegraph, telephene and postal om-
ployees of the state was not fully effec-
tive this afternoon, but the men, although
at their posts, effectively tied up the
i doing little or no work. Early
this afternoon it was apparent that the
sirike was extending. Mail trains are
inadequately equipped and in  some in-
stances they had to be abandoned. It
was admitted that telegraph communica-
tion with Vienna, Geneva, Frankfort,
Berlin, Marseilles nd Milan was inter-
rupted and that there was great delwy
in communication with London. Letters
and telegrams from the provinees are not
delivered. The measures proposed by
M. Simyan have been unanimously ap-
proved by thé cabinet. The government
shows no signs of yielding, On the con-
trary, M. Simyan, under secretary of
posts and telegraphs, announces that such
a revolt on the part of the servants of
the :tate cannot be tolerated. Every
official refusing to work or disobeying the
regulations will be dismissed without
the usual appearance before a court of
discipline. There is reason to balieve
that the cabinet will forbid further meet-
ings of postal employces temporarily on
the ground that such pgatherings endan-
ger the public sérvice.

C.N.R. IN NORTHERN 'ONTARIO.

Mackenzie Will Build. Line
and Cash Bonus.

Toronto, March 16—The Canadian
Northern railway is to ask the Ontario
government for a subsidy of 7,500 acres
a mile and $3,000 cash a mile for build-
ing the extemsion of its road from Sell-
wood north of Sudbury to Port Arthfr,
a distance of 530 miles. This
3,975,000 acres and 41,590,000 cash. Wm.
Mackenzie, president <of the railway,
said tonight that he considers the terms
proposed very reasonable. He says the
Ontario government is very anxious to
rapen «ap--the--morth country ~which i«

“We indicated that if we could get
anything -reasonable we would open up
the line,” said Mackenzie, adding that
Premier Whitney hadn’t vet intimated
whether the terms proposed were satis-
factory.

Mackenzie is holding an interview
with .the premier this morning and the
government’s announcement is expected
in a few days to give the Legislature
time to diccuss the matter before the
Easter prorogation.

On behalf of the C.N.R. it is argued
that it should receive more than the G.
T. P. as it will have direct co nection
through its Sudbury-Torento line with
the older parts of Ontario, whereas the
total tendency of the G.T.P., untapped,
would be to continue the traffic an to
Montreal, Quebec and the Maritime
provinces. There is an old grant of
land and money for a road of 175 miles
around the northern shore of Lake Su-
perior which may be made to form a
part of the grant to the C.N.R.

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MORANG TEXT BOOK
ENOUIRY AT REGINA

Royal Commission Investigating the
Charges Made by F. W. G. Haul-
tain—So Far no .Evidence Has
Been Adduced to Substantiate in
Any Way Statements Made.

Regina; Sask., Mar."11—The inquiry
into the contract ‘made by the Sas-
katchewan government with the Mo-
rang Educational company, Toronto,
for the supply of 'school readers, and
the charges'made by H. W. G. Haul-
tain, leader of the opposition, againsi
Hon. Mr. Calder, minister of educa-
tion, in conneetion therewith, apened
here today before Commissioners Chief

-Justice- Wetmore and - Justice New-

lands. J. A. Allan, Regina, appeared
on behalf of the Saskatchewan gov-
ernment; I. Pitblado, Winnipeg, ap-
peared on behalf of the Morang com-
pany; and F. W. G. Haultain appear-
ed to wateh the case in his own be-
half,

Spencer Page, clerk oi the legisia-
tive assembly, was the first witness
called. -He produced copies of the
votes and proceedings of the legisla-
ture containing .a rtesolution of the
House calling for the appointment of
a royal commission and rectifying
statements made by Haultain with
reference to the contraect.

Dr. Charlton, provincial analyst
and “ chemist, gave evidence of com-
parisons made by himself of the
Morang books and sets submitted by
the Canada Publishing company, the
Copp Clark company, the W. J. Gage
& Co.,'and MacMillans and other
tenderers, as to the number of pages
in the various sets, the weight of
paper, the weight of covers, the square
inches of printing surface and so
forth.

Superiority of Morang Readers.

This evidence went to prove the
superiority of the Morang Alexandra
readers over the other sets tendered
on. For instance, Dr. Charlton *sub-
mitted figures showing that the Alex-
andra readers contain 264 more pages
than the Canadian Publishing com-
pany readers, and 248 more than the
Victorian. In weight of paper they
exceed by 13.18 ounces the, Canadian
Publishing company’s books and 17
ounces the Vietorian books. They
have over 39 square inches more cov-
er, 15.502 square inches more paper
weight, 19.10 more ounces and con-
tain 8.554 equare inches more print-
ing than the C(Canadian Publishing
eompany productions. ‘

Compared with the Victorian read-
ers they show 9 square inches more
covers, 12,019 square inches more
paper, 21.21 more ounces and contain
5,172 square inches more printing.
In giving his evidence Dr. Charlton
described in home detail the precau-
110n5_ taken to secure absolute aceur-
acy in all weights' and measurements.

No Interest in Morang Contract.

Leonard Reidbout, assistant manag-
er of -the Amerjean Book company in
New York, whe has entire charge of
the foreign-business 6f the company,
swore that the American Book com-
pany ‘had ‘mointerest, financially or
otherwise in" the Morang cr»mp':m\'.
nor in the Morang contract with the
Sahkatchewan “govérnment. In " faet
he had neverseen the Alexandra read-
ers. His company had no interest in
them whatever. The Morang com-
Pany was not in any way financed bv
the American Book company. Mobang
company had never borrowed a dollar
from them gor never asked for a dol-
lar from them. The Alexandra read-
ers were not made in the shops of
the American Book company and
there was not g penny of American
Book company capital in them. Neith-
er was any shareholder of the Ameri-
can Book company interedted in the
Morang company, nor of the Morang
company in the American Book com-
pany and the American Book com-
pany had not profited in anv way
from the Morang contract with the
Saskatchewan government,

Agreement Impossible.

In reply to Mr. Haultain, Mr. Reid-
bout said that although not a director
of the American Book company, he
kr}e\v the company had no agreements
with or were interested in the con=
cerns. Asked further by Mr. Haul-
tain whether it would not be possible
for the Ameriean Book company to
be conneeted with any other congern,
In the same line of business, witness
replied that it would not. because such
an arrangement would be c¢ontrary to
the law of some of the States. The
law of gertain States forbade any ar-
rangement, such as had been suggest-
ed, ard 'if such an arrangement ex-
isted, the American Book company
would be debarred from doing busi-
ness in many States of the Union, be-
cause if they had a financial arrange-
ment with, for example, the Morang
Educational company, they could not
make an affidavit, such as the States
required, to the effect that they did
not have any financial arrangement
with any other concern. He had seen
the affidavits made by the president
and secretary of the American Book
company to the effect that they had
no such arrangement with any com-
pany.

___ Contract With Morang.

Wilson Brainard, of New York, who
6aid his business was the making of
books, mainl yscholastic and educa-
tional, stated that he had contracted
with the Morang company for the
manufacture of the Alexandra readers.
He had no connection financially, or
otherwise, with the American Book
company, nor they with him. For the
A_lexandm series, the witness went,
his contract with Morang covered cer-
tain preparatory work at the start and
later the printing and binding and
shipping of the books. There was no
written contract covering all this. The
part of the work he performed on the
Alexandra series was to obtain draw-
ings and' photographs, have the en-
gravings of them made and assist in
what was called the layout of the
pages for the printer. He ordered the
paper and approved it when it was
dP;ivered. and he gave the order for
printing the binding and shipping.

Asked as to the prices he had

Third book, 13.267 cents per copy.

Fourth book, 13.65 cents per copy.

These were the prices paid him by
Morang for printing and binding.
He bought the paper for Morang but
Morang paid for it direect, Asked if
there was any secret undersanding of
any character between himself and
the Morang company, as to any spec-
ial rlismunt or refund, not shown by
these figures, Mr. Brainard replied
that there was not. He had been paid
by Morang on the basis of the figires
given and no discount or refund of
any nature whatever had been made.
The commission adjourned until 10
o’clock tomorrow morning.

Thursday’s Evidence.

Asked to state his opinion of a set
of four readers of the Canada Pub-
lishing Company, called the public
school reader, the witness replied
that he would hardly consider them
a set, sinee a set originally meant uni-
formity of size and the Canada Pub-
lishing Company’s books varied in
that respect. Comparing in detail
the primers of the two sets, Mr.
Brainard' summed up the (Canada
Publishing Company’s books as gen-
erally sloppy in appearance, too much
crowded on a page, illustrations poor,
covers not uniform jin gize and bound
in the cheapest possible style of cloth
its binding being practically next to
a paper cover.
As Good as The Best.

On the other hand._ hé declared 'the
Alexandra primer, both as to quality
of illustrations and lay-out of type,
as good ‘as the best set of readers he
had ever seen, and he had seen very
nearly all that were publishéd in ‘the
United States. The - Alexandra
primer was, he said, bound in the
most durable and " expensive - style
known to that class of books. Of the
two sets bhe said one- representeds a
very high typé of readers, the other a
very ordinary type. As to cost, so
far {from the Canada Publishing Com-
pany’s book being nearly twice -as
expensive to produce as the Morang
book, he would judge that the pub
achool reader cost about a third less
than the Alexandra primer. The
witness developed comparisons be-
tween the two sets of readers, taking
them book by book in their order and
concluded that in lay out and print-
ing the Alexandra set was far
superior to the other, while in the
matter of binding the Alexandra
books were more substantial than anjy
set of readers’he had ever seen in Lis
life. They were specially reinforced
by two or three processes of stireng-
thening and this precaution, while
adding to the cost of manufacture,
made them much more satisfactory,
he would think, for free distribution,
since they could be used more than
once after having been returned the
first time.

Rock Bottom Prices.

Replying to Mr. Pitblado, the wit-
ness stated that he made an unusual
effort to get a3 low prices as this class
of work could possible be produced,
and upon the representation of Mr.
Morang that he mneeded particularly
a low-priced tender in this instance.

““On account of the large volume of
work I handled I was in a position
to use, and I used, every effort which
I could to get the prices down and
get them below the current rate for
such work for that edition.”

So far as he could remember, the
following were the correct figures as
to the total quantity of books made
by him under the order: Primer 46,-
000, first reader 32,000, second reader
33,000, third reader 20,000, and fourth
reader 12,000. At all events, the num-
bér produced totalled about 160,000.

Reverting to the character of the
Canada Publishing Company’s publie
school readers, Mr. Brainard remark-
ed, in answer to the question, ‘“What
would you say as to whether they
compared favorably or not with the
readers on the other side of the line?”
“I have never geen so poorly made a
set on the other side.”

Would Have to Re-make Book.

‘“Whet would be required, Mr.
Brainard, to make this set of public
school readers a first class set?”

“The only thing yon would have left
would be your literary material. In
other words, you would have to re-
make it—the drawings, the engrav-
ings, the typesetting plates, printing
and binding.”

Plates Not the Same.

Cross-examined by Mr. Haultain,
Mr. Brainard said there was a con-
siderahle amount of resemblance be-
tween the *Nova Scotia readers and
the Alexandra readers, but it was not
cdrrect to say that certain plates used

The witness
responded that if the two sets. were
placed side by side before a body of
business men it would very .quickly
appear which had the greater selling
value. Being questioned as to the
lay-out of the Alexandra primer, Mr.
Brainard remarked that the con-
census of expert opinion was that a
child read more easily from a well
spaced page.

The Picture of a Cat.

Mr. Haultai ndrew the witness’ at-
tention to certain -illustrations in the
Alexandra primer. Asked whether he
had ever seen “A Cat like that,”
Mr. Brainard replied that he could
not say he ever did, exactly, and was
inclined to regard the picture as less
realistic than idealistic. On the
whole he regarded the pictorial work
in the Alexandra primer, although
imperfect, very much preferable to
the Canada Publishing Company’s
corresponding book. The wire stitch-
ing of the latter was, so far as his
experience went, obsolete in the Unit-
ed States;

Could Be Made in Canada.

Mr. Haultain: “Do you know any-
thing about the Canadian manufaec-
turers?”’

“Yes, to some extent; I don’t know
minutely.”

“Can these Alexandra readers be
printed in Canada?”

“It is almost impossible owing to
different conditions to establish a
comparison between American and
Canadian prices is it not?”

KINRADE MURDER

Nine Bullets Found in Body of Dead
Girl Prove that Murderer Must
Have Emptied = Revolver, Re-
loaded and Fired Again—Crisis in
Case Expected Friday.

Hamilton, March 14.—Nine bullets,
not eight or seven, as previously re-
ported, were firéed by the murderer of
Ethel Kinrade. Between the police
and the doctors who ' conducted the
autopsy, the crown is in possession of
eight bullets, .and there is one more
bullet ‘wound in the body which was
not probed far enough to recover the
lead which inflicted it. - This would
indicdate beyond doubt that the mur-
der was very deliberately and leisure-
ly done, as there is no one-hand fire-
arm made that will carry nine cham-
bers, or bullets. The weapon must
have been emptied, reloaded, and fired
again in the Herkimer street resi-
dence, unless two revolvers were used.
The nine shots are - accounted for
thus:

The police' found one bullet in a
pool of blood with a broken tooth,
one at the foot of the body, and one
imbedded in the floor that had gone
through the carpet. The doctors re-
covered five bullets from the body,
and declare there was one wound
through the heart from which the
bullet was not taken, because it had
dropped into a muscular ecavity at
the back, and would require_a great
deal of cutting to locate.

George 8. Lynch Staunton has been
retained by the Kinrade family, who
have been represented so far at the
inquest by Thomas Hobson. “I am
notifying all = newspapers,” said
Staunton “that we will hold them
responsible for the slanderous state-
ments being made about the Kinrade
family.

Miss Kinrade Shadowed.

The police working on the Kinrade
murder mystery admit that detectives
on instructions by the attorney-gen-
eral’s department, are keeping tab on
the movements of Miss Florence Kin-
rade, and that a sleuth follows her
about wherever she goes. The where-
abouts of the family is somewhat of a
secret. Even George S. Lyneh Staun-
ton, K.C., who has been tetained by
Mr. Kinrade, apparently does not
know, for this evening he telephon®d
to police headquarters.to _find out
where they were staying.

A Bad Memory.

That Florence Kinrade has a bad
memory i3 the opinion’ expressed. in}
Goderich, aftér her evidence to Geo.
T. Blackstock, K.C., in the Hamilton
court Friday night. She neglected to
tell’ the crown ‘inquisitor that she
stopped in the Bedford Hotel, in
Goderich, alone for a week .from
August 1st, 1907, to August 8th, oc-
cupying a room for which she paid
$10. There was no Miss Elliott in
evidence at that time. Nor.do they
recall any: time that' Miss Kinrade
sang in either the Knox Presbyterian
or the North « street Methodist
churches in that stown, although she
is reported to hage sung in one or the
other.

one fact they should vote straight and
strongly for the Rutherford adminis-
tration.

In conclusion Dr. MeIntyre said:
“You have a citizen of your town, Mr.
Olin, who has lived nere for seventeen
years. He is a strong supporter of the
government, and everybody knows
what «Charlie Olin has done for this
district with seli-denying activity. On
the other hand, you have a man who
has tried to spread discontent among
the people. His criticism is a person-
al criticism. When a man tries to
stir up racial prejudices I don’t think
he should be placed in a position of
power and influence. The fact that a
man comes from another country is
no disgrace to him. We are all im-
migrants in one sense of the word,
and the sooner we take the broad
principle of the assimilation of the
different peoples who come here and
make one ‘grand, united province,’
the better it will be.”

The Premier’s Address,

Premier Rutherford was well receiv-
ed, and was given a very attentive
hearing as he related the record of the
government and explained its policy.

At the outset he said: “If you came
here expecting me to denounce the
Conservative party you will be disap-
pointed. They have treated me very
kindly during the past three and a
half years, and they treated me very
kindly today, for eight Liberals have
been elected by acclamation, so that,
taking into consideration the fact that
in some constituencies both ecandi-
dates are supporters of the govern-
ment, we already have almost a ma-
jority for the new legislature.”

It had been said in Calgary, con-
tinued the premier, that the electors
had not been given sufficient time to
make up their minds as to whom they
should vate for, or sufficient time to
discuss the issues. The people, how-
ever, had been closely watching the
government, and it would not take
them long to make up their minds as
to ‘whether their record was good or
bad.

Thrust For Bennett.

The Premier then took up the speech
by Mr. Bennett in Calgary the other
night, headed by the Calgary Herald
as “Rousing truths to Calgary elec-
tors.” Mr. Bennett had said the gov-
ernment was not obtaining so much
from the C.P.R. as that company was
willing to pay, and added that it was
only during the past year the govern-
ment had taxed the main or branch
lines of the C.P.R.

As a matter of fact, said the prem-}
ier, the branch lines of the C.P.R.
had been taxed from the very first
vear of our existence as a province,
and we had already received three
years’ taxes. In taxing the C.P.R.,
we were not antagonistic to the com-
pany, ‘but he thought the C.P.R.
should be kept in its proper place and
should contribute fairly to the
nues of .the province.

When Mr. Bennett stated we

The Premier also drew attention to
the tact that Mr. Bennett and his run-
ning mate were the only two Conser-
vative candidates in the province
who were opposing the policy of the
provincial government with regard to
assistance to enable railways to be
built in the province,

Mr. Bennett had also made another
mis-statement. He said that the only
.place in London where he was able to
procure information with regard to
Calgary was the office of the C.P.R.,
and that the literature issued by the
provincial government reférred to Ed-
monton, and not to Calgary.

What in the world had that to do
with the provinecial government? The]
provincial government had not a sin-
gle agency in the old country. The
Dominion government handled all the
immigration business, and therefore
the criticism was entirely out of place.
It was a sample of the ‘‘rousing,
stirring truths” to Calgary electors.

The Premier was loudly cheered as
he made one of the best speeches of
the present campaign, and he received |
quite an ovation from the large
audience when he took his seat.

WHITNEY IN SORE STRAITS.

Assures Ontario His Government Has
Not Attacked Vested Rights.

Toronto, March 15.—Premier Wh'tney,
speaking at the Conservative meeting to-
night, warmly censured the attacks on the |
government’s power policy. He said tle'
attacks were instigated by the Toronto |

While he is politically
opposed to the man who had been

gested by the western farmers for
the position, yet he would inform the
government that they would make no
mistake in so appointing.- He ask-
ed the minister of agriculture to give
the resolution his support. Mr. Staples
complained that Hon. Mr. Fisher had
not secured a proper shade of ‘the ap-
progriations for his department.

DY. Schafiner (Conservative, Souris)
said he appealed for the appointment
of a farmer-to the board in behalf of
all the farmers of Canada. He made
4 plea for the -appointments to the
Railway Commission without regard
0 polities. It was time they had
outgrown party appointments. He
pointed out that the railWay commis-
stoners of the States were ouiside the
real mof politics, He quoted a long
array. of figures. to_show, the impori<
ance of. the agricultural industry of
Canada. . The.governmeat, he =aid,
will wake up some morning to find
that the farmers are prepaiiag to run
this country. - In-eclosing, he' asked
thatr & prdetical  farmer - be givén the
appointment. :

Dr, Clark Deplores Provincialism.

Hon. Siffhey Fisher defendéd his de-
partmeént and alaimed that some $700,-
000 had been asked for agrienlture
this year. Hon. Mr. Fisher seid that
under theh Conservative regime in
1895, $116,000 was spent on the de-
partment. Hon. John Haggart and
J. E. Armstrong followed. Dr. Clark,
Red Deer, gaid he was opposed to the
resolution -because he was opposed to
class distinctions, yet he represented
& farmers’ constituéney. “He deplor-
ed the dectionalism and the provia-
cialism he declared he had- sbserved
[fin parliatnent sitice He arrived.

Glen Campbell (Consérvative Daup-
hin) supported the resolution strong-
ly ot behalf of the farmérs, 90,000

i spggestion. was. atcepted by Mr. ..

of. whom he represented. He paid a
tribute to the memory of the Hon.
Thomas Greenway, whose value to
the commission as a farmer would
have been gréat. The produc's of
the farmers of the West, he said,
totalled sufficient for the farmers of
Canada to have a voice in the ap-
pointmen tof -a representative on the
board.

Dr. Molloy (Liberal, ‘Provencher)
warmly defendedthe govérnment.  A.
Meighen (Conservative, Portage la
Prairie) argued that the farmers’ peti-
tions' were largely responsible for the
création of the ¢ommission, on which
they should have a represenattive,
who understood the peculiar trans-
portation problems of the West: W.
M. Martin (Liberal, Regina) said the
objeet behind the resolution  was
party -capital: - There was no proof
of any mnecessity for the immediate
falling of the vacanacy. He offered
an amendment to the effect that the
post be given to the most capable
man available acqueinted with west-
ern railway conditions.

R. 8. Lake (Conservative, Qu’Ap-
pelle) favored the resolution. Agri-
culturists, he said, should have pro-
portionate = representation on the
board.

Sectionalism Must Not Be Recognized

Hon. Mr. {Graham briefly empha-
siged the view that the railway com-
missioner should be thé judge, not
the advocate of dny particular sec-
tion, and he could not approve of
various classes of the commun‘iv
asking for representation on this
board, because it .was class legisla-
tion. While «he - was - personally op-
posed to sectionalism, he' réminded
the  House that the cabinet*was made
up in this way. He had no doubt
when the appointment was made jt
will be given to g <western mgn.;  Cn
teh divisioh, | Mri Martin’s  anmend-
ment carried 94 to 54 at 1 a.m.

The Premrier this evening tab’ed
the ‘text of the waterways treaty and
a nmnider attached' thereto -by the
American Senate. It coatains no
new facts.

Supplementary Estimates.

Mr. -Fielding tabled supplementary
estimates amounting to $3,521,935,
with which to defray the expenditures
incurred during the fiseal year ~vhich
closed on March 31, 1909. These show
that a further amount of $40,000 will
be required to defray the cost of the
Cassels’ inquiry. A similar amount
is asked for to defray the additional
cost in connection with the distribu-
tio nof seed grain in the west :asi
year. There is a sum of $5,500 : -h-
ed fot to provide for the expenses of
W. L. Mackenzie King, M.P., a8 ° ras
presentative of Canada at !h"- j' ‘nt
opium conference at Shanghai. The
expenditure on the militia last wegr
exceeded the estimates Dby . $300,000
and that sum is being asked fOr .to
meet the expenses incurred = as  fol-
lows: Pay . and. allowances, $175,000;
annual drill, $105,000; transport, $125,-
000; Reyal military college, $12,500;
supplementaries icr this year, have
yet to be brought down.

“Tuesday’s Session.

Ottawa, March 16.—At the conclu-
gion of a two hour’s speech in the
House of Commons today, Hon. Geo.
P. Graham, minister of railways, an-
nounced a echange of policy-on the
part of the government in respect to
the - Intercolonial Railway. Ia. the
near future, the . present manager,
David Pottinger, will be replaced bv
a board of management of four, one
ef whom will be M. J, Buttler, de-
puty minister of railways. Although
his name was not mentioned, Mr.
Pottinger will, it is expected, be an-
other member of the board. The
third appointment will be from among
the present officials of the .I.C.R.,
procbably Mr. Tiffin, traffic manager,
and the fourth-will be selected from
the railway men of Canada. Mr.
Graham was followed by R. L. Bor-
den and Hon. John Haggart, neither
of whom were disposed to regard the
move with favor. Hon, Mr. Haggart
said such a board would not be re-
garded seriously, while Mr: Borden
said there would be four general
managers instead of one. Hén. H. R.
Emmerson, - ex-minister of  railways
who 50 spoke, did not see any
necessity for a change irom the pre-
sent gystem of management.

The attitude of the présent minister
of railways was that the I.C.R. should
be hooked-up with some transeontin-
ental railway. The trouble was that
it was now hooked up to too much
political pull. Mr. Borden c¢alled
Hon. Mr. Graham’s attention to the
establishment of a board of manage:
ment, which eame in for criticism by
the Opposition leader. He placed no
reliance, he said, in the name board
or commis y, but he did place re-
liance in the management of the
I.C,R. by business methods and the
elimination of party eontrol. He did
not see how it would be to the ad-
vantage of the I.C.R. to have four
general managers instead of .one, so
long as there was no change in the
system of management. /What the
I.C.R. needed, urged Mr. Borden, was
the application of plain, honest busi-
ness methods. Mr. Borden did not
go at length into Mr. Graham’s finan-
cial argument. He had inquired in
quarters which ought to lbe well in-
formed, and he was told that except
for . coal, -the freight rates of the
1.C.R. were no lower than other rates.
Yet,  the responsible . minister said
that ‘the reason ‘the results were not
bettér on the:I.C.R. was -beeause the
rates were so low. Mr: Borden eaid
he did not know which statement to
gecept.  Hon. John Haggart said
the country would not have confi-
dence in the board of management as
propesed by the minister.  Hon. H.
R. Emmerson, ex-minister cf rail-
ways, advocated the exiension of the
I.C.R. system.

Railway in a Rut.

In opening his speech announcing
the change in policy, the minister
said he thought the railway had got
into a rut possibly, and to get it out
was his determination. What id
wanted ‘is not a chamge of. officials,
nor dismissals, nor control by a com-
mission, for he was not prepared to
say that the crown could not manege
the railway, nor was he prepatred to
say the government should not be
directly responsible to thé people for
the railway. “Therefore, he proposcd
4 ‘board of management composed of

two of the present officials of the
Infercolomial, M. 'J. Butler, deputy
minister of railways, and a thorough-
ly experienced man from another great
railway. The board would not be an
advisory board, .but essentially a
board of management, relieving the
minister of a lot of petty detail, but
not of the responsibility.

The minister foreshadowed other
important changes. When showing
that the C.P.R. had and the Trans-
continental shortly ‘would have, their
own lines through the Maritime Pro-
vinces, he stated his conviction that
unless the Iatercolonial became the
outlet of some transcontimental rail-
way, so -as to have tlie benefit of
weatern - traffic, the Interéolonial
would become a local railway for all
time to come, He emphasized this
by declaring that the road must be
tacked on to the end of a transcon-
tinental line and further pronouticing
Strongly the necessity of building
branch or feeder lines as ‘a basic
principle of railway building. He
declared the Intercolonial must: ac-
quire and build feeders or they had
better hand the line over to some more
business-like concern.

Canada’s Railway Problems.

Hon. Mr. Graham prefaced his an-
nouncement by declaring that the
Canadian transportation problem was
of such magnitude that it concerns
not only Canada, but the world, and
commented upon the records which
show that Canadians have shown
more courageé in railroad construction
than any other nation. While the
existing ¢ircumstances do not warrant
the government launching any
schemes at present, it was certain
that the people would look forward to
much fature development. Despite
the money-spending and to be spent,
the minister had faith that the com-
merce of the future would tax %he
carrying capacity of all the roads.
In the past year the Iutercolonial had
a surplus of $16,000, which, but for the
increase. of wages, would have been
$221,000, while a considerable amount
of new rolling stock had been added
out of revenue account.

R. L. Borden said that in 1903 the
Minister of Railways had ‘based his
argument on the ground that?* the
I.C.R. would get no traffic from the
G.T.P." That was by no means the
stand- taken by the government in
1903. * The stand takea was that the
I.C.R. had all it could do,-and Hon.
Mr. Sifton had predicted what would
happen if the I.C.R. were burdened
with: all the traffic which the G.T.P.
would bring down from the West.
Hon. Mr. Graham’s attitude, he said,
was the best possible demonstration
of-absolute futility of the G.T.P. con-
tract. Apart from a few unimportant
questions and an hour given to the
consideration of private bills, today’s
3esgion. was taken up with railway
matters with special reference to the
Intercolonial.

C.P.R. Branch' Line Extensions.

The railway committee reported dn
the - Canadian Pacific bill exteading
the time for the construction of vari-
ous- lineg” in “Western Canada and
authorizing the iconstruetion of one
new line: - “As:soon as' the bill was
taken'up the:opposition was forth-
coming. :The: fight centred ox . the
proposal tovextend~the time for the
construction of the branch line from
Lanigan to Prinee Albert. Hon. Geo.
P. Graham read letters from Senator
Davis, the mayor of Prince Albert,
and the secretary of the board of trade
of that city, protesting against the
extension of time for the construction
of the branch.

W. W. Ruttan, member for Prince
Albert, said the Jline would run
through a wellssettled country, which
would make.it a paying proposition.
It. would be all right, he said, if the
company was ready to proceed at
once, but its plans for the coming
summer- are ready and they do not
include this branch. He moved that
a. cleuse be inserted compelling the
company to build 30 miles within a
year,

G. A. Magrath, of Medicine Hat,
and Dr. Clarke, of Red Deer, while in
sympathy with an effort to ensure the
early construction of railways in the
west, did not think it would be fair
to select any partienlar line for speecial
treatments.

W. D. Staples and George H. Brad-
bury said that the Liberal members of
the' commiittee had taken a dificrent
view of the matier in connection with
the discussion on the Winnipeg and
Northwestern bill. - Hed it mot been
for that they would have been inelin-
ed to support the amendment. © Mr.
Bradbury thought . the C.P.R. had
made commendable efforts to extend
its system in the west.

J. .G. Turriff agreed that the matter
should be dealt with in a general
clause compelling all railways to con-
struet a certain portion of their line
within . the first year. While he
strongly sympathized with _the people
along the proposed line, he did not
think it would be fair to make fish
of one- and flesh of the other. Inci-
dentally, he urged the immediate con-
struction of the Broom Hill branch,
in his own c¢onstituency.

The Extensions Approved.

Mr. Ruttan’s amendment was re-
jected and the clauses graating ex-
tensions to branch Hnes were adopted
without further diseussion.

They are ag follows: (a) from a point
in townships 82 to ‘34, ranges 1 to 21,
west of the second meridian, in a
northern direction into the town of
Prince. Albert, a distance of about 30
niles.

(by From a point on the Pheasant
Hills branch of the C.P.R. to 4 junc-
tion of the C.P.R. in township 39 or
40, range 19 or 20, west of third meri-

dian, in a northerly and westerly dir- |

ebtion towards Battle River, thence
westerly to a point in range 5 or 6,
west of the fourth meridian, thence
south: and west crossing the Phea-
sant Hills branch of the C.P.R. to a
junction with the Lacombe branch of
the Calgary and Edmouton railway
in township 36, 37 or 38; range 11, 12
or 13, west of the fourth meridian, a
distance of about 170 miles.

(¢) From a point on the proposed ex-
tension to the Moose Jaw branch of
the C.P.R., range 4, 5, 6 or 7, west of
the third meridian ih a westerly and
northerly direction to a junction with
the terminus of the Lacombe pranch
of thée Calgary and Edmonton railway,

(@) From a point on the Pheasant
Hill branch of the C.P.R., in range 3,
4 or 5, west of the fourth nferidian, in
a eastérly and southerly direction to a
point in township 30, 31 or 82, in

range'17; 18 or 19, west of third meri-
dian, a distance of about 130 miles.

(f) From Weyburn on the northwest
extension of the Souris branch of the
C.P.R. westerly to a point in range
30, west of third meridian, a distance
of about 75 miles.

(g) From a point at or near Estevan
in a northwesterly direction to a
point in township 9, range 22, west of
second meridian, a distance of about
100 miles.

The next clause of the bill author-
ized the eomstruction of a new line
from a point on the Crow’s Nest
branch’ to conmect with the Macleod
branch of the Calgary and Edmonton
Railway, at or near Alderside.  Mr.
John Herron protestéd’ on behalf of
the town of High River.' He moved
that High River be made the junction
point. = While this proposal was not
accepted the committee agreed to in-
sert the words: “or High River.” The
bill was- reported. Bills respecting
the Alaska and Yeken and the Kot
enay and Arrow Head railway- com-
pany were also reported before. the
committee adjourned.

AWFUL PERSIAN MASSACRES.

Acording 1o
word received here government troops,
the larger part of which are mounted,
are murdering and plundering, using
the torch atier villages have been
sacked. - The troops are reported to
have murdered many subjects of oth=r
countries, including Russians and
Bulgariafis.” The cavalry, leading’ ‘he
death charge " on the villages, rode
through the streets. shooting down .iie
fleeing inhabitants. Fleeing women
seeking refuge in the river were slain.
They were trying to swim to the Rus-
sian side. Peasants were compenad
to pile their few valuables into wag-
one and ..aen as they begged for mer-
cy were tortured and killed. One aged
man was hitched with one of his own
oxen and forced to pull lute from nis
own house. When he fell exhausted
on the road-soldiers killed him,

Atrocities more horrible than thosa
of the anti-Semitic massacres are re-
lated in despatches that reached here,
despite the censor. " The troops sare
going toward Julfa and those who are
in their path are fleeing.

Keen Rivalry Between Liners For
Honor of Reaching St. Lawrence
First.

Montreal, Que., March 16,—There
is a prospect of a lively race for first
honors for the opening of spring navi-
gation to Quebec and Montreal Dbe-
tween the C.P.R. Empress of Britain,
bound for Quebecé, &nd the Allan
linér Corsican and the Dominion liner
Canada, all of which will -arrive . in
the gulf about the same time. The
Corsican and Canada leave Liverpool
for Montreal on March 22nd, and axe
due here about the 30th. ~The Em-
press leaves Liverpool on the 23rd;
and will get here as soon as she can.
She is a much faster boat than the
other two, and it is expected that she
will catch up to them in the.g
and that a spirited race will ensue
for who can reach Rimouski with her
mails first. From Quebec up there
will also be sharp competition be-
tween the Corsican and Canada for
first honors at Montreal, which will
be the more interesting as the boats
are about of even speed. The firsi
Donaldson liner to take the $t. Law-
rence route will be the Cassandra,
which leaves Glasgow for Montreal
on April 24th, and is due here May
3rd.

A jury empanneled today by Magis-
trate J. L. Williams, of Bismarck, a
village. - near the Chanler estate,
brought in a verdict of justifiable hom-
i¢ide and Mr. Chanler was not arrest-
ed. It was on the testimony of Mrs.
Gillard that the jury chiefly relied in
finding as they did, and her testi-
mony was corroborated by her four
children, who were also eye-witnesses
of the tragedy.

A Government wWMose return is con-
sidered certain suffers invariably in
an election through ‘the confidence of
the nublic that they wil |be returned.
And the stronger and mere general
the public that they will be returned.
be re-elected the more they are liable
to . suffer from this -cause.. Private
business must be attended to on elec-
tion day as on every other," and the
busy man is tempted to think that
when his side is practically certain
of winning thére will be no danger in
his remaining away from the polls
and no nparticular reason why he
should lose the time to vote. The re-
turn of the Rutherford Government
has never been doubted by the public
generally since the campaign opened
—nor long before it for that matter.
The conviction that they will go back
to power has grown with the progress
of the campaign. This means that on
Monday candidates supporting the
Government are more than ordinarily
likely to lose votes through the con-
fidence of their friends and support-
ers that they will be elected. This a:
present is the only apvoarent danger
of the Government not sweeping the
Province on Monday by a splendid
majority.

It is the business of every electo-
favorable to the Government to do
what he can to nrevent this confid-
ence becoming over-confidence. Firs®
he should noll his own vote, and
second, he should do what he can to
get: like-minded wvoters to go to the
polls also. An election is not over till
the volls are closed, and it is the con-
tents of the ballot boxes, not the
mental approval or disapproval of the
public that makes or unsets a Gov-
ernment. However great a voter’s sym-
pathy with the Government. cause it
counts for nothing in the practical re-
sult unless he nuts it in the box in
the form of a ballot properly marked,
The supporter of the Government who
is tempted on’Monday to remain from
the nolis bﬁause he thinks the causc
is sure {o gdn whether he g%s or not
should remember that a large number
of electors are likbly fo' figure the

"same way, and that if enough of them

figure that way the Government is
lost.. The only way t6-make victory
certain is to ‘vote, and certainly the
peorest of all reason$ for neglecting
to do what one can to make it certain
is tha belief that it is certain:

WHY THE GOVERNMENT 1S
ASSAILED.

The hostility of the C. P. R. to the
Rutherford Government is easily un-
derstood. While the Government ha:
in fio way courted the antagonism oi
the company by infringement on any
of its legitimate rights or interferenc
with any proper inierest, they havsz
insisted that the ' public, too, have
rights whieh should be asserted, and
that where these rights had been
trampled on by the C. P. R. regard-
less oi law or with the consent of the
law-makers the C. P. R. must stand
the comsequences.

R was noi congidered fair by tho
Governnient that the exemption from
taxation given the: ¢ompany in it
charter should be construed as excus-
ing them from paying taxes on branch-
es built under other charters and it
some cases by subsidiary companie
under different names. This was re-
garded as 'an infringement on th
rights of the people to the extent of
thousands of dollars for every year
the lines were untaxed, and on this
principle a measure was passed and
enforced bringing them under the jui-
isdiction of the tax collector and mak-
ing them contribute to the common
fynds in just proportion.

Steps were accord-
ingly faken to carry a test case to
the privy council insisting that the

Against this measure the company
have filed no open objectiens so iar
as known, but taken with the other
regulations imposed om them it no
doubt aided im winning for the Gov-
ernment their distinguished and de-
cided disapprobation,

The company is in-the coal mining
business, too, and the eight hour bank-
to-bank law put a limit to the length
of day which it may work employees
in this department.

The Sabbath Observance Act has
been enforced, even against the C. P.
R. Formerly the corporation had oper-
ated its system and ran its trains re-
gardless of Sunday, law or no law.
Either ‘the law had to be held up or
this had to be stopped. It was stop-
ped—not, however, without action in
the courts.

To cap the climax the Government
has -had the hardihood to take meas-
ures for securing the construection of
new railway lines in the Province,
Worse, these lines are not to he built
by the C. P. R—not because the ‘C.
P: R. could not secure the same assist-
ance as the other companies, but be-
cduse the ( R. does not need ar
will not aceept the assistance. Still
worsé, these projected lines are to tap
and traverse the portion of the Pro-
vinece which the company heretofore
has been graciously pleased to con-
sider its own peculiar and exclusive
preserve, This was intolerabie,
surely.

#None of .these measures was con-

{ceived in hestility to the C. P. R.

None involves a proposal {o discring
inate against that concern or in favor
of its competitors. None infringes
any legal or moral right or interest of

due hardship on them in any way,
shape or form. The company is not
.being persecuted, nor is its usefulness
disregarded as an agency in the gen-
eral development. It is merely being
prevented irom continuing the perse-
cution and discrimination it has de-
liberately, systematically and consist-
ently shown toward the public. The
place the C. P. R. has occupied and
the work it has done in opening up
and developing the West is absolutely
unquestioned and unquestionable—
just as unquestioned and unquestion-
able as that in performing this public
service the company has considered
singly and solely its own interest and
welfare, and that.where this conflicted
with the rights or interests of the pub-
lic- has been ‘neither halted nor divert-
¢d from its purpose by that considera-
tion.

But the C. P. R. has not been used
to such treatment. Under the forme
condition of things it ran its own af-
fairs as it pleased, and where these
interfered, ran the public affairs, too.
It paid no taxes, built roads when and
where it pleased, exerted its-influence
to make one town and break another,
provided cars to haul coal from its
own mines and denied them to other
mines, collectéd from the traffic a’l
the traffic would bear, gave such ser-
vice as it saw fit, and generally con-
ducted itself with a serupulous disre-
gard of every and all interests beyond
or outside its own.

Azainst this disregard of the publ
the Government has set its hand ¥
lutely, with a large measure of suec-
cess already and: a still larger measure
in the assured iuture. That the hos-
tility of the company is aroused need
excite no wonderment. It has been
so long undisturbéd in the dream that
it was master of all' it suryeyed that
Lthe awakeéning /is jarting to it. Just
how angry it is at the inferference wit-
ness the efforts to capture a political
party in the Legislature—the domina-
tion of a convention, the shaping of a
platfonm, the deposition of a leader to
make room for one of its own officials.
The Government has asserted the pub-
lic interests and rights; hence the C.
P. R. is on the war path, It is for the
public to say which party they will
join.

THE POLITICAL SITUATION.

Absolute unanimity of opinion upon
the acts of any Government is not to
be expected. The intelligence and
varying interests of the electorate lead
to ‘divergence of  views upon “almost
every question of public policy.* The
party system encourages rather than
deters  criticism, which ié sometimes
actuated by ‘an unselfish and publie-
spirited purpose to promote the inters
ests of the state, while on the other
hand it is sometimes inspired 9y petu-
lant, fault-finding and narrow parti-
sanship, designed solely to embarrass
the Government. It was notto be ex-
pected that the Ratherford Govern-
ment which is now appealing to the
electors, would please the hypercriti-

tam]y opposition to the Government
cannot be found in the criticism of
the legislation brought down in any
one of the four sessions of the first
legislature. Though the Opposition‘
numbered but two in the House it can-
not be denied that they had all the op-
portunities that are secured to fninori-
ties by British parliamentary proced-
ure. John Pym and John Hampden
were but two members of the British
House of Commons, but the'y were
able through the privileges guaranteed
9 every member of parliament - to
rouse public opinion in- the. country
and to induee other membors -to de-
nounce the arditrary measures of the
Government of that day. Today mom~!
bers of parliament enjoy wider privil-
eges. If there had been anything es-
sentially "wrong in the legislation of
the present Government both Mr. Hei-
bert and Mr. Robertson had teason
and privilege on their side to stay leg-
islation and educate public opinion
against it. Yet ecarcely a measure
was laid on the table during the four
sessions but receivell favorable eriti-}t
cief from the Opposition. Invariably
the principles of Government bills
were endorsed and seldom was serious
fault found with the measures in de-
tail. So far as eriticism of the Gov-
ernment is a feature of the campaign
it is limited to'a very small number
of itemis in the tremendous volume. of
business transacted - during the four
years, and on such items the criticism
iz less of the ends sought than of the
means employed to attain them. Op-
position candidates in a remarkably
large number of cases disguise them-
selves as independents. Upposition
journals though galvanized inte a
temporarily hostile aectivity are con-
fronted with their own past admis-
sions that the Government’s policy
has been progressive and adaptive and
that the management of public affairs
nas been capable and thonest. With
every opportunity to criticise assured
their representatives in the Assembly
and with every desire to ecritici
abundantly manifest in the party
press the Opposition are so apparently
drumming for the sake of the noisz
as to arouse nothing of the nature of
enthusiasm among Conservatives and
nothing resembling general interest
among the electors at large.

The Rutherford government came
into power neariy four years ago. By
open declaration or by silent d“\tll«l
it is admitted by their opponests tlmti
the imitiation and control of legisi a-|
tion and the management o) public
business have been iy strong hands
and the power wisely asd judiciously
exercised.

It is not necessary to decrx:
the Conservotive party in order to
praise the achievements of the Gov-
ernment. As Premier Rutherford said
on the debate on the address last ses-
sion, the Governmment is willing to
bé judged by the. criticism of the Op-
position press and the  Opposition
party in the House. To the Goveni-
ment’s general administration and to
the volume and character of its legis-
lation there has been hardly a note of
hostile criticism until the approach o
the elections made some show of hos-
tility necessary. The united legisla-
ture adopted the Supreme Court anrd
District Courfs Acts, the Land Titles
Act, the telephone policy and the rail-
way policy. Through these measures
law reform has been secured in ad-
vance of older provinces, monopoly
and corporate aggrandizement hasbeen
“|checked, and transportation facilities
commensurate with the needs of the
growing province for several years to
come have been guaranteed. The Gov-
ernment has been particularly con-
cerned to make liberal provision ifor
the public schools tor the settlers :n
the new districts, and to assurée better
remuneration for the teaching prodles-
sion. Through a thoroughly trained
and vigilant inspecting body the Gov-
ernment consults directly with the
teachers and the local authorities, and
uses all available expert information
for the benefit of the teachers and the
public. The difficult problem involv-
ed in procuring suitable text books
f1as been intelligently disposed of. The
new readers that are provided free are,
a pronounced success. Although these
readers have been in the schools only
since last August the inspectors in
their reports to the department of edu-
cation agree in stating that there is a
marked improvement in the subjccf of
reading. - The gwants to d@ication have
Been” liberally  increased - without
trenching unduly on the revenues, and
there is zeal and determination . in
every brapeh of ‘the department of #du-
cation t¢ adopt the eystem o the pub-
lic needs, and to kindle an enthusiasm
in popular oducation that is caleulat-
ed to prepare the rising generation. for
the duties of life and the responsibili-
ties of citizénship. The expenditures
have kept pace with the devélopment
of the country and have begn adapted
to the respective needs. ‘Euaeh ycar
the expenditures on roads and bridges
and public buildings have increased.
This was necessary’ to keep up ‘with
expansion and settlement. In the be-
ginming- all public works were paid ior
out of eurrent revenue. A mew method
o} finaneing public works has beccme
necessary, and has been adopted by :

————

the “Government. * Permanent public
works, such as. large gteel ibridges,
sites for buildings are henceforth to be
charged to capital account. By this
means a larger sum than ever will
be releaged for roads, small bridges,
and repairs without curtailing the ex-
penditures on other services such as
education, agrieulture and the admin-
istration of ju-sti((‘e.

Though a few temporarily enlivened
Opposition papers may seek.to deludeé
the people by attempting to show
deficit by including expenditure on
capital with ordinary expendifure, the
attempt will be abortive, for every
school section and every municipality
in the provinee must and has resort-
ed to the same device of finance. It
is absurd to assert, as one or two Op-
position journals do, that the people of
Alberta should pay for the total cost
of the provincial telephone system in
one year, any more than the city of
Edmonton should pay for installing
the street car service in one year. Yet
that is what is done when the $1,380,-
000 that has been spent on telephonez
to date is charged against the revenue
of 1808. Ii it is"right to charge this
to any ome year, it is just as right to
add the revenue for the term of years
that the telephones will stand the use
of service.  The Government’s finan-
cial poliey in this respect. is in har-
mony with public opinion and general
practice. In Alberta developmen -is
mpre rapid than it. was indthe eastern
provinces; consequently there is re-
quired a larger.yearly expenditure for
public works in this province in pro-
portion to the population than was re-
quired in the early years of the older
provinces. Hence it is just that the
charges should be distributed over a
number of years instead of being
borne all at once. It would be unjust
to load down the pioneer with the fuil
cost of developing the Province. Let
posterity bear its share. The' admin-
istration of the liquor license depart-
ment, a dubject that is a storm-centre
of party conflict in other provinces,
has raised no hostilé ‘eriticism. The
administration of this Dbranch has
been -widely commended and praised.
The reason has been that the law was
impartially and ¢ourageously enforc-
ed. There has been effective co-opera-
tion between tite Goyernment and the
license commissioners. . The Govern-
ment, has been eager to devise.a sys-
tem that will exclude partisan consjid-
erations in dealing with the liguor
traffic, and is confident that this can
be successlully accomiplished. No
serious extension of the liquor trade
thas been permitted and the Govern-
ment hasshown sighal courage in dis-
ciplining indivigusls who have been
negligent of thé régulatiods. In the

I'management of elections the Govern-

ment has been without eriticism. The
fact that not a protest has ever been
filed against the réturn of any mem-
ber of the Alberta legislature proves
this assertion. ' Constituencies have
been fairly dealt ‘with regardiess of
their ' political complexion.~ In the
second session the ledder of the Op-
position essayed to show. that his con-
stituency was not fairly treated. ~ He
never ventured sueh astatement again.
It transpired that the minister of pub-
lic works knew more about: the con-
stituency than the member for High
River. - The south, where the large
rivers and deep coulees are, has re-
ceived a great deal more for bridges
than the morth. .The north, on the
other hand, has reeeived more for road
building. The annual expenditure in
this respect has been distributed on
the works most urgently required. On
the whole the legislative and admin-
istrative record oi the Government has
the strong approval of the publie, to
the obliteration of party lines in a
remrarkable number of constituencies.

ADMINISTRATIVE EFFICIENCY.
* The making -of laws is important
but not mork so than the execution i
the laws made. It is desirable that
laws be on the statute books provid-
ing for the peace, order and good gov-
ernment of the Provinece, but the Pro-
vince will have neither peace, order
nor good government unless the laws
are cartied into effect. The legislative
function of the Government is the
basis for its administrative action, but
it is in the quality of the administra-
tion rather than in the quality of the
legislation that good government or
bad government consists. ‘Better far
to have bad laws administered in the
publie interest that the best.of laws
otherwise administered or not admin-
istered at all. Legislation reflects a
Government’s policy, but its adminis-
tration bespeaks its real usefulness to
the public. The laws disclose the
ends, but the ends can be attained
only if the laws are supplemented by
vigorous and impartial enforcement.
The legislation embodies volicy but
policy not earried into works is dead.
The Rutherford Government may fair-
ly claim that whatthey have preachied

in lew they have exemplified in prac-

tice. -The policy which has been out-
lined in the legislation enacted attheir
suggc\tiou has ‘been the . <¢hart by
which” they have steered their admin-
istrative coutse. The management of
public business has been in thorough
accord with the principles embodied in
the measures proposed to the legisla-

ture. Laws have been passed not as
cure-alls in themselves but g¥ the wu-
thority and means by which the Gov-
ernment in aection could attain the de-
sired results. Nothing is more im-
potent than an unenforced statute. It
dgrouses ncither the terror, the admira-
tion nor the serious corfeern of “any
body. It is useless alike to restrain
wrong-doers and to promote the public
good. This it can do and does da only
when the principle or' plan embodied

!

mental machinery.
The departinent of agriculture has
been given broad epportunity for use-
fulness by the legislation establishing
the department and by the annual
provision of funds for carrying on jts
work. ‘It has met the opportunity by
steady and resolute endeavor io ad-
vance the interests of the farmers and
stockmen of the Province by whatever
means seemed most. available and
most likely to accomplish the end. Of
a total expenditure of six and three-
quarter million dollars during the past
three years and a half, more than a
million has been entrusted to this de-
partment for direct use in advancing
the farming interests.
been well spsnt. Farmers’ institutes,
breeders’ associations, agricultural
iairs and stock shows have been aid-
ed by grants. Bounties have been
paid for the destruction of wolves., War
has been carried on effectively against
‘noxious weeds. The conditions of the
beef industry were investigated with
wholesome results.

A commission in-
vestigated . the pork raising business
and ‘an appropriation has been made
for starting a farmers’ pork packing
plant. Poultry raising has’ been en-
couraged. The Federal Government
was co-operated with in providing seed
grain  last season. Stock-judging
schools and grain-judging schools have
been conducted. The Grain Act has
been enforced where it was found the
farmer was being discriminated
against in dhe. matter of car supply
Fruit experimental stations have been
established. The attitude of Mr. Fin-
lay has been consistently sympathetic
and thoroughly practical.

The Department of Public Works has
had the spending of not less thanthree
and a quarter million dollars since the
Profince was created. This money
hag gone into the construetion and re-
pair of roads, bridges, public 'build-
ings and ¢ther public works and the
management of the departmental un-
dertakings. During the past three sea-
sons 722 new bridges have been con-
structed in ‘the Province, 460 of them

then ordinary size. In 1905 there was
spent on the roads of the whole Nerth-
West Territories $54,000. Last yedr the
Pablic Works Department of this Pro-
vince wlone spent almost five times
that amount on this work. In 1905
the Territorial - Government spent
$344,000 on. public ‘works.” Last year
the Alberta Provincial Government
gpent through -the Public Works De-
partment $1,323,000. Aside from these
branches of works, a provincial tele-
phone sysiem has been brought into
existence worth' more than a million
doliars. - This money was temporarily
advanced from the current revenues
but has 'been replaced with money re-
ceived from - the sgale of telephone
bonds. In any but capable hands
this enormous expenditure must have
resuited in more or less loss, or some
braneh of the work have broken down.
Neither has occurred. The Department
is today admitted one of the most
efficiently conducted and its minister
one of the most capable business men
in Albeérta.

Law enforcement has becn ecarried
on with a firm and judicious hand.
The criminal laws have beéen stead-
fastly upheld. In no Provinet of the
Dominion and no part of the contin-
ent is life and property more securs
than in Alberta.  Laws regulating
conduct, such as the Sabbath Observ-
ance Aot, have been enforced against
corporation and individual alike, and
nowhere in the Dominion is the sub-
ject more secure from molestation in
his rights. The liquor laws have
veen administered with impartiality
and vigour. Licensed premises are in-
speeted frequently and infractions of
the law prosecuted promptly. In ac-
cord with the spirit of the amend-
ments to the law, hotel-keepers have
been required to “‘keep hotel” if they
wish' to retain licénses. The  result
has been a gratifying bettenment in
the hostelries of the country. Distriet
coutts have been -established for the
cheaper and speedier settlement of dis-
putes at law. The fee system has
been abolished and. bailif)s and pro-
cess-issuers appointéd at the ecentres
of each district. The department has
been sincerely vigilant in the assertion
of public rights and the enforcement
of law.

Not Mass Meeting.

E. W. Warner, who was the first
president of the Alberia Farmers’ As-
sociation, rose to his feet immediately
the meeting was thrown -open.

The Senator explained how the lands in
the North West were acquired by the
Dominion Government by purchase from
the Hudson Bay Co. If the Provinces
had - the control of the lands the system
of free grants to the settlers would have
to cease. The Province could not af-
ford to gi#e the land away for nothing,
while the Dominion Government could.
The Dominion Government could afford
to spend millions of dollars in \giving
the lands away.’ Every new eitizen paid
some customs duties on the clothes he
wore, the food he consumed, or the im-
plemenfs or- tools he used. In that way
every citizen of this country was a
source of wealth to the Dominion Gov-
ernment.

1f the Province had the land ‘the free
grant would have tp -cease, the settle-
ment of the west would be checked and
the ‘prosperity of the whole, of Canada
would be retarded, 1f the Province had
the land there wbuld be no large annual
grants of money in lieu of the lands. So,
in order to_get the large sums of money
needed for schools, roads and bridges,
we would have to sell the lands. Specula-
tors would thus get the land and when
the actual settlers wanted to purchase
they would have to pay dearly for it. So
long as the Dominion government con-
tinwed the Liberal policy of “the land
for the settler.”” then it was by far the
best for the Province, and for the whole
of Canada that the present system be
continued. Again, if the Province ad-
sninistered the land the Dominion gov-
érnment wuold have’ to ‘abandon its im-
migration policy. Each province would
have to have its immigration ~depart-
ment. . This would lead to disunion,
would cause confusion and would retard
settlement in the west. The Senatof
maintained that any literature that was
intended to induce settléers to come to
Western Canada should be Canadian
diterature, that any. agents sent .out to
induce. settlers to come here should be
Canadian agents; and above all.the set-
tlers brought here shorld :be' encouraged
to become Canadian citizens.

The Senator coneluded by stating that
the Dominion Government had a revenue
from the lands, timbets and coal of Al-
berta of a little more than $700,000 but
the disbursement in connection with
the same lands, timbers and codl was
over $800,000 yearly. So that the Do-
minion Government loses $100,000 year-
Iy in administrating - these lands.
