Destructive
Fire at Sydney.

-THIRTY HOUSES, CHURCH AND
. CONYENT / BURNED — FORTY
FAMILIES HOMELESS—LOSS ES-
TIMATED AT HALF ' A 'MI]cLH).\'
-DOLLARS.

Particulars have just been received
by s.s. City of Sydney of the serious
conflagration which occurred at Whit-
ney Pier, Sydney, on Wednesday last,
burning to the gréund thirty houses,
and contents, valued at $3,000 each,
and the Roman’ Catholic Church and
Convent. As a result of the ,destrue-
tien wrought, forty families are ren-
dered homeless, but fortunately there
was no loss of life réported’” The
loss is estimated - at five hupdred
thousahd dollars ($500,000). Only a
fraction“of this amount is covered by
insurance. The fire, it is - stated,

in the afternoon in the R. C. Church,
¢auséd by the burning of a live wire.
In less than an hour all the Whitney
Pier section of the town was envelop-
ed Jjn flames. There was a stiff
breeze of wind blowing at the time
in faet, our informant said the wind
blew  with hurricane  force. This
helped . the fire to ‘veach the serious
| proportions that it did.  During the
progress of the fire all traffic was at
a - standstill and the electric and tele-
phone systems were hung up. Vel-
unteers rendered yeoman service in
helping the fire companies to cope
with the blaze. At nhine o’clock when
the s.s. City of Sydney was leaving
for this port, the Whitney Pier Settle-
ment was a mass of - ashes. Some
woodwork was still smouldering but
the fire was under control, having
lasted nearly five hours.

Dntch l\ewspapermsn Interviews Dr.
Willoughby Cummings.

The Hague, May 30.—The Congress .
of th® International Council of Wo-
men, which has been in session here,
has been absolutely neutral on  all

| matters of contention,.especially suf-
| frage.

“Russia does not yet possess a na-
tional council of ‘'women,” said Mme.

{ Marie de Wachtine, a member of the
| International Council of Women, to-

day. “Some years ago one was being
organized, but "the government ob-
jected and the matter was dropped.”

Mme. Wachtine is here to: confer
with the officers of the international

| body as to ways and means of start-

ing a national council in Russia, with
statutes so altered as to overcome the

‘| objections of the reactionary govern-
|| ment.

Dr. Willoughby Cummings, of Tor-

}onto, one of the Canadian delegates,
\| and chairman of the finance commit-

‘tee of the present meeting of the in-
ternational council, in a newspaper
interview, recounted spme of her ex-
periences in a garrison town in' Ja-
pan. The people there, who were
much interested in- western ideals, re-
quested Dr. Cummings to give a lec-
ture to the Japanese officers’ wives.
In the course of the address the lec-
turer mentioned that the Canadian
government had introduced several
reforms at the request of the ‘women
of the country. The hall was crowd-
ed with women and children, who lis-

] tened with rapt attention. Immedi-

ately after ‘the lecture the editor of
the local paper called at the home of
Dr. Cummings—others also came on
the same xyission—a.nd‘ demanded
with amazed perturbation if it was
true that the Canadian government
would take official action at the re-
quest of women. In Japan, they as-
sured her, woman's voice was not
heard on public questions. ‘“Yes,”
they admitted, ‘“during the Russo-
Japanese' war.-the' women of Japan
did something in a public way. They
organized a splendid Red Cross ser-
vice, but after the war there was no-
thing more for sthemi to do.”

Dr. Cummings impressed her hear-
ers with what women could do for
the common weal, and the men left
her presence converts to the cause
and promising that they would do
all possible to spread the idea among
their friends.

“Queen Wilhelmina has taken the
liveliest interest in everything con-
cerning women’s work,” said Miss
Kohanta Naber, president of the press
committee and one of the organizers
of the woman’s exhibition. “Ever
since last Christmas I have been re-
gularly at the palace by royal com-
mand to explain every single section
of the exhibition. As the constitution-
al monarch of Holland, her majesty
has not expressed any of her. own
views on any subject, and I could not
say whether she is for or against
woman suffrage, but at least Queen
Wilhelmina has shown a. devoted in-
terest in matters affecting women.”
