As to the number of Execu­
tive members in the Legislature, he 
said the rule was elastic and the 
number varied from time to time.

Mr. Morine followed, endorsing 
strongly wliat had been said by the 
Leader of tlie Opposition, whose mo­
tion, he said, was evaded by the Pre­
mier, and had nothing to do witii the 
arguments with which the Premier 
ha<L directed himself. After dispos­
ing of the precedents put up by the 
Premier, he mentioned the Products 
Bill as a telling example of how ne­
cessary it was to have the Minister of 
Agriculture and Mines in the House. 
He said the Legislative Council was 
being used as a place of refuge tor 
defeated men and those who are fa­
vorites of the Government, whereas 
it was only intended for our commer­
cial people who are too busy to enter 
into political life. He said the Legis­
lature was never intended for P. T 
McGrath, the close friend and confi­
dence man of the Government, and M. 
P. Gibbs, the defeated politician, and 
men of strong partizanship. Ele­
ments of politics, partizanship and 
personal consideration were being 
introduced in tlie Upper House, and 
ought not to be a qualification for a 
seat there. He referred to tlie Coun­
cil there being troublesomely active.
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Badges Sold Well.
The Ladies’ of the St. John’s Am- 

julance Brigade, who with commend- 
ible patriotism, recently importèd a 
lumber of badges of the Newfound­
land Regiment for sale, were station- 
id at different parts of the city yes­
terday, and did a pretty brisk busi­
ness. A large number of badges and 
flags were Sold, and the proceeds will 
go towards the establishing and main- 
taiuence of another cot at a Base Hos­
pital for six months.

The ladies are to be congratulated 
on 'the success of the movement, and 
if there are any badges remaining, we 
hope that those who were not fortun­
ate enough to secure them yesterday 
may do so to-day. The badge is a 
pretty souvenir and are worth the 
price asked, apart from the object for 
which the sale is being held.

From the Méijgle.

Thé Sealing Fill and the Council’s 
many amendments thereto were then 
discussed and occupied a considerable 
portion of the afternoon. Tjie origi­
nal Bill had been considerably chang­
ed, but most of the amendments were 
re-amended.

Mr. Lloyd again pointed out that 
the taxation clause initiated by the 
Legislative Council, was an invasion 
of the rights of the People’s Chamber 
and of the prerogative of the .Crown. 
Under these circumstances, therefore, 
he moved that thé Committee refuse 
consideration to this amendment 
This motion passed unanimously.

Several bills were amended again 
and sent back to the Council.

An amendment to the Products Bill 
was considered objectionable. Mr. 
Morine pointed out that the form de­
feated the object of the amendment.
It was not agreed to. Later the 
Council passed the bill with this 
amendment excised.

The Council sent back the Bill re­
lating to the sale of codfish on the 
Labrador, with the intimation, that 
the amendments in their opinion did 
not destroy the usefulness of the Bill. 
Mr. Morine, the introducer of the Bill, 
rejected the amendments and moved 
that the Bill be given the six months’ 
hoist. It was so ordered.

Mr. Kent then movei: the following 
Resolution: “That in the opinion of 
this House, no sufficient justification 
has been shown; or alleged, for the 
failure of the Government to have the 
Departments of Justice and of Agri­
culture and Mines represented in this 
House, each by its proper responsi­
ble Minister, or for t(ie appointment 
of the Ministers responsible for these 
departments respectively, to seats in 
the Legislative Council. -,

In moving this resolution he said 
it would be remembered he already 
dealt with this matter, and did not in­
tend to dilate On it now at any great 
length, hut thought the time had come 
when the Ministers of the Crown 
holding such important portfolios as 
those of the Justice Department and 
of Agriculture and Mines should be 
placed in the Hotise. During the pre­
sent session many matters of much 
importance came before the House in 
which the Department of Agriculture 
and Mines was particularly interested 
and warranted the presence of the re­
sponsible head to deal with them, as 
that department was .principally con­
cerned with all the internal resources 
of the Colony, and during the present 
session the Bill relating to the con­
tract with the Nfld. Products Com­
pany, also the Bill dealing with the 
cutting and exportation of timber bed 
ome before the House. Continuing, 

he said, the Justice Department also 
should have its proper head in tlie 
House to keep in touch' with the pass- 
ng of the various measures, and 
there were evidences superabundant- 
y all throughout of the desirability 
if having that department represent­
ed. The House could not always be 
xempted from having two such prin- 
ipal Ministers, and said that it 
hould be in exceptional circumstan­

ces, if at all, that the appointment of 
those responsible Ministers to the 
Upper Chamber should be permitted, 
but they were not put there under ex­
traordinary conditions. According to 
tlie principle underlying pur constitu­
tion, he said. It is right that Ministers 
shpuld be responsible : from that 
'haniber directly to the. people, These 

men representing some constituency 
and who are seated iff Ilie House. As 
stated in the resolution there was nc 
justification given for the appoint­
ment of the present Ministers of Jus­
tice and Agriculture and Mines to the 
Upper Chamber. Both were decisive­
ly defeated at the polls last election 
when they held portfolios at the saTnc 
time. In spite of the pronouncement 
of the people they hold those port­
folios by being appointed to s.eats it 
the Upper House. This he regarde! 
as a defiance of the wishes of tin 
people. The Prime Minister couli 
have easily appointed two other met 
from their ranks who were as wel 
qualified for the positions as well a: 
tlie persons who hold them now. Hi 
then dealt with the fact that four ou 
of nine members of the Executiv 
held seats in the Legislature, whirl 
was contrary to the spirit of the con 
stitution. Concluding, lie, pointei 
out that responsible Ministers shoul 
be in the representative House,-wMc! 
was suffering bÿ their absence.

Tlie Premier said there was no jus 
tifleation necessary,- because the Gov 
ernirient had proceeded on constitu 
tional lines and were in harmony wit 
what has been done in other Britis 
Dominions for the last 100 years, an 
at- home, quoting precedents to sup 
port his contentions, though he ad 
mitted that the general principle an 
modem tendency was in accordaric 
with what was pointed out by Hi 
Leader of the Opposition.

In scanning over the lines, I no­
ticed some points of which I feel it 
my duty to make comment.

(1) “E. A." refers to the schools as 
a mere cramming place, and I would 
like to say that the system at pre­
sent in vogue, is not at all perfect, 
but it is as good as the Educational 
authorities can at present propose, 
and if “E. A.” knows of a better sys­
tem, I cannot see why he refrains 
from making a proposition.

(2) He says that, according to 
what he has read in some of your is­
sues, that the home lessons are help­
ing the teachers out. I would like 
to have that explained. If a teacher 
in one of the public schools has to 
deal with from 50 to 90 scholars from 
the A B C to the Intermediate Grade,
I would like to ask “E. A." to give his 
honest opinion and say if he thinks 
that a teacher has a moment to spare, 
even if lie has nothing to do by day, 
but correct home lessons and give 
explanation on lessons for the coming 
night.

(3) Mr. “E. A.” wants toknowif it is 
true “that the children with educated 
parents get through their lessons bet­
ter than the children with uneducated 
ones.” I would like to say, Mr. Edi­
tor that the reverse occurs just as 
often, and I would almost venture to 
say, that the child of the uneducated 
parent, is the better of the two.

I think, Sir, a little illustration 
ivill prove that. The teacher gives a 
•lass an explanation on a certain les­
son in school. He has not time to 
test them on that lesson in school, 
but lie gives the class the lesson to do 
in the night. In the morning all tire 
scholars have the lesson done. When 
that lesson is corrected he finds that 
the educated parent’s child has the 
lesson done better than the uneduca­
ted parent’s child, but, when they re­
ceive a test on that lesson in school, 
he finds that the uneducated parent’s 
child can do it better than the other. 
This shows that the work was done 
for the educated parent’s child home, 
while the other did it himself.

(4) He also says: “That he doesn’t 
intend to pay the teacher and do the 
vork himself." I wonder, Mr. Edi­
tor, dogs “E. A " think that tin*, 
teachers of this Colony want him or 
tnybody else to do their work. I do 
lot believe they do, and I do believe, 
3ir, tiiat the teachers have a strenu- 
)us work to perform which the, ma- 
’ority of them are doing creditabiy. 
\nd as to paying the teachers, I 
would like to say this, I expect if they 
were getting as much salary as “K. 
X.” they would do their work better, 
because to tell the truth, I cannot 
see what is keeping so many of them 
in the profession.

Lloyd George has opened his cam­

paign as Minister of Munitions in 
Manchester, his native city, which is 
the centre of the great engineering 
centre of South Lancashire, and the 
headquarters of the Whitworth Muni­
tion factories, which now constitute a 
branch of the great armament firm of 
the Armstrong and Whitworth Com­
pany.

Men are ready, their 
equipment is not, and the great Brit­
ish stroke contemplated cannot be de­
livered effectively until the British 
can throw more shot and shell at the 
Germans than the Germans can throw 
at them. No man is better fitted to 
carry on this appeal to the patriotism 
of the workshop than Lloyd George, 
and as head of the new department of 
munitions he is being put in a better 
position to make it. The grand prim­
ary objective of the campaign in Tur­
key is to obtain control over the wat­
erways between the Black Sea and the 
Mediterranean, so that Russia may 
be supplied with what she needs in 
the way of munitions. A secondary 
objective is to get out the wheat in 
South Russia which will aid in keep­
ing down prices in Great Britain.

We 
congratulate Sir Edgar oh the royal 
mark of recognition he received yes­
terday and express the hope he may 
live long to enjoy his honors.

Empress Boots, ITALIAN PREPARATIONS.

An influential Italian who has just 
left London for Rome in response to 
an urgent summons permitted me, be­
fore his departure, to read a com­
munication according to which the 
Italian Government has now definite­
ly succeeded in completing not only 
all its munition, but also its financial 
supplies. “And it may. be regarded as 
evidence of the patriotic spirit of our 
countrymen in foreign lands,” said 
my authority, “that sums amounting 
to well over ten million lira (roughly 
four hundred thousand pounds) have 
been spontaneously remitted to the 
Government authorities in Rome to 
meet the extraordinary expenditure 
involved by the present critical sit­
uation.” Since the publication of the 
now disavowed interview with His 
Holiness, the Pope and the Papal 
Foreign Secretary have gone out of 
their way to show distinction to Brit­
ish subjects. Sir Henry Howard, our 
plenipotentiary to the Vatican, has 
access to the Papal Foreign Secretary 
whenever he desires it; and I am as­
sured in a letter received from Rome 
on May 2nd that he had been twice 
conceded a reception by His Holiness 
within eight days. During that peri­
od His Holiness also received the 
Rector of the English College at 
Rome—himself before the advent of 
Sir Henry Howard an unavowel 
plenipotentiary at the Vatican, and a 
distinguished member of the foreign 
staff of a London daily newspaper, 
and of an important British maga­
zine. Vatican courtesy has also been 
extended in a notable degree lately to 
members of the English Colony in 
Rome, and to certain Anglo-Catholic 
institutions in the Italian capital.

The horse famine in London is be­
coming a costly business. Animals 
are so expensive to buy and costly to 
feed that motor traction is far cheap­
er. For the moment, however, the 
manufacturers are too busy on war 
work to meet commercial demands, 
and the consequence is that though 
the horse has ceased to be a commer­
cial proposition his days are being 
prolonged till the war is over, when 
he will be replaced by the motor. 
Islington Council has just failed to 
purchase horses at £75 each, and is 
now offering £85. It sent two lame 
horses to the mart and got £45 for 
one and £34 for the other, and these 
prices for lame animals indicate the 
state of the horse famine in London. 
Lambeth Council, which for 13 years 
has had an annual horse parade, is 
not holding the function this year, 
its stud of horses having been reduc­
ed to 37, one-lialf of the number last 
year. When manufacturers once 
more have the time to devote to com­
mercial vehicles the demand will be 
great.

THE BRITISH IN SERVIA.
I have seen an interesting letter 

written by an administrator of 'one of 
the ever-increasing number of British 
missions which are now established 
in Servia. It was sent last month, 
but it still adequately shows the con­
dition of affairs which the friendly 
visitors have had to face. They 
found large areas of the country 
stricken with typhus, the Servian 
patriarchial fashion of grouping re­
lated families In one large home- 
building Inevitably lending Itself to 
the spread of Infectious disease. 
Remedies are hard to apply. “The 
difficulties,” says the letter, "are the 
uncertainty of travelling, the scanti­
ness of roadv ~ys and of means of 
locomotion, and the absence of any 
trained executive to carry out reme­
dial measures." The Servian authori­
ties with the best will In the "world 
are unable to create out of the re­
sources of the nation the kfnd of or­
ganization which coiïid have the 
knowledge or the power to effectively 
d'eal with so large a problem, and as 
a consequence no large scheme has 
existed for the purpose of clearing 
the country from disease. The coun­
try Is now being divided into districts 
and the work of establishing hospit­
als of various sizes in various dis­
tricts is now going on. Preventive 
measures ar.e more . difficult than 
those for treating the sick. The writ­
er of the letter gives it as his opinio t

THE CRY SAVES THE TRENCH.

Paris, France, May 20.—A French 
lieutenant, now lying wounded in a 
Paris hospital, has given this ac­
count of the thrilling action In which 
he received his injury:

“We were fortifying a trench which 
we had taken. Behind a barrier ot 
sacks which blocked one end of it. 
two sentinels kept careful watch. We 
could work in all security.

“Suddenly an avalanche of bomba 
tumbled down on our heads. Before 
we could recover, ten of our men 
were stretched on the ground, dead 
or wounded, pellmell.

“I opened my mouth to urge them 
on again, when a stone from the 
parapet, torn out by a projectile, hit 
me on the head. I fell unconscious. 
My stupor lasted a second only. A 
splinter of shell tore my left hand 
and the pain brought me to.

“As I opened my eyes, weakened, 
my mind benumbed, 1 saw the ‘bo­
ches’ jump over the barrier of sacks 
and invade the trench. There we“e 
about twenty. They bad no guns but 
they carried in front of them a sort 
of wicker basket filled with bombs.

“I looked to the left. Our men had 
gone, the trench was empty. The 
‘boches’ advanced ; a few more steps 
and they were on me.

A Hero of Heroes.
“Just then one of my men, lying on 

the ground, a wound on his forehead, 
a.wound on his chin, blood streaming 
from his face, dragged himself to a 
sitting position, seized a sack ot 
grenades near him and cried out, 
Up, you dead!’

“He pulled himself to his knees, 
dived into the sack and flung the 
grenades at the group of assailants.

“In answer to his cry, three mere 
wounded men dragged themselves up. 
Two of them, who had broken legs, 
took guns and, opening the magazines 
started a rapid fire, each shot of 
which hit home. The third, whose 
left arm was inert, seized a bayonet 
with his right.

“When I picked myself up, having 
quite recovered my senses, about half 
the hostile group had been felled, the 
rest having retreated in disorder.

“All that remained was a huge, per­
spiring sub-offleer, congested with 
rage, who, leaning against the barrier 
protected by the iron shield, contin­
ued most courageously, I must say, 
to fire his revolver in our direction.

The Trench is Saved.
“The man who was first to organ­

ize the defense, who had cried, ‘Up, 
you dead!’ received a bullet straight 
in the jaw. He collapsed.

"Suddenly, the soldier with the 
bayonet, who tor some minutes had 
been crawling from corpse to corpse, 
stopped about four feet from the bar­
rier, drew himself up, dodged two 
bullets fired at him, and plunged his 
bayonet into the German’s throat.

“The position was saved. The 
wounded soldier’s sublime appeal 
had resuscitated the ‘dead.’ ”

LINERS HAVE 34,000 TONS WAR 
MATERIAL.

New York, May 19.—The Cunarder 
Orduna and the White Star steam­
ships Arabic and .Georgia, which left 
’.his port in the last two days for 
Liverpool, carried 34,000 tons of w*r 
nunitions and provisions for the Al­
lies.

Among the 10,000 tons carried on 
the Orduna were 32,000 cases of car­
tridges, 3,750 cases shrapnel, 1,169 
:ases of empty shells, 548 cases of 
brass rods, 25 cases of tungsten met­
al, three cases of copper, 120 barrels 
af sheet brass, 3,687 bundles of steel 
angles, five auto cassis, one areoplane 
tractor, 220 barrels of crude metal, 
260 barrels of nickel, 3.725 ingots of 
nickel, 383 copper cathodes, 4,100 cop­
per ingots, 400 tons of steel billets, 
488 bundles of skelp steel, 133 cases 
of infantry equipment, 476 cases of 
Uniforms, two auto truck cassis, five 
cases of rifles, four cases of motor 
cycle tires, 594 cases of leather mili­
tary articles, 44 cases of metal work­
ing machinery and eight cases of 
brass wire.

The 12,000 tons of cargo on the 
Arabic included 795 barrels of grease. 
5,407 pigs of lead, 3,370 bars of cop­
per, 5,216 ingots of copper, 400 cases 
of cartridges, 730 cases of barbed 
wire, 1.516 pieces of forgings for 
guns, 14,041 barrels of steel and 41 
automobiles.

The cargo of the Georgia included 
4,247 cases of loaded shells, 1,000 ca­
ses of cartridges, one aeroplane. 670 
reels of barbed wire, 1,940 steel bil­
lets, 786 bars of iron, 722 bars ot 
steel billets, 759 bundles of steel, 25 
cases of fuses, 12 cases of forgings 
for guns, 20 auto trucks, 643 cases of 
auto parts, 168 auto cassis, and 1.682 
barrels of lubricating oil.

Loaded shells are not likely to ex­
plode unless the fuses have been In­
serted. The fuses ate shipped in sep­
arate cases on the ships.

INTERNED FRENCH SAILORS ABB 
RELEASED BT ITALY.

Rome, May 29.—A Messina despatch 
to the Messagero says that after Italy’s 
declaration of hostilities the minister 
of war ordered the release of the sur­
vivors of the crew of the French 
cruiser Leon Gambetta, who had been 
Interned at Messina. They will be 
sent back to France.

The Leon Gambetta was torpedoed 
by the Austrian submarine U-5 in the 
straits of Otranto on April 28 with 
the loss of 662 of her crew.
