It is an astonishing record; . when
peace returns and facts can be stat-
ed more freely, it may well seem the
most astonishing record in the . war,
Perhaps it would be well if public
opinion in Allied countries were en-
abled to realise it better. But we do
not allude to it now for that purpose,
but rather fo point some of the mor-
als so admirably drawn by Sir Auck-
land Geddes in his speech which de-
serves re-reading. When we are
fighting for our lives, we have to ask
not only what we are doing, but what
further efforts the necessities of the
struggle impose on us, and what sur-
plus resources we have left to meet
them with. Sir Auckland Geddes in-
vited us still to look far ahead. We
should act, he said, “as if there were
an outside chance of finishing things
late next year, or perhaps early in
1919.” By the outside chance he
meant to indicate what we might hope
for if we did our best; the alterna-
tive was war for two years, or even
till 1920. And he added the very ne-
cessary reminder that causes only
produce their effects in this war after
a considerable interval; ‘“the greatest
effort that we can make now will not
materially effect things overseas un-
til midsummeng 1918.” It is the most
cogent argument for acting promptly.
Let us look at one or two of our
requirements. People talk gllbly
about a vast expansion of air servivce
and most of us realise ifts necessity.

SAVE FOOD!

We commend to the care-

ful perusal and thought-

ful consideration of our

readers the bulletin re-
cently published in the United States
by Mr. Hoover, the Food Controller,
which the local Food Control Board
have sent us‘and which we print to-
day. It ought to impress: upon. the:
minds of those who are still sceptical
or unconvinced the real sefiousnéss of :
the food situation  and the critical
period which the winter of 1918 wﬂll
represent. It embodies further and
more stringent regu]a.nonn concern-
ing .which the most perunent obser-
vation must be that they wbald got be
introduced if they were nof necegsary.
Therefore, as we hav,e repeéatedly said
before, it is for us, in self-interest, to
fall in line with them aecording to
our circumstances. To theé degree by
which we fail to do se will we feel
the hardship entailed whem we are
compelled to, as we assurécly will be
sooner or later.

‘We invite our readers ‘to imagine
the restrictions contained in this bul-
letin compulsorily applied to this
country. We should all be compelled
then to pass one whole day a week
without eating any wheat food what-
ever, that is to say, no bread, biscuit
or other article of food containing
flour. What would that mean to us?
Yet millions in the States have solem-
nly pledged themselves to do this. In
addition, at least_one regular meal
eyery day would have to be without
bread or biscuit in the same way. The
same thing exactly would apply to
nieat of the common varieties gpecified.
One whole day without flour, another
wlhole day without meat, every week!
This is what thousands of households .
have voluntarily accepted in the
country from which we get nearly the
whole of our supplies of those foods.
They are doing this to give food to

our. European Allies and to the sol-
diers, not to us here in Newfoundland.
Apart from the specific restrictions,
the' general advice about eating less
and wasting nothing needs no com-
ment, for it speaks and convinces for
itself. It cannot be read and remem-
bered too carefully. Half the battle is
won when the ordinary man thorough-
ly grasps the great principle contain-
ed:in it, a principle elementary to
economists but only now, under the
extraordinary pressure of the times,
lieing made plain to the world in gen-
eral. It is the principle which con-
demins waste and extravagance in
anyone as an offence against the com-
miunity, The average man has said
in ‘the past that it does mnot matter to
anyone else how much he eats, how
much he wastes, how hé spends 'his
money. The only criterion he applied
to _his mode of living was the ques-
tion whether or not he could afford it.
The: fallacy dnd selfishness of this al-
most universal view have: ‘always been
ob¥ious "to anyone who ‘spares five
minutes to think about " it: the war
has: merely - brought them out ‘and
proved them irrefutably. We will not
;t{tgmft to.-do that here for anyone
oubts it, but we will say this,
that anyone whmchecku an impulse to
eat more of any sort than he
réally requires or to throw any away,
mt only saves food but saves money
labour as weil. - And it is precise-
ly “food, money and labour that are
i to win or lose the war.

fish fear of a shortage, had gone sour
before it could be used. 'The writers
evidently thought they had a genuine
grievance.’ They would be sunprlsed
to learn that the real truth is that
they are lucky to find themselves still
outside the penitentiary. ¥
There is too much selfishness, too
much waste, too much extravagance
in this country, and it must be check-
ed. As a good instance out of many
we can select the case of sugar. There
is a general belief here that now that
the Cuban crop is ¢dming on the mar-
ket there will be no shortage. We
refer those who hold this view to Mr.
Hoover’s statements and regulations.
He knows more about the supply and
demand than anyone in this country.
There is the most disgraceful extra-

‘vagance here in sugar. We doubt if

anyone is seriously econcmising the
regular article, while the mere dis-
play of sweets and chocolates in our
groceries and confection shops is a
scandal Glancing casually at a Lon-
don'paper a few days ago,:we read an
item stating that a cenfectioner had
been fined '£50 for 'selling a few

i ounces of sweets that cost more than

7d. a pound. How much per Ih. do the
familiar brands of  chocolates sold
! here average? And how many pounds
iare sold daily?. We recommend’ the
mvestlgauou to the. Board. We know
the sale ig very large, and’ it* ‘fepre-
sents an glmost entire waste of both
sugar. and money, We doubt if an-
other city in the world can confess
the same proportionate extravagance
in this respect: as St John's. - And
.what is true of sugar is true to a less~
er..degree..of . many...other- -.commod-
ities. It is time for a change. If it

is -not--made. spontaneously it should }

be ‘compelled.. -For’ oty own part we
shonld_prefer one healthy "act of real
compulsion by the Food _Control
Bodrd:to pages of ‘advice amnd per-
suasion.

Nfld Men March
in City Streets.

That 250 men clad in khaki is a rare
sight in the streets of St. John was
evinced yesterday when this number
of meén and officers marched through
the principal thoroughfares of  the
tity .on their way from the station to
the agricultural building. The soldiers’
were Newfoundlanders who have tak-
en up quarters in the agricultural
hall and who attracted no little at-
tenition as they marched along.

There are 245 men in the ranks, in-
cluding nincty men for forestry work,
and the rest for infantry. . Captain Js
J. O’Grady is O, C. of the entire unit;
Captain J. C. Goodyear, O. C. of the
forestry company, with Lieut. M, J.
Nugent attached to the regiment;
Lieut. Thistle attached to the forestry
company and Lieut. Brehm, M.D. Both
officers and men are all Newfound-
landers. Lieut. Nugent, with the
party, is making his second trip over-
seas despite his advanced age of al-
most sixty years.

The officers in conversation with
The Telegraph yesterday gave an idea
of what Newfoundland has done in
the present war. One said that re-
cruiting was still proceedlng in the
ancient colony with much success and
that there would likely be no conserip-
tion..

London, Dec; 15 —The military ¢or- *
respondent of the Times, in a general
review of the military situation, esti-
mates that there are now about ‘150
German divisions on the western. front
and 79 on the: eastern front, but that
apparently all men between 19 ﬁnd
35 years old are being \nthdrqim
from the latter point for servxca in

@31 the west,

The writer concurs in the opmlon
that the Germans probably will try
to settle matters in the west before
Russia « recovers and America,  is
ready,~hoping to deliver a decmve
blow this winter or in the sprﬁlg
The Central Powers, he declares, are
seriously beset by want and the ex-
haustion of their reserves, so that it
may be necessary for them to strike
very quickly. At any rate, 'in his
view, a half million fresh fighting
men must be expected on the enemy
side in the west, with a correspond-
ing increase in guns and aircraft.

'I‘l}e correspondent does not think
this will be sufficient to insure a' yvic-
tory for the Central Powers, but he
argues that it must compel great ef-
forts and speedy ones by the Allies.
He points out that Gréat Britain can
extend conscription to Ireland “and

<[ raise-the age limit for serviggito 30

years, comb the'industries, and send
youths of 18 to the front. By the vig-
orous application of all these means,
the Allies, in his view, can “ecarry

| on” ‘until the' Americans arrive in

force.' ' He recognizes, however, that
“contentious legislation- must be
faced to enable such an application
of effort.”

The ¢ombined strength “of the Allies
on the western front, the writer con-
tends, is inadequate to promise vic-
tory in an ambitious offensive, and he
urges the reconsideration of ideas up-
on distant operations, instancing
Salonica, where he says there are
enough men to turn the scales in
France.

“It avails us nothing,” adds the
writer, “to occupy Jerusalem or Bag-
dad if we are unsuccessful - in the
main theatre.”
