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In the office of the Prefect of Police
in Toulon, France, not along ago, sat
a man suspected of counterfeiting,

Magnified more than fifty thous-
and times (wries Truman Stevens in
“Crime Bared by the Microscope”),
the speck of wax showed telltale
streaks of printer's ink, particles of
dust readily identified as from a litho-
graphic stone, and traces of charac-
teristic crystals of a chemical used
b'y engravers, undeniable evidence
that the prisoner’s story was a fab-
rication.

Our Smaller Brains

“The brain is more compact than it
used to be, but the size of the brain is

after mid-day. As bombing proved
quite ineffective, the cruisers opened
five.at long range. After about a cou-
ple of hours of strenuous shooting,
during’ which the Monarch had not
settled an inch, the battleships began
salvo firing. Darkness fell, and in the
radiance of a score of searchlights the
pounding continued. Having stayed
the full limit of available time, since
it was due ba¢k at Portland the fol-
lowing day, the Fleet left the flagship
and Repulse to finish the job, and
steamed away from the undefeated
Monarch. At close range the big pro-
jectiles of these two ships finally did
their work, and after twelve hours of
furious bombardment the battleship
slowly heeled over and foundered.—
Truth.

Is Russia About to
Find Her Soul?

One of the most momentous
events to have occurred in Rus-
sia since the Bolshevist revolu-
tion of 1917 is the removal of
Trotsky from the position of
President of the Reveolutionary
War Council. Lenin and Trotsky
were the guiding spirits in the
movement whereby the nation
threw off the "tyranny of Czar-
dom, to place its neck beneath a |
voke of oppression tenfold more"
onerous and a hundred fold more |
inhuman. The knout had lashed !
the backs of the people under |
the old regime, but in the name |
of Democracy, their bodies have
been racked by the pangs of hun-
ger, and their souls seared by |
intimate acquaintance w i t.h
cruelty and vice of every descrip- |
tion. By

Centuries of _oppression had
cowed the peasantry to such an
extent that it seemed inconceiv-
able that they would ever raise
a hand against their masters, |
but when at last the spirit of re-
volt broke loose, it swept all be-
fore it like a raging torrent that |
had burst the barriers which |

previously controlled it. Those ‘
who had set in motion this over- !

whelming force were animated, |
not by the sincerity and earnest-
ness of purpose which inspired |
those who strove and won for
us our cherished institutions, but |
by a spirit of destructiveness, |
and having allowed the force to
expend itself in sweeping away
the old order, they availed of the
opportunity to convince the peo-
ple that they were heaven sent
leaders who would bring them
into the land of promise.

The Russian people were not
long in realizing that they had
been duped, and that their lot,
hard enough before, had been
exchanged for ‘something in-
finitely worse. Law and order
disappeared, their most cher-
ished religious beliefs became a
byword, and the spectre of fam-
ine stalked through the land.
Unfortunately realization only
came after their leaders had se-
curely established themselves in
power, and there was nothing
that could be done to put.an end
to their reign of terror. Russia
could not even look for help
from .her neighbours, as she
had forfeited their friendship
by the flagrant violation of every
recognized principle, and by the
repudiation of her most sacred
obligaticns.

Since Lenin’s death there
have been unmistakable signs of
a cleavage in the ranks of the
Bolsheviks; and the estrange-
ment which has taken place be-
tween Trotsky, the Red Army
chief, and Zinovieff, Kameneff,
and Stalin is due to the faet
that the former openly ex-
pressed his opinion that the
Communistic theories had failed
in practice, and that it was ne-
cessary to modify Lenin’s policy.

It is impossible to believe that
a-man of Trotsky’s character
will disappear from the stage of
Russian politics without making

an effort to regain his suprem-| .

acy. The result of civil . war |
would be the weakening of both
sides, and the time would then

be ripe for the advent of

ssmtempt. Russi®’s redemption
has been long delayed, owing
largely to the character of the
people themselves, but wheh the
full awakening comes; the fate
of their oppressors will be all
the more certain and terrible on
that acc#unt.

Loss of Seaman Reported

Proceedings at the
Legislative Council

CFFICIAL SYNOPSIS.
TUESDAY, Feb. 24 (conciuded.)
HON. MR. ALDERDICE—-Mr. Presi-

dent, T should like to make a few re-
marks in reference to the Speech
from the Throne, but hefore doing so
may I offer you, Sir, my sincere con-
gratulations on the honor conferred
on you by your appointment to the
presidency of this Council. It goes
without saying, Sir, that you will
maintain the position with dignity and
credit to yourself and to the country
ot large.

Reverting to His Excellency's
Speech. Appropriately enough, fish
comes first on the legislative bill of
fare. 1t ia gratifying to know that
remunerative bri(-(‘s have been ob-
teined for last year's cutch. It appears
to me that more often than not, it is
our own fault when we fail to obtain
paying prices in the foreign markets.
Probably no other food commodity re-
ceives such casual treatment as is
accorded our codfish from the, time
it i3 taken out of the water until it

is landed in the foreign market. Sure- '

ly we have reached the time when
standardization of quality and con-
trolled market distribution are es-
sential. ‘'With proper grading and
rtrict supervision and avoidance of
seeding the markets Deyond their
joint of absorbation, therc should be
no recurrence of the conditions ob-
taining during 1923 when Labrador
codfish reached a level where it was
scarcely worth the catching.

In regard to the Humber operations, !

I hope the optimism displayed in that
paragraph of the Specch on this sub-
ject will be realized. It seems to me
a bad start has been made at the
construction end. Let us hope it will
not be repeated under operating con-
ditions.

The position of the Bell Island
miners is deplorable. The Govern-
ment are to be congratulated on the
stand they have taken in defence of
the men.

Granted, there may
he difficulties in the way of making
equitable distribution of the bounty,
it -will, nevertheless, be the means
of gptting many a vessel into -com-
mission that otherwise would within
a yegr or two be qualifying for the
hulk class because of the need of an
incentive such as this bonus supplies.
