Fire in Stratford.—The Woollen 
Mills at Stratford were destroyed by fire 
on Tuesday, the 24th inst. Some of the 
refuse of the wool took fire by hoiro 
means, and the total destruction of the 
building soon became inevitable. There 
was not much cloth there at the time, but 
such as there was, it was got out. One 
or two of the looms, a part of the spin­
ning jack and some belting, were also 
saved. But the salvage bore only a small 
proportion to the loss, the wreck being 
almost complete. The building, which 
was of frame, was three stories in height. 
It contained an engine of 25 horse power, 
a spinning jack, four looms, falling mill, 
finishing apparatus, and other appliances 
for weaving and dyeing cloth and doing 
custom -work. The total loss is estimated 
at $8000, and there was an insurance of 
only $1,500.

Injhe evening the members gave a 
grand entertainment in their new lodge 
which together with suitable ante-rooms, 
&c., comprises the who’e third storey of 
Mr. John Hogg’s new building. The 
apartments are yet in an unfinished state,

Above in an 
arch made of evergreens was a trans 
parency, on which was painted the name 
and number of the Lodge, and behind in 
a handsome gilt frame was suspended 
its Constitution.

Yesterday, at three o’clock In the after­
noon, the first Legislature of Ontario Was 
formally opened by his Excellency Lieut. 
Governor Stistcd. His Excellency enter­
ed the chamber and took his seat on the 
throne precisely at three o’clock—the 
members of the House standing until His 
Excellency took his seat.

I All the members were present with the 
exception of three—Mr. Gow, Wellington, 
8. R. ; Dr McGill, Ontario, 8. R. ; Mr. Sup­
ple, Renfrew, N. B.

Hon. M.O. Cameron then came forward 
to the foot of the throne and read the fol­
lowing announcement :—Gentlemen of 
theLegislatiro Assembly I am commanded 
by His Excellency the Lieut-Governor, to 
announce that His Excellency does not 
see fit to declare the cause of his summon­
ing you at this time, and will not do so 
until you have chosen a Speaker to pre­
side over your honourable body. But to­
morrow, at,two o’clock. His Excellency 
will declare the cause of his calling you 
together.

His Excellency then rose, and having 
bowed to the members, left the room.

Hon. John Sandfield Macdonald (ad­
dressing the clerk) said—In obedience 
to the directions of His Excellency, the 
Lieut. Governor, the duty will devolve 
on you, Mr. Gillmour, to preside over the 
deliberations of this House until the 
Speaker is elected. It is my duty on the 
present occasion, to take steps towards 
filling that vacancy ; and in doing so it 
will be my pleasing duty to propose a 
gentleman who will, I believe, be accept­
able to the House. The gentleman whose 
name I am about to submit is an old re­
sident of the country—is, T believe, a 
native of it—and is one who has bad*such 
experience in County Cr * iirs 
may in some measure qu aim for his 
position. He is a man, l ^ay gpdd, of 
sound common sense, which is, aftet all, 
a very essential qualification for a person 
filling the chair of this House. In pro­
posing a gentleman to fill that chair, I 
may memtion that those on the Treasury 
benches feel that they have taken the 
responsibility of that course. And while 
we have the honour of possessing the con­
fidence of this House—while the respon 
sibility of the discharge of the functions 
of Government rest on us, we will be 
prepared to accept our position ; we will 
be responsible for hisappointmentand for 
the management and control of the 
House ; and when we no longer possess 
the confidence of members, then, of 
course, we will not be here. Feeling 
this to be our position, we will submit the 
name of a gentleman who will command 
the confidence of the House, and who will, 
we believe, receive that confidence before 
he is long in the chair. With these re­
marks, Mr. Gilmour, I beg to propose 
that Mr. John Stevenson, Member of Par­
liament for Lennox, do take the chair. 
(Applause.)

Hon. Mr. Carling—I have, Mr. Gill­
mour, very great pleasure in seconding 
the resolution of the Hon. Attorney-Gene 
raj. 1 feel that the gentleman proposed 
will give satisfaction to the House, and 
discharge its business correctly and well.

The Clerk was proceeding to put the 
motion, when—

Mr. Archibald McKellar rose and said— 
Before that motion is put, I may say that 
I know the gentlemen on this ride of the 
House can have no objection to the nomi­
nee of the Government. We believe that 
where it is at all practicable, it is con­
venient and desirable to get gentlemen of 
experience to fill the various offices in 
connection with the House. However, 
the Government have assumed the reenon- 

j of proposing Mf. Stevenson. Tney 
have, as I understand it, taken a gentle­
man from this side of the House, repre­
senting our views and opinions—and for 
that reason I think that no gentleman on 
this side will object to the nominee of the 
Government From all I have heard of 
Mr. Stevenson, I believe him to be a good 
Reformer—that he is a highly respectable 
gentleman—and one in every way emi­
nently qualified to fill the position lie has 
been nominated to. (Applause). Of course 
lack of experience is a matter he can easily 
overcome ; and I am sure hon. gentle­
men on both sides of the House will ren­
der him all the assistance they can in 
discharging the duties of that office. 
(Applause.)

Sir Henry Smith protested against Mr. ■ 
Stevenson being claimed by Mr. McKel­
lar as a Reformer. If he thought that 
Mr. Stevenson was proposed because he 
was a Reformer, he would ask every gen­
tleman, whether Conservative or Reform­
er, to make this a test question, and try 
the strength of the Government in the 
election of Speaker.

Mr. Thomas Fergusson followed In the 
same strain. He deprecated the revival 
of party feeling, seeing Confederation 
was brought about for the purpose of al­
laying it. If they were to be asked to 
accept a man because of the party he be­
longs to merely, he would be sorry to 
stand there as a supporter of the Coali­
tion Government. They ought not to be 
called on for such a reason to vote for this 
man as Speaker who has not had Parlia­
mentary experience, but has, simply ac­
quired some necessary knowledge in a 
County Council.

Mr. Boyd, of Prescott, who sat ou the 
Opposition side, said Mr. Stevenson was 
elected not simply because he was a Re­
former, but because he was one of those 
pledged to give the Government a fair 
and impartial trial ; and as such he ac­
cepted his nomination and would support

The Clerk then put the motion, which 
was carried.

Hon. J. S. McDonald and Hon. Mr. 
Carling conducted Mr. Stevenson to the 
Speaker’s chair.

The Speaker rose and said—I return 
my sincere thanks for the honor done me 
in unanimously electing me the first 
Speaker of the Province of Ontario. I 
am not insensible to the responsibility of 
the office in which I have been placed, or 
to my own imperfections and ineiperi- 
ence ; but I rely on the kind forbearance 
and assistance of the House. In the 
performance of my duties I shall endea­
vour to act impartially and justly, with­
out respect to party or party feeling, and 
while I deem it my duty to maintain the 
honor and dignity of the House, I shall 
not fail to uphold the rights and conve­
nience of every member. Trusting our 
deliberations will be conducted with cour­
tesy, and that our acts will be such as 
will advance the interests of the country 
and promote the happiness of the people,
I again return you thanks for the honour 
conferred on me. (Applause.)

Hon. Mr. Macdonald then ijjüSil an 
adjournment until tomonWjg

lemy
to state their Intentions with regard to 
the adjournment of the House for any 
length of time.

Mr. Macdonald said that it was the de­
sire of a large number of the members of 
that the House should adjourn in order 
that they might be present at the Muni­
cipal elections. The government would 
take the matter into their favorable con­
sideration when the proposal was made.

The House then adjourned.

Distress in the South.—The 
suffering and distress prevalent in 
many of the Southern States is being 
forced upon the attention of the peo­
ple of the North. General Gilfem, 
Assistant Commissioner of the Freed- 
men’s Bureau in Mississippi, reports 
to General Ord that the planters 
of that State have no money, and can­
not borrow; that thq Freedmen re­
fuse to make new contracts: that 
“ depredations are the rule and hones­
ty tne exception ; that the freedmen 
generally believe the land of the State 
is to be divided among them ; that the 
whites are alarmed at the military 
organizations of the freedmen, and 
ask protection ; that, therefore, in his 
judgment, the civil magistrates should 
be more fully empowered to arrest 
vagrants, and that the posse should 
generally be of the color of the per­
son or persons arrested.” General 
Ord has directed General Gillem to 
go to Washington and explain the state 
of things to the President and Secre­
tary of War ; especially to : .port 
“ the absolute necessity of some pro­
vision by the government to feed the 
freedmen and avert the war of races 
in such sections as are without food.”

FIENDISH OUTRAGES IN 
DUBLIN.

CONTINUED ACTIVITY OF 
THE AUTHORITIES.

Departure of Qen. Napier 
for Abyssinia.

BY ATLANTIC CABLE.
London, Dec. 27, noon.—Another 

of these fiendish outrages which have 
characterized the operations of the 
Fenian brotherhood, has been perpet­
rated at Dublin. Telegrams from 
there received to-day, give the follow­
ing particulars :—An unusually large 
number of letters have been recently 
received at the post office at Dublin, 
directed to prominent officials, each 
one of these letters was loaded with 
explosive materials, designed to kill 
the person addressed. Several of 
them exploded before their real nature 
was ascertained ; but up to this time 
no person has been killed. One of 
the policemen of the city who receiv­
ed one of the letters, was horribly 
mangled by the explosion which oc­
curred when he opened it. It is not 
known how many of these dangerous 
missives have been despatched. Con­
siderable excitement prevails both in 
Dublin and elsewhere throughout the 
country on the discovery of thi* the 
latest Fenian outrage. The author­
ities are actively investigating, and 
will, no doubt probe the matter to the 
bottom- The London Times. this 
morning, has an editorial article on 
the Fenian question. It says that no 
less than 30,000 special constables 
have been sworn in. and are now serv­
ing in London. Tne writer calls ; In­
tention to the grave publie danger, 
and calls on provincial cities ana 
towns to emulate the precautionary 
measures of the metropolis.

Berlin, Dec. 27.—Prussia to day 
commences withdrawing her troops 
from all parts of Saxony, except the 
fortress of Konigstein.

A despatch from India announces 
the departure from Bombay of Gen. 
Napier to take immediate command 
of the troops of the British Expédi- 
tiod, now advancing into the interior 
of Abyssinia.

Paris, Dec. 27, evening.—The Pope 
has enjoined the Rothschilds against 
paying the coupons on the Italian 
bonds in this city.

Provisions of the Postal Bill.
This much debated Bill, passed the 

several branches of the Legislature at 
the late session,and comes into force on 
the 1st of April 1868. The first draft 
of the Bill underwent some modifica­
tions in order to render it more ac­
ceptable to the public, who were by 
no means satisfied with the enactments 
it proposed. Even yet it is not 
universally pleasing,since it has disap­
pointed the hope very generally cher­
ished, that any fresh legislation to 
which newspaper postage might be 
subjected would result in its total 
abolition* Sir J. A. Macdonald gave 
the reason of the government for still 
persisting in levying a tax upon all 
newspapers to be, that they wished to 
make the Post Office Department self- 
sustaining if possible. A very worthy 
aspiration certainly, and much more 
commendable if it were not so exclu­
sive ; and if the same keen desire were 
evinced with regard to every other de­
partment nobody would grumble about 
paying twenty cents a year as postage 
on a weekly newspaper. After all. the 
new law is in some respects better 
than the old one, therefore if we 
have not got all we asked, let us be 
thankful for even sflfall favors, and 
like honest Sancho say, God bless the 
givers.

In the matter of registration of let­
ters there has been a change made so 
that officers of the Post Offices u have 
power to register letters unquestion­
ably containing money or other val­
uable enclosures when posted with­
out registration by the senders of the 
same, and to impose a registration 
charge upon such letters, of two cts.’T 
It will be a difficult matter perhaps 
for postmasters to tell whether letters 
“ unquestionably ” contain money or 
not, but as the registration f ' will 
add nothing to their income pre ./ably 
but few of them will stop to make 
enquiries with regard to the contents 
of an envelope which has not been 
announced as containing something 
valuable. After the first of April 
next letters not exceeding half an 
ounce in weight will be charged three 
toents each, when paid at the time of 
posting, but if not so paid the * eiv- 
er will be charged five cents. 1 tars 
delivered at the same office v>. jrc 
they are posted will be charged one 
oe_t without regard to weight. The 
postage on newspapers has been some­
what reduced as may be seen by ' he 
following quotation. “The rate of 
postage upon newspapers printed and 
published in Canada, and issued not 
less frequently than once a week from 
a known office of publication, and sent 
to regular subscribers in Canada by 
mail, shall be as follows :—Upon each 
such newspaper, when issued once a 
week, the rate lor each quarter of a 
year, commencing on the first of Jan­
uary, first of April, first of July, or 
first of October of each year, shall be 
five cents, when issued twice a week 
ten centsy when issued three times 
a week fifteen cents, when issueed 
six times a week thirty cents, and 
in that proportion, adding one rate of 
five cents for each issue more than 
once a week; and such postage may be 
prepaid in advance from the first day 
of the quarter from which the pay­
ment commences, for a term of not 
less than a quarter of a year ; and such 
prepayment may be made at either 
the office mailing or delivery : pro 
vided, nevertheless, that Exchange 
Papers, addressed by one editor or 
publisher of a newspaper to another 
editor or publisher, may be sent by 
post free of charge.” But on all 

^newspapers by post” in Canada “ex- 
oept in the cases hereinbefore 
expressly provided for, there 
shall be payable a rate of not exceed­
ing two cents each.” It rests with 
the Governor in Council, or Post­
master General to say whether this 
rate, or the present shall be valid. 
Printer’s copy, books, pamphlets, and 
various other articles may after the 
date we have mentioned be trans­
mitted by post at the rate of one cent 
per ounce. There are various other 
provisions to which we may at another 
time refer, as also to the Savings Bank 
which has been instituted in connec­
tion with the Post Office.

Opiflu of the Ontario Legislature.
(Special Correspondent* of the Mercury.)

Toronto, Dec. 27,186"'.
The first Parliament of the Province of 

Ontario was opened to-day at 3 o’clock. 
As may be supposed, the event was look­
ed forward to with much interest, not 
only by the citizens of Toronto, but by 
every individual throughout the Province. 
Consequently the opening ceremonies at­
tracted a large number of people to the 
city, and in order to give fitting eclat to 
the proceedings, the Torontonians had 
voted themselves a hall holiday. A more 
unpropitious or unfavorable day, as far as 
the weather was concerned, could not 
have been chosen. The dull leaden fog 
of the morning changed during the fore­
noon to a steady, and often, heavy down 
pour of rain. Strangers were glad to get 
under a roof—citizens who were obliged 
to go out, hurried along at a break-neck 
pace, and the Volunteers who were called 
out to form a guard of honor to His Ex­
cellency the Lieutenant Governor, looked, 
as they hurried through the streets to 
their rendezvous, more like half-drowned 
rats than valiant soldiers. Toronto look­
ed sombre indeed, but after noon the 
weather brightened a little, and before 3 
o’clock the rain had ceased altogether.

Meanwhile, during the forenoon, 
the Queen’s Hotel and Rossin House, 
where most of the members of the 
Government and Legislature were stay­
ing, became the great centres of at­
traction for town and country politicians, 
who went to gain tickets of admission to 
the gallery, glean all information they 
could about the proceedings, see the mem­
bers from their particular localities, or 
through them scrape acquaintance with 
those from other constituencies. About 
two o’clock things began to assume a 
lively appearance about the Parliament 
Buildings, and also in-doors, and by three 
o’clock quite a large number of spectators 
were collected about the main door and 
approaches te the House. In the interim 
the Commissioners were busy swearing 
in members at the Clerk’s table. Repre­
sentatives in former Parliaments, as they 
met, greeted one another with a hearty 
hand shake. Some of the defeated can­
didates at last election were also present 
as spectators, and although no doubt they 
regretted that they were not in a position 
to take seats inside the bar, still they put 
on the best possible appearance, and chat­
ted quite gaily with old Parliamentary 
chums. One by one the members of the 
Government made their appearance. The 
Premier looked as jovial as of old, and 
wore his blandest smile as he passed from 
one member to another and gave them a' 
cordial greeting.

Very little alteration has been made in 
the Legislative Council. Members* seats 
are arranged as they were during the 
former Parliament, the ministerial bench­
es being to the right of the Speaker’s 
chair, and those occupied by the Opposi­
tion on the left. The side gallery has 
been taken out, and the end gallery en­
larged. The walls have been plainly 
though neatly papered, and a plain carpet 
covers the floor. In the committee rooms 
and other offices the work of renovation 
has hardly been completed. On the 
whole the interior arrangements seem to 
be excellent, and the alterations have 
been done with a due regard to economy, 
without, however, sacrificing appearance 
or comfort.

By three o’clock all the members pres­
ent were sworn in. We saw only three 
seats empty—one of which is ticketed for 
your member Mr. Gow, who we are sorry 
to learn was too unwell to be present on 
the first day. He and Mr. McKim, from 
the North Riding,, sit beside each other. 
Mr. Ferrier sits near the lower end of the 
third row of benches on the ministerial 
side of the House. Judging from the 
appearance of the members, our first Par­
liament is composed of a highly intelli­
gent and respectable class of men, who 
will do honor to their position and secure 
the respect of the Province.

Shortly before three o’clock two detach­
ments of the Queen’s Own and Tenth 
Royals were drawn up in front of the 
Building as a guard of honour. They 
were accompanied by the battalion bands. 
A salute was fired by the Volunteer 
Artillery as soon as General Stisted left 
his residence. He arrived in a carriage 
drawn by four horses, and was accom­
panied by his aides de camp and other 
staff officers.

By this time everything was in readi­
ness for his reception. The new Clerk, 
nervous and fidgetty, was in his place at 
the head of the table. The Sergeant-at- 
Arms was handling the maoe rather 
gingerly, and seemed in doubt which way 
to hold it. On the floor of the Chamber 
were seated the judges of the Court of 
Queen’s Bench and Common Pleas, and 
Chancery judges in their robes, Bishop 
Lynch, Rev. Drs. McCaul,Willis, Barclay. 
Ryerson and Rev. Mr. Grassett. As soon 
as General Stisted entered and took his 
seat, Hon. M. C. Cameron informed the 
House that His Excellency would not 
state his reasons for calling them together 
until they had elected their Speaker. 
This being done, His Excellency left the 
House, which proceeded at once to the 
election of Speaker.

Everything passed off well. It is true 
the officials are new to their work, and 
required a little prompting, but an 
occasional hint fro n the Premier put 
them all right. General Stisted himself 
seemed to be as innocent of Parliamen­
tary practice as the merest tyro. After 
Mr. Cameron had spqken, his Excellency 
should ai once have'retired, but he sat 
still, evidently not knowing what was 
next on the programme. The Premier 
nodded and winked to him to leave, but 
he kept his seat till John Sandfield told one 

* the Aides decamp that it was time for

Opening of the Quebec Legislature.
The opening of the first Quebec Parlia­

ment took place at 8 o’clock on Friday 
last. Nothing that could give grandeur 
to the scene was wanting. The Quebec 
Hussars escorted His Excellency, Volun­
teers lined the streets, and a guard of 
honour of the 30th Regiment, with their 
band was drawn up. in front of the Par­
liament House. Within the Council 
Chamber had assembled the elite of the 
city, and as tne clocks tolled the hour of 
three In the afternoon the he ivy guns of 
the grand battery thundered forth 
announcement of the arrival of the Lieut.- 
Govemor and his staff. The members of 
the Lower House having arrived, the 
Hon. Speaker informed them that when 
they should have elected a Speaker His 
Excellency would inform them of the 
reasons for which ho had convened the 
Legislature, and that His Excellency 
would meet them to-morrow for that 
purpose. The members of the Assembly 
then retired, and the Lieut.-Governor, ac­
companied by his staff, returned to the 
Government House.

In the Assembly on the return of the 
members from the Council Chamber, J. 
G. Blanchet, Esq., member for Levis, was 
proposed by Hon. Mr. Chaveau for the 
Speakership, and the motion was second­
ed by Mr. Dunkin, and carried unani­
mously. The newly elected Speaker ha­
ving been conducted to the chair by his 
nominator and seconder, and having 
briefly refurned thanks tor the honour 
conferred on him, the House adjourned.
