Mr. Kennedy complained of a state-

Eloe did not-care what newspapers said 80
long as they kept within the truth, bat
that was a bare-faced lie. He hoped the
‘correspondent of the World, whoever he
was, would be man enough to retract.

Dr. Walkem counld not see what the
hon. member was complaining of. There
was nothing to be ashamed of in saying
the World should be excluded from the

Mr. Smith moved the second reading
of the act to amend the. Mineral Act,
which, among other things, relieves
workmen in the mines from paying the

$5 tax. >

Hon. Col. Baker remarked that the
bill contained a number of very useful
clauses, but considerable amendments
would have to be made to it in com-
mittee. The section givéz;g miners the
right to enter upon reserved lands was a
good one, provided it was very carefully
safeguarded so as to enable land owners
to obtain redress for any damages done
to their lands by prospectors.  Clause 12
required very careful consideration, It
read: *‘ When a lode is supposed to
cross a valley or under an alluvial de-

osit, and where such lode is indicated

its appearance on the side of the

nountain leading into such valley.
any free miner upon making a
sworn statement before the min-
ing recorder or gold commissioner
of the district that there is a lode which
have indications of running through and
under such alluvial deposit, shall be en-
titled to a permit for three months to
search for such lode over the area of a
wineral claim, with the privilege of hav-
ing such permit extended, on his prov-
ing to the satisfaction of the gold com-
missioner that he has bona fide searched
for'such lode and has expended, either
in cash or labor, or both, not Jess than
one hundred dollars in such. search.
Daring the existence of such permit the
ground covered by the same shall not be
open to record by any othier miner. The
fee for such permit, and each renewal of
the same, shall be the same as the fee
for a record.” This section might enable
a man to lock up a considerable
piece of country upon getting  a
permit from the gold commissioner.
Clause 15 was another one that wonld
have to be carefully guarded to prevent
anyone ecoming i snd taking up minera]
claima for'the p ége, not of mining,
but of speculation in townsites:. The
clause read: - S

* In all cases where a mineral claim is
located upon land granted to a railway
company a8 3 government subsidy the
lawful owner of the mineral claim, after
the same shall have been crown granted,
shall be entitled -.to appropriate the en-
tire surface rights and interest in fee
simple 6f the -company in and to the
same in the manner. prescribed for the
appropriation of land in' the ¢Lands
Clauses Consolidatfon Aet, 1897°; Pro-
vided, however, that the amount awarded
for such surface rights shall not be more
than five dollars per acre. The pro-
visions of this section shall not apply to
the subsidy of any railway company
where provision has heretofore been
made as fo the price for acquiring the
surface rights to mineral claims,”

Mr. Macpherson suggested that clause
11 would require thesame care. Itread:
*¢ The lawful holder of a crown grant of
a mineral claim issued under the pro-
visions of this act shall, in cases where
such mineral claim has been located on
waste lands of the crown or on lands not

already lawfully occupied for other than

mining purposes, be entitled to receive
a crown grant of all the surface rights of
such mineral claim on é:ayment to the
government of British

sum of five dollars per acre for such land,
and of the feeof five dollars for the crown
grant.”’

-‘Hon. Col. .Baker—*‘ Yes, that will
have to be guarded in committee.” He
thought there would be some extra
amendments in committee. He had
much pleasure in supporting the second
reading on the understanding that the
amendments were made. :

‘Mr, Cotton remarked that clause 3
would work great hardship on owners of
land. In some cases the. owners might
not know till long afterwards that their
property had been entered upon by pro-
spectors. If anyone wanted to go on
private property and explore for min-
erals, he thought they shonld be pre-
pared to put up security at once.

After further debate the bill wasgiven
its second reading. »

Mr. Smith moved the second reading
of his bill to amend. the Placer Mining
Act, 1891, The chief clause is the fol-
lowing: “ Section 8 of the Placer Min-
ing Act, 1891, is hereby repealed, and
the following, inserted in lieu thereof:

In the first place tire land was leased for
fifty years, secondly the grant ineluded
the precjous metals in the land subject
to a provision of one and a half per cent.
upon the net returns from these metals
being paid to the government, and in ad-
dition $50 per annum on claims held, If
the country was opened up by this com-
pany, the mines would return a ve
large revenue. Without some suc
method as this it was very unlikely that
,Cassiar would be opened up: for a long
time. It was almost imnpossible for the
prospector to get into thecountry to-day,
but by this bill it virtually meant that
the company would “ grub-stake ”’ the
prospectors and the country would bef
examined and developed. He thought
the bill would commend itself to the
house.

Mr. Cotton was inclined to vote for the
bill 88 ,an experiment,on the under-
standing that very material changes
were made in it in commistee. ile
thought a clause should be insert-
in the bill to compel the
company to do some prospecting, and
there ghould be a safeguard against the
company locking up the land for 50 vears
and doing nothing to it. In some things
he thought the company was dealing
liberally with the province. Unless the
company was willing to grub-stake
miners he did not think they woald get
prospectors in.

The second reading was agreed to on a
vote of 19 to 9, Mr. Cotton voting with

Hon. Premier Turner moved the sec-
ond reading of the bill respecting the
anadlp.n Western Central railway. He
said it required no’ explanation.
The request for an extension of
the time for the commencement of
the yearly expenditure on the, railway
was a very reasonable one, There were
one or two clerical errors in the bill
which would have to be corrected in
committee. The preamble stated thatit
was expedient to extend the time for the
completion of the work, but that was not
intended, and the wordswould be struck
out.

Frank W. Hawley, of New York, the
first person to apply electricity to the
propulsion of canal boats, and distin-

guished as the man who harnessed the |from southern Britis

power of Niagara falls, has been examin-
ing the possibilities of the varied appli-
cation of electric power to California
mining projects. He offers the follow-
ing suggestions for the transportation of
ore by electric power and other uses of
electricity in mining development :.

Electrical science has so far progressed
as to make it possible to utilize electri-
city not only in the transportation of
persons and property upon surface rail-
roads, but for the propulsion of canal
boats upon the various  camals of - the
country. It is likewise serviceable, per-
haps to a greater extent, in the mining
districts of the Sierras, in the Cascades
and Olympic ranges., Thé application of
the power iz moving the mineral wealth
of these sections would be by the cable-
way eystem, which was successfully used
in the movement of trafic upon the
Erie - canal. The application ‘of ‘the
power in that instance was by the useof
a motor, suspended upon a cable  at-
tached to a pole line paralleling the
canal bank.

In my journey to the Pacific Coast I
came through the Rat Portageand Raiuy
river country, aleo through -the now
famous Kootenay eountry. In many in-
stances in those sections ore iy taken
from the mines, placed in rawhide and
drawn through Lhe valleys and river beds
by horees to the mills or points of ship-
ment. This is equaliy true in the min-
ing districts of the United States,
whereas it is .possible with the useof
electricity and wodern appliances to re-
duce the cost of mining very materially.

Nearly every stream of water in this
country is capable of generating more or
less electricity with great economy .and
at emall expense. This method of ac-
quiring power relieves ‘all necessity for
inel. The electric power thus generated
can be transmitted’ over most any dis-
tance and put at work operating drills,
derricks, cranes and hoisting machinery
at the mines. The output of the mine can
be placed in a suspended car of three to
five tons capacity. This car should be
attached to a motor, which is suspended
from a cable. This cable may be placed
upon a pole line or’attached to heayy
standing timber in the fofest or .on the
mountain side, and reach from the mouth
of the shaft to thequartz mill or point of
rail shipment. /Two feet below the
cabie, so adjusted,’should be placed a
second cable with the same bearing. The
traveler operated by the electric- motor
rests upon the upper cable, the lower
cable 1wakipg stboed. turns. around the
puliey operated by the electric motor.
The strain and pressure of the load is
upon the upper cable, the motive force
being exerted by the strain upon the
lower cable. In the steel cable so con-
structed is a strand of copper wire
through which.a current of electricity
passe3 to and from the motor, thus es-

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The Cassiar Central Railway to
Be Aided by the Gov-
ernment.

Extsngion of Time for Beginning
Expenditure on the Canada
Western Railway.

Two new bills were introduced by the
Premier in the legislature yesterday.
One extends the time for the commence-
ment of the yearly expenditure of $200,-
000 on the Canada Western Central rail-
way from May 1, 1896, to June 22, 1898,

The second bill is to grant aid to the
Cassiar Central railway. It enacts that
it shall be -lawful for the Lieutenant-
Governor-in-Council to grant and demise
by way of lease for the term of fifty
years, as an aid to the company, landsin
the electoral district of Cassiar, together
with all minerals, precious and ‘base,
therein and thereunder, and ‘also the’
right to extract same therefrom, with
‘and under the following conditions: |
(a.) The company shall commence and
construct its main line. of railway ac-
cording to the terms of its act of incors
poration :

(b.) The company shall within two
years after the location of its lands open
the surface thereof to pre-emption and
sale upon similar terms, mutatis mutan-
dis, as those mentioned in the ‘‘ Land
Act, 1896,”’ and . the pre-emptor or pur-
chaser, as the case may be, shall upon
complying with the regulations of the
said ‘‘ Land Act,’”’ and upon payment of
the amounts set forth in the said Act to
the company instead of the crown, be
entitled to receive from the crown a
grant of the surface of such land:

(c)- The company shall be entitled to
reserve areas not exceeding 1,000 acres
in extent in any of its blocks for the pur-
poses of townsites, and upon filing a plan
or plans thereof from fime to time in the
land registry office, and payment of the
sum of $5 per acre to the crown, shall be
entitled to a grant in fee of the lands so
reserved. :

(d.) No minerals shall be extracted,
won or got from said lands until claims
shall have been located and recorded
pursuant to the provisions ot the mining
laws in force at the time of the passing
of this act, which said claims' shall” be
held subject to the said mining laws and
the charges hereinafter mentioned.
Payment to Her Majesty in the right
of the province of British Columbia of a
royalty, tax or charge of—

(1.) One and one-half per cent. upon
the net returns of all precious metals
won or got-therefrom : : c
(2.) Fifty dollars per annum so long as
the said claim shall be held =

(8.) One hundred dollars upon each
transfer of a claim or fractional part
thereof.:

(4.) Fifty cents per thousand feet oi
milling timber, and twenty-five cents
por cord. on cordwood when e¢ut, used or
carried away from said leased lands:

(e.) The lands held by the company by
lease as aforesaid, shall be subject only
to the royalties, taxes and charges here-
inbefore and hereinafter mentioned: ° -
(f.) The lands leased to be selected by
the company in blocks of not less than
10,240 acres per block, and not exceed-
ing 10,240 acres per mile for each mile
of railway that may be consttucted;
(g.).The boundary lines of such lands
to be surveyed. by the company a -
ably with the system prescribed by‘ the
land laws of the province at the coms-
pany’s expense;

(h.) Such lands ‘shall be designated
within seven years from the passage of
this act.

2. Free miners shall be entitled to en-
ter upon the said lands, prospect and
explore for minerals, and locate and re-
cord mineral claims therein according to
the * Mineral Act, 1896,”” such mineral
claims to be held subject to the provi-
sions of the said act as to assessment
work and the royalties and charges on
all ores as set forth in sub-sections (1),
(2}, (8) and (4) of section one.

8. One equal undivided balf share or
interest in all mineral claims recorded
and held within the limits of sach lands
shall belong to-the company, and the
other moiety to the free miner so re-
cording same, as tenants in common,
subject to the observance of the terms
and conditions of the ** Mineral Act,
1896,”’ and this act.

After setting out the terms to guide
the company and free: miners, the bill
concludes with the following clauses:

11. The railway equipment, stations,
station grounds, workshops, buildings,
yards, rolling stock, appurtenances and
other property required and used for the
construction, equipment and working of
the said line of railway, and all pqrsonsl
property not hereinbefore specifically
dealt with or possessed by the company,
and itg capital stock, shall be free from
all taxation for a period of ten years
after completion of the railway.

12. There is reserved to the nse of Her
Majesty a rovalty of five cents upon and
in respect of each ton of merchantable
coal raiged or gotten from any lands ac-
quired or held under the provisions of
this act, and in any crown nt to be
igsued ‘in - pursnance of this act there
shall be contained a reservation of said
royalty: Provided that no royalty be
reserved on dross of fineslack.

Makes a Tremendous Jump in
Passenger Rates,

‘“ Oscar” Launched and Christened

What the wrecked steamer Willapa
was to the shipping interests of Alaska,
to the trade that:-flourished while she
plied on the Northern route, and to the
paBsenger rates that haveé been in vogue
for the past year or so is now clearly de-
monstrated by the action of the opposi-
tion line, the Pacific Coast Steamship
Company. That company, recognizing
itself alone in the field again, has now
adopted a new tariff, to come into effect
to-morrow, whereby passenger rates have
been more than doubled. A compara-
tive statement of what the company’s
present rates are and. those coming into
operation is as follows: ToJuneau—New
rate, cabin,. $32; steerage, $17.. Present:
rate, cabin, $15; steerage, $7.50. To
Wrangle—New rate, cabin, $25; steerage,
$13. Present rate, cabin, $10 ; steerage, $5.
To, Sitka—New rate, ecabin, $40;°steer-
age, $22. Present rate, cabin, $20;
steerage, $10. Ever since the Willa,
entered the trade in March, 1895, . the
rates have been lower than prior to her
time. The Pacific coast people, before
the coming of the Willapa,. charged $40
and $20 for cabin and steerage passage,
regpectively, to Juneau, About the
time the oppoeition boat took the field
the old line put the rate down to $20
and $10, and Iater reduced it to $15 and
$7.50, the rate that has prevailed for some
time. The illapa’s rates’ at the
time of her wrecking, and for some
time previous, were $12 cabin
and $6 . steerage to _Juneau.
No advices have been receivedrelative
to the change of freight rates to Alaska.
Those in a position to know say the rates
will very probably be advanced for the
reason that they are now exceedingly
low, the charge being $5 a ton on goods
to general Alaska points.

The Annual Convention of the Pro-
vineial School Teachers
Closed Yesterday.

The Minister of decatlon Addresses
a Packed House in the
Evening.

After three busy days of beneficial
intercourse and comparison of teaching
methods, the public s¢hool instructors of
British Columbia resume theis usual
duties to-day, the annual convention
which opened on Tuesday morning last
having been brought to a closé with a
public meeting in A.0.U,W. hall last
evening, at which the Minister of Educa-
tion delivered an interesting and prac-
tical address to a large and attentive
audience of friends and workers in the
cauge of education, The business por-
tion of- the last day’s proceedings was
somewhat brief, yet in the opinion of
many in attendance the subjects debated
were among the most important of any
dealt with auring the convention.

In the morning Miss Christie prefaced
the business with a vocal solo, and hav-
ing pleasant memories still with them of
Tuesday evening’s entertainment, the
assembled teachers declined to take up .
the formal order paper until a cordia,
vote of thanks had been passed to Mrs.
R. B: McMicking for the ice cream pro-
vided by ber at the not-to-be-forgotten
comnversaziome,

These preliminaries disposed of, Miss
Russell was called upon for her paper on
kindergarten work—a subject to which
she has given special and very consider-
able study, and with regard to which
she offered a number of suggestive ideas
that might well _be turned to advantage
in all the work of the school room.

‘What Loeal Busjnéss Men Have to
Say Concerning the Tariff
Changes.

Cigar Makers Complain of the Ef-
feets Updn Their Branch
of Industry.

" **Weagree to amend ”’ 'was the order
of the day in the long room at the cus-
tom house yesterday, Collector Milne
having been advised by the powers at
Ottawa to accept no entries after the
22nd inst. at the old schedule of im-
posts. Therefore every entry made yes-
terday bore at the foot of it a covenant
in due form, by which the importer
agreed to makefgood any differénce
which the new tariff might make in'the
rate at which the goods were . permitted
to pass. J ’
R. Jones, the collector of inland reve-
nue, however, having oniy an .- abreviat-
ed list of goods and chattels on which to
levy éxcise duty, had been favored with

" foll instructions; and these will “prob:

ably work more hardships to local peo-
ple (barring the farmers, “poor souls!)
thdn the whole array of customs duties.
These instructions, by wire, read :

“ Om spirits as defined ‘in sub-gections
A Band C of section 130, $1.90; $1.92
and $1.93 per proof gallon respectively ;
on vinegar and acetic acid, 4c. proof gal-
lon; foreign raw to when ex-ware-
housed for use in tobacco and- cigar
factories, unstemmed, "10c. ‘per - 1b.;

Victoria. business men,
being importers rather than manufac-
turers, entire satisfaction is  expressed
with the tariff with some exceptions,-in-
cluding the rice mills and the cigar man-
ufacturers. The former is, to all,intents
and purpeses, wiped outcompletely, and
the latter feel that thefv have been sacri-
ficed to the interests of the large Eastern
eoncerns. s

In discussing the sugar duties a lead-
ing wharf street wholesaler gave it as his
opinion that the very slight reduction on
theimpeorted article would not benefit
the consumer-ane iota,.as for some years
©China sugar has been 86ld in Victoria at
an absolute loss. The present change
will cut into the profits of therefineries;
as under the old tariff refined sugar paid
$1.14 per hundred pounds, while theraw
article was taxed 50 cente, which left 64
cents to the refinery for treatment, and
No. 16, Dutch standard sugar, cost, from
30 to 40 cents: per 100 to treat. This
margin of 64 cents is, by the new sche-
dule, cut to 50 cents, which still: leaves,
what the merchant thought, a fair .per-
centage of profit. -

With respect to flour the miller’s posi-
tion was practically unchanged, and the
only one who would have a kick would
be the farmer.

T. B. Hall, of the Victoria Rice Mills,
eould only describe the changes as af-
fecting the flouring industry as a’ stand-
off. Owing to the meagre information
at hand, it was hardly safe to express a
more definite opinion. The rice-grind-
ing industry, if the information was cor-
rect, had been killed as dead as a door
uail,

Mr, D. R. Ker, of the Brackman & Ker
Milling Co., stateéd that if the changes as
published were correct he could not com-
plain. ““ To my mind it Jooked like a
slap at the ‘farmers, and I can’t under-
stand it. . This certainly was not the al-
teration that had been looked for, in
view of what was said by Liberals during
the last campaign. Perhaps the govern-
.ment think they will make it up by giv-
ing the farmers free binder twine,”” Mr.
Ker remarked with a broad smile.

** Corn has very properly been placed

on the free list,”’ continued Mr. Ker,
‘‘and this to a full extent as far as Brit-
ish Columbia farmers are - concerned,
will more than make up the reduction
on wheat.

A Promising Fiéld for the Develop-
ment of a Prosperous Min-
ing District.

“As promised in my previous letter, I
will now give'a short description of the
Quamichan mountains and” the mineral
veins traversing them.

A WONDERFLL MINE.

No Less Thin Ten Ledges Appear on
* the Twin Mine Ains-
worth.

Two Different Kinds of Ore Found
on the Property—A Great
Showing. )

The fact was noted-in our Kaslo cor-
réspondence some days ago that A. W.
Morris, of Montreal, had bonded for
$35,000 from J. B, M¢Arthar and D. F.
Stroebeck the Twin mining claim near

The Famous Duel Between Chevalier
Pini.and a Skilled Parisian
Duelist.

It Was a Desperate Struggle, But
Ended in the Usual
French Way. :

On the very same day that the Cor-
bett-Fitzeimmons match was fought at
Carson’ City, English fashion, the
Parigians enjoyed a famous fight, French
fashion, in the duel between the great
Ttalian fencing master, the Chevalier
Pini, and M. Thomeguex, & reniowned
Parisian swordsman. A brief mention
of the affair was eabled to the news-
papers here, in which it was treated
rather Jightly; but in reality it was a
desperate fight,” in * which marvelous
phases of fencing Were displayed. 'It
was'a nine-bout battle, and lasted more
than forty tninutes. Its semi-interna-
tional character gave it congiderable ad-
ditional interest. It wae witnessed by a
host of sight-geers, all gathered near the
stand of the Saint-Ouen race course...In
the  crowd - were many photographers
ing snap shots, and one of them had
a kinetoscope, which took in the combat
from start to finish, just as in the case
of Corbett and Fitzsimmons. The cause
of the duel was trivial, and it is now ad-
mitted that it was a case of mistaken
identity. G
lt, about 2 o’clock p.m. the principals,
with their seconds and surgeons, arrived.
ini was first wpon the ground. He a
peared to be delighted;,- and warmly
shook the hands of many friends, while
the photographers opened fire upon him,
taking bim in froat, in the rear, and .on
the flank. Tmmediately afterward Tho-
meguex appeared. He was smiling, and,
like Pini, greeted his friends, while the
snap-shooters aimed at him. i
The grave responsibility of directing
the combat, or, in other words, acting as
referee, fell upon M. Georges Breitt-
mayer. When the swords were crossed
and the usual * Go, gentlemen!” .was
pronounced, the fight began, M.Thome-
guex, in a threatening style, held his
weapon well in line, and, advancing,
made severalfeints for an opening. - M.
Pini remained on the deiensive, ‘evi-
dently watching for a chance foradeadly
riposte, but fortune did mot favor him.
Nevertheless, in this bout he disarmed
his adversary. He saluted; his salute
was returned, and the battle was renew-
ed with vigor. Evidently the men were
evenly matched. The second bout was
without ineident, beyond giving an ex-
hibition of splendid swordmanship.

In the third bout, Thomeguex, fancy-
ing that he had wounded Pini in the
arm, lowered his weapon. The sur-
geons rushed in and found that Pini was
not touched.

The fourth bout was furious. With
lightning rapidity Pini drove his weapon
at ‘Thomeguex’s chest; but a vigorous
arry sent it to ‘the gronnd. The point
anded on a stone.’ The sword was bent
like a reed and rendered worthless.

In the sixth bout the fight was stop-
ped by the seconds, who believed that
M. Pini was wounded in the arm. He
was unhurt. : :

The duelists now faced each other for
the seventh bout. They bounded at
each other, lunging ‘with wonderful
force and parrying with equal skill, until
the point of Pini’s’ weapon reached the
guard of Thomeguex’s, and, for the sec-
ond  time, the former’s weapon was

nt. .
After a little time it was repaired, and
the eighth bout' was begun with furious
attacks on the part 6f Thomeguex. Pini
gave ground, watching for a riposte.
Apparently his chance presented itself,
and he sent in a terrific thrustat Thome-
guex’s breast. Some of the spectators
shuddered, and many of them thought
the man had been run through or; at
least, badly wounded; but a parry, that
is described as ““ something marvelous ”’
by the experts who saw it, saved him,
and, when the seconds ard surgeons
rushed in, they found him unhurtand
smiling. s
In the ninth-bout M. Thomeguex was
wounded in the right cheek. He; de-
clared that it was merely a scratch, and
ingisted upon going on; but the sur-
geons insisted that the internal hem-
orrhage interfered with his breathing to
such a degree that he was in a condition
of inferiority. M. Breittmayer then
stopped the combat.
The Chevalier Pini advanced toward
M. Thomeguex and offered him . his
hand. The latter grasped ‘it, muttered
some complimentary remarks, and. the
two men left .the dueling ground .fast
friends.—New York Sun. A
