PAST AND PRESENT

With that deplorable state the speaker
contrasted the present prosperity.

surplus, without their suffering from it.

per capita amount eollected by the present
government was twenty-three cents less
than that collected by the last government.

THE EXPENDITURE.

The average expenditure during the past
three years was $1,229,000 more than
the  average expenditure  during
the Mackenzie government but there
were increased undertakings assumed by
the present government which more than
accounted for that difference. Among those
