Measures to  Suppress the
Young Czechs in Bohemia.

The Argentine Rebels Capture and
Jhreaten to Shoot Pellegrini—Cholera
Riots in Hamburg—Matabeles Ready
Faor Battle in Mashonaland—The Bom-
bardment of Rio Continued—Police
Hunting For the Anarchist Counspira-
tors in Spatn.

Buexos AYREs, Sept. | 26.—Ex-President
Pellegrini has been recaptured by the in-
surgents at Tucuman and imprisoned by
order of the Junta. There is danger of his
being shot, as the Radicals when he firsp
fell into their hands held him prisoner for
12 hours in a railroad car while telegraph-
ing for permission.“to shoot him. On his
release they anuounced their intention of
shooting him if he was recaptured.

Rebel Torpedo Boats Oaptured After &
Fight,

An exciting skirmish took place to-day
in outer roads of this harbor between some
torpedo boats which had joined the revoln-
tionists and the vessels of the Argeatine
fleet. The attack was made by the torpedo
boats, but the loyal men-of-war were pre-
pared for it and not only beat off the insur-
gent vessels, but later took the offensive
and captured the rebel boats and their
crews. The fighting between the two fleets
was very sharp for a time and many men
were killéd, including several officers. The
National Guards, who have.been mobilized,
are trooping in to-day in large numbers to
their various barracks. . General Roca is
directing operations against the rebels.

This feems Contradictory.

Loxpox, Sept. 26.—A . despatch from
Buenos Ayres, received lata to-night, says
Pellegrini met with but slight resistance at
Tucuman.

A Newspnper Suppressed.

The newspaper La Nacion of this city has
made itself offensive to the Government by
the character of the articles it has published
in regard to the Radical insurrection now
in progress in several of the provinces and
to-day an official order was issued suspend-
ing the publication of the paper for s week.
This is taken as & warning that if upon the
expiry of the period of the suspension the
paper continues its attacks upon the Gov-
ernment it will be entirely suppressed.

Serious Rumors Current

The telegraphic service to and from the
interior has been stopped and the  wildest
sort of rumors consequently gain credence.
One rumor is to the effect “that' the tele-
graph lines have been cut by the rebels in
order to prevent the Government communi-
cating wich its forcesin the field, but as
this presupposes that the insurgents have
got in the rear of the National army it 1s
not generally credited.

Another report, and a far more serious
one, is that the naval forces are likely to
declare in favor of the rebels. Should this
be the case the situation of the government
would be greatly complicated. A change
has been made in the ministry that is
deemed to strengthen the government.
Senor Cane, an ex-member of the Cabinet,
has been appointed Minister of Posts and
‘Telegraphs in place of the previous incum-
bent, who is a Radical. [t is believed that
Senor Cane is responsible for the cutting
off of telegraphic communication to the in-
terior to the public. X

BOMBARDMENT OF RIQO CONTINUES,

The Situation in Brazil Sald to Remain
Unvhanged,

Loxpox, Sept. 26.—A cable message
from the branch of a London bank in Rio
de Janeiro, dated to-day at 10 a m., says
the rebel squadron bombarded Rio again
to-day. The forts replied, after which
firing ceased. Fort Santos is still block-
aded by the rebel gquadron, otherwise the
situation is about the same,

IN SOUTH AFRICA.

Matabeles for Battle—Terrific Storm
Causes Loss of Life in the Transvaal.
CarETOWN, Sept. 26.—A despatch from

Fort Victoria says that preparations are
continued in view of the expected Matabele
attack. Natives report that the young
warriors have broken loose from Loben-
gula’s authority and that the Matabeles are
preparing for a big fight. The Salisbury
suthorities have been requisitionod for all
horses and saddlery fit for active aervice.

A terrific storm in Mashonaland and the
Transvaal wrecked the telegraph lines,
caused the loss of many lives and did much
damage. Col. Selons remains at Fort Tuli to
assist Col. Roaf, who is in command.
Colonel Ferrira has offered to supply Gov-
ernor Janiieson with 1000 Boers at a
month’s notice, their services to be given
in exchange for farms.

CHOLERA RINTS IN RAMBURG.

Efforts to Enforce Cleanliness Result in a
Fight—One Man Killed,

HaMBURG, Sept. 26.—The awful mor-
tality caused by cholera in this city and its
suburbs last year did not have the effect of
teaching the poorer classes the benefit of
having everything in a good sanitary condi-
tion, and the efforts of the authorities
to fight the disease this year have not met
with the support of the classes referred to.

#l'o.day a regular riot was caused in St.
Pauli, a suburb of the city, by the attempts
of the authorities vhere to enforce the sani-
tary ordinances, and during the fighting
a policeman was killed. .

t appears that the people in one of the
poorer districts of St. Pauli have long com-
plained to one another of what they
claimed to be the interterence of the
authorities with their way of living, and
when to-day thehealthofficials furtherinter-
fered to enforce cleanliness there wastrouble
at once. The health officials were accom-
panied by several policemen, but the latter
were powerless to prevent the crowd that
had quickly gathered from -attempting to
drive the party out of the street. Stones
were thrown and some of the officials were
quite badly bruised.

During the melee one of the rioters
was arrested, whereupon the mob turned
their entire attention to the police and
attempted to rescue the prisoner. The
crowd madé a determined rush upon'the
officer wh¢ had hold of the prisoaer, knock-
ed him down and then trampled upon and
kicked Jim with their heavy wooden
shoes. R

The situation of the official party wag
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critical, and word was hastily sent for mili-
tary aid. In the meantime the police and
health officiale were fighting for their lives.

A detachment of soldiers were sent on the
mn to ‘the scene, and they =moon
dispersed the mob. They were too late,
however, to save the policeman, who had
been trampled n‘%onr— When the crowd
dispersed he was lifted up dead and carried
to the police station. His face was unre-
cognizable and his body was a mass of
bruises.

Eolico and eight of them have already
een artested on the charge of murder.

HINDOOS AND MAHOMEDANS

Have Another Row in Oaloutta Over a
© Cow,

Carcurra, Sept. 26.—A cow going
to the butcher's to-day was peized
by Hindoos in Clive-street, and =
lively row ensued. An influential Mahom-
edan gentleman and a Hindoo jemidar
(native officer) succeeded in pacifying the
crowd, Eventually fands were raised by
the Hindoo spectators to purchase the ani-
mal. Englishmen resident here regard the
incident as significant and grave.

A Serious Rising Probable,

The Pioneer of Allahabad, referring to
the inflammatory literature emanating and
circulated broadcast by the leaders of the
cow Erot.ection movement, says these writ-
ings have already had a marked effect on
the ignorant Hindoos in Bengal, Oude, the
Northwest Provinces and Bombay. They
have not, npgnrently, had much currency
in the Punjab or Rajputna, but the propa-
ganda is of such a character that these
provinces are likely to become the scene of
operations in the sacred cause of Hindoo-
ism. Unless every precaution is taken
sudden convulsion, in comparison with
which the riots at Bombay, Rangoon and
Azimgurh, serious as they were, will sink
into insignificance, is to be apprehended.
Immediate action, The Pioneer says, is re-
quired while time yet remains to check the
growing feeling.

SITTING ON THE SAFETIY VALVE.

How the Government Hoia to Overcome
the Czech Agitation in Prague.

PrAGUE, Sept. 26.—Since the state of
siege was proclaimed in this city in “conse-
quence of the violent Czech agitation
against the Germans, which finally resolved
itself into an anti-dyvastic demonstration,
70 arrests have been -made. The restric-
tions placed upon the pe?le by military
law are rigorously enforced, and they have
apparently succeeded in restoring order.
The feeling among the Young Czechs, how-
ever, has undergone no change, and it is
only the presence of large bodies of soldiers
that prevents an open outbreak. The
censorship of the press is extremely rigid.
Policemen are posted in the office of every
opposition newspaper. It is stated the
state of siege will be extended so as to
include all towns in Bohemia that have over
10,000 inhabitants.

There have been no overt acts of conse-
quence since the establishment of martial
law, and the rioting that previously was of
frequent occurrence has entirely stopped.

The streets of the city are in the pos-
-session of armed policemen, who do not
allow the smallest gathering of the populace
under any circumstances. Even in the
case of an accident the people who attempt

"to gather out of curiosity are sternly or-

dered to proceed about their business and
not the slightest information is vouchsafed
to them. It is apparent that the
people are thoroughly cowed by
the measures taken by the Gov-
ernment. The city is iunfested with
spies and the residents, even' those who
support the Government, are extremely
guarded in their conversations. Everybody
talks 1n an undertone, fearing that what
may be said may be heard by spies and
distorted reported to the authorities, in
which event quick arrest is liable to follow.
An uneasy and suspicious feeling prevails
everywhere,

The official Prager Zeitung! in announc-
ing the exceptional measures adopted by
the Imperial Government to put down
the Czechs’ agitation, published a leading
article stating the views of the imperial
authorities. It said that the population
had been violently stirred up by a ruthless
faction, which, heedless of the future of the
people, inflamed their passions, used in-
timidation, incited the populace against
persons, institutions and nationalities;
while seeking the co-operation of the un-
ruly elements of other parties, encouraged
the latter to revolt against the authorities.
Even the sacred person of the monarch was
not respected.

Adverting to the constant disturbances
of late and the public insults offered to the
emblems of authority, the official organ
declared that the ordinary forces of Govern-
ment are no longer adequate and that the
restrictions which the law permits to be
placed on the freedom of the press, the
right of public meeting and the like con-
stitutional privileges were necessary.
Consequently the exceptional measures in
question have been put into force in Prugue
and its surroundings, for from there the
movement is ‘'directed and there the effects
of the agitation have been especially appar-
ent.

SOCIALISTS INDIGNANZ

bof. Shunders Says They Are Turning
Out Well-Yields on the Experimental
Farms—A Mammoth Apple,

Orrawa, Sept. 25.—Prof. Saunders, Di-
rector of Kxperimental Farms, has just re-
turned from a tour of inspection right
through to British Columbia. Of the wheat
yield in Manitoba he says: ‘‘In some locali-
ties the thresher is turning ouv as high as
20 to 27 bashels per acre; in others the
result is very disappointing, ranging from
4 to 8 bushels, the lower yields covering
some of the best settled districts. On
socount of the variable character of
the crop it is difficult to estimate
the ayerage {iold over the whole province,
but judging from the returns received from
different sections, it is nos likely to exceed
15 bushels per acre, Mosy of the wheat,
however, is of good quality and will grade
high. Barley has also suffered, the grain s
light and the yield lessened. The yield of
oats is better. Throughout the Northwest
Territories the crop will average.a higher
return, and in some districts the yield is
most excellent, both in quality and quan-
tity. 'This is particularly the ecase in the
Indian Head district, where the Experimental
farm is located. North of the railway line
crops are very heavy. Threshing was pro-

ressing, but only three farmers- in that
giltricn were far enough advanced to report
results. Two of these had 40 bushels and
one 32 bushels to the acre.  The average

ield of wheat for this district will pro-
Lbly be fully 25 bushels, some eslimate it
as high as 30. The wheat crop in the
Territories is good as far as Balgonie, but
becomes lighter west of this point. It is
also good for a considerable distance east of
Indian Head, but becomes lighter as it
approaches the Manitoba boundary.
. *In Manitoba the wheat crop in man
places looked as heavy as it did in the Ter-
ritories, but a careful examination of the
heads showed that a large proportion were
blank at the tip, and that the spikelets
rarely contained wmore than two kernels,
while many of those at Indian Head had
three and some four.”

THE ABERDEENS IN OTTAW,

A Warm Welcome From the Citizens of
the Capital To the New
Governor-General,

Orrawa, Sept. 26.—Lord Aberdeen ar-
rived in the city at an early hour this
morning and was driven to ‘Rideau Hall.
At 1 o'clock to-day, escorted by a detach-
ment. of the Princess Louise Dragoon
Guards, the Governor-Ggneral drove to the
Exhibition Grounds, where an address from
the City Council was presented to him..
The following was the most interesting part
of the address: /

““Apart from loyalty to the throne and
respect for a historic house (great, al-
though they are), we recognize special
claims to our welcome arising from your
own personality. We are not iguorant of
your successful career in public life, as
well as your warm sympathy and un-
tiring devotion to works of religion and
Ehilanlhropy. As viceroy of Ireland, we

now that you enamored yourself to the
hearts of the people of the Green Isle,
and by vour countenance and aid in es-
tablishing the Irish Induostrial Association,
founded amongst others by your iltustrious
consort, vou still further riveted their
respect and affection. Nor are we ignorant
of the esteem in which you are held in your
native home, in the ‘land of brown heath
and shaggy wood,” amongst those who have
been most familiar with you from childhood,
where your unostentatious- benevolence has
been most freely and generously exercised,
and you have proven yourself to be one of
the most generous and considerate ot Bri-
tish landlords.

“As Canadians we are proud to welcome
you, because you are almost one of our-
selves, You have not come as a stranger.
Your frequent visits and sometimes resi-

j dence in Canada have enabled you and our
g’nople to become  mutually acquainted.
hat that acquaintance has not been unap-
preciative on your part we judge from the
fact that you have become the proprietor
of extensive tracts of land within our bor-
ders and that these you are utilizing 1n a
patriotic and philanthropic manner to the
material benefit of the Dominion. We can
assure you that this appreciation on your
part is reciprocated by our people, and con-
stitutes an addinionnlﬁgment in arousing
and fostering the popular enthusiasm evok-
ed by your advent.

““Iin welcoming Your Excellency we desire
also to extend a greeting equally cordial to
Lady Aberdeen. In not a less degree than
your own has her name been heralded to us.
We are proud to recognize and welcome in
her ladyship one who, while able to boast
of a lineage in whose veins flows the blood
of the royal Bruce—a name dear to the
hearts of so many of Canada’s sons—can
point to a self-created record greater-and
nobler far than that of birthright. We recog-
nize in her one whose pen has adorned - the
paths of literature, and whose unremitting
and judicious labors in the cause "of active
Christian philanthropy have made her name
a household word, and proved an incalcu-
lable influence for all that is pure and good
and of high esteem. We rejoice to know
that that influence will for many years, we
trust, be exercised amcngst us.

“‘Op behalf. of our citizens, we again bid
you welcome. We are proud to enroll
you in our order of citizenship, and trust
that * to yourself and Lady Aberdeen
Ottawa may indeed become a second
home.”

The Governor-General made a brief reply,
speaking of his former pleasant visits to
Ottawa in a private capacity, and express-
ing confidence in pleasant relations in
futare.

DIED IN THX DITCH.

Edward Leigh of London,
Dead in Detroit,

Derrorr, Mich., Sept. 26.—Early yes-
terday morning Fred. Becker discovered
the dead body of a man by the roadside.
The body was lying partly in a ditch, with
the head hanging down. The body was
last night positively identified as that of
Edward Leigh of London, Ont. He form-
erly worked at Sarnia, and also lived in
Port Huron. At one time he ran a saloon
at Petrolia,.Ont. - He has been in Detroit
over three years. An examination of the
body by Dr. Kelly did not reveal the cause
of death.

Ont.,, Found

London’s Silver Market.

New Yorxk, Sept. 26.—The London
special cable to The .Evening Post says:
Silver has risen to 34} pence on small sge-
cial orders and scanty supplies. The toune
closes wveak. Rupee paper is 655. There
were nd gold movements to-day. The de-
mand pontinues in the market. Stocks
were flat. The Argentine revolution has
deepened the anxiety. Americans closed
at the worst on dividend misgiving and op-
position to the repeal of the Siiver Act.
All opinions are agreed that such pertina-
cious opposition to the will of the nation
deserves severe condemnation. Gold ex-
ports from America are expected.

Patrick McCarty, who subsequently
skipped out. When he started out
Maloney had in his -possession a large roll
of billsand a gold watch, and when he
woke up in the morning his roll and watch
and he had parted company. There was
no evidence to show that the men had rob-
bed the complainant, and they were dis-
charged.

Grain Standards for Ontario,

The Ontario Board of Examiners, consist-
ing of Messrs. "A. G. Thompson, A. McFee,
Montreal; Robert Morgan, Hamilton; W. D.
Matthews, J. L. Spink, John Carrick and
T. Flynn, were engaged all day yesterday
at the grain room, 44 Yonge-street, fixing
the grain standards for Ontario. The re-
sult was much the same as last year’s stan-
dards. New standards of peas were made,
two grades mummy peas and two grades
blackeye peas. No. 1 oats are to weigh 34
1bs. and No- 2 32 lbs,

The standards for peas and oats are su-
perior to last year’s, and wheat is about the
same. No. 1 rye is to weigh 58 lbs. and
No. 2 56 lbs.
