POSAL FAVORABLY.

While it Would Give Us a Higher Standing
. as a Dominion the Government Would

~ Not Make a Profit From the Mint-
‘age, as Little Gold i3 Used i
‘Canada.

Montreal, Sept. 3.—The suggestion to
. establish a Canadian gold coinage does
" not appear togmeet with approval in

‘banking circleSthere. Your correspond-
‘_}gnt interviewed a number of these gen-
tlémen to-day and they were general-
erse to the change.

Mr. E. S Clouston of the Bank of
! Montreal said: “I do not think there
. is anything in it. The requirements
of Cgnadian trade are not such as to
warrant the creation of a gold coinage
in this country at the present time,
and it certainly would never pay the
Canadian Government (0 establish a
mint here.

“While the Government,” continued
the general manager, “makes a Vvery
large profit out of the silver coinage
it would not be so with gold. T'here
is not, in fact, sufficient gold used in
this country to justify such a coinage.
It is, however, different in England,
where almost every man has sover-
eigns in his pockets, while here if you
happen to get a five or ten dollar piece
you hasten to get it changed.

“Canada is not as great a gold pro-
ducing country as it may be in the
near or distant future, and then it will
be time-enough to take the question
of .a gold coinage into consideration.
As it is at present gold is generally
kept stored away in banks for use in
case of an emergency. #

“No,” concluded Mr. Clouston, “I do
not see that any good can be got out
of a gold coinage for Canada, either
by the banks, the mercantile commun-
ity or the country at large.”

Wonld Give Us a Higher Standing.

Mr. William Weir of the Banque
Ville Marie was likewise seem, an
that veteran banker expressed himself
as follows : \

“I do not see any great advanfage
in a Canadian gold coinage, except
perhaps the higher standing it would
give us as a Dominion. It is true, our
pieces could be coined at a British mint,
so that the cost of a Canadian mint
would not be required. The only ad-
vantage acecruing from the change,
would be that exchange, Both in New
York and England, would have to ad-
vance to higher rates than at present
before a drain of gold for export could
take place, On the other hand, the
banks and the Government Treasury
have the option at the present time

in~ either in United States
gold coinage or British sovereigns,and
this option is almost as good a check
to the export of gold as a Canadian
coinage would be.” |

“There is practically,” added the
president of the Ville Marie Bank,
“no gold coinage in circulation in
Canada, it being. a mere measure of
value, the United States gold dollar
being our standard for the -Canadian
dollar, which accounts for the Eng-
lish sovereign being legal tender at
$4.86 2-3.”

Not a Burning Question.

Mr. F' Wolferstan Thomas of the
Molsons Bank was next seen, and he,
too, considered that a Canadian gold
coinage was not a .burning question,
although the general manager believ-
ed it would soon be discussed by the
Canadian Bankers’ Association.

‘““‘Australia,” continued Mr. Thomas,
“has a gold coinage which is equal to
a British sovereign and the coin is
made in England. I don’t, in fact,
think our Government could make
anything of it in comparison with
the profit on the silver coinage.”

“If, however, a Canadian gold coin-
age were ever established, Mr.
Thomas would like to have the value
placed the same as the English sov-
ereign, as it would be a sort of con-
reeting link between Canada and the

Mother Land, and he thought the coins
would be made in Britain.”

HARTY’S ELECTION PROTEST.

Detzils of the (harges Made Public—-Eight
Alleged Personal Offences.

Kingston, Ont., Sept. 3.—The parti-
culars in the Harty election protest
have been issued. One hundred and
eighty-nine main and four supplemen-
tary charges of bribery and corrup-
tion are made against 65 !persons, one
having 15 and another 12 charges
made against them. Votes are alleged
to have cost from $2 to $10 each.

The votes of the students and in-
rmates of charitable institutions are
said to have been illegally recorded.

Moncy is said to have been provided
for corrupting purposes by Mr. Har-
ty’s friends in Toronto and by the
Ontario Government.

The trial occurs Sept. 16, before Jus-
tices Osler and- Maclennan. The re-
spondent is accused of eight personal
offences.

LUNA IN DARKNESS.

A Total Eclipse of Moon Last
Night.

Last night was perfection for the
eclipse, for not a cloud dimmed the sky. !

At 10.17 a light shadow was first vis-
Ible ; at 10.59.26 occurred the contact of
the shadow, and at 11.02 the shadow was
well on. The shadow digplayed some beau-
tiful coloring. = At first a . copper-colored
tint was noticeable, especiaily strong upon
the northeast”corner. TLater on this ex-
tended itself, and a beautiful tint of blue
and green shading off to gray were no-
ticeable. At 1257, when the middle of
the total eclipse was reached, the coppery
color ‘was very heavy, and other shades
had disappeared. A number of stars were
occulted, most of which. with the fimes,
were noted at the observatory, and will
be exchanged by telegraph with other ob-
servatories and deductions of value made.

ing $100, law costs $100, general ex-

. penses $1800; total $4725.

From the foregoing the following
items of revenue were to be deducted:
Water rates $900, license fees $180, dog
taxes $60; total $1140.

After this deduction the net amount
would be $3585. A rate of 15 mills on
the dollar was unanimously passed.

Pacific Coast Skipper.

urious tale is told by passenger:
troAmcuAlaska. on the steamer City
of Topeka of the discovery made by
one of heir number, & Seattle man
named Brenhan, on Prince of Wales
Jsland. Brennan went north some time
ago with a small sloop laden with a
iscellaneous cargo, on which he real-
ized a good profit, trading among the
natives of the northern coast.

It was on this extpedition he chanced
to visit one of the least accessible vil-
lages of the isolated tribes on Prince of
Wales Island, and, while there to see
the mysterious divinity that is sup-
posed to keep watch and ward over the
tribe,'a former priestess or queen, who,
by some rare action of . the peculiar
soil in which her burial place was
made, turned her not into dust, but in-
to solid stone. Years later the rude

grave was uncovered by chance, and |

the petrified body was found. The na-
tives held it as an omen of good that
the body should have been preserved,
and, carefully exhuming it, enthroned
it in a place honor in the village,
the idol so réscued being ever since
more honored than the oldest totem.
Brennan claims to be the first white
man to see the statue, but so far from
feeling awe or being moved to adora-
tion he at once realized that if it could
safely transported to the United States

| it would be worth a mint of money for |

exhibition purposes. The petrified
woman, according to his account,
stands as though frozen into granite
while in the act of directing some im-
portant movements of her subjects ;
the features, as well ag the limbs, are
clearly defined, as though life was still
in the body, and the whole aspect of
the strangely preserved body is almost
regal, though the goddess was mistress
only of a savage tribe.

How was he going
to arrest his man ? Ridley laughed
at all propositions of compromise and
kicked at all efforts at apprehension.
The officer must ascend the pole- by
the aid of the iron spikes,
but Ridley was above and did not
hesitate t6Walk on the officer’s fingers.
When this difficulty was passed, the
trouble did not end. The officer was
unfortunately not equipped with wings
{and was compelled to devote one hand
and both feet to the maintenance of
his equilibrium on the pole. Ridley
locked himself around the crossbars,
and the sergeant’s one hand was not
enough to remove him. While the lat-
ter was engaged in removing one leg
or one arm of his prisoner from its
position. Ridley held on with the other,
and serenely watched the Toronto
fielders enjoy the fun, while the coal-
heavers batted out four runs and won
the match.

ALLEGED ABDUCTION.

Count Emich Arrested in London on a
Grave Charge.

TLondon, Sept. 3.—Count Emich of
Alt- Leiningen-Westerburg and his fe-
male companion, Olga Bauernfeind,
were arraigned in the Bow-street Po-
lice Court this morning under a war-
rant demanding  their extradition +o
Germany to answer the charge of ab-
duction. The prisoners are charged
with having abducted and detained a
child whose possession was presum-
ably necessary to the abducters for
pecurniiary purposes. After the war-
rant was read the prisoners were re-
manded for further hearing.

The woman, Olga Bauernfeind, took
the stand and was briefly questioned.
She was a dressmaker, she said, and
an honest woman. ‘‘A charge of ab-
duction against me,” she added, “is
nonsense. 1 adopted the girl, whose
name is Lisette Schweishofer, as a
daughter. Of Count Emich of Alt
Leiningen, 'I know nothing. I was in
England when 1 adopted the child.”
The girl, Lisette, was with the woman
when the arrests were made. The girl
is 15 years old, and formerly lived in
a small village near Frankfort-on-the-
Main. The woman, Olga Bauernfeind,
induced her to come to England upon
the representation that she would be
provided with a good situation. It
turned out, however, that while Olga
was by profession a dressmaker, she
was by practice a procuress, and has
brought the girl to England for im-
moral purposes. Count Emich of Alt
Leiningen has lately lived in ' the
house in Newman-street with the
Bauernfeind woman, and passed as
her husband. Although connected
with one of the highest families in
Europe, he is and has for several years
past been in extremely reduced pecu-
niary circumstances.

Fitz Has Plenty of ‘‘Sand.”

“The absorbing topic of conversation
with us in Texas, just now,” said B.F.
Poindexter of the Lone Star State, to
a writer on The Washington Post, “is
the prospective fight between Corbett
and Fitzsimmous, and one object of
my trip east is to size up the two men
as they appear now. 1 have seen Cor-
bett fight twice, and Fitzsimmons
twice, and unless they have changed
very madterially since last I saw'them,
in the ring I shall take a few bets
on the Australian.

LAWYERS AND STATESMEN.

. We are surprised at Mr. O. A. How-
land, himself a lawyer, making the as-
sertién . that only a lawyer can be a
statesman. This statement he makes
in the course of a review of the life of
Sir John Thompson in the September
number. of The Canadian Magazine.
The home of the greatest statesman in
the world is England, and in that coun-
try it is a rare exception that a lawyer
becomes a leading politician or states-
who 1is
credited with being the greatest states-
man the world has ever seen, never
studied law and made no pretensions
to legal ability. The present Premier
used to write articles for the news-
paper, but he never disqualified him-
ISelf from being a great statesman by
practising law. Hon. .Mr. Chamber-
lain, one of the brainiest statesmen In
England to-day, had a commercial
training and became a successful poli-
tician on the same lines. Disraeli was
no lawyer and he would have consider-
ed it no ad¥antage to ‘his statesman-
ship to have been one. True it is that
Sir Joseph Porter, &.C.B.,, who, ac-
cording to Mr. Gilbert, became “the
ruler of the Queen’s navee,” was con-
nected with an attorney’s firm, but
only:to the extent of “polishing up the
handle of the big front door.” It is
needless to, refer to such political
giants as Bright, Cobden .and hun-
dreds’ of other celebrated English
statesmen who were not lawyers. Not
only do we not find the great lawyers
of England becoming statesmen, but it
is understood in that country that the
special training of a lawyer does not
qualify one to become eminent as a
statesman. This'Ts a rule which bar-
risters themselves observe in England,
and when we find a man eminent at
the bar leaving his profession to join
the British Cabinet he merely does so
with a retirement to the bench in view
when the first favorable opportunity
presents itself. If we must refer to
our eminent fellow-citizen, Hon. Ed-
ward Blake, whom we were glad to see
among us yesterday, we can only say
that he would have been a much bet-
ter politician is he htd been a les emi-
nent lawyer; and if our other distin-
guished townsman, Mr. McCarthy, will
permit us to make a $imilar observa-
tion, we will say that his efforts in dis-
cussing the tariff are greatly hamper-
ed.by the method of special pleadings
which he transfers from the courts to
the political forum. In Canada the
rule that obtains in England has not
prevaijled. IR the House of Commons
we find more lawyers than any other
class in the community. The reason of
this,_ however, is not far to seek. The
country is as yet undeveloped and we
have not among us a leisure class who
are able to take up politics as a voca-
tion. As soon as this class arises they
naturally find in politics their highest
ambition. The Cabinet at Ottawa
would . be much stronger to-day if it
had fewer lawyers and more business
and general all-round men.

PROCESSIONS AND THE STREET CARS.
The street rallway carries about 70,-
000 people daily, During the hour and
a half the cars were tied up on Mon-
day to let the procession go through
the streets five thousand people must
have been inconvenienced. Some of
these lost an hour, others a longer
time, .In having to wait for the cars
to resume. Not only was the public
thus inconvenienced, but the street
railway.company lost $200 In receipts.
The same thing occurs when other
processions are held, notably on the
12th of July, on circus day, the 17th
of March and so on, If there was any
necessity for tying up the cars in this
way, or if a benefit were conferred
upon the publi¢, there would be some
sense in permitting the practice to go
on. As a matter of fact, however,these
processions could be held just as ef-
fectively by taking other streets or
by using one half of the streets on
which the cars 'run. A procession is
organized in order that it may be seen.
People would flock to such a
street as Jarvis-street- to  witness
a procession just as readily as they
would to Yonge, and the opportunity
for viewing it would be greater on the
former than on one which is blocked
with vehicles. Surely the asphalt road-
ways in_residential streets and on
such business thoroughfares as Rich-
mond, Adelaide, Bay, Wellington and
Victoria-streets ought to afford any
procession, no matter how vain it may
be, ample opportunity for displaying
itself.

YORK COUNTY ROADS

GATES.
Mr. Slater, Reeve of Markham, and
Ex-Warden Pugsley, Reeve of Rich-
mond Hill, are on the war path in op-
position to the project for abolishing
the tolls on the York County roads.
To speak accurately,they do not oppose
the abolition of tolls, but they object
to what they say the project means—
the virtual abandonment of the roads.
They are in favor of having free roads,
but do not wish to see the present sys-
tem disorganized@ until provision has
been made for the satisfactory main-
tenance of the county roads in the
future. They and their friends will
urge these views upon the Lieutenant-
Governor in council when the gques-

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tion of abolishing the tolls is discussed,
as it will be in the course of a‘week or
two. Reeve Hill, who has fathered the
scheme for doing away with the tolls,
has the support of a large majority of
the residents of York County, but he
will do well to meet the objection
which has been raised by Messrs. Slat-
er and Pugsley. The people of Toronto
and the county not only wish to see
the roads free from tolls, but they wish
to see them maintained in a high de-
gree of efficlency. ‘If the removal of
the tolls is going to lesesn the efficl-
ency of the” roads, which, compared
with others in the province, are not
what they should be, then the project
will not be a good one. We see no |
reason, however, why & similar ar-
rangement as that now existing, under
which the County Council maintains
the roads, could not be continued, each
muniecipality contributing its fair pro-
portion for this purpose.

AN IMPERFECT SYSTEM.

It has been frequently shown by
specific instances that the determina-
tion of the value of leasehold property
by arbitration is a very imperfect
method. There appears to be much
latitude allowed witnesses to specu-
late on probable values under all sorts
of conditions, The common-sense-and
reasonable way of determining values
in these cases would be to rely more
upon facts of existing rentals and
sales than upon probabilities. The
specific case mentioned in yesterday’s
paper exemplifies the evil complained
of. The trustees of Knox  Church
caused an arbitration to be held in
regard to 72 feet of land on Richmond-
street and the arbitrators decided upon
$895 and taxes as a rental. The
tenant could not afford to pay this
and as a consequence the trustees for-
feited his buildings, which cost $4000.
The church then placed the property,
including the buildings, in open mar-
ket for rental and the most that could
be obtained per year was $300, with-
out taxes. When we consider that
‘this rental is on $4000 worth of pro-
perty, in addition to that arbitrated
upon, we find that the arbitrators’
value is more than three times that
of the actual value in open market.
A remedy of some kind-is certainly
needed in these cases, but just what
that remedy should be is difficult to
point out.

Toronto Presbytery.

‘At the meeting of the Toronto Pres-
bytery yesterday the Newmarket con-
gregation presented a petition asking
that a commission be appointed to en-
quire into the reason why Rev. J. W,
Bell resigned the pastorate of that
church last month. The petition stated
that at a former meeting of the Pres-
bytery certdin statements had been
made reflecting upon the congregation.
Its object now is to have the Presby-
tery investigate the cause in its own
behalf. A committee was appointed to
consider and deal with the request.
Rev. John Neil, pastor of Westminst-
er Church, was appointed moderator
for the next month.

SPEECHES BY MANY DISTINGUISH-
ED VISITORS

Licut.-Governor Kirkpatrick Declares the
" Exhibition Opened—Addresses by Hon.
Dr. Moutague, Secretary of State, Hon,
Edward Blake and Others—The Presi-
dent on the Exhibition’s Needs.

The Industrial Exhibition was for-
mally opened yesterday. Mrs. Kirk-

with the show commenced. The open-
ing was attended by some 3000 invited
guests, among them. many notables.
The most prominent of the gentlemen
present were entertained at luncheon
previous to the opening. President J.
J. Withrow ipresided, and the City
Council and Board of Directors were
there in a body. -In addition to these
the following gentlemen were present :

The President’s Address.

After the health of the Queen had
been drunk, President Withrow made
a brief speech, in which he reviewed
the history of_ the Exhibition and the
labors of the directorate, which was
called into existence 18 years ago to
fill a sudden need. The Industrial Ex-
hibition had never known a period of
puling infancy. At the start off it
was an exhibition that had never been

excelled in Canada, and it had steadily
increased until it was now the greatest
annual fair in the world, Now every
year the directors were called upon to
beat their own record.

A year ago they had had the late
Sir John Thompson with them, and
on that occasion he had discussed with
Sir John a proposition to make the
Fair a Dominion exhibition. The au-
thorization to use the name
was not sufficient, there must
be some tangible reason for calling it
So. What he had proposed to the
late Premier was not an an-
nual Worl(®s Falr, but he had suggest-
ed that the Government erect some
sort of Government building for offi-
clal exhibits from -all the provinces,
appoint provincial commissioners to
look after these exhibits; and he fur-
ther proposed that, to make the Exhi-
bition a really national affair, the
Government should award certain
prizes, which would be distinguished,
not for their intrinsic value, but would |
gain  importance as Government
awards. Sir John Thompson said to
Eim when this proposal was made,

That is the kind of thing that should
receive the fostering care of the Gov-
ernment,” and he hoped that he- had
not built his hopes too high on the
strength of that utterance,

Lieutenant-Goévernor Kirkpatrick.
The Lieutenant-Governor was the
next speaket, in response to a toast to
himself. He was unlimited in his con-
gratulations and was glad to know
that the exhiibtion had grown to such
great proportions, After dilating on
the boon that tMe directors were every
year conferring on the country, he
wound up by saying that .the enter-
prise was one to make him feel ‘that
it was indeed a proud position for a
man to be Governor of this province.

The first speaker, in response to the
toast of the “Dominion and Provin-
cial Governments,” was Hon. Dr. Mon-
tague, Secretary of State. Before he
£poke of the president’s proposition he
wished to congtatulate the directors
on the Exhibition as it now stood.
Speaking for the House of Commons,
he felt sure that everyone realized
that all this success was not due to
the accident of happy chance, but was
achieved by untiring labor. Among
the men who had done earnest service
for the progress and development of
cur industries and resources, President
Withrow was not least. He was sorry
that more of his colleagues were not
present to join with him in congratu-
lation. To-morrow, however, the Min-
ister of Justice and the Minister of
:I;t;l:ways. he trusted, would be pre-
Coming to Mr. Withrow’s sugges-
tions, he recognized the fact that good
wishes were cheap, but the past his-
tory of the Government’'s dealings
with the Industrial Exhibition showed
that its appreciation was not meaning-
less or empty, nor would it be in
future,

‘Will Report to Wis Colleagmes.

The scheme outlined by the Presi-
dent was admirable, but he was the
Junior member of the Government and
could not commit it to any definite
line of action. He should, however,
have the greatest pleasure in convey-
ing what had been suggested to his
colleagues. If the President would
permit him to do so, he would sug-
gest that, as in the past, the Indus-
trial Exhibition had been recognized
as a provincial, rather than a Domin-
ion affair, in the other provinces of
Canada. It would be well,with a view
to strengthening the hand of the Gov-
ernment before the House, if a great
Dominion Exhibition Committee were
appointed, composed of representa-
tives from all the provinces; in order
to combat the cry which might be
rajsed that the Government was in-
terfering in purely provincial affairs.
The Exhibition had outgrown its
local surroundings; it-was a great
Canadian national affair. It was cal-
culated to inspire Canadians with
thoughts of the grandeur of our na-
tional destiny. He hoped the number
of American visitors would continue
to increase; Toronto was so hospi-
table that it sent them home sorry
that they had ever disturbed our
sealers in the Pacific, or pauned our
mackerel in the Atlantic. In his con-
cluding wishes for the increased use-
fulness and success of the Industrial
the speaker related that having re-
cently been looking up some facts in
connection with the first international
exposition at London in 1851, for which
the Crystal Palace was built, he
had found that the average atten-
dance then had been 43,000 per day,
and 109,000 had been the greatest at-
tendance for one day. He believed
that the Industrial had nearly ap-
proached these figures, and, consider-
ing the novelty of the London affair,
the fact that the Industrial. should
mount so near it was indeed ‘a re-
markable example of the importance
of the institution.

Sir James Grant, member for the
City of Ottawa, followed, in a very
fluent congratulatory speech and pro-
mised his support of the scheme to
rationalize the Exhibition.

Fion Edward Blake.

The chairman then proposed, amid
cheers, the health of Hon. Edward
Blake. The member for South Long-
ford, responding, said he came there
to-day for the great pleasure of shak-
ing hands with his old friends and
fellow citizens, and had not expected
to be called on to speak. He was not
with us so much now as he used to
be, but he could never allow any citi-
zen of Toronto to speak of him as
other than a fellow-citizen. He won-
dered if any %ne in the room had been
longer a citizen of Toronto than he.
He had resided here for 61 years, and
if he lived a little longer he thought
he would have attained supremacy in
citizenship.

Jess by hard treatment, and the or-
dinary office paraphernalia (extraor-
dinarily whabby) had little now in com-
mon with the fashionably dressed wo-
wan who seemed SO thoroughly ~ at
home among them.

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A MEMENTO OF °37.

UNVEILING OF A MONUMENT TO JEAN
OLIVIER CHENIER.

Historical Sketch of the Hero and the
Battle of St. Eustache—A Conflict in
Which 70 Patriots Lost Their Lives.

August 24, 1895, wil remain a red let-
ter day in the mind and heart of the
descendants of the patriots of 1837-38
,and of all those who have come to the
conclusion that the Canadian rebel-
lion was, after all justified, both on
account of the grievances that brougint
it on and of the results that followed
in securing constitutional government
for the country. All who think this
.way will, therefore, remember this date
with pleasure, for the unveiling of the
Chenier monument has been made the
occasion of recalling to memory the life
and deeds not only of the patriot now
being specially honored, but also of all
those who took part in the movement.
A brief biographal sketch of Chenier
and the circumstances attending his
tragical death will no doubt prove in-
teresting.

Jean Olivier Chenier was born in
Longueuil, in 1806. In 1817 Dr. Kim-
ber of Montreal, who had been struck
with the appearance of the brigat
boy, took him under his protection and
gave him his classical and profession-
al education. Having graduated in
medicine in 1828, yocung Chenisr set-
tled in the parish of St. Benoit, county
of Two Mountains. In 1831, he mar-
ried the daughter of Dr. Labrie of St.
Eustache, and his father-in-law hav-
ing died shortly afterwards, he took
his place in the last mentioned parish.
From the very beginning of the move-
ment which finally resulted in open
rebellion, Dr. Chenier was one of the
most ardent patriots, and at the meet-
ings that took place in the parishes of
St. Benoit, Ste. Scholastique and St.
Eustache, in April, June and October,
of the year 1837, he was among the
most flery orators. In Ste Scholastique
bhe said: “What I say I mean, and I
will’do it. .Follow me, and I give you
permission to kill me, if ever you-see
me retreat.” He was one of the first
in the county to adopt the homespun
cloth or “teoffe du pays” for his dress,
and his words and example had great

influence over his.compatriots. Dr.
Chenier was the soul of the urrec-
tion in the northern districts,” where
camps had been organized in the par-
ishes of St. Eustache and St. Benoit to
resist the approach of the volunteers
of St. Andrew’s and of Chatham and
to prevent the arrest of the leaders ol
the movement. On November 6, 1837,
& proclamation from Lord Gosford, of=
fering a reward of $2,000 for the arrest
of Dr. Chenier, was posted in the coun-
tv of Two Mountains. This had the

€iTect OT grouping - “nhe patriots arouna
the leader in whom they had confi-
dence,and the St. Eustache camp soon
numbered between 1,000 and 1,600 men.
During the few days immediately pre-
ceding the battle of St, Bustache, Che-
nier had to contend with many diffi-
culties. A number of his men, being
unable to secure arms, reiu.ned to
their homes, and many followed the
advice of the cure of the parish, Abbe
Paquin, and kis vicar, who .told them
that resistance 1o the troops would be
disastrous. The cure even tried to dis-
suade Chenier himself, but his efforts
were useless. In the afterncon of De-
cember 2 the cure of Ste. Rose, hav-
“ing brought the news of the defeat of
the partiots at St. Charles, Dr. Chenier
was called to the presbytery and effo:ts
were again made to induce him to
give up the fight. Again their efforts
were useless, and while doubting the
correctness of the report, Chenier said:
“Anyvhow, I am decided t: die in avms
rather than surrender.
death will
You might as well try to stop the fu-
rious sea as to try and stop me.”
However, the fatal day arived. On
December 14, the alarm was given and
the patriots got ready for the battle.
Two thousand infantry, with nine fiela
guns, a hundred cavalry and a com-
pany of volunteers eighty strong, un-
der command of Captain Globeaski,
were marching on St. Eustache. The
voruriteers appeared Tirst 6n the Ste.
Rose side of the river, and Chenicr,
believing that he -had to deal with
these alone, started for the ice bridge
with a hundred and fifty men to drive
them bac®. But the Chenier band had
hardly reached the middle of the river
when a volley frim behind them caused
consternation in their ranks. There on
the north shore stood Colborne’s two
thousand men. At this sight most of
the patriots lost courage and com-
menced to fly in every direction, amidst
the bullets that wcunded a good many.
It was with great difficulty that Che-

nier, followed by the bravest among
his men could reach the village of St.
Eustache. By this time cannon balls
were pouring into the village, and Che-
nier’'s troops, now reduced to five o1
six hundred men, only half of whom
had guns took up their positicns in
the church, the presbytery, the con-
vent and a few adjoining buildings.
Of the two hundred men who had en-
tered the church with Chenier, between

‘sixty and eighty only had guns. Some
one remarked: ‘“What shall we do, we |
have no guns?’ “Don’t be alarmed,” |
replied the leader with a solemn voice;
“some will be killed and you take |
your zuns.” |

Meanwhile, the cavalry and infantry
had surrounded the village and Che-
nier and his men soon perceived that
they were lost. A gcod number sought
safety in flight, but the bravest among
them made up their minds to sell thei
lives as dearly as possible. The signa.
for a general attack having been
given, the patriots found themselves
in a moment crushed by volleys pour-
ing from all sides into their different
retreats. (The presbytery and sur-
rounding buildings were soon on fire,
and Chenier and his band, while mak-
ing as stout resistance as they pos-
sibly could from the church steeple
and windows, could hear the shrieks
of the wounded and realize what their
0wn fate must soon be. Manty tried
to escape by jumping from the win-
dows on the river side, but most of
them were killed while jumping. Very
soon, only a handful of brave com-
vanions remained with Chenier, and
they continued to fight heroically. Fin-
ally, fire having been set to the church
and the flames spreading rapidly,
Chenier himself had to give up his
position. He told his men to follow
him, that they must try to make their
way through the enemy, He jumped
with them through the windows on the
convent side, and holding his gun,
rushed towards the cemetery gate, At
this moment a bullet struck him down.
Rising on one knee, he fired at the ene-
my, and then received aneother bul-
let right in thg -breast when he was
trying to load his gwn again. The pa-
triot fell a second time, never to rise.
Seventy patriots were killed in this
battle, while the regular troops lost
only three men and had a few soldiers
wounded.

The Chenier statue is a fir plece of
work, from the shops of . Ww. B.
Mullins, Salem, Ohio. It is not a cast,
but is made of embosed copper, on the
same principle as the Statue of Liberty
in New York. The delicate and artis-
tic work was performed by Mr. Paul
Bert. @henier is in the attiude of a
captain leading the attack. Stepping
forward, he points to the enemy with
his right hand, while his left grasps
a long, old-fashioned muskets. His
costume is that of the country gentry
of the time, a long coat, with ‘capu-
chon,” knickerbockers, and buckled
shoes. He also wears the traditional
French-Canadian sash, in the folds of
which is concealed a huge horse pistol,
