Seaford, Eng., Dec. 22, 1918,
Dear Mother,—

Well Mother I received your letter
of Dec. 2nd, and sure was glad to hear
from you. I also got the box you sent
with the three pairs of sox in it and
everything was O. K, and thank you very
mnch,

We had a Xmas dinner here on the
18th for the Officers and Cadets were
going on leave. We had turkey and
plum pudding, pie, cake, oranges, and
everything O. K,

We are haviug a great time here now
as there are only 4 officers to cook for
and two of them are going away to-
1OTTrOW.

I am making rhubarb pie to-day, (some
cook I am). Itisabout 8 p.m. and Jack
and I are writing letters while the meat
is cooking so we can get it ready for
breakfast before we go to bed. We are
making Shepherd’s pie for breaktast,
I suppcse you don’t know what that is,
ha! ha!

We are having an awful rain storm
here just now and it is awful dark out,
I got a box from Miss DMjyrile Saunders
yesterday and it sure was a dandy.
There was a nice pair of sox in it too, [
had a letter from Basil yesterday, he is
in Eastbourne Hospital but he said he:
was getting along fine now. I must
write him a letter to-night,

Well, Mother, I gttess I will close for
this time for Jack has finished writing
and we want to get the breakfast ready
and go to bed.

Seaford, Eng Dec. 25, 1918.
Dear Sister,—

were only 5 cadets, 3 officers and Jack
and I, I dressed and stuffed a 15 1b.

We had
roast turkey, roast beef, French fried
potatoes, white potatoes, turnips, plum
pudding, oranges and apples. Oh! we

Rescue Work for Women
in Ten Homes

Salvation Army GE Splendid Service
in Reclaiming Fallen Members of
Community

The Salvation Army has in Canada
East, from Sault Ste. Marie to the Atlan-
tic Coast, thirteen institutions devoted to
rescue and hospital work among women
and children. Major DesBrisay, of Head-
quarters, has just completed her annual
report on these institutions.

There are ten rescue homes in this area,
all, except one, doing hos;)ital work. The
homes are situated at Toronto 3, London,

Hamilton, Ottawa, Montreal, St. John
(N. B.), St Johm’s (Nfid.) and
Halifax. At the beginning of the year

there were 132 girls and 149 infants, in-
mates. Admitted during the year, 470
girls and 375 infants; sent to situations:
135 girls, 28 infants; to friends, 229 girls,
215 infants; married, 8 girls; adopted, 50
infants; sent to other homes, 44 girls, 41
infants; sent to hospitals, 26 girls, 9 in-
i tants; died 7 girls, 35 infants; left unsatis-
factory, 18 girls} 2 infants; passed out
during the year 472 girls, 381 infants,

Follow up the reports on all these

cases indicated, exceptin the cases of
eighteen girls and two infants docketed
‘“‘unsatisfactory,’”” very fine results were
obtained. Some of thesc women were
picked up in police court dock, where
they were they were herded with crimin-
als of a low order, and they were put
through a refining process which event-
ually made them satisfactory memberg of
the community.
The Army has two institutions at Tor-
onto and Ottawa for the care of children
from two to twelve years of age. The re-
port shows that 86 were admitted, 73
adopted or sent to friends, and 49 child-
ren remained as inmates at the end of
the year.

The Women's Metropole at Montreal,
which is an institution accommodating,
with beds and meals, women in need of
help and which guarantees work by the
day to all its guests, supplied 9,956 beds
and 19,241 meals during the past year,

War-time Legislation.

Validating legislation will be sub-
mitted next session, it is expected, in
regard to prohibition. The orders-in~
Council on which Dominion action
was taken found its authority in the
War Measures Act. The order itself
remains in force during war-time and
for a period of twelve months after-
wards. The War Measures Act, how-
ever, expires on the proclamation of
peace in the Canada Gazette.

Council is valid after the War Meas-
ures Act has ceased to exist is now
before the Justice Department. The
same point has arisen in Great Bri-
tain in regard to orders-in-Council
passed there under authority of the
Defence of the Realm Act, or “Dora,””
as it is more commonly called. A
special committee, which had the
question under consideration, decid-
ed that war would cease to exist on
the exchange of formal peace ratifi-
cations, and that orders-in-Council
passed under the Defence of the
Realm Act would not be valid after
expiry of the act itself, unless wali-
dated by Parliament. It is probable
that the Justice Department will
reach a similar conclusion in respect
to orders-in-Council passed under the
War Measures Act.

Our Casualties.

Over 55,000 Canadian soldiers

| have laid down their lives in the war,

according to official figures just is-
sued at Ottawa. Total casualties re-
ceived here to Nov. 13th are given as
213,268, an aggregate which will
likely be increased owing to the fact
that the troops of the Dominion were
engaged in heavy fighting at Mons up
to the last minute of the fighting and
reports of the latest casualties are
still being received at Ottawa,
