C. railway,
has begun a preliminary survey of the
branch line from the former place to
Margaretville. That a feasible line will be
found goes without saying to anyone who
is acquainted with the country lying be-
tween these points, and as the Dominion
subsidy granted to the N. 8, C. R., covers
» milage extending to within two or - three
miles of the Bay of Fundy, there seems to
be no good reason why this extension should
not be at once begun and carried forward
to completion. As the complement of its
completion, however, a work of some mag-
witnde would hecome necessary in the pub-
lic interest. We refer to the creation of
extended shipping facilities at the port of
Margaretville, in the shape of harbor
refuge.

For many ycars a considerable trade has
been carried on between that section of the
County snd St. John, N. B., by means of
suiling packets, and this trade is capable of
almost limitless extension. Coal is every
yoar in ever jucreasing demand in this
valley, and as the years go by it will find &
large sale within it. Every new railway
and manufacturing enterprise introduced
will add to this demand. With proper
Yacilities at the bay terminus of this branch
for the handling of aoal, it ceuld be Maid
down frem the Spring Hill and Joggins
miaes nearly a dollar a ton cheaper than it
could be otherwise secured. Again, the
operation of the new ship rallway would
open a short and safe route to our fruit
production to the Gulf ports, including St.
Johus, Nfld,, Charlottetown and Summer-
stde, P. E. L, and Chatham, Newcastle
and Bathurst, in New Brunswick, ete.

By all means, then, let the promoters of
the branch, and people of the County, use
all diligence to secure so desirfible a trade
by using steam vessels to connect the
Atlantic towns connected by the N. 8.

DEATIL OF R. 8. FITZRANDOL#FYL
Tials gentleman with whom we had more
or less personal acquaintance and inter-

course for forty years past, was the eldest |

son of the late James FitzRandolph, and
was borp in Digby, in. 1830, kis father
baving been married in the preceding year,
He was a grandson of the late Joseph
FitzRandolph, formerly owner of what was
known as Bell Farm, in the vicinity of this
town, and great grandson of the sturdy old
loyalist, Robert FitzRandolph, who, with
his wife, Phebe Pearsall, came to Beaver
harbor, in Clare,1783. From this place they
afterwards removed to Digby, and thence
to this scction of the county with his son
Joseph.

His father remained in Digby, where he
ultimately died leaving a family of nine
children, of whom the deceased was, the
eldest. Soon after leaving Mr. Loudettes
school in his native town he went to St.

. John, N. B., and became first a sales clerk
in Lawton's dry goods -establishment, and
secondly bookkeeper in the same. He re-
mained with Lawton until he attained his
majority, when he returned to Digby aud
¢ommenced a geheral business o his own
account, say in 1852. Shortly after he
married a Miss Austen, by whom he had
one child only—a daughter, who died un-
married, leaving him childless, and his wife
having died he never afterward married.

Mr. FitzRandolph was an excellent busi-
ness man, very agreeable in his manners,
neat in his dress, and urbane and kind in his
disposition. That he was snccessfnl in bus-
iness need scarcely be ‘said, such a man
could hardly fail of success. By his will,
the provisions of which have heen made
public, it appears that he leaves a sum of
$20,000 to be distributed to charities,
frionds and relatives.

The Fit7Randolphs are among our oldest
families. The deceased could have traced
his descent, in a continuous line, from Ed-

ward FitzRaudolph, of Wazwickshire, Eng-|

land, whp was' the first emigrant to. Amer-
ica, and whowas born in 1615; his son Nath-
aniel was born in 1642 ; he l¢ft a son Ed-
ward whose son Nathanial was bornin 1714,
who was the father of Robert, who was
born in 1737, in New Jersey, and whose
wife was Phebe Pearsall. Their son Joseph
was the father of James, who was the
father of the deceased, who was therefore
in the eighth generation from the immigra-
tion ancestor above named,

Mr. Ritchie was the second
son of Judge Ritchie, of the court of com-
mon pleas, and is a brother of Sir William
J. Ritohie, chief justice of Canada, and a
half-brother ot J. N. Ritchie, of the supreme
court. He was married, but has long sur-
vived his wife. His early days were spent
at Annapolis, where his father resided. He
began his commercial career in the employ
of the ald Halifax firm of Creighton &

30 he went to Cuba and entered into part-
nership in a large Spanish house. He con-
tinued in business there for 25 years or
more, and was very successful, accumulat-
ing, it is said, a fortune of £80,000.

An Important Railway Movement.

There are rumors of an important rafl-
road and steamship deal that will be of
great interest to the people of the Mari-
time Provinces and particularly the resi-
dents of St. John and Halifax. The Cana-
dian Pacific railroad is the chief figure in
the new movemenc, the object of which is
to give it termival facilities at Halifax,
without having to use the Intercolonial
road. Interested with the Canadian Pac-
ific are the New Brunswick, Maine Cen-
tral and Boston and Maine railroads. These
four corporations have combined, it is
stated, to buy or lease the Windsor and
Annapolis railroad and put a fast train on it,
making the distance between Halifax and
Annapolis in about four hours, Two fast
steamers are to be put on the rounte be-
tween St. John and Annapolis to make the
run in two hours and a half at all seasons.
These boats will make close connections
with the (anadian Pacific and western
trains daily and will land passengers in
Halifax in about six hours, or a little over
three hours better than the I. C. R. can
do.. This, it is claimed, will completely
knock out the projected Harvey-Salisbury
line. Ome object of the C. P. R. and the
American roads is to get a connection in
this way which will give them cloge com-
munication with the Atlantic face of Nova
Sootia, They will reach Yarmouth by the
Western Counties road ; and by the newly
aopened Nova Scotia Central and important
points in Lunenburg and adjoining counties
in that province. This route, too, will be
a powerful competitor with the outside
steamer route between Halifax and Bos-
ton.—Amherest Press.

Consequently, the
second man becomes really a mere nominal
representative, though he may be elected
by a good majority of the voters. This is
all wrong. So long as we make a business
of sending two men to our local parliament,
so long is it requisite that we send two men
who can cach stand up for the rights and
interests of those who clect them. And,
while this is the only true course for the
best interests of the greater number, it is
the only one that can be at all satisfactory
or creditable to each of a party ticket. It
can hardly be flattering to the pride of a
representative, to be placed on the *‘red
benches,” merely to keep them warm for
someone else, or to serve the ends of mere
party aims.

Money has been
voted to repair the wharf. We trust it
will not all be spent on inspectors, sur-
veyors and engineers.

How Frost, Nature's Disinfectant, Works.

With the approach of cold weather near-
ly all germs of disease in the air become
either inactive or are destroyed by nature’s
great disinfectant, frost. It is well known
that yellow fever and some other diseases
positively disappear at the frost-line. On
the contrary, the dangers from colds and
diseases of the throat and lungs seem to be
increased by cold weather. This increase
is not due so much, our wisest physicians
generally believe, to cold as to the fact that
peopleare housed up more during this period
and breathe impure air, and in this en-
feebled condition go from warm, often over-
heated rooms into the outdoor cold. The
fact that the inhabitants of the Arctic
regions are less subject to lung diseases
than the children of suuny Italy seems to
be proof that some other agency than cold
is at work as a destroyer. Is is unhappily
the rule, rather than the exception, for peo-
ple to live all winter in rooms which are
never systematically aired. The average
| housekeeper feels that her duty is done if
| she keeps her house warm, Every room in
| which the family live or sleep should be
| thoroughly and daily aired by opening the
? windows, 80 as to secure a current of pure

Decorations in White and Gold.

“There is an increasing fancy for decora
tions in white and gold and though ome
may not be an adept in the art of painting,
it is uot a difficalt matter to transform old
or inexpensive furniture into objects of
beauty.

A cane-seated chair or a willow rocker
darkened by use, may be made quite pretty
by the following process: The frame work
of the chair, which should be smooth, is
given a priming of white paint, thinned
somewhat with turpentine, and put on as
evenly as possible. 'When this is perfectly
dry, it should receive a coat of some good
make of carriage gloss paint, such as Lucas’
imperial carriage gloss, and if an ivory tone
is desired, alittle burnt sienna may be add-
ed to the white. This, after being allowed
to dry, should be rubbed down with emery
paper and another coat of the gloss paint
applied,  thinning it with turpentine as
necessary.

Lines in gold can be added with but lit-
tle trouble, and when cushions of peacock
blue plush arg attac’d to the back and
seat, with silk cord and tassels, or ribbons
to match, the result is quite charming.

A few pieces of dainty furniture serve to
lighten up a room wonderfully.

In a similar manner, a small standing
cabinet, with a frame made of pine, can be
decorated. The sides of the cabinet may
be filled in with shirred pongee in old pink.
The frame, a very simple affair, is made
with four uprights, with a top and bottom
shelf. The latter, secured at a height of
eighteen inches above this. Each shelf
may be fourteen inches square. The front
panel of pongee should run upon a small
brass rod, that it may be easily drawn
aside.—Home Maker.

O1rs.—Linseed oil of course you know
all about—it is the regular paint oil and
you get it either raw or boiled. The boiled
oil dries more quickly than raw but does
not penetrate the wood so well.

If you want a good dressing for the din-
ing-room or hall or kitchen floor try the
following ; it dries hard, glossy and will
not scratch: Good coach varnish, 1 pint,
boiled oil 1 pint, turpentine § pint, and
mix.

When you buy wooden pails, the outside
is painted and the inside plain. Coat the
inside thick with boiled oil and put in the
sun until the oil dries into the wood and
your pail will last twice as long and never
get sour or smell badly.

Cusnioxs.—Make a round, bolster-shaped
cushion of olive felt and gather the ends,
leaving a frill three inches wide ; line the
frill with pink satin, and tie a bow of pink
ribbon over the gathers at each ‘end ; then
make two strips of crazy work four inches
wide and long enough to go around the
cushion. A pretty fancy is to work all the
stitches in pink silk to correspond with the
ends. Tack the bands to the cushion by
invisible stitches and your work is com-
plete.

Other cushions are made of two round
pieces of velvet, brocade or embroidered
silk, about the size of a wash-bowl, with a
puffing of silk or satin of a contrasting
shade or color joining the two pieces, whichi
are lightly stuffed with eider down.

—Sandwiches made of a slice of meat
between great slices of coarsely buttered
bread belong to the dark ages. Small
wonder they have fallen into disrepute.
Whatever the meat, it should be minced
fine, palatably seasoned, and then - spread
upon small slices of firm bread, smoothly
buttered. . Fresh or canned salmon makes
delicious sandwiches. Pound one pound of
salmon, freed from the skin and all bones,
in a mortar ; mix with it two ounces of
butter, one half a teaspoonful of pounded
cloves, two teaspoonfuls of anchovy sauce,
salt and black pepper to taste, one tea-
spoonful of lemon juice- ~ When well mixed
spead on thin slices of bread and butter.

Berr OMELET.—This is & very nice dish
for the tea-table, it makes such a delicious
relish and is also a handy way to use up
steak that is a little tough. Chop fine 1}
pounds of raw beef, add pepper, salt and
summer savory, or celery salt if preferred
to this seasoning. Mix with two well-
beaten eggs, press into a pan and bake one
hour. When cold cut in thin slices and
serve like tongue. Some like a spoonful or
two of nice butter added to this miture
before baking, and I think it is an addition
myself.

Cor~ MgearL MurriNs.—One cupful of
yellow meal, 1 cupful of flour, } cupful of
sugar, 1 beaten egg, a piece of butter the
size of an egg, a little salt. Dissolve a tea-
‘spoonful of soda in 1 cupful of sour milk
and mix with the other ingredients. Drop
into buttered muffin rings or patty pans
and bake in a hot oven fifteen or twenty
minutes.

A Birp's Nest PuppiNe.—Pare and
core as many apples (not very sour) as will
cover the bottom of a pudding dish, fill the
mcentre of the apples with raisins and put a
goud many around them in the dish; then
make a very sweet custard using 5 eggs to
a quart of milk. Pour over the apples and
bake slowly.

INpIAN PuppING.—Bring 13 pints of
milk to a boil. Mix 1 cupful of meal, 1
cupful of molasses and a little salt, with }
pint of cold milk; when smooth stir into
the boiling milk. Pour into a pudding
dish and bake slowly three or four hours.
S\yleket skimmed milk is as good as sweet
milk.
